Pursuant to your request an Asbestos Demolition Survey has been performed at the above
location for the purpose of identifying asbestos that needs to be removed prior to the planned
demolition of the structure. The purpose of the investigation was to visually identify
homogenous materials that need to have bulk samples obtained for analysis to determine the
presence of Asbestos Containing Building Materials with in the structure. The scope of this
survey was limited to the referenced single structure in Jacksonville, Florida. The building was
inspected for demolition. The facility has a single story structure for demolition, which is
constructed with concrete, wood, drywall, plaster, vinyl floor tile, sheet flooring, transite,
popcom, roof mastic, steel and aluminum. There were twelve (12) suspected materials that were
sampled for Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM) analysis. Based on the visual inspection, it was
evident that National Emission Standard for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) 40 CFR Part
61 regulated Asbestos Material was found to be present at the facility. The scope of work for this
survey included sampling and analysis of suspect homogenous building materials. The asbestos
demolition inspection process was initiated on November 2, 2016. Materials must contain
greater than 1% asbestos to be regulated. The following recommendations are provided for the
material that was found to contain Asbestos Fibers within the referenced structure.

ITD Management submitted an RFP to Procurement Division for solicitation of Cisco SmartNet Support
and Maintenance Re-Bid # SC-0340-17 for Information Technologies Division and Jacksonville

Procurement Division received four (4) vendor responses and zero (0) no bids for the Re-Bid which
opened on November 30, 2016.

Procurement Division forwarded the bid tabulation sheet and the bid responses for the Information
Technologies Division to review. As indicated and recorded on the bid tabulation sheet Lumbee
Resource Management Group, LLC was rejected due to vendor not submitting pricing on the Bid
Proposal Form contained in the bid as required in the terms and conditions.

ITD Management recommends awarding the bid to Presidio Networked Solutions, LLC as the lowest
responsive, responsible bidder for the combined total of both groups (COJ and JSO) per bid award amount
of $301,111.94.

The following table details the responses received:

SECTION 4

DESCRIPTION OF SERVICE AND DELIVERABLES

I. GENERAL INFORMATION

In December 2007, then Mayor John Peyton saw an outgrowth of 2 years plus of an increase in crime that
labeled Jacksonville the “Murder Capital of Florida”. The City had had the highest homicide rate for the
. previous 8 years and 13 of the last 19 years. Violent crime was hurting our most vulnerable, “our
children”.

Mayor Peyton convened 140 r.:o'mmunity leaders, concerned citizens, law enforcement and subject matter
experts to present a plan of action that not only addressed increased law enforcement but would also
address the root causes of crime through prevention-intervention-rehabilitation programs. Five sub-
committees were formed to take a comprehensive look at these areas. In 2008, the committees made a
number of crime initiative recommendations for programs focused on education, truancy, dropout and
literacy; intervention and rehabilitation; neighborhood safety and stability; positive youth development;
and law enforcement and deterrence (the “Journey”).

As a result-of the Journey's efforts, violent crime dropped 31.9% from 2007-2011 and Jacksonville was no
longer the murder capital of Florida. This is attributed to a strategic, holistic approach to law
enforcement, prevention and intervention efforts led by the ]SO, State Attorney’s office and the
Jacksonville Journey.

Over the last several years, Jacksonville has seen an increase in violent activity. As a result, current
Mayor Lenny Curry has brought a renewed commitment to the Jax Journey. The budget Mayor Curry
presented to City Council had 83 million in new funding for Journey programs. Programs that were cut
were restored to the 2014-15 budget levels,

Jax Journey is investing a total over $5 million to support crime prevention and intervention programs for
Jacksonville’s youth and other vulnerable populations - creating more promising futures for tomorrow’s
citizens, and a safer community.

