The purpose of this request is to seek permisSion to select Birken Construction to perform the 400 
level Stair Addition at TIAA Bank Field. Three bids were opened on October 7th with Birken being the 
low bidder at $598,500.00. 


Because Birken's bid was significantly lower than their original bid, a post-bid interview was 
conducted on October 14th to discuss their bid in more detail and to examine the reasons for the bid 
difference. Blrken explained that the specification change for the glass railings portion of the project 
had a major impact on the pricing of that piece of work. In addition, moving the project schedule to 
after the football season eliminated the need for the extensive and expensive clean-up work that 
would have been required to make the space ready for fan attendance at football games. The post­
bid team felt that these answers satisfactorily explained the pricing difference. Birken also claimed 
no concern with the proposed construction schedule when asked. 


Given the information stated above, ASM, with the agreement of our architect HOK, is recommending 
award of the 400 level5tair Addition project to Birken Construction. This award will include Alternate

On Wednesday October 7 th, three bids were opened for the above-referenced project. The 
apparent low bidder was Birken Construction, with a base bid of $598,500.00. 


Because Birken's rebid number was significantly lower than their original bid, we conducted 
a post-bid interview with Birken to discuss their new bid in more detail. During that 
interview, Birken explained that the minor specification change for the glass railings portion 
of the project had a major impact on the pricing of that piece of the work. In addition, 
shifting the project schedule to after the football season eliminated the need for the 
extensive and expensive cleanup work required to make the space ready for the football 
games. In my opinion, this information from Birken is a satisfactory explanation for the 
difference in bid prices. Birken was also asked if they had any concerns with the project 
schedule issued in the rebid - they stated that there were no schedule concerns on their 
part. 


Given the information noted above, HOK is recommending award of the 400 Level Stair 
Addition project to Birken Construction. We understand that you would like to accept

If Remote Monitoring Services explicitly includes remote fire alarm monitoring, security alarm monitoring or video monitoring in the scope of work or 
customer charges, the Agreement is hereby modified and amended to include the terms and provisions of this Add~ndum to the PSA for Monitoring 
of Intrusion, Fire and Safety Systems (the "Addendum",. Capitalized terms that are not defined herein, shall have the meaning given to them In the 
Agreement. In the event of a conflict between the terms and conditions of this Addendum and those appearing in the Agreement. the terms and 
conditions of this Addendum shall prevail. 


1. Remote Monltorlnl of Alarm Signals. If 1(1 receives an emergency alarm signal at JCl's ROC, 1(1 shall endeavor to notify the appropriate police or 
fjre department, or other emergency response agency having jurisdiction and JCI shall endeavor to notify Customer or its designated representative 
by email unless instructed to do otherwise by Customer in writing and/or based on standard operating procedures for the ROC. JCI, upon receipt of a 
non-emergency signal from the Premises, shall endeavor to notify Customer's representative pursuant to Customer's written instructions, defaulting 
to email or text notification. Customer acknowledges that if the signals transmitted from the Premises will be monitored in a monitoring facility not 
operated by JCI, the personnel in such monitoring facilities are not the agents of JCI, nor does JCI assume any responsibility for the manner in which 
such signals are monitored or the response to such Signal. 


2. Remote Monitoring Services Pricing. Remote Monitoring Services shall be provided by JCI if the Agreement indudes a charge for such Service. If 
such Service is purchased, JCI will monitor the number of alarms for the Premises and the initial charge Is based on the pricing agreed to by the 
parties, subject to the terms and conditions of this Addendum. If the number of alarms produced at the Premises goes beyond the contracted 
number of alarms In a month, Customer will be billed an overage fee. 


3. Communications Media. Customer acknowledges that monitoring of Covered Equipment requires transmission of signals over standard 
telephone lines and/or the Internet and that these modes of transmission may be interrupted, circumvented, or compromised, in which case no 
signal can be transmitted from the Premises to the monitoring facility. Customer understands that to allow the monitoring facility to be aware of 
such a condition, additional or alternative protection can be installed, such as line security devices, at Customer's cost and expense and for 
transmission via telephone line only. Customer acknowledges it is aware that line security devices are available and, unless expressly identified in 
Schedule A - Equipment List, has declined to purchase such devices. Customer further acknowledges that such additional protection is not available 
for Internet transmission under this Agreement. 


4. False/Unnecessary Alarms; Service calls. AtJCI's option, an additional fee may be charged for any false alarm or unnecessary Service Visit caused 
or necessitated by Customer. In addition, Customer shall be fully responsible and liable for fines, penalties, assO!ssments, taxes, fees or charges 
Imposed by a governmental body, telephone, communication, or signal transmission company as the result of any f;else alarm and shall reimburse 1C1 
for any costs incurred by JCI in connection therewith. Customer shall operate the system carefully so as to avoid causing false alarms. False alarms 
can be caused by severe weather or other forces beyond the control of JCI.
