1.  INTRODUCTION AND LOCATION: 
 


This Design Criteria Package (DCP) specifies performance-based criteria for the design and 
construction of the Norman Studios Renovations located at 6336 Arlington Rd, Jacksonville, FL 
32211.  
 
The purpose of this design criteria package is to furnish sufficient information to allow a Design 
Build Firm to prepare a response to the City's request for proposal (RFP) and to permit the City to 
enter into a negotiated design build contract.  
 
The project includes Architectural, Civil, Structural, Fire Protection, Landscape, Mechanical, 
Plumbing, and Electrical multi-disciplined design.  All the site and building renovations shall comply 
with current regulations of the U.S. Department of Justice Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). 
 
The Design Build Firm shall especially exercise caution while working in the building to assure 
compliance with the USA Government Consumer Protection protecting the health and safety of the 
Norman Studios users.   
 


2. GENERAL: 


The Design-Build firm is responsible for design and plans production. The fee proposal shall be 
submitted no later than 5:00 P.M. on Feb 5, 2020 to Maria Williams, P.E., at 214 N. Hogan 
Street, Ed Ball Building, 10th Floor, Jacksonville, Florida 32202.  
 
The provisions of the DCP represent the technical, material, and quality requirements for the 
aforementioned project. The Design Build Firm is bound by these requirements during the design 
(and future permitting and construction if applicable) of the Norman Studios Renovations.   
 
A meeting to discuss the scope of the project was held on January 13, 2020, at the Norman 
studios.  The Design Criteria Professional (Maria Williams, P.E.) may amend the provisions of the 
Design Criteria Package after it has been released to the Design Build Firm, but before the 
expiration of the 10-day period designated for submittal of the Fee Proposal. 
 


3. SCOPE OF WORK:   
 
The work consists of remodeling the Norman Studios Silent Film Museum, Inc. (Norman Studios), 
but not limited to: roof leaks repair, HVAC, elevator, flooring, historic safe repair, bathrooms, wall 
modifications and finishes, doors, update displays, restoration of kitchen area, ADA compliance 
(including parking), pressure washing, painting, window tinting or canopies, stairs rails, animatronic 
“director” figure, storage area, electrical work, mechanical work, fire protection, fire alarm, 
telecommunication, plumbing and all other work required to complete the work in accordance with 
the DCP and Exhibit A.   
 
The GMP for the 60% design fee proposal must include the items discussed at the January 13, 
2020, and a proposed schedule for the 60% submittal.  The GMP for 60% plans shall include the 
complete design work.  The GMP for 100% design, permits and construction will be awarded per 
available funding or grants. 
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The Design Build Firm shall be responsible to comply with the changes and modifications to the 
most recent Florida Building Code and Supplement. All the site elements shall be designed, 
permitted and constructed in accordance with site development conditions in compliance with 
applicable design criteria, standards, codes and specifications promulgated by but not limited to 
the following: the City, the State of Florida, ACI, ANSI, ASCE, ASTM, AWPA, EPA, FDEP, NFPA, 
OSHA, UL, NEC, NEMA: 
 
Additional items to be considered: 
 


a. Items listed by Ms. Rita Reagan and Ms. Barbara Wingo included in Exhibit A. 
 


b. Telecommunication. The City’s IT Department will provide comments to the 60% plans.  IT 
comments will need to be implemented on the final plans. 
 


c. Pavement Markings. The Design Builder shall provide pavement marking as required.  
 


d. Signs.  Indoor and outdoor sign to be included in the design. 
 


e. Utilities. The Design Build Firm shall be required to coordinate and secure approvals from the 
public utility companies and pay all required connection and permit / approval fees as required by 
the said public utility companies.   


 
f. Site illumination:  The site illumination shall include flood lights.  All site illumination shall be LED. 


 
4. PURPOSE OF RFP; ESTIMATED BUDGET: 


 


The Purpose of this RFP is to solicit Statements of Qualification from design-build firms to enable 
the City to enter into a design-build contract in accordance with Section 287.055, Florida Statutes 
(“Consultants’ Competitive Negotiation Act” or “CCNA”), Chapter 126, Part 7, Ordinance Code, 
and this RFP, to provide design, permitting and construction services for the public construction 
project described herein (the “Project”). The Project consists of the design, permitting, and 
construction of the facility described in Section 1.3 below. 


