FOURTH AMENDMENT TO
AFFILIATE CONNECTION AGREEMENT

This FOURTH AMENDMENT TO AFFILIATE CONNECTION AGREEMENT is
effective as of the 27th day of August, 2017 (the “Effective Date”) by and between the CITY OF
JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation in Duval County, State of Florida (the "Affiliate"),
and FLORIDA LAMBDARAIL, LLC, a Florida limited liability company (the "FLR").

B. The Agreement will terminate on August 26, 2017.
C. Affiliate and FLR desire to reinstate the Agreement effective August 27, 2017.

D. FLR has been continuously providing services to Affiliate since March 23, 2017 and
Affiliate and FLR desire to ratify all actions of the parties from that date to the date of this
Agreement.

E. Affiliate and FLR desire to extend the Agreement through September 30, 2020 with the
option for two (2) one-year renewals.

F. Affiliate wishes to be invoiced on a monthly basis in arrears.

G. The City of Jacksonville’s General Government Awards Committee approved such
reinstatement, ratification, extension and increase by Proprietary Award (BID #SP-0441-13) dated
March 23, 2017.

NOW, THEREFORE, in mutual consideration of the provisions contained herein, the
receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties hereby agree as follows:

1. Background Facts. The Background Facts set forth above are true and correct and
incorporated herein by this reference.

2. Capitalized Terms. Unless otherwise defined herein, all capitalized terms shall
have the meanings given to them in the Agreement.

3. Reinstatement and Ratification. The Agreement shall be reinstated effective
August 27, 2017 and all actions taken by Affiliate and FLR under the Agreement from March 23,
2017 to the date of this Amendment are hereby ratified and confirmed in all respects.






4, Amendment to Section 2 of the Agreement. Section 2 of the Agreement is deleted
in its entirety and replaced with the following provision:

2. Term of Agreement. Unless sooner terminated as provided herein, the term
of this Agreement and Affiliate’s status as an Affiliate participant of FLR shall be effective
February 26, 2013 through September 30, 2020 with the option for two (2) one-year
renewals.

5. Amendment to Section 23(a) of the Agreement. Section 23(a) of the Agreement is
deleted in its entirety.

6. Amendment to Appendix 1 of the Agreement. Appendix 1 of the Agreement is
deleted in its entirety and replaced with Schedule 1, attached hereto and made part of.

7. Authority. FLR represents and warrants to Affiliate that FLR has full right and
authority to execute and perform its obligations under this Amendment and the Agreement, and FLR
and the person(s) signing this Amendment on FLR's behalf represent and warrant to Affiliate that
such person(s) are duly authorized to execute this Amendment on FLR's behalf without further
consent or approval by anyone. FLR shall deliver to Affiliate promptly upon request all documents
reasonably requested by Affiliate to evidence such authority.

7. Ratification of the Agreement. The provisions of the Agreement shall remain in
full force and effect except as expressly provided in this Amendment.

8. Entire Agreement. This Amendment is the entire agreement of the parties
regarding the modifications to the Agreement provided herein, and supersedes all prior agreements
and understandings regarding such subject matter, and may be modified only by a writing executed
by the party against whom the modification is sought to be enforced, and shall bind and benefit
the parties and their respective successor, legal representatives and assigns.

9. Counterpart Execution. This Amendment may be executed in a number of identical
counterparts, each of which for all purposes is deemed an original, and all of which constitute
collectively one agreement.

included in the costs listed above.

The recurring costs consist of several FLR services integrated into a single package.

Affiliate has a CDR of 3000 Mbps per
month.

Affiliate is encouraged to implement inbound and outbound rate limits to protect
against inbound overuse and high bit rate outbound denial of service. If excess usage
over the CDR is not corrected within 90 days following written notification thereof,
Affiliate shall be charged $9 per megabit for any use in excess of 110% of the
bandwidth commitment. Excessive usage over the bandwidth commitment shall be
calculated on a 95th percentile confidence interval (CI) based on 5-minute averages
(monthly usage divided into 5 minute intervals). The top 5% of these intervals shall be
discarded and the next highest interval, inbound or outbound shall be used as the
Affiliate’s total bandwidth usage for the month. Billing for the excess bandwidth usage
shall be included in the quarterly invoice of recurring costs.

f.  As part of the FLR network services, for amounts of commercial Internet bandwidth of
100 Mbps or less, 100 Mbps of bandwidth to access the Internet2 network shall be
made available at no additional cost to the Affiliate.
