SCOPE OF PROPOSED GEOTECHNICAL SERVICES

The geotechnical exploration will consist of field exploratory borings, laboratory testing, and a
presentation of the collected data.

PROPOSED GEOTECHNICAL EXPLORATION
Field Exploration - The proposed exploration will consist of collection of subsurface data as follows:

Roadway Widening- Auger borings will be performed along the widening areas to a depth of 5 feet on
one hundred feet spacing with 20 foot deep auger borings every 500 feet. Pavement cores with base
depth checks will also be conducted on the existing pavement at a frequency of two cores per lane.
Soil samples for laboratory soil testing will be obtained on a frequency of three samples per stratum per
mile. Soil samples for pipe corrosion testing will be obtained on a frequency of one sample per 1,500 feet
of alignment. Additionally, sufficient number of samples will be collected from the existing subgrade
soils and tested to determine the design LBR value. Work will also include review of the encountered
ground water levels and estimation of the seasonal high ground water levels.

Pond - The proposed stormwater management pond will be explored by means of Standard Penetration
Test (SPT) borings with continuous sampling which will extend to a depth of 20 feet at a frequency of
three borings per one acre of stormwater pond. In addition, the pond will be tested for environmental
classification testing. Sufficient testing will be performed on soils recovered from the pond for
classification purposes. All borings will be grouted upon completion.

Retaining Walls - SPT borings will be taken at 150 feet intervals in each direction of travel along the
proposed walls. These borings will be extended a minimum of twice the wall height or at least 10 feet
into competent material. Undisturbed samples of cohesive soils will also be obtained. Representative
soil samples from these areas will be tested for consolidation and environmental classification
purposes. Sufficient testing will be performed on soils recovered from the wall areas for classification
purposes. All borings will be grouted upon completion.

Bridges - The proposed bridges will be explored by means of SPT borings at each bent to
approximately 100 feet deep each. All SPT borings will be sampled on 2.5-foot centers. Undisturbed
samples of cohesive soils will be obtained. Representative soil samples from the borings will be tested
for environmental classification purposes. Sufficient testing will be performed on soils recovered from
the borings for classification purposes. All borings will be grouted upon completion.

Soil samples will be classified, containerized, and marked in the field and returned to the laboratory for
visual inspection and classification by the geotechnical engineer using the AASHTO and the Unified
Soil Classification Systems.





Laboratory Testing - Routine laboratory testing will be conducted on representative soil samples to
determine classification, and aggressiveness. Laboratory classification and index soil tests will be
performed as necessary on selected soil samples obtained from the exploration. Specific tests to be
performed are Moisture Content, Organic Content, Percent Fines, Gradation Tests, Atterberg Limits,
Environmental/Corrosion Testing, Unconfined Compressive Strength of Intact Rock Cores,
Consolidation, and LBR tests.

Engineering/Support Services - A geotechnical engineer, registered in the State of Florida, will direct
the geotechnical exploration and provide a presentation of the site and subsurface conditions with
respect to the planned construction.

Level | Contamination Screening Evaluation

The purpose of a contamination screening evaluation for the proposed modification is to identify and
evaluate known or potential contamination problems, present recommendations concerning these
problems, and discusses possible impacts to the proposed project.

Land use is an important factor when evaluating historical and current environmental conditions.
Evaluating the past use of properties can assist in determining possible chemical constituents that may
have been used or associated with a parcel. Current land use records, typically supplied by the local county
or municipality, also provide additional information regarding target areas for potential contaminants.

The methodology for this contamination screening evaluation includes the following tasks:

e Document review using Duval County Property Appraiser’s website.

® A regulatory review of governmental databases for permits, known contaminated sites and or
violations associated with environmental issues.

e Obtaining and evaluating historical aerial photographs, topographic maps and soil to determine
potential contamination problem areas.

o Conduct site visits to verify information provided and to identify other potential concerns within
the vicinity of the project.

e Contamination screening of soils above and into the water table during the geotechnical
subsurface exploration. During the geotechnical drilling MAE will screen soil samples visually,
olfactory and with an Organic Vapor Analyzer for indications of contamination.

s Determine the contamination potential and assigning a risk rating for each property within the
proposed project limits.

After gathering and reviewing readily available public information and conducting site reconnaissance,
contamination risk ratings will be assigned to sites of potential concern. The rating system is divided into
four categories of risk as defined by the FDOT. These four degrees of risk are “No”, “Low”, “Medium” and
“High.” This system expresses the degree of concern for potential contamination problems.

No Risk Site: A review of all available information finds there is nothing to indicate contamination would
be a problem. it is possible that contaminants were handled on the property; however, all information
(DEP reports, monitoring wells, water and soil samples, etc.) indicate that contamination problems should
not be expected.

Low Risk Site: The former or current operation has a hazardous waste generator identification (ID)
number, or deals with hazardous materials; however, based on all available information, there is no
reason to believe there would be any involvement with contamination in relation to this project. This is
the lowest possible rating a gasoline station operating within current regulations can receive.

Medium Risk Site; After a review of all available information, indications are found (reports, Notice of

Violations, consent orders, etc.) that identify known soil and/or water contamination and that the
problem does not need remediation, is being remediated (i.e., air stripping of the groundwater, etc.), or
that continued monitoring is required. The complete details of remediation requirements are important
to determine what must be done if the property were to be acquired. A recommendation should be made
on each property falling into this category regarding the potential impacts to the proposed project and
the possible alternatives if there is a need to avoid the property.

High Risk Site: After a review of all available information, there is a potential for contamination problems.
Further assessment will be required after alignment selection to determine the actual presence and/or
levels of contamination and the need for remedial action. The recommendation for this rating should
include a listing of the parameters of concern and media to be assessed, and if known, what construction
activities will occur within or adjacent to the contaminated media.

After the contamination evaluation screening is completed, properties identified as having a “Medium”
or “High” ranking, may require further assessment to verify or determine the extent of contamination
concerns depending upon the proposed construction. The contamination evaluation screening may have
to be reviewed and revised based on changes during the design phase.

Asbestos Containing Materials (ACM) and Metal Based Coatings (MBC)

If an ACM or MBC survey has not been previously conducted, FDOT requires that a survey be performed
on all bridges and other structures prior to demolition and any required abatement performed prior to
construction. These surveys are typically performed early in the design phase to allow for an evaluation
of the impacts prior to construction.

The survey will include the collection of samples for analyses of metals in paint and asbestos containing
materials. The survey is intended to identify the presence of ACMs and MBCs from ‘suspected’ or likely
sources of those items based on the professional judgment of the licensed inspector.

The scope of work for the ACM survey will include the collection of bulk samples of suspect materials for
analysis by Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM). Point count analysis is usually completed on friable samples
with less than 10 percent asbestos as determined by the PLM analysis. The homogenous sampling areas
will be described with detailed descriptions in a summary report which will provide recommendations for
asbestos abatement prior to construction renovation activities, if needed.

The scope of work for the MBC survey will include the collection of bulk samples of suspect materials for
analysis by AA/ICP methods for the Target Analyte List 23 or the 13 Priority Pollutant depending on the
judgement of the inspector. One bulk sample will be collected from each large suspect homogeneous
painted area and from areas that display multiple layering of coatings. The sampling areas will be
described with detailed descriptions in a summary report which will provide recommendations for MBC
management prior to construction activities.
