The current contract No. 8518-03 Property Broker Services in the Scope of Services allows for placement
of property. boiler & machinery and terrorism coverage as well as appraisal services as required by the
City by Arthur J. Gallagher Risk Management Scrvices, Inc. with a maximum indebtedness of
$18.210.415.65.

Tt is respectfully requested that City Contract No. 8518-03, with Arthur J. Gallagher Risk Management
Services. Inc., be amended to allow for appraisal services procured by the City's broker to update the City’s
property schedule for insurance and FEMA purposes and fine arts schedule as set forth in Exhibits G and L
attached hereto. in amounts of $84,600.00 and $49,000.00, respectively. It is also requested the same contract
is amended for the placement, binding, and ratification of the purchase of property, boiler and machinery, and
the addition of terrorism coverage for the City of Jacksonville and Jacksonville Port Authority effective March
[, 2018 1o March 1. 2019 for the property insurance program, and Property/Boiler & Machinery Insurance in a
not to exceed amount of to $4,979,791.76 to cover the insurance renewal premium as set forth in Exhibit H.
This will cause a total increase in maximum indebtedness of $5,113,391.76.

The new maximum indebtedness should be adjusted from $18,210,415.65 by a not to cxceed amount of
$5.113,391.76 for a new maximum indebtedness of $23.323.807.41. All other contract terms and conditions
shall remain the same (nothing contained herein shall be amended, modified. or otherwise revised without
prior PSEC and Mayor's approval).

SERVICES CONTRACT BETWEEN

THIS CONTRACT, made and entered into this [Lﬂday of January, 2015 (the
“Effective Date”), by and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (the “CITY”), a
municipal corporation existing under the Constitution and the laws of the State of
Florida, and ARTHUR J. GALLAGHER RISK MANAGEMENT SERVICES, INC. (the
“CONTRACTOR"), an Hlinois corporation authorized to transact business in Florida and with
its principal offices at Two Pierce Place, Itasca, Ilinois 60143.

WHEREAS, the CITY (as the “Buyer”) issued a Request for Proposal No.P-43-14
(the “RFP") for property broker services for the City’s Administrative and Finance Department
and Risk Management Division as described in the RFP; and

WHEREAS, based on CONTRACTOR’S response to the RFP dated December 10,
2014, consisting of 169 pages (the “Response™), the CITY has awarded this Contract to
CONTRACTOR;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutual covenants
contained below, the parties agree as follows:

1. Performance of Services. The Services will be performed by CONTRACTOR
as specified in the RFP and the Response, and as set forth on Exhibit “A” attached hereto and
hereby incorporated herein by this reference. '

2. Compensation. CONTRACTOR will be paid by the CITY for the Services as
specified in Attachment VII of the Response and in accordance with Exhibit “B" attached hereto
and incorporated herein by this reference. See Exhibit “C” attached hereto and incorporated
herein by this reference for JSEB Subcontractor compensation schedule.

3 Maximum Indebtedness. As required by Section 106431, Ordinance Code,
the CITY'’s maximum indebtedness, for all products, deliverables and services under this
Contract, which shall include but not be limited to all premiums, cost of state taxes and
surcharges, policy fees and inspections, JSEB subcontractor, and the GTACP, shall be a fixed
monetary amount not-to-exceed FIVE MILLION AND NO/100 DOLLARS (8$5,000,000.00).
All required CITY payments are subject to available CITY funding.

4, Term. The initial term of this Contract shall commence on the Effective Date
and shall expire on September 30, 2015, unless sooner terminated by either party in accordance
with the terms of the RFP. This Contract may be renewed for up to four (4) additional one (1)
year periods by (i) the CITY, in its sole discretion, upon written notice to CONTRACTOR at least
sixty (60) days prior to the eénd of the then-current term, or (ii) upon the mutual agreement of the

parties.

