The subject contract with Onas Corporation, 2050 University Boulevard North., Jacksonville, Fl. 32211 was renewed in the amount of
$5,500.000.00 on July 29, 2020 with an expiration date of September 30, 2021. The contract has been amended five times previously
with no renewal options remaining, Due to the amount of work completed to date by this contractor, and the amount of work
remaining, the contract amount will need to be increased.
