Due to continued remediation activities under Project New Ground it is necessary to allocate new
funding within the contract with England, Thims & Miller, Inc. for the Program Director in order to
address on-going and future requirements to ensure a timely schedule in accordance with the Record of
Decision with the U.S. EPA. The purpose of this Amendment is to allocate funding in accordance with
current work and future work requirements for the last of the residential units for 5" and Cleveland Part
7A and Part 7A remnant parcels and the first Phase of the remediation associated with the civil design of
Lonnie Miller Park. Additionally, this amendment contains funding for parcels where owners have
refused access, or cannot be located, and as such, the City is proceeding with forced access to obtain
samples for laboratory analysis through the USA EPA and City of Jacksonville Office of General Counsel.
The specific sites covered under this Amendment include the following;

5" and Cleveland (FC) Parcel Remediation Parts 7A

5% and Cleveland Parcel Remediation Remnants

Operable Unit 1 and Unit 2 (OU1 - OU2) Parcel Remediation Phase 3 Sampling
Lonnie Miller Park Civil Infrastructure Remediation Design

The Scope of Services for the Ash Program Director is contained in Exhibit Y, Ash Site Remediation.
Additional funding in the amount of $1,999,081.83 is needed to cover the scope of services within this
amendment as detailed in Exhibit Z, Contract Fee Summary. Additionally, the Scope of Services for the
Civil Engineering Design for Ash Site Remediation for Lonnie Miller Park is contained in Exhibit AA in the
amount of $268,234.99. The additional funding required for these tasks are detailed in Exhibit AB,
Contract Fee Summary. Therefore, the total requested increase is $2,267,316.82 bringing the new
maximum indebtedness to an amount of $38,670,871.23. All terms and conditions shall remain the
same. Funding is available in PWCP32EAS-069505-ERRO02 01. Nothing herein shall be amended,
modified or otherwise revised without prior PSEC and Mayor’s approval.

SCOPE OF SERVICES
ASH SITE REMEDIATION

1.0 BACKGROUND

England, Thims & Miller, Inc. (ETM) has a Contract (Architectural/Engineering Services as
Program Director for Contaminated Site Remediation) with the City of Jacksonville (the City) to
serve as the City’s Program Director for the remediation of ash contaminated sites within the
City. The main focus of the remediation efforts have been the four EPA-jurisdictional sites that
have Records of Decision (RODs), i.e. Brown’s Dump Site, 5% and Cleveland Incinerator Site,
Forest Street Incinerator Site, and Lonnie Miller Park Site.

All four EPA-jurisdictional sites have undergone remediation and to date, approx. 1,650 parcels
have been remediated. Remediation activities are anticipated through 2017 including 5% and
Cleveland Incinerator Site - Part 7A and the remaining (Remnant) parcels within the Sites.

The current Contract is scheduled to expire on December 31, 2016 and should be extended to
June 30, 2018 for this on-going remediation work which is being conducted by the City and EPA-
approved DB Firms.

The scope of this Amendment is to provide continued Program Director services as required by
the Consent Decree and contemplated under the original contract. These services include:

¢ Program Management

e Construction Administration & Observation Services
e Compietion Report Services

e Parcel Sampling, Analyses and Designs

This amendment is for the remedial activities for the following:

e Fifth & Cleveland Parcel Remediation — Part 7A
* Remaining (Remnant) parcels within the Sites {FC, BD, FC, FS, LM and OU-2)

ETM will be assisted by its Team subconsultants; Aerostar Environmental Services (Aerostar)
(ISEB), and CSI (JSEB) in the day-to-day construction observation and confirmation sampling
activities for the EPA ash sites.





2.0 PROGRAM MANAGEMENT

ETM will continue to provide program management and other related professional services
necessary to oversee and implement the remediation/construction of the four EPA
jurisdictional sites including the OU-2 areas. Program Management services shall include
progress reporting to EPA, conducting project meetings, EPA coordination and response to
comments, maintenance of project records and the program management/project status tool,
coordination of sampling and analyses for EPA forced sampling and City inspection warrants,
and providing public outreach support. In addition, this task shall include database
management of the Phase 3 and confirmation sampling and analyses as well as submittal to the

EPA DART system.

