1. SCOPE

The City of Jacksonville’s Municipal Code Compliance Division is currently accepting bids to obtain a
source of supply for the item(s) / service(s) as outlined in the bid documents provided. The purpose of
this bid invitation is to obtain information about your firm and its ability to provide these item(s) /
service(s) and to obtain pricing commitments for Heavy Debris Removal and Lawn Maintenance
Services as listed in the bid documents,

2. AWARD

Award will be BY ZONE to the lowest responsive, responsible bidder. Bidders must bid on ALL
ITEMS in a ZONE to be considered for award. ALL awards are subject to the availability of funds.
The Contract(s) will be based on the unit pricing supplied at the time of the bid.

At its sole discretion, the City of Jacksonville may award one (1) primary, one (1) secondary, and one

- (1) tertiary contractor to each of the four (4) separate contracts for this work to the following: Zones 1 &
2; Zones 3 & 4; Zone 3; Zone 6. Bidders must list a price for each line item, to be considered responsive.

4.2 The City will require that the Bidders technicians dress in a manner appropriate for the work being performed
displaying company uniform or logo. Bidder technicians shall also perform work in a courteous and efficient
manner. Reports of misconduct will be investigated and may be grounds for termination.

4.3 The Bidder will secure, pay for, and comply with all permits and certificates that may be.required by local,
state and federal laws and ordinances.

4 A Bidder must maintain, for the life of the contract, all licenses and certifications submitted in order to maintain
qualified status.

4.5 Bidder must provide their technicians with transportation, tools, and equipment appropriate to the work being
performed. The City will not provide transportation and will not furnish tools and equipment.

4.6 Bidder must provide proof of the work performed by the submission of “before, during, and after”
photographs of each property in order to receive payment. A lack of photographic evidence of work

performed, or a lack of evidence which conforms to the standards set forth in this contract, will be sufficient
grounds for non-payment.

4.7 The contractor will, upon request, provide all documentation showing their cost for any and all material used
to complete a project.

4.8 Bidders must further certify that all items furnished under this project will conform to and comply with
Federal and State of Florida OSHA standards. Successful bidder must agree to indemmnify and hold harmless
the City of Jacksonville and the Chief of Municipal Code Compliance for any and all damages that maybe
assessed against the City.

5.0 EQUIPMENT REQUIREMENTS

5.1 The Contractor shall:

5.1.1 Furnish all appropriate personnel and the type, size, and guality and quantity of tools and
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equipment necessary to complete the specified work in the specified time frame.

5.1.2 Retain mowing, clearing, wood grinding, trimming, sawing, and trash removal/hauling equipment
and personnel in sufficient quantities to accomplish abatement operations, as described in these
specifications and, if applicable, in the informal bid. The Contractor may be asked to provide a
list of all company equipment. The Chief reserves the right to inspect equipment and the business
focation prior to recommending the award and at any reasonable time for the duration of the life
of the contract.

5.1.2.1 Failure to provide a list of equipment owned by the individual/company may be grounds
for bid rejection. Equipment may include, but is not limited to the following: mowers,
weed-eaters/trimmers, edgers, blowers, trash removal/hauling trucks or large trailers,
heavy loading equipment, gas operated limb grinders, gas operated chain saws, and other
miscellaneous hand tools. '

5.1.3  Lack of suitable equipment on a site is not considered as a valid reason for not abating a site to
completion, '

5.1.4  Keep equipment in good repair. In addition, Contractors must ensure equipment have installed
guards to prevent equipment from propelling debris dangerously and must ensure blades are
reguiarly replaced or sharpened to property cut vegetation.

5.1.5  Alltools, equipment, and blades shall be subject to inspection by the Municipal Code Compliance
Division Chief, or their authorized representative/designee, at any reasonable time for the
duration of the life of the contract.

5.1.5.1 If the Chief determines that a piece of equipment is in poor working order, poses a safety
hazard, or is damaging the turf, landscaping, curbs pavement, or other site improvements,
he/ she shall notify the Contractor. Upon notification, the Contractor shall immediately
remove the defective equipment from the worksite and temporarily cease work until the
equipment is repaired or replaced. Poor equipment or equipment failure is not a valid
reason for production delays.

5.1.3.2 Approval from the Chief will not relieve the Contractor of their responsibility or liability
for personal injury or property damage caused by equipment operation or failure.

5.1.6  Clean mower decks before leaving each parcel to remove grass clippings and weed seeds.

5.1.7  All motor vehicles used by the Contractor shall be clearly and legibly identified by a sign with the
company name and telephone number. At no time shall employee’s personal vehicles be parked
on or adjacent to the work sites.

5.1.7.1 During transportation, Contractor shall ensure that litter and debris be covered and
constructed to prohibit the loss of litter along the roadway.

