8 3 The Provider will not indemnify the Recipient if the Recipient (a) alters the Material or uses it outside the scope 
of use identified in the Provider's user or program documentation or Service Specifications, or (b) uses a version of the 
Material which has been superseded, if the infringement claim could have been avoided by using an unaltered current 
version of the Material which was made available to the Recipient. The Provider will not indemnify the Recipient to the 
extent that an infringement claim is based upon any Material not furnished by the Provider. Oracle will not indemnify

On March 15, 2018, the City awarded Applications Software Technology, LLC (ASTl/Oracle for the use of 
the Oracle Saas ERP solution and for the services required to implement the Oracle Saas ERP solution. The 
following contracts I agreements with Oracle and AST were executed on March 28, 2018: 


• Master Services Contract with AST (Exhibit 1), City Contract 10420: The Master Services Contract 
specifies the professional services required to implement the Oracle Saas ERP solution (e.g. the 
service applications listed in the Ordering Document). The term of this agreements is for five (S) 
years with an option to renew for up to three (3) additional years. This contract has two (2) 
attachments: 


o Statement of Work (Exhibit lA): Defines all services AST will provide to deliver fully 
functional Financial, Purchasing, Budget Development, Human Resources, and Payroll 
system to the City. 


o Payment Schedule (Exhibit 18): Lists all payment amounts for deliverables by estimated 
completion date for all project phases. 


• Cloud Services Agreement with Oracle (Exhibit 2), City Contract 10180-01: This document, and 
the negotiated Amendment (Exhibit 2A), governs the City's use of the Oracle Saas ERP products 
described in the Ordering Document. The term of this agreement is for eight (8) years with the 
option to renew for up to three (3) additional years. This agreement also references the following 
Oracle policy documents: 


o Oracle Cloud Hosting and Delivery Policies (Exhibit 28) 
o Data Processing Agreement (Exhibit 2C) 
o Oracle Services Privacy Policy (Exhibit 20) 
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o Service Specifications (Exhibit 2E) 
• Ordering Document with AST (Exhibit 3), City Contract 10421: This document lists the ERP 


service applications (e.g. software modules) that the City Is purchasing through this subscription 
agreement (with AST being a certified re-seller of Oracle cloud services). The term of this 
agreements is for one (1) year with the option to renew for up to seven (7) additional years. The 
maximum indebtedness for this contract will increase each year the City exercise the option to 
continue using the Oracle Saas ERP solution by the amount specified for the Option Years within 
the agreement. 


The contracts were established with the not to exceed amount of $23,063,150.00 for imptementation 
services and $1,234,201.20 for Saas subscription services, for a total maximum indebtedness of 
$24,297,351.20. 


On December 13, 2018 Project Change Order Request • Pl.CR-01 - Credit Card Vendor Payments was 
awarded in the amount of $28,800. The contract was amended with the not to exceed amount of 
$23,091,950.00 for implementation services and $1,234,201.20 for Saas subscription services, for a total 
maximum indebtedness of $24,326,151.20. 


Master Services Contract with AST (Exhibit 1): 
The Information Technologies Division, (ITD) requests a change order to increase the award ESC-0549-16 
in the amount of $45,000. This project change order, SOA.CR·Ol Technical Training Classes, will provide 
the necessary training for ITD staff to manage and maintain the Service Oriented Architecture (SOA) 
platform. Oracle SOA Suite enables system developers to set up and manage services and to orchestrate 
them into composite applications and business processes between the lCloud ERP system and other 
applications. With Oracle SOA Suite's hot-pluggable components, the City can extend and evolve the 
system architectures instead of replacing them. 


This change order request, once approved will require an amendment to the Master Services Contract 
with AST (Exhibit 1). A revised Payment Schedule (Exhibit 18) is provided to capture the additions to the 
payment schedule for Pl.CR-01 ·Credit Card Vendor Payments and SOA.CR-01 Technical Training Classes.

Ordering Document with AST (Exhibit 3): 
The Information Technologies Division, (ITO) requests to exercise year one (1) of seven (7) renewal options 
of the Ordering Document with AST (Exhibit 3). The renewal request is for the amount of $1,708,320.99 
for the period of March 28, 2019 thru March 27, 2020. 


In addition, a request is to true-up the software subscription not-to-exceed amount to cover the 4th period 
of the initial award in the amount of $411,400.40 bringing the maximum indebtedness for the Saas 
subscription services to $3,353,922.59. The quarterly payments will change from the current schedule of 
$411,400.40 to $427,080.25 for the 1st year renewal changes.
