a. Agencies may use wrinen orders, EDI orders, credit card orders, or BPAs, for ordering maintenance under
this contracl. The Contractor shall confirm orders within fifteen (15) calendar days froni the date of receipt, except
that confirmation of orders shall be considered automatic for renewals for maintenance (Special ltem Number 132-
12). Automatic acceptance of order renewals for maintenance service shall apply for machines which may have
been discontinued from use for temporary periods of time not longer than 120 calendar days. If the order is not
confirmed by 1the Contractor as prescribed by this paragraph, the order shall be considered to be confinmed by the
Contractor.

b. The Contractor shall honor orders for maintenance for the duration of the contract period or a lessor period
of time, for the equipment shown in the pricelist. Maintenance service shall commence on a mutually agreed upon
date, which will be written into the maintenance order. Maintenance orders shall not be made effective before the
expiration of any applicable maintenance and parts guarantee/warranty period associated with the purchase of
equipment.

The Stale of
Florida Mentor Protégé Program connects minority-, women-, wartime-, and service-
disabled veteran business enterprises with privale corporations for business
development mentoring. We strongly encourage firms doing business with the State of
Florida to consider this initiative.

Upon request, the Contractor shall report to the Department spend with certified and
other minority business enterprises. These reports will include the period covered, the
name, minority code and Federal Employer Identification Number of each minority
vendor utilized during the period, commodities and services provided by the minority
business enterprise, and the amount paid to each minority vendor on behalf of each
purchasing agency ordering under the terms of this Contract.

BUSINESS REVIEW MEETINGS

The Department reserves the right to schedule business review meelings as frequently
as necessary. The Depariment will provide the format for the Contractor's agenda. Prior
to the meeting, the Contractor shall submit the completed agenda to the Department for
review and acceptance. The Contractor shall address the agenda items and any of the
Depariment’s additional concemns at the meeting. Failure to comply with this section
may result in the Contractor being found in defauit and contract termination.

ETHICAL BUSINESS PRACTICES
Contractors shall work in partnership with the State to ensure a successful and valuable
Contract. Ethical practices are required of State employees, Contractors, and all parties
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representing the Contractor. All work performed under this Contract will be subject to
review by the Inspector General of the State of Florida, and any findings suggesting
unethical business practices may be cause for termination or cancellation.

GRATUITIES

The Contractor shall not, in connection with this or any other agreement with the State,
directly or indirectly (1) offer, give, or agree to give anything of value to anyone as
consideration for lZny State officer or employee's decision, opinion, recommendation,
vote, other exerciSe of discretion, or violation of a known lega'l duty, or (2) ol’fer. give, or
agree'to give to anyone anything of value for the benefit of, or at the direction or request
of, any State officer or employee.

LOBBYING

In accordance with sections 11.062 and 216.347, F.S., the Contract funds are not for the
purpose of lobbying the Legislature, the judicial branch, or an Agency. Pursuant to
subsection 287.058(6), F.S., the Contract does not prohibit the Contractor from lobbying
the executive or legislative branch concerning the scope of services, performance, term,
or compensation regarding the Contract, after the Contract's execution and during the
Contract’s term.

COOPERATION WITH INSPECTOR GENERAL

Pursuant to subsection 20.055(5), F.S., Contractor, and any subcontractor to the
Contractor, understand and will comply with their duty to cooperate with the Inspeclor
General In any investigation, audit, inspection, review, or hearing. Upon request of the
Inspector General or any other authorized State official, the Contractor shall provide any
type of information the Inspector General deems relevant to the Contractor’s integrity or
responsibility. Such information may include, but shall not be limited to, the Contractor's
business or financial records, documents, or files of any type or form that refer to or
relate to the Contract. The Contractor shall retain such records for three (3) years after
the expiration of the Contract, or the period required by the General Records Schedules
maintained by the Florida Department of State (available at:
hitp://dos.myflorida.com/library-archives/records-management/general-records-
schedules/), whichever is longer. The Contractor agrees to reimburse the State for the
reasonable costs of investigation incurred by the Inspector General or other authorized
State official for investigations of the Contractor's compliance with the terms of this or
any other agreement between the Contractor and the State which resuits in the
suspension or debarment of the Contractor. Such costs shall include, but shall not be
limited to: salaries of investigators, including overtime; travel and lodging expenses; and
expert witness and documentary fees.

PRODUCT VARIATIONS/CUSTOM ORDERS
New variations, substitutions, including custom orders of existing software licenses,
maintenance and services awarded under the Contract will be considered by the
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Department if it is in the best interest of the State. All modifications and special requests
must receive prior written approval from the Department or Customer before execution
of the purchase. Proposed changes are nol lo compromise the integrity of the softiware
licenses, maintenance or services performance.

DELAYS AND COMPLAINTS

Delivery delays and service complaints will be monitored on a continual basis.
Documented inability to perform under the conditions of the Contract (via the established
Complaint to Vendor process (PUR 7017 form) may Fsult in de proceedings and
cancellation.

SALES AND USE TAX

It is the responsibility of the Contractor to determine how work accomplished under this
Contract would be subject to a Use Tax as written in the "Sales and Use Tax" Rule 12A-
1, Florida Administrative Code. Any questions concemning the Use Tax as it relates to
this contract shall be directed to the Taxpayer Assistance section at the Department of
Revenue (DOR) (800) 352-3671, Monday through Friday, 8 a.m. to 7 p.m.

INSURANCE, LOSS DEDUCTIBLE

The Department and Customer shall be exempt from, and in no way liable for, any sums
of money which may represent a deductible in any insurance policy. The payment of
such deduclible shall be the sole responsibility of the contractor providing such
insurance. Upon request, the Contractor shall furnish the Department or Customer an
insurance certificate proving appropriate coverage is in full force and effect.

INSURANCE, SUBCONTRACTOR'S PUBLIC LIABILITY AND PROPERTY DAMAGE
The Contractor shall require each of its subcontractors to secure and maintain during the
life of the subcontract, insurance of the type specified in section 5, Liability and Workers
Compensation Insurance, or the Contractor may insure the activities of its
subcontractors in the Contractor’s policy, as specified in the Liability and Workers
Compensation Insurance Section of this contract.

INDEMNITY
The Contraclor agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold the State of Florida, its officers,
employees and agents harmless from all fines, claims, assessments, suits, judgments,
or damages, consequential or otherwise, including court costs and attorney's fees,
arising out of any acls, actions, breaches, neglect or omissions of the Contractor, its
employees, agents, subcontractors, assignees or delegates related io the Contract, as
well as for any determination arising out of or related to the Contract, that the Contractor
or Contractor's employees, agents, subcontractors, assignees or delegates are not
independent contractors in relation to the Agency. The Contract does not constitute a
waiver of sovereign immunity or consent by the Agency or the Stale of Florida or its
subdivisions to suit by third parties.
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33. PAYMENT FOR CLAIMS
The Contractor guarantees the payment of all just claims for materials, supplies, tools, or
labor and other just claims against the Contractor or any employee, agent,
subcontractor, assignee or delegate in connection with the Contract.

34. PERFORMANCE AND PAYMENT BONDS
The authority and responsibility for requesting performance and payment bonds shall
rest with the Customer. Under this contract, the Customer issuing the purchase order
|may request a performance and payment bgnd as deemed necessary by the size of the
job. Inability to provide a bond shall result in‘the Contractor being found in default of the
contract.

35. WARRANTY
The Microsoft standard warranty shall cover all software and the Contractor's warranty
shall cover Value-added services provided under this the Contract. The Microsoft
standard warranty is required to provide coverage against defective software,
workmanship, and failure to perform in accordance with the specifications and required
performanca criteria. The Micrasoft and Contractor warranty coverage must be identical
to or exceed the most inclusive of those normally provided for the commeodities and
contractual services specified herein that are sold to any State or local governments.

Should the Microsoft or Contractor warranty conflict with any requirements,
specifications, terms, or conditions of the Contract, the Contract terms and conditions
shall prevail.

36. CONTRACT REVISIONS
Notwithstanding General Contract Conditions, section 42 of the PUR 1000 Form, the
following types of revisions can be made to the Contract upon written authorization by
the Department:

The Contractor shall use the appropriate form to request changes fo the items listed
above and shall submit the form to the Department for review and approval. Only the
above listed provisions can be made without a formal Contract amendment. General
Contract Conditions, section 42 of the PUR 1000, apply to all other modifications to the
Contract.

37. FINANCIAL CONSEQUENCES
The Contract Administrator shall periodically review the Contractor's Compliance with
the responsibilities and deliverables in the Contract. If the Contractor fails to meet and
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comply with the responsibilities and deliverables established in the Contract, Contractor
will be subject to damages. See Exhibit C, section 18 for additional information.

THIRD PARTY AUDITS AND REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

At no additional cost to the State, the Contractor is to contract with an independent third
party firm (to be approved by the Department) to conduct, at a minimum, at least one

The Contractor's failure to comply With this requirement may result in financial
consequences and may also result in the Contractor’s immediate removal from the
Contract.

1. Definitions. The definitions contained in s. 60A-1.001, F.A.C. shall apply to this agreement.
The following additional terms are also defined:

(a) “Contract” means the legally enforceable agresment that resulls from a successful
solicitation. The parties to the Contract will be the Customer and Contractor.

(b) “Customer” means the State agency or other entity identified in a contract as the party to
receive commodities or contractual services pursuant to a contract or that orders commodities
or contractual services via purchase order or other contractual instrument from the Contractor
under the Contract. The "Customer” may also be the “Buyer” as defined in the PUR 1001 if it
meets the definition of both terms.

(c) “Product” means any deliverable under the Contract, which may include commodities,
services, technology or software.

(d) “Purchase order” means the form or format a Customer uses to make a purchase under the
Contract (e.g., a formal written purchase order, electronic purchase order, procurement card,
contract or other authorized means).

