For purpose of this document, FR means “Fire Resistant”.

1.0 Scope

1.1 The specifications herein is written with the intent to define the minimum requirements, details,
design features, materials and construction techniques for a traditional style structural firefighters
helmet. The purpose of the helmet is to provide the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department
(JFRD) with superior impact and thermal protection to the top and sides of head and neck area.

1.2 Firefighting is recognized as ultra-hazardous therefore the right to specify “no exception” or “no
substitute” can be exercised. It is not the intent to arbitrarily eliminate any manufacturer. Safety of

firefighters will prevail as final deciding factor.

2.0 Certifications and Warranties

2.1  Helmet must meet all NFPA 1971 (2013 Edition) certification for helmets.

2.2 The manufacturer shall be registered to ISO 9001, Quality Management Systems Requirements,
2000.

2.3 Helmet assembly must be third party certified by Underwriters Laboratory (UL) and have a label
proving certification permanently affixed.

2.4 Copies of certifications must be provided by manufacturer to JFRD upon request.
2.5  The manufacturer must provide a lifetime warranty against defects in materials and workmanship
which shall not be voided by any firefighting activity including but not limited to training fires

including flashover simulators, exterior flammable liquid training fires or any other type of
firefighting activity.

The helmet will be of the American Fire Department traditional shape, to include the dome and brim.
The dome will have a major longitudinal raised ridge and a major transverse raised ridge. Four
minor diagonal ridges will also be included diagonally intersecting at the top of the dome. All raised
ridges will be made an integral part of the shell by the high pressure molding techniques for the
purpose of strength. A raised circumvention ridge where the dome meets brim will be present for
strength. Brim shall be of the watershed design with an upward angle on the sides and a downward
slope on the rear. The brim shall be a minimum width of 1.25” on the sides and front and shall be a
minimum of 2.75” in length on the rear downward sloping rear. Top side of brim will have
decorative “simulated leather tooling”.

The internal suspension system shall be permanently bonded to the shells so as to form an integral
unit to produce the aforementioned protection in 6.04. The suspension shall consist of at least a six
(6) point strap system and allow for the lowest ride on wearer’s head as possible while still providing
the accepted height requirement for impact protection.

The entire internal suspension system shall be bonded to the shell using a high heat resistant
adhesive and stainless steel screw placed on the underside of brim in the front and rear longitudinal
ridge and also held in place by the chinstrap retainers.

ASSIGNMENT AND ASSUMPTION AGREEMENT

This consent is expressly limited to the assignment to and assumption by Assignee
pursuant hereto and shall not be deemed to be the consent to or authorization for any further or
other assignment of the Agreement. Nothing contained in this Assignment shall be construed as
modifying, waiving or affecting any of the provisions, covenants, terms and conditions or any of
City’s rights or remedies under the Agreement other than as specifically set forth herein. The
parties hereby agree that Assignee shall be substituted for Assignor for the purposes of the
Agreement. The parties hereby acknowledge that City’s consent to this Assignment does not
waive any rights the City may have to take action against Assignor with respect to any breaches
of the Agreement by Assignor occurring prior to the Effective Date, and Assignor shall remain
fully bound by and subject to the terms, conditions and covenants set forth in the Agreement, and
the City may continue to look to Assignor to enforce all of the terms and conditions of the
Agreement as if the assignment contemplated hereby had not occurred.

5. Further Assurances. Assignor agrees, upon request by Assignee or City, to execute,
acknowledge and deliver or cause to be delivered such further instruments and do such further
acts as may be necessary to carry out the purpose and intent of this Assignment.

FOR
MOSQUITO CONTROL MANAGEMENT SYSTEM REPLACEMENT

THIS CONTRACT is made and entered into as of September 30, 2014 (the “Effective
Date”), by and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (the “CITY”), a municipal corporation
existing under the Constitution and the laws of the State of Florida, and FIELD DATA
SOLUTIONS, INC., d/b/a Electronic Data Solutions, an Idaho corporation with its principal
offices at 154 1st Avenue West, Jerome, ID 83330 (“ELECDATA”).

WHEREAS, the CITY issued a Request for Proposals #ESC-0507-14 (together with
Addenda 1, 2 and 3, the “REP”) for certain Mosquito Control Management System Replacement
services (the “Services”); and

WHEREAS, based on ELECDATA'S response to the REP dated July 7, 2014, consisting
of 159 pages (the “Response”), the CITY has awarded this Contract to ELECDATA;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutual covenants
contained below, the parties agree as follows:

1 Performance of Services. The Services will be performed by ELECDATA as
specified in the RFP and the Response.

2. Compensation. ELECDATA will be paid by the CITY for the Services as
specified on the Price Proposal attached as Exhibit A hereto. The parties acknowledge that (i)
the Project Schedule Start Date will be October 1, 2014 instead of August 1, 2014; (ii) the
Warranty and Maintenance periods will run from the Project Go-Live Date; and (iii) the CITY is
allocating an additional $9,473 under this Contract for contingencies and additional services
that may be needed over the course of the agreement based on written purchase orders.

3. Maximum Indebtedness. As required by Section 106.431, Ordinance Code, the
CITY’s maximum indebtedness, for all products and services purchased under this Contract
shall be a fixed monetary amount not-to-exceed ONE HUNDRED THIRTY-EIGHT
THOUSAND TWO HUNDRED SIXTY-EIGHT AND 00/100 ($138,268.00).

4. Term of Contract. The initial term of this Contract shall commence on the
Effective Date and shall expire five years after the Go-Live Date, unless sooner terminated by
either party in accordance with the terms of the RFP.

5. Intellectual Property: "In lieu of Sections 3.9 and 3.10 of the RFP, the parties
agree as follows:





(i) For all Pre-Existing Materials, software programs, or source code and any
customized materials and software programs, all inventions, discoveries, intellectual property
including copyrights and trademarks, technical communications and records originated or
prepared by ELECDATA under this Contract, including papers, reports, charts, computer
programs, and other documentation or improvements thereto, shall be ELECDATA's exclusive
property.

(i)  For any customized software programs developed for use under this Contract,
ELECDATA shall provide a non-exclusive, non-transferable, fully-paid, perpetual, irrevocable,
royalty-free worldwide license to CITY at no charge, to use and copy, all work or derivatives
that would be needed in order to CITY to continue to perform for itself.

(iti)  If ELECDATA ceases to do business (whether by bankruptcy or insolvency) or
