The Contractor will be permitted an additional 7 days to the Sequence 1 contract duration as a
result of the excessive rains in November 2015, February 2016, and April 2016 that caused delay in
scheduled construction activities. The new revised construction completion date is March 2, 2016
for Sequence 1.
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Sacrificial Liner System ~ Trail Ridge Landfill Phase 6

A sacrificial liner will be required for the new Phase 6 Trail Ridge Landfill (TRLF) for initial filling
operations in the cell by Waste Management Inc. (WMI}. The intent of the sacrificial liner is to
provide daily operations stormwater control in areas that have not received waste-in-place in the
cell and limit the amount of rainwater that would be introduced into the cell’s leachate system.
Attachment A depicts a plan and profile of the coverage for the sacrificial liner for Phase 6. Phase 6
will be divided by into four equal sub-cells, each approximately 572 feet in width (west-to-east) by
560 feet in length (north-to-south) and only three sub-cells will be covered by the sacrificial liner.
Three earthen berms will be constructed (as shown in Attachment A) to allow for isolation of each
sub-cell and allow for peel-back and management of the exposed areas as waste-in-place
progresses west-to-east. The construction details as it pertains to the sacrificial liner is as follows:

»  The sacrificial liner shall be Raven Industries Dura Scrim 8BV.

» The approximate area of the required sacrificial liner quantity for the four (4) sub-cells for
Phase 6 is approximately 1,401,970 ft2 (32.2 acres).

*  Three (3) intermediate rain berms shall be constructed (as shown in Attachment A). They
shall be comprised of local sand material (meeting common fill specifications). The berm
quantity is approximately 4,395 cubic yards and shall be constructed with an approximate
1V:2H slope. The top of the berm shall be constructed with 12-foot width.

»  The westernmost sub-cell shall be constructed separately from the remaining three-
subcells. It shall be used as the first active filling area for WMI during the initial filling of
Phase 6. The sacrificial liner in this location shall be anchored by sandbags along the north
face of the existing cell, cell floor and perimeter berms. Once WMI begins filling operation,
this will be peeled back to the north.

* The intermediate rain berms shall be constructed to an elevation of typically 1-foot above
the high point in the cell, denoted as “Point A” in East/West Section 1 of the berm in
Attachment A. The elevations of these berms shall be:

o Berm No.1 (Westernmost): 141.24 feet EL
o Bern No. 2 (Middle): 136.00 feet EL
o Berm No. 3 (Easternmost):  130.03 feet EL

= Intermediate berms shall be compacted by the Contractor for WMI operations (light truck)
traffic. Soil surface shall be firm and unyielding. The method of compaction and procedures
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shall be such that no damage is incurred on the existing liner system and protective sand
layer.
