To ensure compatibility with your ASTRO system, Motorolas Security Update Service (SUS) provides pre-tested 3t
party software (SW) security updates.

Note that this service was formerly called Pre-tested Software Subscription (PTSS). Additionally, SUS Platinum has
been eliminated. The additional SUS Platinum features have been merged into this one SUS offering.

This Statement of Work (SOW) is subject to the terms and conditions of Motorolas Service Agreement with the
Customer or other applicable agreement in effect between the parties (Agreement). Motorola and Customer may be

1.0 Description of Security Upgrade Services

Motorola shall maintain a dedicated vetting lab for each supported ASTRO release for the purpose of pre-testing
security updates. In some cases when appropriate, Motorola will make the updates available to outside vendors, allow
them to test, and then incorporate those results into this offering. Depending on the specific ASTRO release and
customer options, these updates may include updates to antivirus definitions, Windows PC and Server operating systems
patches, Solaris and Red Hat Linux (RHEL) operating systems patches, VMware ESXi Hypervisor patches, Oracle
database patches, Postgres SQL patches, and patches for other 31 party Windows applications such as Adobe Acrobat
and Flash.

The schedule of the releases for updates is incumbent upon the Original Equipment Manufacturers (OEMs). Antivirus
definitions are released every week. Microsoft patches are released on a monthly basis. Motorola obtains and tests these
updates as they are released. Other products have different schedules or are released as-required. Motorola will obtain
and test these updates on a quarterly basis.

Once tested, Motorola will post the updates to a secured extranet website and send an email notification to the customer.
If there are any recommend configuration changes, warnings, or workarounds, Motorola will provide detailed
documentation along with the updates on the website. Motorola will also provide labels on the extranet site that can be
printed and applied to DVDs. The customer will be responsible for the download and deployment of these updates to
their ASTRO System.

(d) The issues, material facts and legal authority upon which the protest is baséd C

The reasons cited by the City for its recommended decision to reject Borden’s bid
were as follows:

" (1) Borden’s allcged,/failure to include experience in detention/correctional
facilities as required in Special Conditions; and

(2) Borden’s alleged failure to provide the name of a pre-qualified Detention |

Equipment Coritractor (“DEC™).

As to the ﬁrst reason, Section 30.6 of the Special Conditions reads, in pertinent

' part as follows:

. The successful bidder must submit documentation of the L
construction of similar type of work and amount continually. -
over past 5 years and 3 years with references before the project

s awarded

The first time this project bid the information above was required as part of the
bid package. Borden submitted written evidence to substantiate the “experience”

-requirement, includirig but not limited to, a list of other projects completed, resumes of

key personmel, and vendor reference. Among the past projects reported was the
construction of a new building with 62 bunk beds for the Lake City, Flotida Correctional
Facility, whose contract amount was $1,013,857.00. Borden reviewed the bids from
Core and E B Morris and did not see that information provided by.either party.

As to the second reason for the intended rejection, the bid specifications provide,
in Section 11190 titled “Basic Requirements for Detention Systems, that “[a]ny bid from
a General Contractor that does not include the name of a pre-qualified DEC in the
appropriate space provzded on the bid form will be automatically rejected.” [Emphas1s
added.]

Contrary to the bid specifications, the bid form did not include any space in which

to disclose the name of the qualified DEC. Page 3.3 item C of the bid form notes the

bidder cannot make changes to the bid form. Furthertnore, the DEC does not fit within

This letter will serve to supplement. C.C. Borden Constniction, Inc.’s (“Borden”)
bid protest lettér to the City of Jacksonville™s (“City™) dated October 3, 2018.

As noted previously, the reasens cited by the’ City for-its recommended decision
to reject Borden’s bid were as follows:

(1) Bord_g'm"’s alleged failure to include experience in detention/correctional
facilities as required in Special Conditions; and

(2) Borden’s alleged failure to provide the name of a pre-qualified Detention
Equipment Contractor (“DEC).

As to the first reason, Section 30.6 of the Special Conditions reads, in pertinent
part, as follows:

I. The successful bidder must submit documentation of the
construction of similar type of work: and amount continually
over past 5 years and 3 years with references before the project
is awarded.

Thére is no definition of “similar type of work”. It is unclear and left up to
speculation as to whether this means construction of pre-tnal detention facilitiés, or large-
public buildings in general. Despite its vagueness, the chart of prior work experience
submitted by Borden with its original bid, a copy of which was also attached to Botden’s

bid protest letter of 10.3.18, more than adequately demonstrates that Borden is an
experienced contractor under Sectjon 30.6 of the bid specifications.

