In consideration of the mutual promises contained herein, the County and Contractor agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1 - DURATION and EXTENSION

This Agreement shall become effective upon the Effective Date shall be in effect for a period of three (3) calendar years,
and may be extended, in one (1) year renewal periods for a maximum of 1wo (2) onc (1) year extensions, as necessary (o
complete the required services, upon salisfactory performance by the Contractor, mutual agreeinent by both parties, and
the availability of funds. While this Agreement may be extended as stated in this Article, it is expressly noted that the
County is under no obligation to exiend this Agreainent. It is further expressly understood that the option of extension is

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Park & Playground Equipment, per project site, which shall include any and all direct und indirect costs, and reimbursable
expenses. The maximum amoumt available as compensation to Contractor under this Agreement shall not exceed onc
hundred fifty thousand dollars ¢$150,000.00) stated abose without the County’s express writien approvad, and amcndment
to this Agrcement.

The maximum project costs cligible to be authorized by Purchase Order under the awarded Contract is $100,000. Any
project that is estimated to exceed that amount, must be submitted to the SJC Beard of County Comuuissioners for
approval prior to the Purchase Order being issued.

I s strictly understood that Contractor is not emtitled 10 the above-rclerenced amount of compensation. Rather,
Contractor’s compensation is based upon Contractor’s adbering to the Scope of Work, detailed in this Agreement.

Pursuant 1o the requirements of Section 129.07,
Flurida Statutes, pavment made under this Agreement shall not exceed the amount appropriate in the County’s budget for
such purpose in that fiscal vear.

ARTICLE 28 - ENFORCEMENT COSTS

If any legal action or other proceeding is brought for the enforcement of this Agrcement, or because of an alleged dispute,
breach, defaull or misrepreseniation in connection with any provisions of this Agreement, the successful or prevailing
party or parties shall be entitled 10 recover reasonable attorney's fees, court costs and all reasonable expenses cven il not
taxable as coun costs (including, without limitation, all such reasonable fees, cosis and cxpenses incidemt to appeals),
incurred in that action or proceedings, in addition 10 any other relief to which such party or parics may be entitled.

Under the provisions of Section 126.109, Ordinance Code, which provides for the disposition of unauthorized and/or improper
purchases, the following is furnished for your consideration and action relative to an improper purchase made by the Duval County
Supervisor of Elections. These are the facts bearing on this matter:

Specific Violation:
Contrary to provisions of City Ordinance Code Ch. 126, the “Procurement Code™, the Supervisor of Elections continued services from
the vendor without obtaining a purchase order, contract through Office of General Counsel, or award.

Circumstances Relative to Purchase:

A contract through Office of General Counscl, award, or purchase order was not received for continued services with ES&S outside of
the contract renewal period. The delay in renewal was caused by the negotiations process for the purchase of new equipment. The
equipment was in piace, but the service agreements had yet not been authorized, causing an improper purchase.

Action to Prevent Recurrence:

This improper purchase was made due to time-sensitive need for equipment maintenance. The Supervisor of Elections is aware of the
City’s procurcment procedures and will initiate a purchase order well before the expiration date and execute a change order if necessary
to prevent a future occurrence.

Recommendation:
Based upon these facts, it is my recommendation that you authorize payment of Invoice #CD2014199 in the amount of $129,296.22 10

Learning Center presents a trauma-informed, two-generation approach to early childhood education that
improves children’s learning success and achievement. The Crawford Early Learning Center is the only
trauma-informed early learning program for homeless and impoverished children in North Florida.

The Crawford Center’s Vision is: To instill hope, self-confidence, persistence, kindness and respect, health
habits, and love of learning in children birth to five by creating opportunities for both children and families to
develop and sustain supportive relationships, engage in meaningful leaming experiences, and develop the
knowledge and skills needed to thrive and prosper.

The Crawford Center’s Mission is: To work to break the cycle of abuse and neglect by helping all young
children we serve overcome the negative impact of early-childhood trauma and/or excessive stress associated
with homelessness, and by ensuring all young children we serve become successful leamners by creating and
sustaining active partnerships with neighborhood high-quality early learning and care centers and schools.

Academic and Personal Enrichment

Research does not point to one specific “breakthrough™ intervention for traumatized children, but to a group of
strategies that if implemented routinely, will improve children’s early literacy readiness and reading
achievement outcomes for families and classrooms. The two-generation approach takes into account the many
aspects of a child’s life that are intertwined with his/her family’s well-being. Children in the program will not
only participate in a “Whole Child Approach” that addresses language and communication, physical
development, cognitive and general knowledge, approaches to learning and social and emotional development,
but family members will be engaged as well and learn to more effectively interact with their children and
support their education.

Specific Purposes:





Purpose 1: Create and Sustain an ..viting Place and High-Quality Program 10r young children and their
families:

A. Research-based full-day, full-year, full-week program plus specially planned weekend events delivered
by highly prepared teachers, with low student-teacher ratios, high expectations, and an intentional
physical and programmatic design that involves all children enrolled in the Crawford Early Learning
and Care Center at Sulzbacher:

Develop a sense of psychological and physical safety and belonging.

