Description of Services and Deliverables

PART | - MANAGED DESKTOP SERVICES

The City of Jacksonville (COJ) is accepting proposals for the outsourcing of the City’s Desktop Support
Services. This service is currently outsourced and the contract with the current vendor is set to expire on
June 30, 2020. The City seeks to engage a vendor with proven capabilities and experience in outsourcing
and providing managed desktop support services to complex organizations in excess of 4,000 customers
and 7,100 computers. The City of Jacksonville is requesting bid proposals for consideration as described
below:

* Desktop Support Services based on vendor staffing seven (7) Desktop Support Technicians (full
time at eight (8) hours per day). This is based on the staffing of three (3) Senior Technicians
(Tier 3 - one of them acting as the team lead for the group) and four Technicians (Tier 2).

Mobile Command Centers may be deployed for emergencies and/or training exercises outside of
Duval County and vendor support will be required for these occurrences. Pricing terms for the
Mobite Command Center Out-of-County support will follow the Project Rate and also include the
City of Jacksonville’s Per Diem policy.

4.10 Current Desktop Support Team

Level 1 support is currently managed and supported by the Information Technologies Division's
Help Desk and Operations staff and will remain an internal function. Level 2 and Level 3 support
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areas are the current outsourced functions being addressed in this bid solicitation. The current
vendor team consists of a Contract Manager, a Dispatch Senior Technician/Supervisor, Senior
Technicians (Level 3), and Technicians {Level 2). The number of Level 2 and Level 3 Technicians can
fluctuate based on project and workload volumes.

® Collaboration with City technology vendors to escalate and resolve advanced
technical problems.
¢ Install and troubleshoot printers, plotters and scanners not associated with the Enterprise
Print System (EPS) contract and not managed by individual vendor support contracts.

e Mitigation, collaboration, escalation, and resolution of virus outbreaks issues
during incidents.

s Ensure vendor technicians are properly scheduled for regular and after-hours support.
e Ensure appropriale technical resolutions are delivered.

¢ Perform standardized PC health checks during ticket resolution (SCCM Agent, McAfee
Agent, elc.).

e Ensure that correct asset tracking information is provided to the asset management team
prior to service ticket closures.

s Provide hardware and software support for Apple devices.

4.12 Incidents, Service Requests, and Small Project Definition and Process

() Incidents are generated as a result of a malfunction with a computer or related applications,
access, and peripherals that is affecting employee job performance.

(b)  Requests are generated for more routine tasks that do not necessarily relate to a performance
issue such as user moves and routine requests for additdonal equipment and services. Small
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Projects are generated for incidents and requests that may include multiple tasks or multiple

devices.

) All requests are submitted to the Help Desk (Tier 1) ot to the Desktop Manager by emai,
telephone, or through CA Service Desk Manager System, and a corresponding service
request ticket is created. Customers may create service request tickets directly to the Desktop
Services Support Team (Tier 2 and Tier 3) using CA Service Desk Manager System.
Unresolved requests are escalated to the various support groups within ITD. All technical
support staff members (Tiers 1, 2 and 3) have access to remotely connect and control
desktops to enable remote diagnostics and resolution where applicable.

4.13 Desktop Support Operations

{a) Service Requests Volume and Distribution

The current distribution of Desktop Service Requests (Incidents and Requests) is
approximately 65% within the inner ring and 35% within the outer ring. Below is the ticket
breakdown for the past three (3} fiscal years:

FY2017 (10/1/2016-9/30/2017) 4,418
FY2018 (10/1/2017-9/ 30/ 2018) 4,827

Ticket volumes will fluctuate due to annual PC Refresh projects as well as staffing changes
throughout the City of Jacksonville.

(b) Wagranty Repairs and Thresholds

Currently, ITD mobilizes teams utilizing a
predefined incident management process to contain and eradicate such incidents.
Frequently, these efforts will involve the services of the Desktop Support team in the field,
and when this occurs, these incidents will take precedence over routine incidents and

service requests. Please refer to the Service Level Section for details on incident
management.
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Hours of Operations

Desktop Support services must be provided during nermal business hours (7:30 AM - 5:30 PM
Monday through Friday). On-call support will also be required from 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM on
Saturday. After hours are all times that fall outside of the normal business hours excluding
official City of Jacksonville holidays. Other special project areas may be identified from time to

time with adequate notice. Coverage will be required in the event of a declared emergency or
disaster.

Service Desk System

Currently, the City of Jacksonville utilizes CA Service Desk Manager System as the core
system for documenting and tracking all Service Desk incidents and requests. The data
captured in this system is utilized to produce management reports and analytics to provide
performance metrics SLAs, and to affect continuous improvement measures.

Justification

These programs require competence in program implementation, the capacity to be able to deliver the
services, the financial ability to implement the project, access to and the ability to recruit the target
population, the ability to manage and supervise staff, and an ability to work collaboratively with
community partners. As such, in order to make the best decision for the City of Jacksonville, the Kids
Hope Alliance requests permission to use the CSPEC evaluation process.

Certification
As required in Section 126.204 (a)(1), Ordinance Code, the KHA certifies the following:

i.  For the reasons mentioned above, the GGAC process is impractical due to the fact that in addition
to price, the Contractor must have several other competencies in order to deliver the services.

ii.  The objective of the services is to successfully implement afterschool and summer programs that
offer high-quality services, and activities designed to support children and youth during out-of-
school hours,

iii.  Theinitial term of agreement will be for one year with the option to renew for one (1} additional
one (1} year term.





iv.  Thereis no funding maximum for this RFP, however, an agency’s proposal must match the number
of students as indicated on the school list in Attachment J.

v.  The proposed services would not duplicate existing services. This proposal is designed to give the
KHA the authority to seek out the best Contractor(s) to continue provide these services.

For purposes of the preliminary evaluation of this proposal, the KHA CEO will assign Kenneth Darity as the
CSPEC representative.

A scoring team of subject matter experts will review the Responses to ensure the most qualified
contractors are selected.

Recommendations for awards will be made at the agency level, based on the results from the Evaluation
Matrix.

The KHA is in the process of selecting reviewers and respectfully asks to be able to submit a list of
reviewers at a later date, but prior to making its recommendation to CSPEC.
