AGREEMENT
UTILIZING STATE OF FLORIDA CONTRACT
FOR MICROSOFT AZURE CLOUD SERVICES
WITH SHI INTERNATIONAL CORP.

THIS AGREEMENT, entered into as of the 1* day of July, 2021 (the “Effective Date”),
by and between the City of Jacksonville, a consolidated political subdivision and municipal
corporation existing under the laws of the State of Florida (*City”), and SHI International Corp., a
New Jersey corporation authorized to transact business in the State of Florida (“Company™), for
the purchase of Microsoft Azure Cloud Services described in Exhibit A to this Agreement (the
“Services™).

WHEREAS, the State of Florida is a party to a contract with Company (State of Florida
Contract #43230000-NASPO-16-ACS) (the “State Contract) for the purchase of Microsoft Azure
Cloud services; and

WHEREAS, the State Contract (i) is in full force and effect, (ii) was competitively
procured and awarded according to Florida law, and (iii) is broad enough to include the Services
to be purchased by the City under this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the City’s Procurement Code allows City to use the State Contract and the

2. Engagement of Company. City hereby engages Company and Company hereby
accepts said engagement for the purpose of reselling to City the services listed on the Company’s
Pricing Proposal attached to this Agreement as Exhibit A. Company shall resell the Services in
accordance with the provisions of this Agreement and the State Contract which is incorporated
herein by reference. Any conflict between the provisions of this Agreement and those in the State
Contract shall be resolved in favor of this Agreement, but only to the extent of any conflict.

3. Coordination with CITY. City shall designate a Project Coordinator who will
coordinate with Company on behalf of City and administer this Agreement according to the terms
and conditions contained herein.
