As a result of the underwater utilities encountered onsite, Bellingham Marine was instructed to fabricate five each side
pile guides (HDG} and or move some floats around. Bellingham Marine will have to remove the existing fiberglass rods
and install stzinless steel rods where these pile guides are to be maunted. The existing notched pile guides will have to
be removed and filled in with angle and starhoard for a continuous walking surface.

As more underwater utility obstructions were located, one of the side pile guldes had to shift further down creating an
almost thirty-foot span of no pile supports. To maintain the design criteria, Bellingham had to remove two of the 5x
outside walers on the front side of the dock and replace with 7x walers, forty feet tofal.

Executive Summary

The current construction market volatility has continued to impart inflationary pressures on capital
improvement projects. Construction input costs have risen sharply throughout 2020 and 2021 as a
result of supply chain interruptions and labor shortages. Stellar has remained committed to working
alongside clients to manage project budgets through these unprecedented times. Unfortunately, the
majority of the cost increases are occurring at the manufacturer and “producer input” level, where
construction managers and design-builders have little control over price volatility. The following
summary outlines some of the key inflationary components of the industry and how those price
increases are affecting project costs in the northeast Florida region.

In September 2021, the Associated General Contractors (AGC) issued the latest Construction Inflation
Alert. This publication tracks construction input inflation and provides a national benchmark of the
industry. The report found that construction input costs have increased 27.8% from April 2020 to
August 2021, The report further identifies the material index for steel products has increased 111% in
the same period. Below is a chart from the AGC report that outlines price changes of key building
materials over a period of time from April 2020 to August 2021.

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While the supply chain interruptions have created significant price increases in materials, construction
trade labor scarcity has also driven up construction costs. The construction industry was already
suffering from a declining qualified workforce in the trades, however, post pandemic employment
shortages have exacerbated the existing condition. The Employment Cost Index (ECI) which measures
employee wages, has posted record breaking year over year increases. in July 2021, the ECl was up 2.9%
year over year, which was the single greatest increase since 2018. While wages have grown at a rate
much slower than materials, labor is still a contributing factor to the growing inflation within the
construction industry.

Fire Station 65 Impact

Stellar has seen these inflationary forces take direct impact on the Fire Station 65 project. Overall, the
project costs are elevated beyond the equivalent historical data of years past. Stellar has seen elevated
costs throughout most of the building trades, however, commodity driven scopes such as wood trusses,
metals, electrical, plumbing, and HVAC continue to trend well above the historical average. These
inflated costs are directly attributable to the increased material input costs and the increased costs for
high demand skilled labor.

Stellar has taken value management into account throughout the design process, while working to
preserve the prototype design. For example, our team has analyzed wood versus light gage metal roof
trusses. As seen in the following charts and graphs, the current wood and lumber costs have retreated
while metals remain significantly escalated. Therefore, wood trusses proved to be the most cost-
effective optian.

Copper is a commodity that has been subject to significant inflation. Stellar recommends entertaining
the option of utilizing aluminum feeders for higher voltage electrical feeders. This will provide project
savings eliminating the amount of copper required.

Supporting Information & Data

In an effort to provide transparency and clarity, Steliar has assembled supporting documentation to
substantiate the inflation and volatility on the current construction market. The following datais a
combination of material cost indices and industry notifications reflecting said inflation. Stellar has
provided snapshots timeline cost information for lumber, metals, rubber/plastics, and asphalt shingles.
Each of these index reports show significant increases over the past two years of market volatility.
