Pursuant to your request an Asbestos Demolition Survey has been performed at the above
location for the purpose of identifying asbestos that needs to be removed prior to the planned
demolition of the structure.

The Information Technologies Division requests approval to utilize the Competitive Sealed Proposal
Evaluation Committee (CSPEC) process with the issuance of a Request for Proposal (RFP) to select
an Enterprise Permitting and Land Use Software as a Service (SaaS) solution.
