Dear Mr. Donchez;

As requested during our project progress meeting on May 3, 2018, J.B. Coxwell Contracting,
Inc. (JBCCI) has prepared this Proposed Change Order (PCO) No.5 to uncover and locate a concrete
and steel-reinforced duct bank which extends along East 7t Street.

JBCCI encountered two sets of electrical conduits which are located along the northern portion
of the East 7™ Street right-of-way and extend from Station 26+25 to Station 35+00 (approximately 875
feet). One set of conduits (3 to 4 conduits) appear to have been direct bury and were not encased in a
duct bank. It is unclear whether these conduits extend the entire 875 feet. The second set of conduits
are believed to extend the entire length from Florida Avenue to pedestrian crosswalk over East 7%
Street. This set of conduits is fully encased in concrete which has been re-enforced with 1-inch
diameter steel rebar. These duct banks are located within the footprint of the future recharge galiery
and may also conflict with other proposed utilities to be installed through this area. The smaller set of
conduits does not appear to be encased in concrete and it appears that it can be removed as we work
through those areas. The removal of the concrete-encased duct bank will require significantly more
effort as it will involve specialized equipment, additional handling and disposal. This PCO includes the
scope and estimated cost to uncover the encased duct bank and survey the location such that it can be
compared to proposed ufility locations to evaluate what sections would need to be demaiished. I
sections can be left in place, it will reduce the cost of removal. If we know the locations where the duct
bank must be removed, we can remove all these sections in one mobilization, which further saves
removal costs.

JBCCI proposed to uncover the 875 linear feet (LF) section of duct bank every 50 feet or
approximately 18 locations. The soil will be excavated at each location such that the top and top edges
are uncovered. We will mark each side with a stake and position an open pipe directly on top of the
duct bark in a vertical manner and backfill the excavation. Our survey team will locate each stake and
record to top of duct bank elevation through the open pipes installed earlier. This data will be tabulated
and provided to the EOR such that the duct bank location can be plotted on the project construction
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plans to identify areas where conflicts will occur. Once this information is known, JBCCI can provide a
cost estimate for the removal of those sections. The estimated cost to locate the concrete encased

duct bank is as follows:
Estimated Cost

Pipe Crew Labor — One 5-Man crew day for 10 hours $ 1,400
Equipment — Truck, Excavator and Loader for one day $ 1,200

Survey Crew Labor/Equipment — 5 hours @ $180/hour $ 900

SOLE SOURCE JUSTIFICATION AND STATEMENT OF NEED

The National Network for Safe Communities (“National Network’™), a project of the John Jay College of
Criminal Justice, was launched in 2009 under the direction of David M. Kennedy. The National Network
focuses on supporting the implementation of sirategic interventions to reduce violence and improve
public safety, minimize arest and incarceration, and strengthen relationships between police and
communities. The Group Violence Intervention (GV1), first developed in Boston as “Operation
Ceasefire,” has been successfully applied in cities as diverse as Chicago, IL; Cincinnati, OH; New
Orleans, LA; and Stockton, CA. Substantial research and field experience has proven that these
interventions are associated with dramatic reductions in violent crime.

The National Network believes these successes mean that American cities can deal effectively with
violence in a fundamentally different way, reducing viclence while transforming broken relationships
between law enforcement and communities, and helping communities step forward and reset their own
public safety standards, The National Network provides technical assistance to jurisdictions around the
country that are currently implementing interventions and fucilitates collaborative working sessions to
tactlitate distance learning; address common issues; provide a supportive community of practice for new
jurisdictions; and make these interventions standard practice across the United States.

The National Network’s strategies recognize that serious violence in troubled neighborhoods is
concentrated among a remarkably small number of highly active people involved in the dynamics of
strect groups——gangs, drug crews, neighborhood sets, and the like. The internal dynamics of these groups
and the “street code” drive viclence among and between themn. The individuals who comprise these
groups typically constitute less than one half of one percent of a city’s population and are responsible for
half to three quarters of all homicide. This concentration creates a high-payo!T opportunity to intervene
using a community-based sirategy that focuses directly on the people or groups of people driving the
problems.