A Valid student ID {as provided by Duval County Public Schools) and accurate student demographic
data will be mandatory and are essential data components for the evaluation of this program. The
Contractor will identify participanis Hat do not hgve a DCPS siudent [0 and coordinate with the Connnission o
obtain an authorized temporary identification mumber for Hie program period. Participants whe are enrolled or Turve
been enrolled in a DCPS school are not eligible for a temporary identification number,

Final payment to the Contractor will be contingent on a data audit for accuracy.

X. SCHOOL RECORDS RELEASE STATEMENT
Contractors will be required to get the following consent from parents, preferably on the program
registration form:

X1. CONNECTING CHILDREN TO AFFORDABLE HEALTH COVERAGE

All Commission-funded programs must contain language on their enrollment applications that identifies
the health coverage status of students that enroll in the program. The form attached as Exhibit C - Cover
Jax Insurance Form - may either be included directly on the Coniractor’s enrollment form or as a separate
attachment to the application on a form provided by the Commission that the Contractor can then
duplicate and send home with each application.

Participants that self-identify as needing health insurance coverage and give consent for the Commission
or it's Florida KidCare enrollment partner to contact them are REQUIRED to forward the family’s
contact information and proof of consent to be contacted to the Commission or its designated Florida
KidCare Enrollment pariner within three business days in a manner designated by the Commission.

XIL SYSTEM OF CARECORE VALUES

The Commission is committed to System of Care values and core principles. A system of care is an
organizational framework that involves collaboration across agencies, families, and youth for the purpose
of improving access and expanding the array of community-based, culturally and linguistically
competent services and supports for children and youth with emotional, mental, or behavioral challenges
and their families. The values and core principles of Systems of Care indicate that programs serving
children, youth and families will be family-driven, youth-guided and culturally and linguistically
competent. Programs that are fomily-driven recognize that families have a primary role in the care of their
children. Youtl-guided programs create safe environments that give young people a voice in the care of
their own treatment and culbural and linguistic conmpetence is defined as the capacity of an organization to
provide services that are respectful and responsive to cultural differences such as race, ethnicity, sex,
religion, age, language proficiency, etc. Strong proposals will be able demonstrate how they intend to
implement System of Care core values and principles into their service delivery.

XIIL INCIDENT REPORTING
In providing the Services under the Contract, the Contractor, including its officers, employees, agents and
subcontractors, shall exercise that degree of skill and care required by customarily accepted good
practices and procedures for the performance of the same or similar Services. The Contractor must
comply with the Commission’s Incident Reporting requirements. All incidents must be reported on the
form which is attached as Exhibit A. In addition, Contractor shall notify the Commission if sufficlent
staff, facilities and equipment necessary to deliver the Services for the Program cannot be maintained.
Failure to notify the Commission of any such deficiencies, or to adequately maintain sufficient staff,
facilities and equipment necessary to provide the Services after a reasonable period given by the
Commission to cure (in no event longer than five (3) business days) shall be a material breach of the
‘Contract and grounds for termination, upon twenty-four (24) hours” prior written notice. The facility
sites for the Program referenced above will be reviewed (via an on-site visit) by the Commission a
minimum of one time during the term of the Contract.

X1V, PAYMENTS FOR SERVICES OF CONTRACTOR v
The Commission will compensate Contractor for the Services as follows:

A, FEES

In the event the
Contractor receives and/for expends any portion of the funds paid under the Contract in a
manner inconsistent with the terms of the Contract {which shall include any funds reimbursed to
Contractor by the Commission in error) or any applicable and governing federal, state or local
law, rule regulation or policy, then Contractor shall immediately, upon receipt of notice by the
Commission, refund and return all such funds to the Commission without demand or further
notice. Contractor shall also reimburse the Commission for all costs, expenses and fees, including
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attorneys’ fees and court costs, incurred or expended by the Commission in connection with any
collection efforts to recover any funds due the Commission under the Contract. The Commission
may immediately terminate the Contract if funds are improperly spent, and such termination
may be provided orally with a written notice to follow.