 
The funding for this project is $1,000,000.  Approximately 10% ($100,000) is needed for CEI.  
Therefore the available funding is $900,000. 
 


5. PERMITS: 
 
The Design Build Firm shall apply on behalf of the City, pay required application and permit fees 
and secure all approvals and permits from the City and the State regulatory agencies as required 
by law. Specifically, permits and approvals are required, from but not limited to, the St Johns River 
Water Management District, the Florida Department of Environmental Protection / the City 
Environment Resources Management Department, JEA, AT&T, Comcast, the City – Development 
Management Group, the Building Inspection Division and any others as may be required for this 
project.   
 
In addition, the Design Build Firm shall coordinate with all applicable utility companies as required 
and pay all applicable fees. 
 
For the purpose of the reviews and approvals, the Design Build Firm shall provide the Engineer 
with 5 sets of drawings, specifications and engineering calculations.   
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Also, the Design Build Firm shall provide the Engineer with five (5) sets of final plans, 
specifications and engineering calculations prior to the Preconstruction Conference and the 
issuance of the Notice to Proceed. In addition, at the same time the Design Build Firm shall 
provide the Engineer with two (2) copies of CDs with the electronic version of all contract 
documents (drawings, specifications, engineering calculations, permits and approvals).  
  


6. MATERIALS:  


All building materials shall match the materials approved, unless a substitution is requested / 
approved by the City.  Also, when the interior building layout is approved by the user the 
dimensions shall not be modified without the Client’s approval.   


7. SIGN FOR THE DURATION OF THE PROJECT ONLY:  


The Design Build Firm shall provide an on-site construction sign for the project.  The construction 
sign included in Section 20 shall be modified as shown below: 


 4’x4’ instead of 4’x8’  
 Two 2”x4” brace posts instead of three brace posts.  
 All wood and plywood shall be pressure treated for in ground and weather exposure as 


applicable.

8. CONTROL OF THE WORK AND OF MATERIALS:   


Provisions of Division III, Section 20, Subsection 20.29 – General Conditions, Tests and 
Inspections, City Standard Contract Documents are fully applicable to this Project. 


9. MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT:  


Provisions of Division III, Section 20, Subsection 20.39 – General Conditions, Progress Payments, 
and City Standard Contract Documents shall be applicable in establishing provisions of the 
Contract for measuring work progress and making progress payments to ACON Construction 
Constructors. 


10. COMPLIANCE WITH CHAPTER 327, ORDINANCE CODE, CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, 
FLORIDA SUSTAINABLE BUILDING PROGRAM:  


The Design Build Firm shall implement the provisions of Ordinance 2009-211-E as they relate to 
meeting and obtaining the sustainable building certification based on one of the recognized 
sustainable building certification systems such as U.S. Green Building Council’s LEED Rating 
System, GBI’S Green Globe, or the Florida Green Building Coalition. The Design Build Firm shall 
select the least expensive certification system, which satisfies the requirements of Ordinance 
2009-122-E.  


11. AS-BUILT PLANS:  


The text of Section 20.62 “As-built” Drawings in Section 20, General Conditions shall be modified 
as follows: 


20.62.5 The Design-Builder shall maintain, on a daily basis, a complete set of plans with “as-built” 
information noted in red ink. This “as-built” information shall include, but shall not be 
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limited to: the location of all utilities installed and/or encountered all changes in design 
and/or layout of the project, all dimensional changes, and all changes in equipment 
and/or materials. This set of drawings shall be maintained on the job site and shall be 
available for review by the City. The Contractor shall transfer the “as-built” information 
contained in the drawings to a permanent record set of “as-built” drawings.   


 
The permanent record set of “as-built” drawings shall become the property of the CITY 
prior to final payment and after the review and acceptance by the ENGINEER. 


 
  In addition, the Design-Builder shall provide the City with the electronic version 


(AutoCAD) of all As-Built plans on a CD.  The AutoCAD files shall comply with the 
following requirements: (1) All drawings shall be 100% AutoCAD files, 2011 Version or 
newer; (2) Use standard layer system; (3) All AutoCAD files shall be transferred to CD 
including all the references (4) Use standard AutoCAD fonts/text files only, no third party 
application.