As of the Effective Date, CITY’S
Contract Manager is Ceci Ford, 117 W. Duval Street, Suite 335, Jacksonville, Florida 32202, and
the CONTRACTOR’S Contract Manager is Judy Arenz, 2255 Glade Road, Suite 200E, Boca
Raton, Florida 33431. Each Party shall provide prompt written notice to the other Party of any
changes to the Party's Contract Manager or his or her contact information; provided, such
changes shall not be deemed Contract amendments and may be provided via email.

8. Entire Agreement, This Contract constitutes the entire agreement between the
parties hereto for the Services to be performed and furnished by the CONTRACTOR. No
statement, representation, writing, understanding, agreement, course of action or course of
conduct, made by either party or any representative of either party, which is not expressed
herein shall be binding. CONTRACTOR may not unilaterally modify the terms of this
Contract by affixing additional terms to materials delivered to the CITY (e.g,, “shrink wrap”
terms accompanying or affixed to a deliverable) or by including such terms on a purchase order
or payment document. CONTRACTOR acknowledges that it is entering into this Contract for its
own purposes and not for the benefit of any third party.

All changes to, additions to, modifications of, or amendment
to this Contract, or any of the terms, provisions and conditions hereof, shall be binding only
when in writing and signed by the authorized officer, agent or representative of each of the
parties hereto.

4.5  Flood Zone Designation

Flood Zone designations are based on GPS coordinates and mapped via satellite. Identifying flood zones
based on address can lead to an incorrect designation as many sites include multiple acres and multiple
flood zones. In some cases, the flood zone actually intersects the structure and this has to be represented
or an incorrect designation may be applied, particularly when only using a physical address as the
determining factor. FEMA is currently undertaking the task of updating flood zones across the country as
many zones have adjusted over time with the increase of construction, paving, terraforming and resulting
changes from weather patterns and events. AssetWorks subscribes to FEMA updates as it relates to flood
zone updates and maintains a strong relationship with a geo-mapping group to support zone designations
and provide our clients with the accuracy required in this category.

5. Valuation Methodology

Our investigation of each property will follow generally accepted appraisal techniques and valuations in
accordance with the Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice- (USPAP) incorporating various
sources to develop cost conclusions for each building. Sources include price lists, trade journals, industry
publications, pricing subscription services, as well as direct cost research. It is an ongoing task to identify
and continuously substantiate values.

Replacement Cost New Cost of Replacement New is the amount required to reproduce a property entirely
at one time, as of a specific date, in like size, kind and quality and in accordance with current market prices
for labor, materials, manufactured equipment, contractors overhead, profit and fees, but with no
provisions for overtime or bonuses, or for premiums for materials and equipment. In determining
replacement cost new, AssetWorks will not consider costs associated with demolition of property, debris
removal, or partial loss into our analysis.

This methodology takes local wages and material costs into account, as well as specific structural
attributes and current construction code that will cause an increase or decrease in base value such as
sprinkler systems, elevators, exterior wall adjustments, actual building occupancy, and quality of
construction as related to industry standards.

Insurance Exclusion is a provision in an insurance contract describing property, or types of property, that
are not covered by an insurance policy. Based upon a review of current policy specifics, we identify the
items to be excluded under terms of the policy. The insurance exclusion amount is deducted from
replacement cost to arrive at an insurable value, specific to each structure.

Content Values will be included based on a “modeling” approach that was developed to meet the
valuation needs of public entities without the extensive time required for a detailed inventory.
AssetWorks utilizes computer models of more than 100 building types and their contents. A field
inspection of each building is conducted and the building’s contents will be identified.

We then estimate the value of contents in a particular building by taking a square foot equipment index
of a like facility and applying it to the calculated area of the building. Equipment values may adjust to
account for variations in density and quality of equipment present.

' Q4 Insurance Market Update

The market continues to be both interesting and transitional. The events of Michael, Florence, and
California wildfires throughout the year have racked up over $79B in Insured Loss estimates. Add this
year's $79B to the $150B we had in 2017 from Harvey, Irma, Maria and others and it quickly becomes
apparent that the major insurers of the world are struggling to make a profit.