The Program Management services will be provided for 18 months and will include preparation
of construction documents for the proposed FC Part 7A and Remnant parcels and finalization of
Completion Reports for previously completed construction projects.

The services included in Program Management are described below.

2.1 PROGRESS REPORTING AND MEETINGS

ETM will provide status reports to the City and EPA detailing recent and current significant
actions, status of each site, updated'payment status and current schedules. ETM will attend or
conduct meetings with and respond to comments from the City and EPA staff as required.

2.2 PROJECT RECORD-KEEPING & DATABASE MANAGEMENT

ETM will provide access to and training in “Buzzsaw” (a web based collaborative project
management toolset developed and supperted by AutoDesk) for City staff and the DB Firms.
The DB Firms prepare data, documents, drawings, reports and other deliverables or
communications related to the sites which shall be uploaded and stored in the appropriate
folders within Buzzsaw. ETM has prepared the process workflow and forms within Buzzsaw and

maintains them for use by the DB Firms.

Buzzsaw and GIS support will be provided by ETM. This support includes database and GIS
support. ETM will receive field data, QC the data received, and enter it into the project
database. Upon completion of Phase 3 sampling as well as confirmation sampling and analyses,
- ETM will submit the data to the EPA DART system.

ETM will continue to maintain the program management/project status tool which provides the
overall project status. :

2.3 PUBLIC OUTREACH SUPPORT :
ETM will provide support to the City and the City’s Public Outreach Consultant in their public
outreach efforts during the construction efforts. This support may include, but is not limited to,
meeting on a regular basis with the City and the Public Outreach Consultant, attendance at
community meetings, and providing graphics and maps for public outreach meetings. In addition,





ETM will assist the City and their Public Outreach Consultant in responding to citizens regarding
the site remediation.

3.0 CONSTRUCTION ADMINISTRATION AND OBSERVATION

ETM will provide Construction Administration and Observation Services for FC Part 7A and the Part
7A Remnants. These services shall include Pre-Construction Administration services with the
City and DB Firms in preparation for the remediation/construction as well as Construction
Administration services during the remediation/construction to observe and document the

remediation/construction.

ETM will assign a Lead Construction Inspector, a Field Construction Inspector-and a part-time
City Liaison Construction Inspector for each site. Each site will be supported by the Project
Engineer/Senior Engineer and the GIS/Database personnel. ETM will be assisted by Team
Subcontractors, Aerostar (JSEB) and CSI (JSEB) in confirmation sampling activities and density
testing as well as TestAmerica for laboratory analyses.

Construction Administration Services are provided only during construction/remediation
activities.  The Construction Administration Services are detailed below and include
confirmation sampling during construction as well as laboratory analysis and data validation for

the confirmatory sampling.

This work will be provided on a Lump Sum basis assuming an 8-month schedule for FC Part 7A
and a concurrent 7-month schedule for Part 7A Remnants. If these schedules are exceeded,

additional funds may be required.

3.1  GENERAL CONSTRUCTION ADMINISTRATION SERVICES

ETM will provide Construction Administration Services. This will include attending meetings
throughout the duration of the site construction work. The project meetings shall include, but are
not limited to, pre-construction meetings, weekly progress meetings, problem or work
deficiency meetings and quality control meetings. In addition, Field Construction Inspectors
shall attend the daily meetings conducted by the DB Firms.

3.2 PRE-CONSTRUCTION ADMINISTRATION SERVICES

3.2.2 Pre-Construction Submittals
Prior to the commencement of any onsite work, the DB Firm for each site must submit the
following plans for review:

Project Management Plan (including a Waste Management Plan),

Construction Quality Assurance Project Plan,

Site-Specific Health and Safety Plan,





Dust Monitoring & Control Plan,
Maintenance of Traffic Plan,
Customer Satisfaction Plan, and

Shop Drawings/Material Certifications

ETM will review these plans to ensure that project objectives will be achieved and provide
comments to the DB Firms as needed to meet the project objectives.