6.0 PERMITS AND LICENSES

6.1 Contractor shall, at its own expense, procure and maintain all permits, certificates, and licenses required by
federal, state, and local laws, rules and regulations to perform the Work. Effective 12/1/2012, any individual,
firm, or corporation submitting bids on this project must hold a valid, demolition specialty contractor
certificate issued by the Construction Trades Qualifying Board (ref. Jacksonville City Ordinance #2012-630-
E). Contractor shall pay all fees required by law for the execution of the Work including, but not limited to,
certification fees, permit fees and disposal fees. Contractor shall comply with all laws, ordinances, rules and
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regulations relating to the performance of the Work, and pay all fines levied against Contractor or the City,
for failure to do so.

6.2 Any changes in permits, licenses, or certificates shall be reported by Contractor to the Chief within five (5)
working days of the change. Contractor is obligated to inform the Chief of any permits, licenses, or
certifications that may have expired or will expire within one (1) month. Failure to procure the appropriate
licenses will be grounds for suspension or fermination.

6.3 Contractors must be DEP certified and obtain a tire hauling license from the City of Jacksonville.

7.0 ABATEMENT

7.1 Contractors must remove and transport all garbage/trash/rubbish/debris and other items/materials as specified
in the bid specifications and the Unit Measurement sheet in dump or trash trucks/trailers properly equipped
for roadway transpost.

7.2 Pick-up and loading comprises clearing the land through mechanical and/or manual means/methods, which
include, and are not limited to: using pitchforks, rakes, shovels, and/or backhoes, pay loaders, etc.

7.3 Contractors shall dispose of all garbage/trash/rubbish/debris (to include existing debris and contractor-
generated debris) in a legal manner at a properly licensed and certified disposal facility in Duval County.
Recycling is the preferred method of disposal whenever possible.

7.3.1 Burning or burying litter/debris is not an acceptable method of disposal.

7.3.2  Disposal outside of Duval County or lack of dump tickets will be grounds for rejection of
payment.

8.0 DAMAGE

8.1 Neither the City nor the Chief will be responsible for the act or omissions of the Contractor, its agents,
employees, subcontractors, or any other persons performing any of the work. The Contractor is financially
and legally responsible for damage to vehicles, property, or persons caused by or resulting from its
operations. The Contractor shall supervise and direct the work efficiently and with its best skill and attention
but shall be liable for accidents or altercations caused by the Contractor’s neglect. The Contractor shall be
solely responsible for the means, methods, techniques, sequences, and procedures used to achieve the
abatement services and for the supervision of its employees while performing work under this contract. At no
time shall the City supervise or accept responsibility for employees of the Contractor.

8.2 PAMAGE TO IMPROVEMENTS

8.2.1 The Contractor shall not damage sidewalks, streets, curbs, driveways, pavements, utilities,
structures, fences, substantial or marked trees, or any property (except that which will be replaced
or removed) either on or adjacent to the work site. Should damage occur, the Contractor shall
repair, at the contractor’s expense, any and all damaged caused in a manner which is satisfactory
to the Chief prior to payment.

8.2.1.1 Such repairs shall restore the damaged area(s) to a condition equal to, or better than, that
of the existing adjacent area(s), using the same or similar materials to those in the

damaged area(s).

8.2.1.2 The Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief or their authorized
representative/designee must inspect and approve such repairs and restorations prior to
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payment approvat.

8.2.1.3 Subject to prior approval of the Chief, or as outlined in these specifications, the
Contractor may trim shrubs and/or trees and may remove lower branches to better
facilitate land clearing,

8.2.1.4 The Contractor, at its expense, shall repair or replace damaged property improvements
within five (5) days of the damage. Damaged improvements shall be repaired or replaced
to a condition at least equal to that which existed prior to the damage.

8.2.1.5 When property damage creates an unsafe condition, the Chief reserves the right to make
immediate repairs at the Contractor’s expense.

8.2.1.6 If repairs are performed by the Contractor in an unsatisfactorily manner, the Chief may
choose to repair the work, with all costs incurred by the Chief deducted from the
Contractor's billing.

The Contractor shall be responsible for responding to all complaints pertaining to any damage
that allegedly occurred during abatement operations. The Contractor must correct any damages
caused on the property by abatement operations before the Chief issues payment. The Contractor
shall use precaution with all equipment and property to prevent damage to turf,

The City will not be held responsible for any damage to property as a result of any work
performed by the Contractor. The Contractor shall indemnify the City and hold the City harmless
against any and all claims, liabilities, losses, and causes of action, which may arise from
fulfillment of the contract. The Contractor shall pay all claims and losses of any kind whatsoever
in connection therewith, defend all suits in the name of the City when applicable, and pay all
costs and judgments, which may be issued thereon.

8.3.2.1 The Contractor, at its expense, shall repair or replace damaged property improvements
within five (5) days of the damage. Damaged property shall be repaired or replaced to a
condition at least equal to that which existed prior to the damage.

8.3.2.2 The Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief or their authorized
representative/designee must inspect and approve such repairs and restorations prior to
payment appraoval.

8.3.2.3 ‘When property damage creates an unsafe condition, the Chief reserves the right to make’
immediate repairs at the Contractor’s expense.