2. Purchase Orders. In contracls where commodities or services are ordered by the Customer
via purchase order, Contractor shall not deliver or furnish products until a Customer transmits a
purchase order. All purchase orders shall bear the Contract number, shall be placed by the
Customer direclly with the Contractor, and shall be deemed to incorporate by reference the
Contract terms and conditions. Any discrepancy between the Coniract terms and the terms
stated an the Contractor's order form, confirmation, or acknowledgement shall be resolved in
favor of terms most favorable to the Customer. A purchase order for services within the ambit
of section 287.058(1) of the Florida Statutes shall be deemed to incorporate by reference the
requirements of subparagraphs (a) through (f) thereof. Customers shall designate a contract
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manager and a contract administrator as required by subsections 287.057(15) and (16) of the
Florida Statutes.

3. Product Version. Purchase orders shall be deemed to reference a manufacturer's most
recently release model or version of the product at the time of the order, unless the Customer
specifically requests in writing an earlier model or version and the contractor is willing to provide
such model or version.

4. Price Chan e's Applicable only to Term Contracts. If this is a terl'n colntract for
commodities or services, the following provisions apply.

(a) Quantity Discounts. Contractors are urged to ofier additional discounts for one time delivery
of large single orders. Customers should seek to negotiate additional price concessions on
quantity purchases of any products offered under the Contract. State Customers shall
document thelir files accordingly.

(b) Best Pricing Offer. During the Contract term, if the Customer becomes aware of better
pricing offered by the Contractor for substantially the same or a smaller quantity of a product
outside the Contract, but upon the same or similar terms of the Contract, then at the discretion
of the Customer the price under the Contract shall be immediately reduced to the lower price.

(c) Sales Promolions. In addition to decreasing prices for the balance of the Contract term due
to a change in market conditions, a Contractor may conduct sales promotions involving price
reductions for a specified lesser period. A Contractor shall submit to the Conltract Specialist
documentation identifying the proposed (1) starting and ending dates of the promotion, (2)
products involved, and {3) promotional prices compared to then-authorized prices. Promotional
prices shall be available to all Customers. Upon approval, the Contractor shall provide
canspicuous notice of the promotion.

(d) Trade-In. Customers may trade-in equipment when making purchases from the Contract. A
trade-in shall be negotiated between the Customer and the Contractor. Customers are
obligated to actively seek current fair market value when trading equipment, and to keep
accurate records of the process. For State agencies, it may be necessary to provide
documentation to the Depariment of Financial Services and to the agency property custodian
pursuant to Chapler 273, F.S.

(e) Equitable Adjustment. The Customer may, in its sole discretion, make an equitable
adjustment in the Contract terms or pricing if pricing or availability of supply is affected by
extreme and unforeseen volatility in the marketplace, that is, by circumstances that satisfy all
the following criteria: (1) the volatility is due to causes wholly beyond the Contractor's control,
(2) the volalility affects the marketplace or industry, not just the particular Contract source of
supply, (3) the effect on pricing or availability of supply is substantial, and (4) the volatility so
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affects the Contractor that continued performance of the Contract would result in a substantial
loss.

5. Additional Quantities. For a period not exceeding ninety (90) days from the date of Contract
award, the Customer raserves the right to acquire additional quantities up to the amount shown
on the Contract but not to exceed the threshold for Category Two at the prices submitted in the
response to the soficitation.

6. Pa?kaging. Tan‘gible product shall be securely and properly packed for sl-!ipment, storage,
and sfocking in appropriate, clearly labeled, shipping containers and according to accepted
commercial praclice, without extra charge for packing materials, cases, or other types of
containers. All containers and packaging shall become and remain Customer’s property.

7. Inspection at Contractor's Site. The Customer reserves the right to inspect, at any
reasonable time with prior notice, the equipment or product or plant or other facilities of a
Contractor to assess conformity with Contract requirements and to determine whether they are
adequate and suitable for proper and effective Contract performance.

8. Safety Standards. All manufactured items and fabricated assemblies subject to operation
under pressure, operation by connection to an electric source, or operation involving connection
to a manufactured, natural, or LP gas source shall be constructed and approved in a manner
acceptable to the appropriate State inspector. Acceptability customarily requires, at a minimum,
identification marking of the appropriate safety standard organization, where such approvals of
listings have been established for the type of device offered and furnished, for example: the
American Society of Mechanical Engineers for pressure vessels; the Underwriters Laboratories
and/or National Electrical Manufacturers' Association for electrically operated assemblies; and
the American Gas Association for gas-operated assemblies. In addition, all items furnished
shall meet all applicable requirements of the Occupational Safety and Health Act and state and
federal requirements relating to clean air and water pollution.

9. Americans with Disabilities Act. Contractors should identify any products that may be
used or adapted for use by visually, hearing, or other physically impaired individuals.

10. Literature. Upon request, the Contractor shall furnish literature reasonably related to the
product offered, for example, user manuals, price schedules, catalogs, descriptive brochures,
etc.

11. Transportation and Delivery. Prices shall include all charges for packing, handling,
freight, distribution, and inside delivery. Transportation of goods shall be FOB Destination to
any point within thirty (30) days after the Customer places an Order. A Contractor, within five
(5) days after receiving a purchase order, shall notify the Customer of any potential delivery
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delays. Evidence of inability or intentional delays shall be cause for Contract cancellation and
Contraclor suspension.

12. Installation. Where installation is required, Contractor shall be responsible for placing and
installing the product in the required locations at no additional charge, unless otherwise
designated on the Contract or purchase order. Contractor’s authorized product and price list
shall clearly and separately identify any additional installation charges. All materials used in the
installation; shall be of good quality and shall be free of defects that \Jould diminish the
appearance of the product or render it struclurally or Pperationally urisound. installation
includes the fumnishing of any equipment, rigging, and materials required to install or replace the
product in the proper location. Contractor shall protect the site from damage and shall repair
damages or injury caused during installation by Contractor or its employees or agents. If any
alteration, dismantling, excavation, etc., is required to achieve installation, the Contractor shall
promptly restore the structure or site to its original condition. Contractor shall perform
installation work so as to cause the least inconvenience and interference with Customers and
with proper consideration of others on site. Upon completion of the installation, the location and
surrounding area of work shall be left clean and in a neat and unobstructed condition, with
everything in satisfactory repair and order.

13. Risk of Loss. Matters of inspection and acceptance are addressed in s. 215.422, F.S.

Until acceptance, risk of loss or damage shall remain with the Contractor. The Conlractor shall
be responsible for filing, processing, and collecting all damage claims. To assist the Contractor
with damage claims, the Customer shall: record any evidence of visible damage on all copies of
the delivering carrier’s Bill of Lading; report damages to the carrier and the Contractor; and
provide the Contractor with a copy of the carrier’s Bill of Lading and damage inspection report.
When a Customer rejects a product, Contractor shall remove it from the premises within ten
days after notification or rejection. Upon rejection notification, the risk of loss of rejected or non-
conforming product shall remain with the Contractor. Rejected product not removed by the
Contractor within ten days shall be deemed abandoned by the Contractor, and the Customer
shall have the right to dispose of it as its own property. Contractor shall reimburse the
Customer for costs and expenses incurred in storing or effecting removal or disposition of
rejected product.

14. Transaction Fee. The State of Florida has instituted MyFloridaMarketPlace, a statewide
eProcurement System ("System”). Pursuant to section 287.057(23), Florida Statutes (2002), all
payments shall be assessed a Transaction Fee of one percent {1.0%), which the Contractor
shall pay to the State, unless exempt pursuant to 60A-1.032, F.A.C.

For payments within the State accounting system (FLAIR or its successor), the Transaction Fee
shall, when paossible, be automatically deducted from payments to the Contractor. If automatic
deduction is not possible, the Contractor shall pay the Transaction Fee pursuant to Rule 60A-
1.031(2), F.A.C. By submission of these reports and corresponding payments, Contractor
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certifies their correctness. All such reports and payments shall be subject to audit by the State
or its designee.

Contractor shall receive a credit for any Transaction Fee paid by the Contractor for the purchase
of any item(s) if such item(s) are returned to the Contractor through no fault, act, or omission of
the Contractor. Notwithstanding the foregoing, a Transaction Fee is non-refundable when an
itern is rejected or retumed, or declined, due to the Contractor’s failure to perform or comply with
specifications or requirements of the agreement.

FLiIure o comply with these requirements spall constitute glrounds for declaring the Contractor

in defauit and recovering reprocurement costs from the Contractor in addition to all outstanding

fees. CONTRACTORS DELINQUENT IN PAYING TRANSACTION FEES MAY BE SUBJECT
TO BEING REMOVED FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF MANAGEMENT SERVICES' VENDOR
LIST AS PROVIDED IN RULE 60A-1.006, F.A.C.

15. Invoicing and Payment. Invoices shall contain the Contract number, purchase order
number if applicable, and the appropriate vendor identification number. The State may require
any other information from the Contractor that the State deems necessary to verify any
purchase order placed under the Contract.

At the State's option, Contractors may be required to invoice electronically pursuant to
guidelines of the Department of Management Services. Current guidelines require that
Contractor supply electronic invoices in lieu of paper-based invoices for those transactions
processed through the system. Electronic invoices shall be submitted to the Customer through
the Ariba Supplier Network (ASN) in one of the following mechanisms - ED| 810, cXML, or web-
based invoice entry within the ASN.

Payment shall be made in accordance with sections 215.422 and 287.0585 of the Florida
Statutes, which govern time limits for payment of invoices. Invoices that must be retumed to a
Contraclor due to preparation erors will result in a delay in payment. Contractors may call
(B50) 413-7269 Monday through Friday to inquire about the status of payments by State
Agencies. The Customer is responsible for all payments under the Contract. A Customer’s
failure lo pay, or delay in payment, shall not constitute a breach of the Coniract and shall not
relieve the Contractor of its obligations to the Department or to other Customers.