As to the second reason for the intended rejection, the bid specifications provide,.
in Section 11190 titled *Basic Requirements for Detention Systems, that “[ajny bid from
a General Contractor that does not include the name of a pre-qualified. DEC in the
appropriate space provided on the bid form will be automatically Tejected.” [Emphasis
added.)

As we previously advised, the bid form did not include any space in which to
disclose the name of the qualified DEC. One imight speculate tht the DEC could be
designated upon either the chart of Ticensed subcontractors or the chart of unlicensed
subcontractors (see Appendix C of bid proposal). However, this is ambiguous and
unclear, at best. Since the DEC is an entity “pre-qualified” by the City, it should not be
designated on the chart of unlicensed subcontractors, which is reserved only for those
subcontractors who are “NOT required to be certified, qualified or licensed™. (See
Appendix. C (2) of bid proposal). Thus, the only other possible space on the bid form to
designate the DEC would be on the chart of licensed subcontractors. However; the scope
of work of the DEC does ot fit within in any of the specified scopes of work set forth in
Appendix C (1), namely; underground utility, electrical; plumbing, mechanical, sheet
metal, roofing, welding, carpentry, pool/spa, imrigation, siding, water treatment, natural
gas or signage.

MESKEL & ASSOCIATES ENGINEERING, PLLC (MAE) is pleased to present this proposal to provide the
geotechnical exploration and engineering services for the subject project. This proposal was requested
by you via electronic correspondence on June 25, 2018. This correspondence included a document titled,
“RFP for Design and Construction of Shiloh Mill Boulevard at Gate Parkway Traffic Signal Installation and
Roadway Improvements” (RFQ-CDB-0006-16) prepared by the City of lJacksonville’s Engineering &
Construction Management Division, dated July 16, 2018, that includes a site description and scope of
services for the project.

It is our understanding that the project is at the existing intersection of Shiloh Mill Road and Gate Parkway
in Jacksonville, Florida. Based on the scope of work described in the RFP, four traffic signal mast arm
foundations will be installed in each quadrant of the interchange. Additionally, approximately 50-feet of
roadway on Shiloh Mill Boulevard just north of the intersection at Gate Parkway will be resurfaced.

The objective of the geotechnical exploration is to provide site and subsurface information to evaluate
the subsurface conditions for the proposed construction. Based on the provided information, we propose
four Standard Penetration Test (SPT) borings be performed to a depth of 25 feet below existing grade at
each proposed traffic signal and one SPT boring to a depth of 10 feet just north of the intersection on
Shiloh Mill Boulevard within the resurfacing limits. Two pavement cores will be performed within the
limits of resurfacing to determine the thickness of each layer within the existing pavement section.

The borings appear to be accessible to our ATV-mounted drill rig and pavement coring equipment. We
will locate the borings using our hand-held GPS equipment, accurate to within 3 meters (+/- 10 feet). We
have not budgeted for Maintenance-of-Traffic. Should MOT be required to complete our borings if utility
conflicts result in alternate boring locations, we have assumed that JB Coxwell or others will provide MOT
services during our field exploration. If this is not the case, we can revise our proposal to include these
services.

In accordance with Florida law, we will attempt to locate existing underground utilities at the site by
utilizing the Sunshine State One-Call {SSOC) system. Any private utilities not included in the SSOC system
will need to be located by the Owner. All borings and tests will be performed in general accordance with
ASTM procedures.

Once the borings and pavement cores are completed, they will be backfilled with grout per St. Johns River
Water Management District guidelines. We will take all reasonable precautions to prevent damage to the
existing site features. The recovered soil samples will be described in the field by the field crew.

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The field logs and samples will be delivered to our laboratory, where the logs will be reviewed, and the
samples will be classified, by a geotechnical engineer in general accordance with ASTM D2488.

If unusual or unanticipated soil conditions are encountered during drilling prior to or at the anticipated
termination depths, we will contact you immediately to discuss the matter. We will not explore to depths
beyond our scope of services without your consent.

Laboratory classification and soil index property tests will be performed in general accordance with ASTM
procedures for each applicable test as necessary on selected soil samples to confirm the soil classification
and provide engineering characteristics to estimate compressibility.