Interact with a caring adult who takes a personal interest in them and their success.

Engage in learning experiences that develop the knowledge, skills, and dispositions children need to
become proficient readers.

Engage in leaming experiences that help children explore the world around them, nurture their curiosity,
creativity, and problem-solving,.

A. High quality early learning and care programs use multiple strategies to build protective factors known
to support children’s development. The strategic use of space enhances the achievement of the Center’s
vision as three major activity strands are carried out: (a) implementing the ongoing daily learning
program that takes place both indoors and outdoors, (c) fostering children’s social and emotional
competence, and (c) facilitating the intentional engagement of families in their children’s learning and in
their own learning and social emotional growth (e.g., facilitating friendships and mutual support,
strengthening parenting skills, linking families to services and opportunities).

B. Use the physical layout and design of the interior and exterior spaces to make a significant contribution
to achieving desired outcomes for children and families. An exemplary center provides the following
critical aspects for creating a functional space conducive to learning and working together:

a. All spaces feel welcoming and safe to both children and families giving the feeling of “being on an

oasis;”

A. Serve as a neighborhood early leaming hub where the neighborhood, community, family, business,
government, agencies, K-5 partners, researchers, and decision-makers come together to address multi-
faceted challenges faced by young children living in the neighborhood and who have experienced
homelessness regardless of their current circurnstances and who will work together as a network to
ensure all children are well-served and ready for success in kindergarten.

B. Establish a partnership with neighborhood schools in which Sulzbacher children may be enrolled.

C. Leverage resources for teacher professional learning and family engagement; and

D. Celebrate successes.

Purpose 4: Serve as a Forum for Change:

A. Raise the awareness of families, community, educators, business partners, and policy makers about the
importance of learning during a child’s first five years of life, the negative impact stressors such as
homelessness may have, and strategies that will help children overcome these challenges.

B. Measure child, family, and collaborative outcomes and assess program impact; use what is learned from
our successes and failures for ongoing improvement; and share what we learn with others,

4. Parent Engagement Requirements/Adult Family Member Services

While families-are not required to participate in Crawford Early Learning Center activities and programs, they
are strongly encouraged to and to date, 100% of parents do participate.

A critical aspect of children’s and families success and self-sustainability is... stability. Stable housing, stable
income, and health services are essential to creating a solid foundation upon which children and adults can grow
and prosper. Sulzbacher is the only homeless services agency that offers all three at a single location.

Housing

At Sulzbacher Village, families will be connected to stable, permanent housing via the Village’s 14 two-
bedroom apartments or through supportive scattered site housing. The Sulzbacher Center partners with area
community development and housing entities, including Ability Housing and the Jacksonville Housing
Authority, to provide permanent housing to homeless individuals and families.

Income

The only path from poverty to self-sufficiency is through stable employment. In partnership with Goodwill Job
Junction, Sulzbacher offers robust career training and job placement services. This past year, Sulzbacher placed
289 homeless individuals into stable employment. Additionally, in partnership with Florida State College
Jacksonville, GED and other educational opportunities are offered on-campus.

Healthcare

For 25 years the Sulzbacher Medical Clinic has provided quality medical care to the homeless and impoverished
of the community. As a Federally Qualified Health Center (FQHC) and the only Section 330 (h) Health Care
for the Homeless provider in Jacksonville, the Center is a Medicaid provider and delivers fee-based services on
a sliding scale with those unable to pay receiving services at no charge.





The Sulzbacher Village’s compre...nsive pediatric health center provides pnmary medical, dental, optical and
behavioral health care to Village residents as well as children from the surrounding community. The Village
Health Clinic contains the only pediatric dental clinic in North Florida devoted solely to homeless and
impoverished children.

Supportive Living

All families and individuals being served by the Sulzbacher Center receive supportive services via case
management, supportive living coaches, and career/life skills assistance.

Current Proposal

Currently, our proposal for funding will assist the Crawford Early Learning Center in becoming an EduCare
inspired Center. We are partnering with the Don Brewer Head Start Center and KHA to become leaders in our
community as High-Quality centers in Duval County. Our current goals are aligned with the Four Pillars of
EduCare; which are, Data Utilization, High Quality Teachers, Intensive Family Engagement, and Professional
Development. Our endeavor is to work with the Don Brewer Head Start Center leadership team to intentionally
add aspects of our programming consistent with the EduCare model by sharing resources such as trainings,
space, and concepts; specifically, over the next three years and possibly beyond. Below is a proposed, three-
year implementation plan which further outlines how additional funding will be used to become EduCare
inspired.

EduCare Inspired, Train the Trainer:; 3 Year Plan

Year 1: Planning, training, tracking

Year 2: Practice. Collaboration, feedback, tracking, collecting data.