GV1 has shown repeatedly that a city can dramatically reduce homicide and gun violence when
community members and law enforcement join together to direcily engage with street group members and
clearly communicate 1) 2 credible, moral message against violence, 2) prior notice from law enforcement
about the consequences of further violence, and 3) a genuine offer of help for those who want it

Evidence on the efficacy of GVI and the National Network’s other approaches has mounted steadily over
the years as more and more cities put the strategies to the test. In 2012, a Campbell Collaboration
Systematic review—the gold standard in assessing the body of evidence in social science interventions—
_found “strong empirical evidence” for the effectiveness of GV1 in addressing group-related vialence.

Nearly 20 years of experience has demonsirated that, to successfully implement and sustain GV, cities
require consistent support from a seasaned technical assistance team. During the initial planning and
implementation period for GV, the National Network recommends that a community work directly and
regularly with technical advisors who can guide the strategy and ensure implementation fidelity.

A key part of the GVI strategy is coordinating communication between a city’s law enforcement,
community, and social service partners so that law enforcement and community resources can be
elfectively organized 1o serve the needs of high-risk group members and shift the dynamics of group





violence. Technical assistance is particularly important in organizing law enforcement intelligence around
group violence. While law enforcement has access to a wealth of informatien on current and historical
crimes, the information is often captured in a way that is more useful for prosecution than for violence
prevention. Information and current intelligence on the street scene are usually scattered among frontline
personnel and not systematically collected. An effective technical assistance team helps law enforcement
gather current data about local group violence dynamics in a useful way.

The research teamn that will provide technical assistance to Jacksonville’'s GVI efforts must have 1)
extensive experience performing similar research exercises in support of the National Network’s GVI
strategy; 2) experience working closely with police executives on managemeat and operations issues,
including data sharing and site specific information; 3} understanding and experience with law
enforcement sensitivities around implementing new initiatives and how 1o manage them effectively; 4)
capacity to work with law enforcement agencies to create effective management and accountability
structures and incorporate GV1 into routine agency operations; and 5) the respect of law enforcement
agencies necessary to problem-solving the typical implementation challenges of GVL

Due to the nature of this work, only a select few entities have the experience and expertise to perform this
technical assistance. David Kennedy and the National Network, having developed and refined the GVI
strategy, are uniquely well-suited to serve as consultant to Jacksonville’s law enforcement and community
partners in their implementation efforts. The National Network is the only entity that can offer access to
scores of jurisdictions across the country that are implementing its violence intervention strategies,
providing Jacksonville the opportunity to directly collaborate with and learn from peers doing this work.

Mr. Kennedy is among the nation’s most respected management consultants in the field of modern
policing and has been for over 20 years, since the mid-1990s, when he was the chief architect of Boston's
*QOperation Censefire,” on which GV1 is modeled. He and the National Network team are singularly
influential with major city chiefs around issues of police and management; count dozens of the most
respected sitting police chiefs among their current and former clieats; and have unique capacities to
analyze management and operations challenges for modern police departments and advise chiefs on how
to effectively address them.

This proposal outlines the National Network’s commitment to an ongoing relationship with Jacksonville, FL
for the purpose of continuing to advance and institutionalize a comprehensive Group Violence Intervention
(GVI) strategy in Jacksonville. The National Network will continue to work with key stakeholders in
Jacksonville to implement and support both the core GVI approach as well as cutting edge innovations in
project goverance, street-level communication, law enforcement intelligence analysis, media and
communications strategy, support and outreach structures, police legitimacy, and reconciliation work
between law enforcement and communities.