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Some anticipated a significant market tightening in 2018 because of the catastrophic events that
occurred at the end of 2017. Traditional insurance markets are pushing for pricing increases to
continue based on these results. Despite troubled times the market continues to be interesting. The
industry continues to be impacted by major catastrophic events, poor models, and a lack of rate
adequacy. However, behind the curtain there is an industry that continues to be pumped with
alternative capital. The insurance industry would not seem to be an attractive investment. However,
the investment opportunity for alternative capital is more of a diversity play requiring a lower return. The
money is not going away, the industry is well capitalized, and this is keeping markets more competitive
than originally projected.

As we move forward into 2019, we would expect the property market to continue to transition. There
will be greater carrier focus on rates, terms, coverage conditions, and the broadness of manuscript
forms. Overall property market pricing is expected to be up 2.5% - 7.5%. Accounts in the CAT
exposed areas such as Florida will likely see rates increase 10%-15%+ range because of the impact of
major hurricanes had on the industry. The accounts that have been adversely impacted by catastrophic
events could see a higher increase.

The table and heat map below show that overall pricing on most lines of coverage remained flat
to a single-digit rate increase.

THIS CONTRACT is made and entered into this day of November, 2018, but made
effective as of October 1, 2018 (the “Effective Date”), by and between the CITY OF
JACKSONVILLE (the “City™), a municipal corporation existing under the Constitution and the
laws of the State of Florida, and BROWN & BROWN OF FLORIDA, INC. (the “Service
Broker”), a Florida corporation with its principal offices at 10151 Deerwood Park Boulevard,
Building 100, Suite 100, Jacksonville, Florida 32256.

WHEREAS, the City (as the “Buyer”) issued a Request for Proposal No. P-43-18 (the
“RFP”) for certain services described in the RFP (the “Services™); and

WHEREAS, based on Service Broker’s response/proposal to the RFP dated September
27, 2018, consisting of 39 pages (the “Response/proposal”), the City has negotiated and awarded
this Contract to Service Broker;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutual covenants
contained below, the parties agree as follows:

1. Performance of Services. The Services will be performed by Service Broker as
specified in the RFP and the Response/proposal, and in accordance with Exhibit A attached
hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.

2. Compensation.  Service Broker will be paid by the City for the Services in
accordance with the Contract Fee Summary attached hereto as Exhibit B and incorporated herein

by this reference.

3. Maximum Indebtedness. As required by Section 106.431, Ordinance Code, the
City’s maximum indebtedness, for all products and services under this Contract shall be a fixed

City of Jacksonville — Special Events Insurance Program Addendum to Proposal Packet

Since the proposal packet we have provided is general in nature, | am going to address the details and
“particulars” of this proposed coverage program in “bullet-point” manner. This descriptive format
speaks to the unique nature of the coverage request, and allows for the presentation of the numerous
details, protocols and restrictions that will be part of this coverage program. To that end, | offer the
following:

*As presented on the GL quote page, the $50,000 GL premium is considered a working deposit
premium. This initial premium will be held in “escrow” and will be eroded as events are reported to us,
underwritten, rated and ultimately endorsed to the policy. Once this working deposit premium is
exhausted, additional premium will be charged for all events that are endorsed to the policy, thereafter.

*The rate to be used to calculate the GL premium for each event, will be a “per attendee” rate-which
will be applied to the reported attendance for each event. That rate will be .27 per attendee for the first
two events (World of Nations and Jazz Fest). This rate corresponds to the GL coverage as listed and
described on the GL quote page. This rate also includes listing of most types of entities as Additional
Insureds (as presented on policy forms CG 2026 and CG 2034 in the specimen GL policy).

*The one type of Additional Insured most-likely to be encountered by this account for which additional
premium will be charged, is a performer/entertainer. The premium for this Al status will be $368 per
performer, and “performer” for this purpose is defined as either an individual or a multi-person act.

*The event GL premium will be fully-earned when the event is accepted for endorsement 1o the policy.
Should this GL policy be cancelled before any events are endorsed, the minimum earned premium for
this policy is $2,500 as shown in the proposal.