3.2.3 Pre-Construction Survey and Final Design Review

Prior to the start of work on each individual parcel, the DB Firm must perform a Pre-
Construction Survey with ETM, the City’s Public Outreach Consultant and the property owner.
During the Survey, the DB Firm will take photographs and video to document existing
conditions of building foundations, paved areas, etc. Following the Survey, the DB Firm will
prepare and submit the Site Property Plan, which includes the property owner’s
requests/agreements, as well as utility locates and exiting elevations. ETM shall attend each
Pre-Construction Survey and review/approve each Site Property Plan.

3.2.4 Operational Readiness Reviews

Prior to initiating construction and periodically thereafter, the DB Firm must complete
operational readiness reviews. The purpose of an operational readiness review is to examine a
checklist of construction activities to ensure that the materials and manpower required are in
place to ensure a quick and efficient completion of each parcel remediation. The checklist will
include staging area readiness, truck availability, clean fill availability, landscaping materials
availability and manpower availability. The construction will not be allowed begin until
everything on the checklist is readily available. ETM will review these reports with the
objective of completing construction as rapidly as possible to minimize disruption to the
property owner/tenant and minimize delays.

3.2.5 Requests for Information and Change Order Requests

When information or direction is necessary, the DB Firm shall submit requests for information
(RFIs) in writing to ETM in order to document a specific problem, question, or concern. ETM
will coordinate a written response with the City. The DB Firm is also required to submit in
writing, along with an estimate of the cost of the change, any notice of change in the scope of
work prior to initiating the change. ETM will coordinate a written response with the City.

3.3 CONSTRUCTION ADMINISTRATION SERVICES

3.3.1 Daily Construction Observation
ETM will provide periodic Daily Construction Observation services at the sites. ETM will provide
a Lead Field Construction Inspector, a part-time City Liaison Construction Inspector, and a Field

Construction Inspector for the sites.





During the execution of the work, Construction Inspectors are responsible for maintaining a
field activity summary for each parcel, which describes the work performed and quantities of

contaminated materials removed.

3.3.2 Sampling and Laboratory Analyses

ETM Team Subcontractor, Aerostar (JSEB) will provide independent soil sampling, including
confirmation sampling and TCLP sampling of excavated soil stockpiles for the sites. All
laboratory analyses associated with the sampling efforts will be conducted by TestAmerica (See
Table 4 for a detailed breakdown}. This work will include independent data validation of
TestAmerica’s laboratory results. These critical sampling activities will remain independent of
the DB Firms conducting the actual remediation to ensure the integrity of the sampling efforts
and avoid the appearance of conflict of interest of the DB Firms.

3.3.3 Density Testing

ETM Team Subcontractor, CSI (JSEB) will provide independent density testing of compacted soil
backfill at the sites. This work includes sampling and testing of the backfill material (modified
proctor test) for each site as well as the density testing to ensure that the backfill is placed in
accordance with the project specifications. This critical testing activity will remain independent
of the DB Firms conducting the actual remediation to ensure the integrity of the sampling
efforts and avoid the appearance of conflict of interest of the DB Firms.

3.4 POST-CONSTRUCTION ADMINISTRATION SERVICES

3.4.1 Post-Construction Survey
After each individual parcel is remediated, the DB Firm must perform a Post-Construction Survey
with ETM, the City’s Public Outreach Consultant and the property owner. The DB Firm must
obtain the signature of the property owner that the work has been completed in accordance
with the project specifications and the Site Property Plan. ETM will attend each Post-
Construction Survey and inspect any additional work required.

3.5 CONSTRUCTION COMPLETION REPORTS

ETM will prepare a Construction Completion Report for each parcel in the FC Part 7A and FC
Part 7A Remnant areas at the conclusion of remediation activities to certify the work for
submittal to EPA. The Report will include the as-built drawing of each parcel as prepared by the
DB Firm, a timeline of remedial activities, quantities excavated, a confirmation sampling plan
with results and an institutional control plan. In addition, ETM will prepare overall Site
Completion Report for each EPA site which will include a compilation of all laboratory data and

TCLP test resulfs.