8.3.2.4 If repairs are performed by the Contractor in an unsatisfactorily manner, the Chief may
choose to repair the work, with all costs incurred by the City billed to the contractor,

If the Chief determines that the Contractor’s work at a site may constitute a safety problem during
certain times of the day, then the Chief may dictate the time when site visits are allowed.

The Contractor shall be solely responsible for ensuring the safety of its crew(s), employees and

subcontractors, along with the safety of the public, while performing the work required by these
specifications,
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9.0 ENVIRONMENTAL PARAMETERS
9.1 PREVENTION OF MOTOR FUEL AND OTHER HAZARDOUS FUEL SPILLS

9.1.1 The Contractor, Sub-Contractors, Suppliers, and any others associated with the Contractor's work
shall take precautions to prevent spills of motor fuels, lubricants, oils, greases, hydraulic fluids,
coolants/anti-freezes, chemicals and any other substances that may contaminate the environment.
The Contractor shall be liable, fully and exclusively, for the immediate clean-up and remediation
of such spills, regardless of how the spill occurred.

9.1.2 Should a spill occur, engage a qualified environmental clean-up and remediation contractor to
perform all clean-up and remediation to the certified satisfaction of the regulatory agency and the
City. Clean-up and remediation shall be at no cost to the City.

9.2 HAZARDOUS AND/OR TOXIC WASTE AND POLLUTANTS

0.2.1 Should the Contractor encounter or expose a condition that may indicate the presence of
hazardous and/or toxic wastes or pollutants discontinue all operations in the immediate vicinity
and immediately notify the City.

9.2.2 The presence of tanks or barrels; discolored earth, metal, wood, ground water, etc.; visible fumes;
abnormal odors; excessively hot earth; smoke or other conditions which appear abnormal may be
indicators of hazardous and/or toxic wastes or pollutants and shall be treated with extraordinary
caution. Make every effort to minimize the spread of hazardous and/or toxic wastes or pollutants
into uncontaminated areas.

9.2.3 Disposition of the hazardous and/or toxic wastes or pollutants shall be performed by a licensed
and qualified entity, not the Contractor, and shall be made in accordance with the laws,
requirements and regulations of local, state and/or federal agencies having jurisdiction.

9.2.4 The Contractor’s operation may not resume in such areas until so directed by the Chief.

9.3 EROSION CONTROL

9.3.1 Contractor shall take suitable precautions during abatement operations to prevent soil erosion
onto adjacent properties and roadways and to prevent the erosion and siltation of waterways.

9.3.2 The Contractor shall be totally liable for fines or penalties imposed by the regulatory agencies
having jurisdiction for the Contractor’s failure to comply with erosion control and water quality
pollution regulations. ‘

9.4 REMOVAL OF STINGING INSECTS

9.4.1 Should stinging insect nests be present at the job site, (such as yellow jacket nests, hornet nests,
and beehives) which may be disturbed during the requested site clean-up, Contractor must obtain
a written bid proposal from two licensed pest control operators to remove yellow jacket, hornet,
or other stinging insect nests, except beehives.

9.4.1.1 If a beehive is encountered, obtain a written bid proposal from two registered beekeepers
to arrange relocation of the beehive. Go to the Jacksonville Beekeepers Association
webpage (jacksonvillebeckeepersassociation.com) for a list of beekeepers who will
relocate bee swarms and beehives. Do not exterminate bees.
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9.4.1.2 Transmit digital photos of the insect nests or hives. Submit the two written bid proposals
from the licensed pest control operators or beekeepers to remove the identified pest, on
the bidding company’s letterhead. If a beekeeper will remove the hive at no cost, then
only one proposal is required,

9.4.1.3 After receipt of the Chief’s written approval of the selected proposal, have the pest
control company or beekeeper remove the colony of insects. Include the cost of the pest
control operator’s or beekeeper’s services in the job-site invoice, along with a copy of
pest control operator’s or beekeeper’s invoice.

9.5 DISCOVERY OF AN UNMARKED HUMAN BURTAL SITE

9.5.1 Ifan unmarked human burial site should be discovered, immediately cease all activities that may
disturb the site and then notify the Duval County Medical Examiner and the Chief, of the burial
site location. Do not resume work near the site until specifically authorized by the Distriet
Medical Examiner or the State Archeologist.

10.0 WORK ORDERS AND SCHEDULE OF WORK

10.1  The Municipal Code Compliance Division will prepare a Work Order for each property cited for code
violations which will list the abatement services requested to correct the violation(s). The Work Order will
authorize the Contractor to enter the property and perform the abatement services specified in the Work
Order. Each Work Order is considered a notice to immediately proceed with the work.

10.2  The Chief may issue one work order or multiple work orders at the same time, or issue additional work
orders before the Contractor completes the Work Orders previously issued.