16. Taxes. The State does not pay Federal excise or sales taxes on direct purchases of tangible
personal property. The State will not pay for any personal propenrty taxes levied on the
Contractor or for any taxes levied on employees’ wages. Any exceptions to this paragraph shall
be explicitly noted by the Customer in the special contract conditions section of the solicitation
or in the Contract or purchase order.

17. Governmental Restrictions. If the Contractor believes that any governmental restrictions
have been imposed that require alteration of the material, quality, workmanship or performance
of the products offered under the Contract, the Contractor shall immediately notify the Customer
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in writing, indicating the specific restriction. The Customer reserves the right and the complete
discretion to accept any such alteration or to cancel the Contract at no further expense to the
Customer.

18. Lobbying and Integrity. Customers shall ensure compliance with Section 11.062, FS and
section 216.347, F.S. The Contractor shall not, in connection with this or any other agreement
with the State, directly or indirectly (1) offer, confer, or agree to confer any pecuniary benefit on
anyone as considgration for any State officer or employee’s decision, opiniop, recommendation,
vote,|other exercise of discretion, or violation of a known Iegfl duty, or (2) offer, give, or agree to
give to anyone any gratuity for the bensfit of, or at the direction or request of, any State officer
or employee. For purposes of clause (2), “gratuity” means any payment of more than nominal
monetary value in the form of cash, travel, entertainment, gifts, meals, lodging, loans,
subscriptions, advances, deposits of money, services, employment, or contracts of any kind.
Upon request of the Customer’s Inspector General, or other authorized State official, the
Contractor shall provide any type of information the Inspector General deems relevant to the
Contractor’s integrity or responsibility. Such information may include, but shall not be limited to,
the Contractor's business or financial records, documents, or files of any type or form that refer
to or relate to the Contract. The Contractor shall retain such records for the longer of (1) three
years after the expiration of the Contract or (2) the period required by the General Records
Schedules maintained by the Florida Department of State (available at:
http://dlis.dos.state.fi.us/barm/genschedules/gensched.htm). The Contractor agrees to
reimburse the State for the reasonable costs of investigation incurred by the Inspector General
or other authorized State official for investigations of the Contractor's compliance with the terms
of this or any other agreement between the Contractor and the State which results in the
suspension or debarment of the Contractor. Such costs shall include, but shall not be limited to:
salaries of investigators, including overtime; travel and lodging expenses; and expert witness
and documentary fees. The Contractor shall not be responsible for any costs of investigations
that do not result in the Contractor’s suspension or debarment.

19. Indemnification. The Contractor shall be fully liable for the actions of its agents,
employees, pariners, or subcontractors and shall fully indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the
State and Cuslomers, and their officers, agents, and employees, from suits, actions, damages,
and costs of every name and description, including attorneys' fees, arising from or relating to
parsonal injury and damage to real or personal tangible property alleged to be caused in whole
or in part by Contractor, its agents, employees, partners, or subcontractors, provided, however,
that the Contractor shall not indemnify for that portion of any loss or damages proximately
caused by the negligent act or omission of the State or a Customer.

Further, the Contractor shall fully indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the State and
Customers from any suits, actions, damages, and costs of every name and description,
including attorneys’ fees, arising from or relating to violation or infringement of a trademark,
copyright, patent, trade secret or intellectual property right, provided, however, that the
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foregoing obligation shall not apply to a Customer’s misuse or modification of Contractor's
products or a Customer’s operation or use of Contractor's products in a manner not
contemplated by the Contract or the purchase order. If any product is the subject of an
infringement suit or in the Contractor’s opinion is likely to become the subject of such a suit, the
Contractor may at its sole expense procure for the Customer the right to continue using the
product or to modify it to become non-infringing. If the Contractor is not reasonably able to
modify or otherwise secure the Customer the right to continue using the product, the Contractor
shall rempve the product and refund the Customer the amounts paig in excess of a reasonable
rental for past use. The customer shall not be Iiablq for any royalties.

The Contractor’s obligations under the preceding two paragraphs with respect to any legal
action are contingent upon the State or Customer giving the Conlractor (1) written notice of any
action or threatened action, (2) the opportunity to take over and settle or defend any such action
at Contractor’s sole expense, and (3) assistance in defending the action at Coniractor's sole
expense. The Contractor shall not be liable for any cost, expense, or compromise incurred or
made by the State or Customer in any legal action without the Contractor’s prior written consent,
which shall not be unreasonably withheld.

20. Limitation of Liability. For all claims against the Contractor under any contract or purchase
order, and regardless of the basis on which the claim is made, the Contractor's liability under a
contract or purchase order for direct damages shall be limited to the greater of $100,000, the
dolfar amount of the coniract or purchase order, or two times the charges rendered by the
Contractor under the purchase order. This limitation shall not apply fo claims arising under the
Indemnity paragraph contain in this agreement.

Unless otherwise specifically enumerated in the Contract or in the purchase order, no party shall
be liable to another for special, indirect, punitive, or consequential damages, including lost data
or records (unless the contract or purchase order requires the Contractor to back-up data or
records), even if the party has been advised that such damages are possible. No party shall be
liable for lost profits, lost revenue, or lost institutional operating savings. The State and
Customer may, in addition to other remedies available to them at law or equity and upon notice
to the Contractor, retain such monies from amounts due Contractor as may be necessary to
satisfy any claim for damages, penalties, costs and the like asserted by or against them. The
State may set off any liability or other obligation of the Contractor or its affiliates to the State
against any payments due the Contractor under any contract with the State.

21. Suspension of Work. The Customer may in its sole discretion suspend any or all activities
under the Contract or purchase order, at any time, when in the best inleresis of the State to do
so. The Customer shall provide the Contractor written notice outlining the particulars of
suspension. Examples of the reason for suspension include, but are not limited to, budgetary
constraints, declaration of emergency, or other such circumstances. Afier receiving a
suspension notice, the Contractor shall comply with the notice and shall not accept any
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purchase orders. Within ninety days, or any longer period agreed to by the Contractor, the
Customer shall either (1) issue a notice authorizing resumption of work, at which time activity
shall resume, or (2) terminate the Contract or purchase order. Suspension of work shall not
entitle the Contractor to any additional compensation.

22. Termination for Convenience. The Customer, by written notice to the Contractor, may
terminate the Contract in whole or in part when the Customer determines in its sole discretion

tit is in the State’s interest to do so. The Contractor shall not furnish any product after it
receives the notice of termination, except ag necessary to complete the continued portion of the
Contract, if any. The Contractor shall not be entitled to recover any cancellation charges or lost
profits.

23. Termination for Cause. The Customer may terminate the Contract if the Contractor fails to
(1) deliver the product within the time specified in the Contract or any extension, (2) maintain
adequale progress, thus endangering performance of the Contract, (3) honor any term of the
Contract, or (4} abide by any statutory, regulatory, or licensing requirement.

Rule 60A-1.006(3), F.A.C., governs the procedure and consequences of default. The
Contractor shall continue work on any work not terminated. Except for defaults of
subcontractors at any tier, the Contractor shall not be liable for any excess costs if the failure to
perform the Contract arises from events completely beyond the control, and without the fault or
negligence, of the Contractor. [f the failure to perform is caused by the default of a
subcontractor at any tier, and if the cause of the default is completely beyond the control of both
the Contractor and the subcontractor, and without the fault or negligence of either, the
Contractor shall not be liable for any excess costs for failure to perform, unless the
subcontracted products were obtainable from other sources in sufficient time for the Contractor
to meet the required delivery schedule. If, after termination, it is determined that the Contractor
was not in default, or that the default was excusable, the rights and obligations of the parties
shall be the same as if the termination had been issued for the convenience of the Customer.
The rights and remedies of the Customer in this clause are in addition to any other rights and
remedies provided by law or under the Contract.

24, Force Majeure, Notice of Delay, and No Damages for Delay. The Contractor shall not be
responsible for delay resulting from its failure to perform if neither the fault nor the negligence of
the Contractor or its employees or agents contributed to the delay and the delay is due directly
to acts of God, wars, acts of public enemies, strikes, fires, floods, or other similar cause wholly
beyond the Contractor's control, or for any of the foregoing that affect subcontractors or
suppliers if no alternate source of supply is available to the Contractor. In case of any delay the
Contractor believes is excusable, the Contractor shall notify the Customer in writing of the delay
or potential delay and describe the cause of the delay either (1) within ten (10) days after the
cause that creates or will create the delay first arose, if the Contractor could reasonably foresee
that a delay could occur as a result, or (2) if delay is not reasonably foreseeable, within five (5)
days after the date the Contractor first had reason to believe that a delay could result. THE
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FOREGOING SHALL CONSTITUTE THE CONTRACTOR'S SOLE REMEDY OR EXCUSE
WITH RESPECT TO DELAY. Providing notice in sirict accordance with this paragraph is a
condition precedent to such remedy. No claim for damages, other than for an extension of time,
shall be asserted against the Customer. The Contractor shall not be entitled to an increase in
the Contract price or payment of any kind from the Customer for direct, indirect, consequential,
impaci or other costs, expenses or damagss, including but not limited to costs of acceleration or
inefficiency, arising because of delay, disruption, interference, or hindrance from any cause
whatsoever. If performance is suspended or delgyed, in whole or in part, due to any of the
causes described in this paragrap!ia. after the causes have ceased to exist the Contractor ghall
perform at no increased cost, unless the Customer determines, in its sole discretion, that the
delay will significantly impair the value of the Contract to the State or to Customers, in which
case the Customer may (1) accept aliocated performance or deliveries from the Contractor,
provided that the Contractor grants preferential treatment to Customers with respect to products
subjected to allocation, or (2) purchase from other sources (without recourse to and by the
Contractor for the related costs and expenses) to replace all or part of the products that are the
subject of the delay, which purchases may be deducted from the Contract quantity, or (3)
terminate the Contract in whole or in part.