This proposal includes the following three components:
o A brief overview of the National Network’s approach to violence reduction.
e An overview of the National Network’s proposal for a term of work spanning May 2018 — May 2019.
¢ A budget narrative supporting the proposal scope of work.
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The National Network Approach: An Effective Response to Violence

Over 15 years of research has shown that violence and community disorder in troubled neighborhoods is
caused predominantly by a remarkably small and active number of people locked in the group dynamics of
gangs and drug crews. The National Network’s Group Violence Intervention (GVI) has repeatedly shown
that a jurisdiction can dramatically reduce violence when community members and law enforcement join
together to directly engage with these groups and clearly communicate 1) a credible moral message
against violence, 2) a credible law enforcement message about the consequences of further violence, and
3) a genuine offer of help for those who want it. To do this, the jurisdiction must assemble a partnership of
law enforcement, social service providers, and community actors (parents, ministers, outreach workers,
neighborhood associations, ex-offenders and others) to engage in a sustained approach to combat group
dynamics and enhance public safety. The key moment in the strategy is a “call-in,” a face-to-face meeting
between group members and the partnership, repeated at intervals as necessary. The partners deliver key
messages to group members: that the violence is wrong and has to stop; that the community needs them
alive, out of prison and with their loved ones; that help is available to afl who will take it; and that violence
will be met with swift, certain, and fair consequences.

A central operational shift is that law enforcement puts the groups/gangs on prior notice that further violence
will be met with a specific and swift response directed at the group as a whole rather than at individuals.

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1. Modify implementation structure to be area-specific. Jacksonville is a geographically large city
and is extraordinarily spread out. GVI was implemented citywide which means that all active
groups in the entire city are brought in for the same call-in and the first group/worst group
enforcement actions are based on citywide incidents. NNSC proposes adjusting this approach to
have micro-implementations in different areas of the city. This will allow the division commanders
to have more ownership over decisions around enforcement and custom notification delivery and
will encourage more localized community involvement. This shift will include the following
operational steps:

a. Identify micro-implementation areas based on shooting and homicide data and group
dynamics

b. Design area-based operations (shooting reviews, custom notifications, call-ins), but
ensuring they are coordinated citywide and information is being shared across
implementation areas, especially as it relates to shootings and homicides and group
activity

c. Assign area-based points of contact to coordinate regularly with GVI project manager,
Assistant Chief TK Waters and the core GVI implementation team in JSO

d. ldentify local community partners who can speak at call-ins, participate in custom
notifications, and engage in other GVl-related work

2. Strategic focus on getting the GVI message to the right people via custom notifications and
in-custody call-ins. GVI relies on members of active groups to be on probation or parole so that
representatives from each group can be compelled to attend call-ins and share that information
with the rest of their group. Jacksonville has relatively very few people on probation and parole and
has struggled to have all groups represented at call-ins. NNSC proposes a shift in focus on both a
robust rollout of custom notifications as well as in-custody call-ins. This includes the following
operational steps:

a. Assessment of groups that have been notified in the past six months via call-ins and
custom notifications to identify groups to prioritize for custom notifications
b. Establish area-specific custom notification delivery teams to be deployed more frequently
to all active groups in that area as well as in response to violence as it occurs and there is
retaliation potential
c. Identify jails and prisons where call-ins could occur and the message could be delivered to
group-involved individuals
i. Meet with corrections leadership to get approval to conduct call-ins
ii. Work with corrections officers to identify individuals to participate in call-ins
ii. Modify call-in speaker lineup and messaging as needed

3. Focus on building out the “support and outreach” framework. The offer of help is a key
element of the GVI strategy. During this period, the NNSC will work intensively with the
Jacksonville partnership to continue incorporating a support and outreach structure with a
commitment to the following characteristics:

a. Keeping the target street group population alive and out of prison
i. Building and adding additional support and outreach capacity through training
and peer leadership opportunities.
b. Affirmative outreach to establish new relationships and communities and an
understanding that leaving the street culture is an iterative process.
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i.  Bolstering community partnerships through participation in community
events and bringing community participation into GVI events.

i. ~Creating mentoring opportunities and peer support groups for the most at-
risk population.

c. Protecting group members from risk by directly addressing active conflicts to prevent
retaliatory violence and establishing safety protocols and mechanisms to keep group
members safe.

o Identify community partners with temporary or permanent housing relocation
options
o Real time custom notification delivery to quell beefs

d. Providing ‘the big small stuff” — low-level but critical resources, such as funds for public

transportation, emergency shelter, and the like
o Seek community partners that can meet the low-level needs of at-risk
individuals through small-scale funding or direct support measures.

e. Addressing trauma

o Adding outreach capacity and addressing trauma through Community Police
response to Victims of Violence (CPRVV)

This innovative support and outreach structure contains intricacies that the will require significant
attention. Specifically, the NNSC will prioritize supporting the new, full time support and outreach
coordinator to move this important work forward.