*The attendance to be used as the rating basis for each event must be reported on the special
event/festival application submitted for each event. We will calculate the corresponding GL premium
from this attendance figure and maintain a running balance of the working deposit premium untilit is
exhausted. Subsequent events will be endorsed and separately invoiced for the appropriate additional
premium,

*The .27/attendee rate is anticipated to apply to most—if not ali—of the events to be hosted/managed
by the City of Jacksonville {as presented on the city’s weh-site), BUT this rate is subject to amendment
should any given event or activity involve exposures that are beyond those contemplated by this quoted
rate.

*Optional coverage for specific types of exposures within an event, will also be available and will
generate additional premium. Samples of these additional coverage elements include contingent ride
liability {refer to policy form KR-GL-40 in the specimen GL policy), Limited Fireworks Coverage {form KR-





GL-62 in the specimen policy) and liguor liability—whether primary or contingent in nature {this
coverage will require a completed liquor liability application for each exposure].

*policy form KR-GL-46 (Limited Event Coverage) will be on the policy for two purposes. The firstis to
“catalog” the events that are endorsed to the GL policy and therefore subject to its coverage. Only
events that are endorsed in this manner will be subject to coverage by the policy. The second purpose is
to limit the policy’s coverage to the events and activities hosted/managed by the City of Jacksonville—
and thereby prevent this policy from being accessed for claims arising from the normal and customary
operations of such a municipality. Since the named insured on this policy will be “The City of
lacksonville,” this absolute restriction is necessary.

*As previously communicated, our provision of this policy does not guarantee that every event
contemplated by the City of Jacksonville will be accepted for coverage by this policy. Certain exposures
and operations may fall outside of our underwriting guidelines and/or exceed the limitations of our
reinsurance parameters. This is one reason why pre-reporting of each event is necessary.

*Events involving participation, such as 5k runs/walks, marathons, general sports activities (baseball,
basketball, etc.), obstacle courses, climbing walls, biking, etc.} will require an executed walver/release
from each participant (or the parent guardian of the participant, if a they are minor}.

*This GL policy will not extend to provide coverage to independent contractors and/or product/service
providers engaged by the city, for the purpose of staging any event. All such entities must provide their
own insurance and provide a certificate to the City of Jacksonville, which shows the city as Additional
Insured,

*For the purpose of vendors/exhibitors/concessionaires at the City's events, coverage can be obtained
directly by these entities, through our web-based program. Our wehsite address is:
www.kandkinsurance.com and the on-line purchase options are listed under “Quote/Buy On-line” on
the right side of our home page.

*Should other coverage elements be needed (inland marine, crime, etc.) we can consider the provision
of same. Although we do not provide event cancellation coverage, we can offer a referral to an Aon
affiliate that specializes in this coverage program.

*We will need to issue all coverage documents—to include certificates—and will administer this account
on an agency-bill basis.

*The quoted coverage program is offered on an admitted basis, by the Mational Casualty Insurance
Company, which has a current Best's Rating of A+ XV,

“The liquor fiability we have quoted is contingent coverage only. As such, and to activate this coverage,
we will need a certificate from the vendor that is selling/serving the alcohol. This certificate must show
the city of Jacksonville as an Additional Insured (for GL and liquor Hability), provide a per occurrence
limit of at least $1MM and be issued by a company rated at least A- Vil by A.M Best.





*Ag stated on the auto quote page, the NOHA/HAPD coverage we are offering Is subject to rating based
on total cost-of-hire. The quoted premium is a deposit premium only. For ease of administration, the
total cost-of-hire can be reported to us at the conclusion of each event, for which this coverage element
was needed. Additionally, the city should have a protocol in place, whereby they check the driving
record of any one to whom they assign driving responsibilities, for the conduct of the city’s events. i1 is
very important to note that the quoted NOHA/HAPRD coverage does not apply 1o any vehicles that are

rented/leased/hired with drivers.