Funds required for the Construction Comp!vetion Reports are based upon a Lump Sum price
assuming 50 parcels in each Part. If there more than 50 parcels in each part, additional funds

may be required.
4.0 PARCEL SAMPLING, ANALYSES AND DESIGN

ETM will conduct Phase 3 sampling for parcels within Brown’s Dump Site, 5% & Cleveland
Incinerator Site, Forest Street Incinerator Site, and Lonnie Miller Site (the QU-1 Sites) as well as
the QU-2 areas of the 5" & Cleveland Incinerator Site and Forest Street Incinerator Site. All
data will be entered into the master database, and the results will be in summary tables and
figures. ETM will prepare remedial designs for the sampled parcels.

Parcel sampling is provided on an as-needed basis based upon receipt of access agreements or

farced access via City inspection warrants or EPA forced access. These services are detailed

below and include laboratory analysis and data validation for the sampling effort as well as
preparation of design plans based upon the sampling results.

4.1 PROJECT MANAGEMENT
This task includes overall coordination of the project team and subconsultants. Field sampling
will be conducted by ETM’s subconsultant, Aerostar (JSEB). Laboratory analyses will be

subcontracted to TestAmerica.

4.2 SAMPLE COLLECTION FIELD WORK

ETM’s subconsultant, Aerostar {JSEB) will perform sample collection field work activities. ETM
will provide Aerostar with parcel maps showing preliminary parcel sampling locations. Aerostar
will perform final sample locates using a hand held GPS unit. Aerostar will follow the EPA-
approved Phase 3 Sampling protocols described in the approved SAP/QAPP. Field screening
results, including percent ash and XRF lead results, will be reported and entered into the master

database.

4.3 LABORATORY ANALYSES AND DATA VALIDATION

Laboratory testing will be performed by ETM’s subconsultant, TestAmerica. Laboratory
analyses will include lead, arsenic, PAHs, and dioxins as well as TAL Metals. TestAmerica will
provide Level 3 Data Packages, including laboratory data validation. Final data validation will be
performed by Aerostar. The laboratory data will be entered into the master database once

validated.

ETM in conjunction with ETM’s subconsultants Aerostar and TestAmerica will prepare sampling
data and input the data into EPA DART data management system.





4.4

REMEDIAL DESIGNS

ETM will prepare Parcel Design Plans for the parcels that have been sampled. The Parcel Design
Plans will be prepared for review by the City and EPA and sufficient for inclusion in the

Remedial Action Work Plans.

Tasks 4.1 thru 4.4 are on-going as access agreements and City inspection warrants for un-
sampled parcels. In addition, the City is working with EPA to obtain a warrant for the forced

access of all the remaining un-sampled parcels.

5.0

TASK FEE SUMMARY AND BASIC ASSUMPTIONS

The following assumptions were made in developing the scope and cost estimate:

ETM has developed these costs based on per month or per parcel pricing as requested.
ETM will provide a Lead Construction Inspector, a part-time City Liaison and a
Construction Inspector for the overall project.

Construction Completion Reports are based upon a Lump Sum price assuming 50 parcels
in each Part. If there more than 50 parcels in each part, additional funds may be
required

FC Part 7A will include 50 parcels, approximately 20,000 cubic yards of contaminated
soil and a schedule of 8 months is anticipated. If this schedule is exceeded, additional
funds may be required.

Part 7A Remnants will include 50 parcels, approximately 15,000 cubic yards of
contaminated soil, be conducted concurrently with FC Part 7A and a 7 month schedule is
anticipated. If this schedule is exceeded, additional funds may be required.

Aerostar will provide two sampling persons forFC Part 7A and an additional sampling
person for Part 7A Remnants for confirmation sampling during construction. Each
Aerostar Phase 3 sampling team will average 4 parcels per day and Aerostar will only
sample when there are a minimum of 5 access agreements available.

The remediation activities are anticipated to continue through 2016
including 5" and Cleveland Incinerator Site - Parts 5,6 & 7, Brown’s Dump Soil Cover, Lonnie
Miller Mission Parcel, Lonnie Miller Park Soil Cover, Forest Street Incinerator/Park Site and the
remaining parcels within the Sites.