103 The Contractor shall schedule his work to ensure completion of projects and submit the necessary
documentation for payment within ten (10) business days of issuance of the work order. The Contractor shall
complete all work orders deemed as emergency situations within two (2) business days, and complete all
‘ASAP’ work orders within three (3) business days, unless otherwise directed by the Municipal Code
Compliance Division Chief or her authorized representative/designee, as deemed necessary. The time period
will begin on the following workday after issuance of the Work Order, unless a City holiday.

10.4  Once work on a site commences, it shall be continuously and diligently pursued until completion, unless
severe inclement weather prevents completion of work. If severe inclement weather prevents completion of
work, the Contractor must report such activity to the assigned Contract Compliance Inspector within two (2)
business days of scheduled commencement of work.

10.5  The work crew must complete the work before beginning work at another site, unless otherwise directed
by the Chief. »

10.6  The Contractor shall not surrender an awarded project unless directed to by the Chief. Surrender of, or
refusal to perform, the assigned work shall result in termination.

10.7  If upon inspection, the Chief’s designee determines that a site is not property and completely cleared or
otherwise abated per contract specifications, the Chief’s designee wilt notify the contractor the same day via
e-mail of the necessity and reason(s) for re-work. The Contractor must satisfactorily abate all violations per
contract specifications within two (2) business days of notification.

10.7.1 Additional visits by the Contractor to complete the project will be at no additional cost to the
City.
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10.7.2 The Chief may impose on the Contractor a re-inspection fee of $50.00 for each site, which
Municipal Code Compliance Division determines the Contractor performed substandard work,
and the designee directed the Contractor to return to the job site to complete abatement, according
to the specifications listed herein.

10.7.3 The Contractor or the designee of the Chief of Municipal Code Compliance Division will deduct
the re-inspection fee(s) incurred from the appropriate invoice.

10.7.4 When work orders are five (5) days past due the established completion date, the Chief may
assess the Contractor, as liquidated damages, the amount of twenty-five dollars ($25.00) per
project, per day.

10.7.5 At such time, the Chief will notify the Contractor of that delinquency by e-mail and note the
beginning date of the daily liquidated damages. The accumulated liquidated damages will be
billed to the Contractor.

10.7.6 The liquidated damages provided herein are not as a penalty, but as a reimbursement to the City
for its added expense for additional supervision, inspection and administration of the Contract.

11.0 EXTENSION OF TIME FOR UNFORESEEABLE CAUSES

11.1  Rain delays, equipment failure, and/or repeat work caused by failure to comply with the
specifications will not be considered as justifiable causes for failure to complete the work in time
allowed. The only justifiable delay that will be considered is during the period when a natural

disaster is declared by local government authorities or when the Chief orders a temporary suspension
of work which affects the property.

11.2  In the event of a major storm (excluding normal weather conditions for the area) which impacts
Contractor’s work, Contractor must immediately notify the Chief in writing of such conditions.
Contractor shall also provide the Chief with a plan for resuming the work. As soon as practicable
after such event, Contractor shall resume with the normal work schedule and shall so notify the
Chief in writing of such. In the event of a Force Majeure event, Contractor shall immediately notify
the Chief in writing of such event and of Contractor’s proposed plan for resuming and completing
the Work.

11.3  The City shall not be liable to Contractor or to any third party due to a Force Majeure or major
storm event preventing Contractor from performing under this Contract,

[1.4 Contractor shall not be entitled to any extension of time for completion of the Work as herein
specified unless Contractor, within two (2) days from the beginning of any delay (delay shall be
meant to include delay, disruption, or hindrance), notifies the City and the Chief in writing of such
delay and the cause thereof, and the Chief shall determine:

11.4.1 That such delay arises from unforeseeable causes beyond the control and without the fault
or negligence of Contractor including, but not limited to, Force Majeure or major storm

event; and

11.4.2 That the work cannot be completed by Contractor within the time specified solely by
reason of such causes.

11.5 No extension of time shall be granted for material delays or deliveries except in the case of
national emergency, documented labor strikes, or any suspension of work ordered by the Chief.

F1.6  Any such request for an equitable extension of contract time shall include documentation
substantiating Contractor’s request for relief. As soon as practicableafter Contractor’s notice is
received, the Chief shall make a determination as to additional time, if any, for completion of the
Work which is justified by the unforeseeable causes.

11.7  Contractor’s only remedy for delays described herein shall be an extension ofthe time limit to
perform the Work as determined by the Chief, and such delays shall not be the basis for an increase
in the Contract Amount. Any request for an equitable extension of the Contract time for completion
shall include a time impact analysis that substantiates, to the Chief’s satisfaction, that Contractor is
entitled to the relief requested.

PHOTOGRAPHIC DOCUMENTATION

12.1  The Contractor is required to photographicalty record the entirety of the subject property with special
attention to the violation(s) to be corrected: 1) immediately prior to commencing abatement, 2) at various
stages during abatement, and; 3) immediately after abatement of al] violations listed on the work order or
informal bid specifications, to ensure validity of the completed work.

122 Photographic Documentation shall follow the below listed parameters:

12.2.1 Unique landmarks, defined as “a prominent and identifying feature of a landscape®, shall be
clearly visible in the photograph.