25, Changes. The Customer may unilaterally require, by written order, changes altering,
adding to, or deducting from the Contract specifications, provided that such changes are within
the general scope of the Contract. The Customer may make an equitable adjustment in the
Contract price or delivery date if the change affects the cost or time of performance. Such
equitable adjustments require the written consent of the Contractor, which shall not be
unreasonably withheld. If unusual quantity requirements arise, the Customer may solicit
separate bids lo satisfy them.

26. Renewal. Upon mutual agreement, the Customer and the Contractor may renew the
Contract, in whole or in part, for a period that may not exceed 3 years or the term of the
contract, whichever period is longer. Any renewal shall specify the renewal price, as set forth in
the solicitation response. The renewal must be in writing and signed by both parties, and is
contingent upon satisfactory performance evaluations and subject to availability of funds.

27. Purchase Order Duration. Purchase orders issued pursuant to a state term or agency
contract must be received by the Contractor no later than close of business on the last day of
the contract's term to be considered timely. The Contractor is abliged to fill those orders in
accordance with the contract's terms and conditions. Purchase orders received by the
contractor after close of business on the last day of the state term or ageney contract’s term
shall be considered void.

Purchase orders for a one-time delivery of commodities or performance of contractual services
shall be valid through the performance by the Contractor, and all terms and conditions of the
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state term or agency contract shall apply to the single delivery/performance, and shall survive
the termination of the Contract.

Contractors are required to accept purchase orders specifying delivery schedules exceeding the
contracted schedule even when such extended delivery will occur after expiration of the state
term or agency contract. For example, if a state term contract calls for delivery 30 days after
receipt of order (ARO), and an order specifies delivery will occur both in excess of 30 days ARO
and after expiration of the state term contract, the Contractor will accept the order. However, Iif
the Contractor expressly qnd in writing notifies the ordering office within ten (10) (falendar days
of receipt of the purchase order that Contractor will not accept the extended delivery terms
beyond the expiration of the state term contract, then the purchase order will either be amended
in writing by the ordering entity within ten {10) calendar days of receipt of the contractor’s notice
to refiect the state term contract delivery schedule, or it shall be considered withdrawn.

The duration of purchase orders for recurring deliveries of commodities or performance of
services shall not exceed the expiration of the state term or agency contract by more than
twelve months. However, if an extended pricing plan offered in the state term or agency
contract is selected by the ordering entity, the contract terms on pricing plans and renewals
shall govern the maximum duration of purchase orders reflecting such pricing plans and
renewals.

Timely purchase orders shall be valid through their specified term and performance by the
Contractar, and all terms and conditions of the slate term or agency contract shall apply to the
recurring delivery/performance as provided herein, and shall survive the termination of the
Conlract.

Ordering offices shall not renew a purchase order issued pursuant to a state term or agency
contract if the underlying contract expires prior to the effective date of the renewal.

28, Advertising. Subject to Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, the Contractor shall not publicly
disseminate any information concerning the Contract without prior written approval from the
Customer, including, but not limited to mentioning the Contract in a press release or other
promational material, identifying the Customer or the State as a reference, or otherwise linking
the Contractor's name and either a description of the Contract or the name of the State or the
Customer in any material published, either in print or electronically, to any entity that is not a
party to Contract, except potential or actual authorized distributors, dealers, resellers, or service
representative.

29. Assignment. The Contractor shall not sell, assign or transfer any of its rights, duties or
obligations under the Contract, or under any purchase order issued pursuant to the Contract,
without the prior written consent of the Customer. In the event of any assignment, the
Contractor remains secondarily liable for performance of the contract, unless the Customer
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expressly waives such secondary liability. The Customer may assign the Contract with prior
written notice to Contractor of its intent to do so.

30. Antitrust Assignment. The Contractor and the State of Florida recognize that in actual
economic practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are in fact usually borne by
the State of Florida. Therefore, the contractor hereby assigns to the State of Florida any and all
claims for such overcharges as to goods, materials or services purchased in connection with the
Contract. [ {

31. Dispute Res{olution. Any dispute concerning performance of the chntracl shall be decided
by the Customer's designated contract manager, who shall reducs the decision to writing and
serve a copy on the Contractor. The decision shall be final and conclusive unless within twenty
one (21) days from the date of receipt, the Contractor files with the Customer a petition for
administrative hearing. The Customer’s decision on the petition shall be final, subject to the
Contractor's right to review pursuant to Chapter 120 of the Florida Statutes. Exhaustion of
administrative remedies is an absolute condition precedent to the Contractor's ability to pursue
any other form of dispute resolution; provided, however, that the parties may employ the
alternative dispute resolution procedures outlined in Chapter 120.

Without limiting the foregoing, the exclusive venue of any legal or equitable action that arises
out of or relates to the Contract shall be the appropriate state court in Leon County, Florida; in
any such action, Florida law shall apply and the parties waive any right to jury trial.

32. Employees, Subcontractors, and Agents. All Contractor employees, subcontractors, or
agents performing work under the Contract shall be properly trained technicians who meet or
exceed any specified training qualifications. Upon request, Contractor shall furnish a copy of
technical certification or other proof of qualification. All employees, subcontraclors, or agents
performing work under the Contract must comply with all security and administrative
requirements of the Customer and shall comply with all controlling laws and reguiations relevant
to the services they are providing under the Contract. The State may conduct, and the
Contractor shall cooperate in, a security background check or otherwise assess any employee,
subcontracior, or agent furnished by the Contractor. The State may refuse access to, or require
replacement of, any personnel for cause, including, but not limited to, technical or training
qualifications, quality of work, change in security status, or non-compliance with a Customer’s
security or other requirements. Such approval shall not relieve the Contractor of its obligation to
perform all work in compliance with the Contract. The State may reject and bar from any facility
for cause any of the Contractor's employees, subcontractors, or agents.

33. Security and Confidentiality. The Contraclor shall comply fully with all security
procedures of the United States, State of Florida and Customer in performance of the Contract.
The Contractor shall not divulge to third parties any confidential information obtained by the
Contractor or its agents, distribulors, resellers, subcontractors, officers or employees in the
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course of performing Contract work, including, but not limited to, security procedures, business
operations information, or commercial proprietary information in the possession of the State or
Customer. The Contractor shall not be required to keep confidential information or material that
is publicly available through no fault of the Contractor, material that the Contractor developed
independently without relying on the State’s or Customer’s confidential information, or material
that is otherwise obtainable under State law as a public record. To insure confidentiality, the
Contraclor shall take appropriale steps as to its personnel, agents, and subcontractors. The
warranties of this parc]graph shall survive the Contract. [

34. Contractor Employees, Subcontractors, and Other Ager‘lts. The Customer and the
State shall take all actions necessary to ensure that Contractor's employees, subcontractars
and other agents are not employees of the State of Florida. Such actions include, but are not
limited to, ensuring that Contractor's employees, subcontractors, and other agents receive
benefits and necessary insurance (health, workers' compensations, and unemployment) from
an employer other than the State of Florida.

35. Insurance Requirements. During the Contract term, the Coniraclor al its sole expense shall
provide commercial insurance of such a type and with such terms and limits as may be reasonably
associated with the Contract. Providing and maintaining adequate insurance coverage is a
material obligation of the Conlractor. Upon request, the Contractor shall provide certificate of
insurance.

All insurance
policies shall be through insurers authorized or eligible to write policies in Florida.

36. Warranty of Authority. Each person signing the Contract warrants that he or she is duly
authorized to do so and to bind the respective party to the Contract.

No oral agreements or representations shall be valid or
binding upon the Customer or the Contractor. No alteration or modification of the Contract
terms, including substitution of product, shall be valid or binding against the Customer. The
Contractor may not unilaterally modify the terms of the Contract by affixing additional terms to
product upon delivery (e.g., attachment or inclusion of standard preprinted forms, product
literature, “shrink wrap” terms accompanying or affixed to a product, whether written or
electronic) or by incorporating such terms onto the Contractor’s order or fiscal forms or other
documents forwarded by the Contractor for payment. The Customer's acceptance of product or
processing of documentation on forms furnished by the Contractor for approval or payment shall
not constitute acceptance of the proposed modification to terms and conditions.

The delay or failure by the Customer ta exercise or enforce any of its rights under
this Contract shall not constitute or be deemed a waiver of the Customer’s right thereafter to
enforce those rights, nor shall any single or partial exercise of any such right preclude any other
or further exercise thereof or the exercise of any other right.

45. Annual Appropriations. The Sltale's performance and obligation to pay under this contract
are contingent upon an annual appropriation by the Legislature.

46. Execution in Counterparts. The Contract may be executed in counterparts, each of which
shall be an original and all of which shall constitute but one and the same instrument.

47. Severability. If a court deems any provision of the Contract void or unenforceable, that

provision shall be enforced only to the extient that it is not in violation of law or is not otherwise
unenforceable and all other provisions shall remain in full force and effect.

JAIL MANAGEMENT SYSTEM STATEMENT OF WORK

l. Overview

The following is a description of the wark ATIMS is to perform, Jacksonville responsibilities
defined where applicable, and the deliverables to be provided. It describes the principal
activities and responsibilities of ATIMS and Jacksonville to install ATIMS Jail Management
System {"JMS” or “Software”) in Jacksonville detention facilities. This Statement of Work
("SOW") may be updated as required throughout the life of the JMS implementation. The
parties will mutually agree upon dates that correspond with scope changes to this SOW,
including those for additional services. All updates to this SOW will be submitted to Jacksonville
Sheriff’s Office for approval.