4. Integration of law enforcement partnership and community-based prevention and
intervention resources. NNSC proposes to formalize the relationship between the support and
outreach and community partners and JSO and articulate a coherent, sustainable structure for
sharing information, deploying resources, and debriefing efforts and impacts. Accountability/follow-
up measures should be put in place to information sharing and refine practices.

a. Launching weekly or biweekly community shooting review/community coordination
meeting modelled on Oakland and Stockton’s format (leveraging informal outreach
partnership). This could follow directly on the weekly shooting review.

B. PROJECT OVERVIEW - The project objective is to select a System that will enhance the services to our clients
and external contacts. It is the preference of the County to obtain a web- based (vendor-host) program that will provide
secure and reliable access. It is the goal of the County to maintain all of its claims and associated data on the same
system. The System selected through this solicitation must provide the ability to collect claim information, administer
claims, track reserves, payments and transactions, capture, process and report relevant data, and interface with third
party vendors and systems and support a paperless claims environment. All incidents will be reported to RMD who will then
enter the claim information into the system, including the scanning, or uploading supporting documentation directly into the
incident. Ifiwhen an incident is converted into a claim then the claim information will need to be transmitted to the County’s
current Third Party Adjuster (TPA). It will be critical that the System can obtain updates from an export file that a minimum will
include financials, and notes from the PGCS system.

It is the intent for the System be able to provide “field” personnel the ability to enter new incidents into the system and
attach supporting documentation electronically for RMD to evaluate and manage the incident from claim to closure.

C. Minimum Technical Standards:

1. Current System - The County currently relies solely on a Third Party Adjuster's system (TPA), PGCS Claim
Services (PGCS) to manage General Liability, Property and Workers Compensation claims. RMD staff does have access to
the PGCS system to review notes, and basic financial information on each claim.

The County has four (4) employees in the RMD who will be using the system and inputting data. Other users are to be
provided access to view claims, attachments, and reports but not be allowed to make any substantial changes to the data
base, commonly referred to as light users.

STATEMENT OF WORK

This Statement of Work (“SOW™) describes services to be performed by Origami Risk LLC (“Origami”) for Charlotte
County, Florida (“Client”). This SOW is subject to all the terms and conditions of the Software Subscription Agreement
between Client and Origami, into which it will now be integrated as Exhibit A.

PROJECT SCOPE

Provide and implement Origami’s Risk Management Information System (RMIS) to Client’s Risk Management team to
ensure accurate and consistent tracking and reporting of Client’s claims & locations as well as analytical analysis.
Client’s Location Hierarchy is anticipated to be formatted in six levels.

Client will be utilizing standard elements of claims management provided by the Origami Risk system. These include, but
are not limited to — notes, tasks, emails, file attachments, mail-merge and other such claims management features.

Client utilizes the services of PGCS for claims administration services. As such, there are no payments to be made in the
Origami system as client will not be utilizing claims administration licenses or configurations.

While Client is not using the Origami Risk system for full in-house adjudication of claims, they have elected to utilize the
Claims Administration licenses to allow for system access to allow for posting of financial values to those claims which
don’t get sent to the TPA.

(Example - a third party claim where Client’s vehicle backs into a mailbox, liability is clear and would only require a
simple replacement of a mailbox. Rather than send to the TPA in this scenario, Client will have standard claim handling
abilities in the system (such as send an email to authorize the department to repair, send/post the Invoice file attachment,
post the financial impact and close the file.)