12.2.2 Photographs must be in color.

12.2.3 The Contractor must legibly record the corresponding Municipal Code Compliance case file
number(s) and street location of the abatement project on the border of or the back of each
photograph. If several photographs are placed on a shest, the sheet must contain the information
stated above,

12.2.4 Photographs must be submitted with the completed work order prior to approval for payment and
will become the property of the City upon submittal.

12.2.5 There shall be no more than four (4) photographs per page (8 2 x 117"). Each photograph shall
be no smaller than 4x6.,

12.2.6 Photographs must be collected and separated into chronologidal sections labeled “Before”,
“During”, and “After”. Sections may be denoted using identifying sheets in between the sections,
or by labeling each sheet, :

12.2.9 The Contractor shall use cameras with instant picture capability to immediately determine ,
photograph quality and content during abatement operations. Cameras must also provide a visible
screen so that pictures may be viewed and verified on site to ensure that the work is being
properly documented.

12.2.10 Any items listed on the Unit Measurement sheet must be clearly and incontestably
accounted for in the Contractor’s photographs.

12.2.11 The first and last picture in each set of pictures from a property shall be a panoramic shot
of the entirety of the property as seen from the street frontage or right-of-way. If the lot is on
more than one street frontage, repeat this requirement for each street frontage.

12.2.12 The Contractor shall submit no less than ten (10) photographs per site.

12.2.13 Once work has been completed, the documentation shall be returned to the City as a
single packet. The packet shall be in the following order:

12.2.13.3 The work order originally provided by the Chief, with bid specifications and Unit
Measurement sheet attached to the back.

12.2.13.5.1  The packet shall be stapled, rubber banded, or clipped in such a way that
the documents shall not become separated from each other. Do not staple the
invoice or the JSEB form.
12.2.14 Failure to comply with any of the above requirements may result in a reduction of
payment or no payment to the Contractor for the work order. Repeated failures, as determined by
the Chief, shall result in termination.

RECEIPTS

13.1  Contractors must submit legible copies of disposal receipts from any certified landfill, mulching, and/or
recycling facilities charges with their request for inspection/payment. Receipts may apply to more than one
work order, but EACH receipt must {ist all related:

13.1.1 Addresses
13.1.2 Work order numbers (case file numbers)
13.1.3 And percentage of the debris associated with those properties.
13.2  Any additional approved expenses, such as the required documentation for pest removal, shall list the
address of the subject property and clear description of the work performed.

13.3  All dump tickets and receipts must clearly display a digital time starrip. Handwritten time stamps will not
be accepted.

CHANGES IN THE SCOPE OF WORK

14.1  Bid specifications and Unit Measurement sheets for individual properties are included with every work
order. Contractors are to compare bid specifications and Unit Measurement sheets against the subject property
before work has begun in ari attempt to locate discrepancies between the two. Any changes in the scope,
whether it be an increase or decrease in the volume of debris or debris which is new or missing from the site,
shall be duly and plainly notated on the Unit Measurement sheet in the space provided for such. The
contractor must provide clear photographic proof of all changes in the scope of work, in addition to the
standard documentation requirements. The changes must be clearly and incontestably distinguishable from the
original debris. Should the contractor fail to provide adequate documentation of said changes, then payment
for those changes shall be denied.

14.2  Should a change in the scope be so significant that the site may be considered to be complied, or to render
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the work inapplicable to the criteria required for Heavy Debris; the Contractor will not perform work on the
site and return the work order to Municipal Code Compliance offices within two (2) business days.

14.2.1 Work may be considered inapplicable to the criteria required for Heavy Debris if any of the
following conditions exist:

14.2.1.1 The volume of the debris would be less than 2 cubic yards and contains no large
items such as large furniture, large appliances, boats, uncut trees, or other debris which
could not be easily abated.

14.2.1.2 The vast majority of the debris has been moved to the right of way for
waste collection.

14.3  The Chief may make changes in the scope of Work required to be performed by Contractor by making
additions to or omitting from the scope of Work without relieving Contractor from his obligations under the
Contract and without affecting the validity of any bonds and without releasing any sureties from said bonds.
Any required additional work shall be performed under the same terms and conditions as the original Contract
unless expressly provided otherwise.

14.4  Should the scope of work present on any one site be so burdensome so as to be considered to be a “special
circumstance”, then the project may be opened to competitive bids. The Chief will have sole discretion as to
what constitutes a special circumstance on a case-by-case basis.

14.4.1 Should the contractor feel that a site warrants status as a special circumstance, they must alert the
Chief'in writing within twenty-four (24) hours of their assessment and produce photographic
evidence which supports their claim. The Chief will make a determination as to the status of the
site and alert the contractor in writing within forty-eight (48) hours of receipt of the request.

15.0 UNIT MEASUREMENTS

15,1 Unit Measurement sheets for individual properties are included with every work order. Size of items will
vary. Contractor is to do their best to provide unit pricing with the information being provided as the unit
prices are considered all inclusive.