Il. Specifications

Implement ATIMS web-based JIMS for Jacksonville. The JMS shall be installed on a Windows
2016 Server and an MS-SQL 2016 database (or later) with Jacksonville workstations accessing it
from a compatible web browser through a TCP/IP network connection. Jacksonville will be
responsible for ensuring the connection between the server and Jacksonville workstations is
stable and secure.

lIl.  Installation of ATIMS JMS

The following steps outline the instailation process for ATIMS IMS. ATIMS agrees that the
installed JMS will be the most current version available at the time of the execution of the
Agreement. Once Jacksonville has configured a 2016 Microsoft SQL Server and the Web server
with the operating system, ATIMS will install the JMS and create a test database. Jacksonville
will be responsible for any data and JMS backup and/or recovery, as well as any disaster
recovery plan. The JMS will be loaded with default table values and a System Administrator
account. Jacksonville Sheriff's Office system administrator will then use the System
Administrator account to create all necessary user accounts and user groups. [n conjunction
with the Jacksonville’s System Administrator, an ATIMS engineer will load Jacksonville specific
codes and values into the JMS maintenance tables and will provide the contents of all lookup
tables.

A. Database

ATIMS and Jacksonville will configure at least two (2) identical databases. One (1) database will
be used for testing and training and the other will be used for production.

The two (2) databases, residing on the same database server, will contain the following:
Testing and Training Database
1. Asample training database containing person and data records;
2. State of Florida Charge Codes and Descriptions; and
3. Samples of system reports.
Production Database
Creation of a default live database

1. The complete, tested, and certified code tables localized to Jacksonville as per the
information provided by Jacksonville, and

2. System reports available within the JMS,

B. Web Server

Jacksonville will configure a web server to run 1IS. For each database environment, Jacksonville
will configure an IP or virtual IP specific for that environment. ATIMS will install and configure
the web-based JMS for each environment in its entirety.

C. Jacksonville Sheriff's Office Workstation

As the JMS is a web-based system, no Jacksonville install is required and Jacksonville
workstations only require a compatible web browser to operate the JMS. Viewing PDF
documents requires PDF reader. The workstations that will have external devices (signature
pad, fingerprint scanner, etc.) will require locally installed drivers and/or browser extensions
that will be provided by ATIMS.

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V. JMS Training

ATIMS will provide training to Jacksonville on how to create users and security roles within the
JMS. During the training, ATIMS’s trainer will assist Jacksonville in creating sample user
accounts with the relevant security roles. Jacksonville will be responsible for creating the
remainder of the user accounts and assigning security privileges to all jail staff users.

VIl. Data Conversion Requirements

Jacksonville has completed ATIMS’ data conversion questionnaire and plans for three data
sources (JMS, SQL and RMS). These sources include Oracle and SQL databases. This would
include the following data points:

There are more than 100 tables expected to be converted with an average of 25+ fields per
table. Jacksonville has requested conversion of at least 7 years of historical data to provide for
Florida's minimum record retention requirements. Jacksonville has 35-40,000 inmates per
year. The data to be converted includes Photos/SMTs which are in a jpg format. There are
approximately 200,000 images which meet the 1 to 1.25 width to height aspect ratio.

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ATIMS understands the data conversion requirements and will assist where possible.
Jacksonville, warking with Unisys (the legacy vendor), will be responsible for converting any/all
Oracle data. There are two options for providing that source data to ATIMS.

1. Extracting data from the tables into text files
2. Convert Oracle database into SQL Server, and then create a backup (.bak file)

ATIMS would prefer SQL, since relational nature of the data ensures some level of referential
integrity; however, ATIMS can work with whichever is easier to accomplish soonest. Note:
ATIMS does not have an Oracle license and is unable to read the data as it resides currently in
the legacy database. ATIMS is willing to sign an NDA with legacy vendor as desired.

Regarding mugshots, ATIMS understands that they are stored as image files (as opposed to
being blobs in the database). Based on this understanding, ATIMS would need access to those
files and clarification as to how the files are associated with inmates, likely by file name and/or
directory name.

VIll. Purchased Add-Ons

A. Mobile Web

The JMS Mobile Web Front End will be installed and operable within the Jacksonville Sheriff’s
Office wide area network. The Mobile Web Front End is a redirect from the ATIMS Online
Website.

Core functionality of the Housing, Inmate and Location module tasks include the following:

e Mobile Housing operations including check-out, check-in, viewers, rosters, cell logs,
appointments, head count, programs, security check, visitation tracking and console
monitoring for timer notifications.

e Inmate functions include inmate detail, inmate last x hours, basic booking information,
current photo, inmate descriptors, program and visitation tracking, check-out, check-in,
and requests.

¢ Location tasks include search, view, track, notes, check-in, and move.

Safety check, observation log and headcount functionality are also available in the housing and
location sections of the JMS Mobile Web Front-End.

B. Signature Pads Software

ATIMS has a signature capture subsystem that is

installed and available as part of the complete ATIMS ||
JMS system. ATIMS allows for signature pad integration, ||

specifically signature capture into forms. Inmates and
personnel can sign forms, book sheets, inventory sheets,

et cetera. Additionally, Agencies will have the ability to
insert signatures into their newly created forms from

ATIMS point-click, front-end interface. While ATIMS is agnostic to the signature pad vendor
and can work with any vendor, ATIMS recommends Topaz signature pads. To date, ATIMS has
integrated with Topaz in many correctional facilities and has had no issues. This functionality
will save Jacksonville time and money and promote your green initiatives, requiring less forms

and paper to be printed to obtain signatures.

C. Inmate Pod Kiosk Software

As an add on functionality to our IMS system, ATIMS built a Request Engine for a POD Kiosk,
which creates a dialogue between the Inmate and the appropriate Department or related Staff

member for any inmate request
(Medical, Commissary Vendor Menu,
Phone Acct, Programs, etc.). The
response can be read by the Inmate '
through the Kiosk. The Kiosk can also
be configured to read Inmate
biometrics for login if that is also
purchased within this contract.

video visitation, external visitation requests, program requests, medical appointment requests,
classification requests, grievances and education.

This functionality can free up a lot of time for your Housing Officers to keep track of, and
develop relationships with, YOUr gigure 3 4TIV Pod Kiosk - Request Engine Functionality (CONFIDENTIAL)
inmates rather than receiving and

responding to kites constantly. This takes the accountability for receiving kites and pushing
them forward from the Officers, and puts the onus back on the inmates. The number of
requests received can be managed at the Agency level...one per quarter about ene issue or to
one department — so as not to overwhelm staff with lots of the same request. It also gives the
inmates some self-sufficiency to handle their own matters. This electronic method gives
Agency departments time to review urgent requests and prioritize and respond when it works
into their schedule.

D. Officer Tablets/Muobile Devices

ATIMS has a mobile web solution available for staff to use for conducting facility function within
the housing units of the jail as discussed before. ATIMS has designed our mobile environment
as 2 mobile website, as opposed to a mobile app. This allows us to run on any browser/on any
device. Agencies may purchase Android, Apple, or Windows devices and each will run our
mobile. Many of our agencies use a standard 7-inch screen android tablet for cost
effectiveness. We also have seen agencies procure a more ruggedized table with a higher price
tag. ATIMS can run on either and wants agencies to have the freedom to choose what works
best in their environment.

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IX. Additional Equipment Available with ATIMS JIMS
A. Biometric Readers

ATIMS has integrated Fulcrum Biometrics readers within our ATIMS JMS system. This allows for
the local storage of biometric identifiers for inmates and staff within the
system.

e Staff biometrics can be used as logon credentials for specific
workstations. This allows staff the use of fingerprint login in
areas like direct supervision housing units where there may be
inmates around to try to observe password entry.

e Inmate biometrics can be used at any stage throughout the
system from pre-booking entry, intake, booking, housing, inmate
movement and release confirmation, as well as for the pod kiosk

ATIMS will create a custom training plan in consultation with Jacksonville to ensure that users
receive appropriate training, keeping in mind Jacksonville’s processes and workflow. This plan
will describe and identify the quantity of each type of training class that will be provided, any
required prerequisites, and the maximum number of users recommended in each class. ATIMS
recommends a train-the-trainer approach and will work with Jacksonville in developing an
effective training plan.
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Xl. Transition to ATIMS’s JMS

ATIMS and Jacksonville will achieve the transition to the new IMS in the following manner.
A. Pre-production Phase

ATIMS will perform the data conversion of legacy Jacksonville data and will perform a
"practice" transition exercise utilizing the legacy Jacksonville data used for testing and training.
A core team of the Jacksonville's staff will intake new cases, create documents, and generate
reports within the JMS. They will log any major problems as they utilize the practice production
system. ATIMS, with reasonable assistance from Jacksonville, will address and solve the
problems on the practice JIMS. ATIMS and Jacksonville will then agree on a date/time for JMS
transition. Jacksonville understands that it shall not rely upon the JMS at this pre-production
phase for actual or “live” inmate tracking. Jacksonville will still use the legacy system and will
still enter all actual or “live” inmate data in the legacy system during this pre-production phase.

B. Acceptance Phase

After ATIMS has installed the JMS and both Jacksonville and ATIMS have mutually agreed that
the IMS is functional, Jacksonville shall have a period of time ("Acceptance Period”) from the
date of installation to verify that the JMS performs to the specifications as provided in the
Agreement.

Iin the event that Jacksonville determines that the JMS does not meet such specifications,
Jacksonville shall notify ATIMS in writing, and ATIMS shall modify or correct the JIMS as
required. The date of Acceptance will be that date upon which Jacksonville provides ATIMS
with written notice of the satisfactory completion of the Acceptance testing.

Acceptance testing will be performed by Jacksonville prior to Production Transition, as set forth
below. ATIMS will devise, and Jacksonville will approve a formal test plan and form.
Jacksonville will monitor and approve results of tests conducted prior to JMS Acceptance.

Jacksonville and ATIMS will sign and date all testing results and wili agree on whether or not the
JMS passes or needs more modification and testing. If the functioning requirements of the JMS
fail at testing, ATIMS will correct the problems at no additional cost to Jacksonville. This is only
applicable for functions already within the JMS. In that event, the acceptance testing process
will be repeated after the changes are made as many times as needed, until the JMS passes.