Historical Data Conversion — there is no historical data conversion contemplated in this SOW. Data loaded by Origami
will solely consist of the claims data which will be provided in a monthly Claim Only data feed from Client’s TPA,
PGCS.

SERVICE LEVEL AGREEMENT (SLA)

SYSTEM AVAILABILITY

Origami Risk will be available 99.5% of the time, excluding unavailability as a result of any Excluded Event (the
“Availability Requirement”). This includes holidays, weekends, and non-business hours. It does not include planned
downtime. In normal circumstances, Origami Risk will schedule downtime between 8:00 PM CT and 7:00 AM CT.
Origami Risk will post system availability statistics quarterly.

“Excluded Event” means (i) scheduled maintenance windows of which Client is notified at least 24 hours in advance and
which occur outside of normal business hours; (ii) scheduled repairs of not more than two hours duration in any one week
period of which Client is notified at least four hours in advance and which occur outside of normal business hours; (iii)
critical repairs including security updates where advance notice cannot be reasonably provided; (iv) interruptions caused
by transmission errors, Internet service providers, vandalism, user error or other factors beyond Origami’s or its direct
service providers’ reasonable control; or (v) interruptions caused by any act or omission of Client (including any
employee, contractor, agent, customer, investor, consultant or third party user of Client or any of Client’s affiliates who
uses or accesses the service), including any failure or delay in the performance of its obligations or failure of Client’s
equipment or non-Origami software. The Availability Requirement applies only to Origami’s production environment
and not to Origami’s staging environment.

Service Credits:

In the event there is a material failure of Origami’s service to meet the Availability Requirement (a “Service Level
Failure™) in any calendar month, then Client shall have the following sole and exclusive remedy: Origami will
provide Client with a service credit on the next annual invoice equal to the pro-rated charges for one (1) full day
of the affected services (i.e., 1/30 of the monthly fee, assuming a thirty (30) day month) for each day during
which there was a Service Level Failure in such calendar month (a “Service Credit”). For clarity, such Service
Credit shall not include credit for hosting fees, data processing fees, professional services fees or any other
prepaid bundled fees other than licensing fees. '

If Client believes that it is entitled to receive Service Credits, Client shall notify Origami in writing within seven
business days after the applicable calendar month with a description of the Service Level Failure and the date and
time of such Service Level Failure. If Client does not notify Origami within such timeframe, then Client shall be
deemed to have waived all claims with respect to such Service Level Failure (but not to any future Service Level
Failure). Origami will make all determinations regarding Service Credits in its reasonable discretion.

For any given month, Client shall in no event be entitled to receive a Service Credit that exceeds 100% of its
monthly license fees for such month. Client agrees that Service Credits are the sole and exclusive remedy for any
Service Level Failure.

BACKUP AND RECOVERY

Origami currently backs up transactions every 15 minutes via incremental backups. A differential database backup is
performed nightly and a full backup is performed weekly. Backups are stored off site via Amazon S3, which has multiple
redundancy and 99.999999999% durability and 99.99% availability of objects over a given year. Periodic database
restore tests are performed to validate that backups are valid. Origami retains weekly backups for a minimum of six
months,
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NOTICES

Two email subscription options are available to each Origami Risk user. These determine the type of communication that
they will receive from Origami Risk.

* Emergency: Receive emails concerning outages and other system problems
* Maintenance: Receive emails concerning scheduled maintenance on the system.

This Statement of Work (“SOW”) describes services to be performed by Origami Risk LLC (“Origami”) for City of
Jacksonville, FL (“Client™).

WHEREAS, Origami entered into an agreement with Charlotte County to provide and implement a risk
management information system (RMIS), dated October 30, 2017 (the “Charlotte Contract”); and

MODIFICATIONS TO CHARLOTTE CONTRACT

1. Any reference to Charlotte Contract in the Charlotte Contract shall instead be deemed to refer to Client for
purposes of this SOW. To the extent that this SOW conflicts with any provision of the Charlotte Contract, the
provisions of this SOW shall govern.