15.3  The Chief reserves the right 10 alter these figures at his discretion should information become available
that the measurements were incorrect, that the Contractor has failed to perform, or any other circumstances
that would cause said figures to depreciate.

16.0  APPROVAL OF PAYMENTS

16.1  Work performed by the Contractor will be inspected by the City as soon as is reasonably possible.
Payment for work performed shall be contingent upon approval of the site by the Chief that the work has been
completed in accordance with the Bid Specifications and the requirements of the contract. Approval must be
justified by a review of the Contractor’s invoice and supporting documentation,

16.2  Payment will not be rendered until it has been determined that the Contractor has completed the work in
accordance with the Bid Specifications and within the requirements of the contract.

16.3  The City will alert the contractor to instances of unsatisfactory work. All unsatisfactory work will be
corrected by the Contractor at no charge to the City including labor, parts and materials.

16.4  In the event that situations of unsatisfactory work continue to occur after notification by the Chief, the
Contractor will be provided a reasonable length of time (not to exceed five (3) business days) to implement a
program of corrective action which is acceptable to the Chief,

16.4.1 Should there be multiple instances of the contractor submitting unsatisfactory work, the Chief
reserves the right to deduct payments, suspend the contractor’s performance, or terminate the
contractor.

16.5  Payment for work performed will not be released untit the project is completed satisfactorily as
determined by a Contract Compliance Inspector.

16.6  The Chief may refuse to approve a payment request to such extent necessary to protect the City from loss:

16.6.1 The invoiced work is defective or incomplete;
16.6.2 Evidence is discovered that work previous approved is defective which nullifies a payment
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previously approved;

16.6.3 Claims against the Contractor have been filed or there is reasonable evidence indicating claims
will be filed;

16.6.4 The City has corrected or completed the Contractor’s defective or incomplete work due to
Contractor’s default of contract;

16.6.5 The Contractor has not completed the work in accordance with the covenants of the contract.
16.7  If the Chief determines that work previously approved is incomplete or defective, then the value of the
incomplete or defective work may be deducted from the Contractor’s current amount due.

17.0 ACTIVATION OF SECONDARY AND TERTIARY

17.1  In the case of repeat failure by the contractor to adhere to the covenants herein described in the Contract,
the Chief may, at their sole discretion, revoke, suspend, limit, or terminate work to the current contractor of
any zone and redistribute the work instead to the Secondary or Tertiary contractors.

17.1.1 The Secondary or Tertiary contractor for any zone may be activated if any of the following
incidents occur more than ten (10) times over the life of the Contract:

17.1.1.1 Contractor fails to submit work orders to the Chief within the ten (10} day
timeframe, sans any approved delays.

17.1.1.2 Contractor fails to adhere to any of the documentation standards set forth in
Section twelve (12) of this Contract.

17.1.1.3 Contractor fails to adhere to the requirements for receipts set forth in Section
thirteen (13) of this Contract. ‘

17.1.1.4 Contractor surrenders or reflises to complete assigned work.

17.1.1.5 Contractor is made to return to sites in order to complete work, either in part or in
whole.

17.1.1.6 Contractor fails to adhere 1o any section of this contract.

17.1.1.7 Contractor voluntarily resigns the award for that zone is transferred to the

Secondary or Tertiary contractors.

17.1.1.7.1 At the sole discretion of the Chief, these qualifying factors may be
considered individually or collectively to determine whether to activate the
Secondary or Tertiary confractors. '

17.1.2 Secondary or Tertiary contractors may also be activated if any other conditions of this contract
should trigger the previous contractor’s termination or suspension.

17.2  The activated contractor has the option to refuse award of the primary status. If the Secondary contractor
refuses the award, then the Tertiary contractor will be activated. Should the Tertiary contractor refuse the
award, the Chief reserves the right to assign any qualified contractor at will, or to solicit new bids for the
zone. '

17.2.1 Should the situation necessitate a rebid, any contractors who (1) declined the offered award, (2)

had the award revoked by the City, or (3) surrendered the zone voluntarily shall not be eligible to
bid on the zone during the rebid.
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17.3 At any point for the duration of the contract, the contractor may voluntarily surrender control of
any zone if they so desire. There are no monetary penalties associated with this surrender. Contractor
must afert the Chief in writing within ten (10) days of their intent to surrender. All work will be
recalled from that contractor and no further work will be assigned to them for the duration of the
surrender.

17.3.1 It is at the sole discretion of the Chief as to the duration of the surrender.

17.3.2 Itis at the sole discretion of the Chief as to whether the contractor will be permitted to
reclaim the zone.

17.3.3 Payment will only be rendered for completed sites. Partial payments will not be permitted
for incomplete work.

18.0 DISPUTE RESOLUTION

18.1  Contractor shall provide written notice to the Chief within two (2) days of the commencement of any
claims, disputes or other controversies arising out of or relating to, or in connection with this Contract
(collectively referred to as a "Dispute"). Such notice shall state the facts surrounding the Dispute in sufficient
detail to identify the Dispute, its character and scope. Any Dispute not presented to the Chief within the time
limit specified within this paragraph shall be deemed to have been waived.