Acceptance testing will be completed when ATIMS and Jacksonville agree that the JMS is ready
for production, and when both parties sign, date, and check the final acceptance on the testing
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forms.

C Testing

Xli.  ATIMS Deliverables
Quality Assurance (QA) and User Acceptance Testing (UAT)

Prior to User Acceptance Testing (“UAT”) by Jacksonville of the JMS configuration for each
software module being granted to Jacksonville under this SOW, ATIMS will run the JMS
configuration through its testing scripts and Quality Assurance (“QA") process to determine
that the JMS configuration conforms to Jacksonville’s design specifications and documentation
as described in the Agreement.

Unit Testing — ATIMS will test functionality based on Jacksonville specific requirements defined
in the configuration document approved by Jacksonville.

JMS Testing ~ ATIMS will test functionality within the Jacksonville environment as described in
Jacksonville's configuration documents to determine acceptance of the JMS.

Integration Testing ~ ATIMS will work in cooperation with assigned Jacksonville personnel to
test functionality and interfaces (if applicable} with Jacksonville systems existing in
lacksonville’s technical environment to determine acceptance of the JMS.

Upon completion of internal testing, ATIMS will assist Jacksonville in conducting UAT. ATIMS
will resolve any outstanding issues related to IMS acceptance testing.

Integration/UAT Defect Fixes

ATIMS will resolve any Jacksonville reported problem and will provide fixes for any variances of
the IMS configuration which deviates from the Agreement. JMS errors that are discovered
during UAT will be corrected and the JMS shall be free of all defects, or a work-around solution
will be provided. Re-testing will be performed on the modified JMS configuration by
Jacksonville. Upon Jacksonville’s determination that UAT of the JMS configuration has met the
specifications as described in the Agreement, including JMS documentation, Jacksonville will
issue its natice of Acceptance as provided in this SOW.
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XIli. Jacksonville Deliverables

Jacksonville will provide necessary resources to participate in User Acceptance Testing (UAT) of
IJMS and other deliverables within the timeframe assigned in the JMS Project Implementation
Plan document, the most recent version of which both parties will agree to prior to
implementation. ATIMS will assist Jacksonville in UAT. Jacksonville will verify that the IMS
configuration has met the specifications as laid out in the configuration documents and as
described in the Agreement and has been successfully integrated based upon details of the
configuration documents. Any variances from the specifications and configuration documents
as described in the Agreement shall be noted during the UAT and will be corrected by ATIMS in
a timely manner.

Jacksonville shall review, evaluate and/or test the JMS configuration within ten (10) days after
receipt of the JMS configuration from ATIMS. An acceptance or rejection form will be signed by
Jacksonville within two (2) days of completion of this evaluation. After that period if
Jacksonville has not accepted or stated any objections to that version of the JMS configuration,
Jacksonville will have been deemed to have completed the UAT and thus accept that version.

For elements of the JMS configuration that are not accepted due to non-conformity or defect
based upon the specifications as described in the Agreement, Jacksonville will notify ATIMS in
writing of the rejected element(s) within the acceptance period specified above (“Rejection
Notice"). Upon receipt of a Rejection Notice, ATIMS will correct any defects or non-conformities
to the extent reguired within ten (10) business days or provide an estimate of the time needed,
and provide a plan for correction in situations in which it is not feasible to correct the non-
conformity or defect within the ten (10) business days.

The total time Jacksonville can spend in UAT is fifteen (15) calendar days, excluding time ATIMS
Is correcting discrepancies. Once Jacksonville has actually or been deemed to have accepted
the most current version of the JMS configuration provided, ATIMS will not be required to make
any additional changes. Should any such additional changes be requested by Jacksonville or
ATIMS, both parties will enter into negotiations as to the terms governing those further
changes.

D. Production Transition

On a date agreed to by both parties, Jacksonville will begin production use of the JMS. There
will be a freeze on any further data entry into Jacksonville’s existing [legacy) Jail Management
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System so that the production data in the JMS will be current when the actual transition takes
place. ATIMS will provide one-person onsite for support at Production Transition for three (3)
consecutive business days. If a “Transition Problem” occurs, and persist following this three {3)
day period, that prevents Jacksonville for properly using the JMS the following procedure will
occur. If the Transition Problem is the result of an ATIMS configuration mistake or error, then
ATIMS shall continue to provide ongoing support until the problem is resolved. If the Transition
Problem is the result of a Jacksonville event, cause or oversight, then ATIMS' support after the
three (3) consecutive business days shall be at Jacksonville's cost at ATIMS then current hourly
rates.

During transition, ATIMS will provide priority processing for all calls during the first month of
transition to troubleshoot any problems that may arise and to assist Jacksonville users in their
use of the JMS as needed. If it is determined that a higher level of support is required,
Jacksonville and ATIMS shall agree on the specifics of additional support required. ATIMS will
shift to maintenance mode from this point forward.

XiV. JMS Documentation

ATIMS will document the installed JMS and will provide up-to-date user manuals and technical
documentation, including a complete data dictionary, in electronic formats prior to the actual
Production Transition. The data dictionary will assist jail staff in creating their own ad hoc
queries and reports as well as developing custom reports with the JMS and third-party
reporting software as desired by Jacksonville. Any updates Jacksonville requires to the user
manuals after JMS acceptance will not be covered under this SOW.

XV. General ATIMS Project Management Responsibilities

Project management occurs throughout the project, and the PM is involved in every task. The
overall project management activities are as follows:

A. ATIMS Responsibilities
1) Tier Two Level Project Management

Following is a description of ATIMS's responsibilities during the implementation process for the
Tier Two Level of Project Management that Jacksonville has selected:

Overall Project Management
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Maintain project communications with Jacksonville’'s designated Project Manager.
Maintenance of a current JMS Project Implementation Plan.

Manage the efforts of the ATIMS staff and coordinate ATIMS activities with the
lacksonville Project Manager.

Conduct weekly project status meetings with Jacksonville's Project Manager.
Provide onsite project management once a month during project implementation.

Provide timely responses, within ten (10) business days, to issues raised by Jacksonville's
Project Manager.

Prepare and submit project Change Propasals to Jacksonville's Project Manager as
necessary.

Coordinate ATIMS engineers working directly with third party vendors to develop any
interfaces contractually contained within the project.

Pre-installation

Review the Jacksonville’s proposed hardware configuration to determine that it is
compatible with JMS,

Calculate preliminary total database size, based on Jacksonville provided transaction
volumes.

Install JMS and provide Jacksonville with installation instructions and hardware
connection diagrams.

Create JMS training database.
Create ATIMS objects and JMS setup code tables.
Configure Jacksonville's JMS system tables and enroll users in test database.

Provide general and JMS administrator training.
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Assist Jacksonville in configuring the production security tables and user privileges.

Confirm network connectivity for interfaces.

2. Intellectual Property Liability, arising directly or indirectly out of any allegation that
the Services, any product gencrated by the Services, or any part of the Services as contemplated

in this Contract, constitutes an infringement of any copyright, patent, trade secret or any other
intellectual property right. If in any suit or proceeding, the Services, or any product generated by
the Services, is held to constitute an infringement and its use is permanently enjoined, the
Contractor shall, immediately, make every reasonable effort to secure within 60 days, for the
City Indemnified Parties a license, authorizing the continued use of the Service or product.

THIS CONTRACT is made and entered inta this A day nf_%_, 2018 (the *Effective

Date”), by and between the OF JACKSONVILLE (*CITY"), 2 muhicipal corporation existing
under the Constitution and the laws of the State of Florida, for and on beha!f of the Florida Medical
Exa serving Duval and certain other Florida counties, and THINCI? LLC (the “CONTRACTOR"),
a Vieginia [imited lability company authorized to transact business in the State of Florida, with Iis
principal offices at 200 South 10th Street, Sulte 900, Richmond, Virginla 23219,

WHEREAS, CITY issued a Request for Propasal No. ESC-0396-18 for a Medical Examiner’s Office
Case Management Solution- Re-Bid, as amended by Addendum Nos, ONE (1) through SEVEN (7) (the
“RFP*);

WHEREAS, based on the response to the RFP submitted by CONTRACTOR dated March 4, 2018
(the "Response”), CITY's Competitive Sealed Proposal Evaluation Committee approved the CITY's
moving forward with contract negotiations with CONTRACTOR on May 24, 2018;

WHEREAS, based Ihe results of negotiations between the CITY and CONTRACTOR, the CITY's
Competitive Sealed Proposal Evaluation Commitiee and Mayor approved the award of this Contract with
CONTRACTOR on September __, 2018;

WHEREAS, CITY now desires to purchase, and CONTRACTOR desires to sell to the CITY, all
software, assoclated hardware and implementation services necessary for the CITY to use the Forensic
Advantage Solution (the “Selution”) owned by CONTRACTOR in accordance with CITY's requirements
set forth in the RFP {the “Setvices”);

WHEREAS, CITY and CONTRACTOR have negotiated the Statement of Work for Forensic
Advaniage Implementation attached to this Contract as Attachment A (the "SOW");

WHEREAS, simultaneously with the execution of this Contract, the CITY and CONTRACTOR
will enter Into the Software License Agreement atiached to this Agreement as Attachment B (the
"License Agreement”) and the Software Maintenance Agreement attached to this Agresment as
Atachment C (the “Malntenance Agreement”);

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutusl covenants contained
below, the parties agree as follows:

Performance of Servicep. Subject to the terms and conditons of thls Contract,
CON'I‘RACTORsh:II provide the Services as described in the SOW, the RFP and the Response.