18.2  The Chief shall provide to Contractor a written decision regarding the Dispute. Contractor shall provide
any additional information and documentation requested by the Chief in order to make a decision.

18.3  Contractor may appeal the Chief's decision by notifying the Chief, in writing, within two (2) days of
receipt of the decision, that Contractor requests a review by the City Construction Dispute Review Board
(CCDRB), pursuant to Executive Order 98-01. Any dispute or claim by Contractor must be presented to the
CCDRB and a decision rendered by the CCDRB as a condition precedent to Contractor's instituting any other

- legal action. '

18.4  Contractor shall proceed with the Worlk, as directed, throughout the Dispute resolution process.
COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS

19.1  Contractor shall perform its obligations under this Contract in compliance with all applicable federal,
state and local laws, rules and regulations. Contractor shall immediately cease any activity which causes or
results in a violation of federal, state or local laws, rules or regulations, and Contractor shall immediately
report such violation to the Chief. '

192 Contractor shall adopt and maintain, throughout the term of this Contract, a policy of non-discrimination
as defined by the City of Jacksonville Ordinance Code. These requirements shall be incorporated into and
made a part of any of Contractor’s subcontracts. '

19.3  To the extent the Contract will be funded in whole or in part by the Federal Government, Contractor must
comply with all applicable federal rules and regulations including, but not limited to, Title VI of the Civil
Rights Act of 1964 (24 CFR, parts 1 & 2); Title VIII of the Civil Rights Act of 1968 (24 CFR, part 115);
Federal Labor Standards Provisions (HUD-4020.1); the Davis-Bacon Act; the Anti-Kickback Act; and the
Contract Work Hours Standards Act, all of which are incorporated herein by reference

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

20.1  Contractor shall operate as an independent contractor and shall have complete charge of its
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21.0

workers engaged in the performance of this Contract. Contractor is not an agent, representative or
employee of the City, and nothing herein contained is intended or should be construed as
establishing the relationship of copartners between Contractor and the City.

20.2  Contractor shall be responsible for its own labor relations. Contractor shall negotiate and resolve
any disputes between Contractor and its employees or anyone representing its employees. Contractor
shall immediately notify the Chief of any actual or material labor disputes which may affect
Contractor’s performance of this Contract. Contractor shall also inform the Chief of all actions that
Contractor is taking to resolve the dispute.

" CONTRACTOR OBLIGATIONS, SUPERVISION, AND SUPERINTENDENT

21.1  Except as otherwise stated in the Contract, Contractor shall provide at its cost everything
necessary to complete the Work, including, but not limited to, labor, materials, tools, equipment,
utilities and transportation.

21.2  Contractor shall employ sufficient skilled labor capable of performing the Work assigned and
shall have a competent superintendent, satisfactory to the Chief, on the site at all times during
working hours. The Superintendent shall be Contractor’s representative at the site and shall have
authority to act on behalf of Contractor. All communications given to the Superintendent shall be as
binding as if given to Contractor.

21.3  Contractor shall supervise and direct the Work efficiently and with its best skill and attention and
shall be solely responsible for the means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures of
construction. It shall be Contractor’s responsibility to carefully study and compare the Contract
Documents and to check and verify all figures shown thereon and all field measurements.

214  Contractor shall perform all quality control activities, except those stated in the Contract to be
provided by the City. Contractor shall provide all equipment necessary to perform quality control
activities.

21.5  Contractor shall coordinate its work schedule with any other contractors so as not to interfere
with the work of any other contractors and shall be responsible for cooperation between the various
trades and utilities involved to insure completion within the Contract term.

21.6  Contractor shall be responsible to see that the finished Work complies accurately with the
Contract Documents.

21.7  Contractor shall bear sole responsibility for the efficiency, adequacy and safety of the
performance of the Work. Contractor shall bear sole responsibility for its materials, labor, and
equipment used during the performance of the Work. Any comments or approvals by the City or the
Chief regarding Contractor's performance, materials, working forces or equipment shall not be
interpreted as creating any responsibility on the part of the City for the means and methods of the
Work, and any comments or approval by the City or the Chief regarding Contractor's performance,
materials, working force, or equipment, shall not relieve Contractor of any responsibility.

21.8 At the request of the City or the Chief, Contractor shall immediately remove from the work site
any person employed at the work site who is deemed to be incompetent, using profane language, or
otherwise involved in any disorderly conduct, or who trespasses on any private property in the
vicinity of the work site.

21.9  Neither the City nor the Chief shall be responsible for the acts or omissions of Contractor, or any
Subcontractors, or any of its agents or employees, or any other persons performing any of the Work.

21.10 Contractor shall comply with all safety requirements of applicable laws and building and
construction codes. Contractor shall maintain an accurate record of all accidents, deaths,
occupational diseases, and injuries requiring medical attention as a result of Work performed under
the Contract. Contractor shall promptly furnish the City with reports of such.