2 Compenastion. CITY will pay CONTRACTOR for the Services based on satisfactory
completion and Acceptance of ali Deliverables (as such terms are defined in Section 6 of this Contract) as
provided in Section 7 of this Contract. Payment for the implementation services shown in Attachment E
(the "Implementation Services”)} shall be made on satisfactory compleion and Accepiance of all
Deliverables for each Phase as described In Attachment E. Payments to CONTRACTOR shall be subject
to Retainage as provided in Attachment E of this Contract.

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3, Maximum Indebtedness. As required by Section 106.431, Onlinance Code, the CITY's
maximum Indebledness for all products and services under this Contract shall be a fixed monetary
amount not-to-exceed FIVE HUNDRED SEVEN THOUSAND NINETY-FIVE AND NO/100 DOLLARS
($507,095.00). CITY's cbligations under this Contract are contingent upon the availability of lawfully
appropriated funds for the Services and this Contract.

4. Term. The term of this Contract shall commence on the Effective Date and shall continue
for a perlod of five yenrs unless sooner terminated by either party in accordance with the tgrms of the
RFP. CITY shall have the option, injits sole discretion, {o renew this Contract for up to four additiona);
terms of one year each. ) '

5, Incorporation of ments. This Contract consists of the following documents which
are hereby incorporated as if fully sat forth herein and which, in the case of conflict, shall have priority in
the order listed:

The Response

6. Deliverable Acceptance. The following provislons shall govern Acceptance of the
Services and the Solution, including all Software that Is a part thereof,

(a) The term * Acceptance” shall mean written notice by CITY's Project Manager to CONTRACTOR's
Project Manager that a Deliverable has been compleled to CITY's satisfaction. Acceptance does not in any
way limit CITYs rights under this Contract or applicable laws, rules and regulations.

(b) The term “Deliverable” shall mean each deliverable set forth in Sections 3.1 through 3.3 of the
SOW, and any additional deliverables identifled and documented in this Contract and the RFP, and
includes all work product, supposting documentation and other services that CONTRACTOR is required
to, ar atherwise does, deliver to CITY in connection with that deliverable,

(c) CITY's Project Manager will make the determination when a Deliverable Is completed and there
Is Acceptance by CITY. Acceptance will be made by CITY only in writing, and after adequate time to
ensure a Deliverable has been delivered in accordance with this Contract. CITY wil refect any
Deliverable that is not in accordance with this Contract, and shall not be deemed to have Accepted any
Deliverable until CITY has had a reasonable time to test the Deliverable following delivery or, if later,
within a reasonable time after any deficiency in the Deliverable has become apparent. CITY may
partially accept a Deliverable. If CITY elects lo accept nonconforming Deliverables, CITY may in addition
to other remedies, be entitled to deduct a reasonable amount from paymenis otherwise due to
CONTRACTOR as compensation for the nonconformily. Any Acceplance by CITY, even if

nonconditional, shall not be deemed a walver, or settlement or Acceptance of any nonconforming
Deliverable.

{d) The (ollowing Acceptance procedure will be used for each Deliverable:

Once CONTRACTOR's Project Manager presents a Deliverable as completed to CITY, CITY will have
the time period, as is agreed upon in writing in advance by CITY and CONTRACTOR, to inspect and test
such Deliverable (the “Testing Perlod”) to ensure that it conforms to this Contract, including all
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specifications and requlrements contained in the RFP and the Response. CiTY will either (j) Accept the
Deltverable; or (i) provide wrilten notice to CONTRACTOR stating how the Deliverable does not
conform to this Contract (the "Non-Acceptance Notice®).

Upon recelpt of the Non-Acceplance Notice, CONTRACTOR, at CONTRACTOR's sole cost and
expense, shall as promptly as commercially reasonable and without delay, and in any case within five (5)
business days {or such other time period as is agreed upon In wriling In advance by CITY and
CONTRACTOR), carrect the non-conformances specified In the Non-Acceptance Notice and redeliver the
Deliverable b, CITY. |

The parties shall repeat the process sat forth in (lhe immediately preceding two paragraphs untll the
Deliverable has been Accepted; provided, however, if CONTRACTOR: (i) falls to re-deliver any
Deliverable within the time period specified, or (ii) falls moce than twice to remedy a non-conformity,
CITY will have the right, at CITY's option, to: {w) provide CONTRACTOR with an additional cure
period; (x) accept the Deliverable as nonconforming, in which case payments otherwise due to the
CONTRACTOR will be reduced equltably to reflect the value of the Deliverable as received relative to the
value of the Deliverable had it conformed to the specifications and requirements set forth in this Contract;
(y} reject the Deliverable, in which case payments otherwise due ta the CONTRACTOR wili be reduced
equitably to reflecl tha value of the Deliverable as recelved relative to the value of the Deliverable had it
conformed to the specifications and requirements set forth In this Contract; or, (2) if the Deliverable is
material to CITY's operations, treal such fallure as a material breach that is Incapable of cure and
terminate the appropriate Contract,

Notwlthstanding CITY's Acceptance of any Deliverable, upon delivery of any associaled
Deliverable or the final completed Deliverable, CITY shall have the right to perform additional tests on
each previously accepled Deliverable lo ensure full Integraton and compalibility with all other
Deliverables. CITY shall perform such testing, and CONTRACTOR shall correct any nonconformities, in
accordance with the procedures set forth in this Seclion, as though each such Dellverable was delivered
on the date of delivery of the assoclated or final Dellverable.

7. Invplcingand Payment.

()  Unless otherwlise speclfied in the RFP or this Contract, the CONTRACTOR may involce
the CITY based on satisfactory completion and Acceptance of Deliverables, Invoices shall contain the
RFP number, this Contract number, purchase order number if applicable, and the appropriate vendor
identification number, Invoices for Implementation Services shall cantain the total amount of the fees for
a Deliverable phase, the applicable Retalnage (as defined In subsection (b) of this Section, and the net
amount payable for thal Invelce. CITY may require any other information from CONTRACTOR that
CITY deems necessary to verify its obligation to pay under this Contract. Payments will be made to
CONTRACTOR approximately lorty-five (45) days after receipt and acceptance of a proper Invoice. CITY
does not pay service charges, Interest or late fees unless required by law.

(b)  CITY shall withhold from each invoice submitted under this Contract for Implementation
Services an amount equal to fifteen percent {15%) of the amount payable under that Involce (collectively,
the “Retainage”) as an assurance for full performance of the Implementation Services. Within sixty (60}
days after the CITY's Acceptance of the Implementation Services in their entirety, the CITY shall pay the
Retainage to CONTRACTOR less any amounts that may be due and owlng to the CITY as a result of the
fallure of the Solution to conferm to all the requirements of the RFF, the fallure of the CONTRACTOR to
provide the Implementation Services as set forth In the RFP, and any and all other amounts that in CITY's
reasonable judgement may properly be owed to the CITY in connection with the fatlure of the





CONTRACTOR to perform the Implementation Secvices contemplated by the SOW, the RFP and the
Response.

()  In the event of any permanent withholding of Retainage, CITY shall provide wrilten
notice to the CONTRACTOR describing the exient to which the Services have not been performed and
the corresponding amount of the Retainage subject to permanent retention.

{d)  To the extent CONTRACTOR's fees include reimbursement for travel or travel- related
tpensa such travel and travel-related expenses shall be subject to and governed by the provisions and
ltations of Chapter 106, Part 7, Jacksonville Ordinance Code. |

(&) CITY's obligations to make payment are contingent upon availabllity of lawfully
appropriated funds for the Services.

8. License Apreement. Simultaneously with the execution of this Contract, CITY and
CONTRACTOR are executing the License Agreement. CONTRACTOR represents and warranis that the
licenses listed on Software Schedule 1 to the License Agreement are all of the licenses required for CITY
to use the Solution In its daily business use as contemplated by the RFP and meet all of the CITY's
requirements contained In the RFP except as specified In the Response.

9. CONTRACTOR Key Positions. Each of the following CONTRACTOR pesillons is
designated as a “CONTRACTOR Key Position” for the Implementation Services:

CONTRACTOR shall not replace any individual filling a Key Position without the prior written
consent of the CITY. If (i) the CITY consents to the replacement of a Key Position, or {il) an individual in
a Key Position leaves the project due to circumstances beyond the control of CONTRACTOR (e.g.
resignation, death, or illness), CONTRACTOR must temporarily replace that Key Position within 5
business days of the deparfure of the Individual from the Key Position, and permanently replace that Key
Position within 20 business days of such departure. Both the temporary and permanent replacement
must have knowledge, skills, and abilitles that are eilher equal to or greater than the individual being
replaced. The CITY shall have the right at any lime to require that the CONTRACTOR remove from
interaction with CITY any CONTRACTOR representative whom the CITY believes is detrimental to its
working relationship with the CONTRACTOR. The CITY shatl provide the CONTRACTOR with notice
of its determination, and the reasons it requests the removal. If the CITY signifies that a potential security
violation exists with respect to the request, the CONTRACTOR shall immediately remove such
individual. The CONTRACTOR shall not assign the persan to any aspect of the Implementation Services
without the CITY's consent. CONTRACTOR must permit CITY to interview any of CONTRACTOR's
employees, subcontractors and subcontractar employees to assure CITY of the satisfactory performance
of the terms and conditions of this Contract. Unless the parties agree otherwise or CITY is willing to pay
for the employee’s reasonable travel expenses, the interviews will be conducted at the employee’s
primary place of work. CONTRACTOR will not charge CITY for any employee time unless the Interview
time for that employee exceeds eight (B) hours In a calendar year.

The CITY's rights under this Section 9 shall be in addition to the rights of the CITY contained in
the RFP, including, but not limited to Section 3.29 (Qualification of Contractor Employees,
Subcontractors, and Agents).





If the CITY exercises its rights undar this Section 9 to remove an Individual who is not In a Kay
Pesltion, CONTRACTOR must make every reasonable effort lo replace the individual by the date
requested by the CITY but In no event later than 30 consecutive calendar days after the individual's
departure.