DEFAULT OF CONTRACT

22.1  The Contractor must abate all cited violations on the job site, according to specifications clearly set forth
in this document. The City requires Contractors to perform quality work in each instance it claims to have
serviced a site. A designee of the Chief of Municipal Code Compliance Division will inspect each site.

Prior to commencement of contract, the Contractor will submit to Municipal Code Compliance
Division all telephone numbers, facsimile (fax) numbers, and electronic mail (e-mail) addresses
where the designee may reach the Contractor during the business day in order to provide verbal or
written notice of re-work. The business day is described as Monday through Friday, between
7:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.

If upon inspection, the designee determines that a site is not properly and completely cleared, cut,
or otherwise abated per contract specifications, the Chief’s designee will notify the contractor the
same day via e-mail of the necessity and reason(s) for re-work. The contractor must satisfactority
abate all violations per contract specifications within two (2) business/working days (Monday
through Friday) of notification, or the Chief may not honor payment for the abatement project.

The City’s inability to reach the Contractor from 7:00 a.m. or 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday,
after utilizing all contact numbers and e-mail addresses provided to Municipal Code Compliance
Division, does not relieve the Contractor of its responsibility to complete the project, according to
contract specifications. If the City is unable to reach the Contractor at the contact numbers or the
e-mail address provided to direct completion of work at the abatement site, the Contractor may
not receive payment for the work performed.

If the Chief determines that the Contractor is failing to perform the work in accordance with the
contract terms and conditions including, but not limited to:

22.1.4.6 Disregarding the authority of the Chief:

22.1.4.7 Failing to perform any of the covenants herein contained;

Then the Chief may give written notice to the Contractor stating the nature of the failure to
perform and providing a time certain to correct the failure.

22.1.5.1 If, within the time period stated in the notice, the Contractor fails to remedy the
issue(s) for which the complaint was made, then, after five (5) days written notice to the
Contractor, the Chief may terminate the employment of the Contractor and declare the
Contract in default. Should this option be utilized, the Contractor shall pay the additional
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costs incurred by the City to complete the unfinished work.

22.1.52 Upon declaration of Contract default, the City will have full power to complete
the work using its own forces or may enter into an agreement with another contractor for
the completion of work under this contract.

National, state, and local data reveals that many students are not reading on grade level
by 3rd grade and that students of color are disparately represented in that number; this
trend is what many refer to as the “literacy gap”. In Duval County, data shows that
students of color and students who are economically disadvantaged are less likely to read
on grade level by 3rd grade, this is our literacy gap. Research shows that students who are
not reading proficiently by the end of 3rd grade are four times more likely to drop out of
high school than their peers who are reading proficiently.[1] The Jacksonville Public
Education Fund and Kids Hope Alliance have joined efforts in addressing the literacy gap
in Duval County by means of implementing the Campaign for Grade Level Reading.

The 2020/2021 Florida State Assessment (FSA) results revealed that 46% of 3rd grade
students in Florida did not score on grade level for literacy. Locally, the results of the
2020/2021 FSA revealed that 52% of 3rd grade students in Duval County did not score
on grade level for literacy.,

Among Duval County students, 3rd grade students of color and low-income students are
less likely to be reading at grade level compared to white students of higher socio-
economie status. This disparity in student performance does not point to innate skills but
rather to systemic issues, such as food and housing insecurity, that must be addressed and
contribuies to the purpose of the Campaign for Grade Level Reading in Duval County.
For additional context, approximately 32% of children in Duval County experience food
insecurity and approximately 2,746 children are without secure housing.

We need a collective approach to address the systemic factors contributing to more than
half of our students not reading on grade level by 3rd grade. This approach must include
parents and early childhood providers as we know that literacy development begins at
birth,

As we discussed, overall costs have resulted in JALA handling the current Foreclosure
Intervention Program at a net loss. As a 501(c)(3), we do not lock to make a profit off the
programi, but we hope to continue participation without losing money. Therefore, we are
requesting an amendment to the contract dated April 26, 2021 between the City of Jacksonville
and Jacksonville Area Legal Aid, Inc for the Foreclosure Intervention Program. We are
requesting an increase in the amount paid for Level 1 and Level 2 services as outlined in
attachment B-1, Schedule of Administrative Rates.

Justification:

In 2021, we incurred an additional $4,450.00 in staff salary, fringe and direct costs over
the amount we were able to bill based on our current contract. This is a loss of approximately
$370 per homeowner - homeowners we served and assisted in avoiding foreclosure. The reason
for this shortfall is two-fold: (1) more staff time required to serve families under this grant than
originally anticipated, due in part to the increasing complexity of mortgage mitigation, and (2)
the increase in salary, fringe and direct costs over the last 24 months due to COVID-19 and
inflation. The proposed increase will cover our costs for the clients we serve for the remainder of
the contract. We understand this does not increase our overall award amount of $45,000.