10. Data Security Requirements. CONTRACTOR shall comply with the Data Security
Requirements set forth in Attachmeni D to this Contract.

1L Florida’s Public Records Laws, CDNTRAC’[OR acknowledges and agrees that CITY is
subject lo the Florida Public Records Act, Chapter 119, Florida Statutes {the "Hublic Records Act”) and to
certain  provislons of Chapter 286, Florida Statutes, relating to publit meetings and records.
CONTRACTOR also acknowledges and agrees that CITY has certain obligations to allow for Inspection
and copylng of public records pursuent to Article 1, Section 24 of the Constitution of the State of Florida
(the "Constitution®, and together with the Public Records Act and the applicable parts of Chapter 286,
Florida Statutes, the “Sunshine Laws™). CITY is subject to certain disclosure requirements under the
Sunshine Laws, and such disclosure requirements and the provisions of this Section 11 shall be superlor
lo and shall supersede any confidentiality restrictions or other cbligations imposed on CITY under the
Software Licensing Agreement.

1 CONTRACTOR considers any portion of the Information provided to CITY, including, but not
limited to, the Software and the Documentation (as defined in the Software Licensing Agreement) {o be
exempt from disclasure under Florida law, CONTRACTOR must provide CITY with a separate redacied
copy of such Information ar documents elearly designated, marked and labelled as confidential, and
briefly describe in writing the grounds for claiming exemption from Florida’s publlc records law,
including the specific statutory citabon, CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for defending lts
determination that the redacted portions of its Information are confidential, trade sectet or otherwise not
subject to disclosure under applicable Florida law. Fusther, CONTRACTOR shall protect, defend, and
indemnlfy CITY for any and all claims arising from or relating to CONTRACTOR's determination that
the redacted portions of Its information are confidental, trade sectet or otherwise not subject to
disclosure. If CONTRACTOR fails to submit a redacted copy of its information in accordance with this
paragraph, CITY Is authorized to produce CONTRACTOR's information in answer to a public records
request. IN THE EVENT OF A CONFLICT BETWEEN THIS SECTION 11 AND ANY OTHER
PROVISION OF THIS CONTRACT OR ANY OTHER DOCUMENT EXECUTED BY CONTRACTOR
AND CITY, THIS SECTION 11 SHALL CONTROL.

12 Wamaptiss. CONTRACTOR warrants that the Implementation Services shall be
performed and dellvered in a professlonal, firstclass manner In accordance with this Contract and the
standards prevalling in the industry, CONTRACTOR Ffurther warrants that (i) for so long as CITY Is
entitled to obtaln maintenance and support under the Maintenance Agreement, the Licensed Software
{as deflned in the Maintenance Agreement) and all hardware purchased from CONTRACTOR in
connection with this Contract, will operate in conformity with City's requirements as set forth in the
RFP, without errors or defects, and CONTRACTOR will, at Its own expense, upaon written notice from
CITY, correct the errors or defects so that the Licensed Software aperates in accordance with such
requirements and {ii) for ninety (90) days after CTTY's receipt of the medla on which the Documentation
is distributed, such media will be free from defects in materials and workmanship under normal use
and CONTRACTOR shall, upon wrilten notice from CITY, replace such media.

CONTRACTOR shall ensure that no lllicit Code {as defined herein) Is coded or Introduced Into
the Software by CONTRACTOR or CONTRACTOR'S representatives. In the event that any I)licit Code is
found to have been coded ar introduced Into the Liensed Software by CONTRACTOR or
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CONTRACTOR's representatives, CONTRACTOR shall, at no cost to CITY, assist Clty in reducing the
effects of the [liicit Cede, Including assisting CITY in mitigating and restoring any damaged or Jost data,
“lilicit Code” means any program, routine, device or other undisclesed bomb, virus, software lock, Trojan
horse, drop-dezd device, worm, maliclous logic or trap door, that has the effect of, deleting, disabling,
deactivating, Interfering with or otherwise harming the Licensed Software or CITY's other software,
hardware, dala, any transmitting or activating computer program, or any hardware-limiting or services-
limiting function (Including, but not limited 1o, any key, node lock, ime-cut or other similar functions),
whether implemented by electronlc or other means,

To the extent that any of the follpwing cause warranty Lllm. no such warranties or obligations
shall spply io any portion of the Licensed Software that has been (a ) Installed or operated by CITY ina
manner materially inconsisient with the provisions of this Contraci, (b dameged by negligence or misuse
by CITY unless approved or suggested by CONTRACTOR or {c) modified, altered, or added to or
cusiomized by CITY, or a third party other than CONTRACTOR for CITY's use unless approved or
suggested by CONTRACTOR. In addition, no such warranties or obligations shall apply to any portion
of the Licensed Software to the extent that CITY has falled to incorporale an Update (as defined in the
Maintenance Agreement) previously released and provided by CONTRACTOR within three {3) months
of CITY's recelpt of such Update.

13. Limitation of Liability. NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISION HEREIN
TO THE CONTRARY AND TO THE EXTENT PERMITTED BY FLORIDA LAW, NEITHER CITY NOR
CONTRACTOR SHALL BE LIABLE FOR ANY SPECULATIVE OR UNFORESEEABLE DAMAGES OR
FOR ANY INCIDENTAL, INDIRECT, SPECIAL, CONSEQUENTIAL OR PUNITIVE DAMAGES
ARISING OUT OF OR RELATED TO CITY'S OR CONTRACTOR'S ACTS OR OMISSIONS OR A
BREACH OF THIS CONTRACT.

Notwithstanding any other provision hergin to the conlrary and to the extent permitted by
Florida law, for all damages arising out of or relaled to this Contract, CONTRACTOR's cumulative
liability for such damages will be limited to an amount equal o two times the maximum indebledness
under this Contract. This limitation of lfabllity is separate and apart from the Insurance requirements
under this Contract. The foregoing cap on limitations of liabliity do not apply to (i} personal injury,
death, tangible or real property damage, (i) third party claims arising under any of the indemnity or
warranty provisions of this Contract, including but not limited to indemnification obligations related to
third party intellectual property rights, (i} cialms covered by any Insurance policies required under this
Contract, or {iv) costs or allorneys’ fees that CITY is entitled to recover as a prevalling party in any action.
These limitations of liability are in no way to be construed as a waiver or limitatfon by CITY of its
sovereign immunity accorded by the Florida Constitution as codified in § 768.28, Florida Statutes.

14. Sguece Code Escrpw. CONTRACTOR and CITY shall enter into an escrow agreement
which provides for CONTRACTOR's deposit of the Source Code of the Software and related materials
{the "Escrow Materials") with an escrow agent reasonably satisfactory to CITY and CONTRACTOR at no
cost to CITY. Under circumstances specified in this Contract, CITY may obtaln the escrowed Escrow
Maierials from the Escrow Agent sclely for the purpose of maintaining and supporling the Software. The
term Escrow Materials shall mean one copy of all existing annotated source code listings, flow charts,
decision tables, schemalics, drawings, specifications, documentation, design detalis, and other related
documents which pertain to the Software and all technology necessary 1o understand the design,
structure, and implementation of the Software and to malntain, support and build the object code of the
Software (including, but not limited to, any tools which are not commercially available} such that a third
party progranuner reasonably skilled in the language used in such materlals could maintain and support
the Software without Further assistance or references to other materials. The Escrow Malerials shall also
Include any updates and any maintenance releases relating to the Software. Within thirty (30) days of





CITY's Acceptance of the Soltware, CONTRACTOR shall deliver to the Escrow Agent a sealed package
cerlified by an authorized officer of CONTRACTOR !o contain a complele set of the Escrow Materials (a
"Deposit™). In addition to the foregoing, within thirty (30) days of any updates or maintenance releases lo
CITY, CONTRACTOR shall deliver the Source Code to such maintenance releases for the Software to the
Escrow Agent. The [ollowing events shall constitule events of default by CONTRACTOR which give
CITY the right to receive for its osvn and sole use only, a single copy of the Escrow Malerials from the
Escrow Agent

{a) CONTRACTOR breaches its warranty obligations under this Contract or fails to meet
ils maintenance or support commitments under the Maintenance Agreement and for a period of
fifteen (15) days or CONTRACTOR notifies (ilT\' at any time of its election to discontinue such
support;

o (b) CON&'RACT OR ceases its support of the Solution for any reason forla pericd of more
than filteen (15} days;

{c) CONTRACTOR becomes insolvant, or files or has filed against it any proceeding in
bankrupicy or for reorganization under any federal bankruptcy law or similar state law, or has
any receiver appointed for all or a substantial part of CONTRACTOR's assels or business, or
makes any assignment for the benefit of ils creditors, or enlers into any other proceeding for deblt
relief;

{d) CONTRACTOR ceases to do business or institutes any proceedings for the
liquidation or winding up of its business or for the termination of its corporate charter; or

{e) CONTRACTOR ceases to be actively engaged in the Medical Examiner Systems
business.

CITY shall be entitled to receive the Escrow Materials from the escrow agent immediately upon
written notice by CITY (a "Default Notice") that one or more of the default evenls described in (a) through
(e) above has occurred. In the event that CITY obtains the Escrow Materials, CITY agrees that it will
disclose the Escrow Materials only to employees and consultants of CITY wha have a need-lo-know and
need access to the Escrow Materials to perform their duties CITY may make a reasonable number of
machine-readable capies of the Escrow Materinls solely for backup and archival purposes. CITY agrees to
reproduce and include all copyright. trade secret, and all other proprietary notices appearing in or on the
Escrow Materials on any copy made by CITY. To the extent permissible under Florida’s Public Records
Laws, CITY acknowledges and agrees that the Escrow Materials are valuable property of CONTRACTOR
and will be guarded against unauthorized use or disclosure with the same care that CITY uses lo protect
its own valuable, confidential information, but in no event less than reasonable care.
