SCOPE

The Parks, Recreation and Community Services Division of the City of Jacksonville, Florida is currently
accepting bids to obtain source(s) of supply for the item(s) / service(s) as outlined in the bid documents
provided. The purpose of this bid invitation is to obtain information about your firm and its ability to
provide these items and to obtain pricing commitments for Agronomics Services for Various Park
Locations as listed in the bid documents.

AWARD

Award will be ALL OR NONE to the lowest responsive, responsible bidder. The City will determine
low bid based on granular unit pricing but reserves the right to award optional Liquid based unit pricing
by item as determined in the best interest of the City. Bidders must bid on all items to be considered for
award. ALL awards are subject to the availability of funds.

TERM OF AGREEMENT

The term of this agreement is one year from date of award, with two (2) one (1) year renewal options.
Renewal Options may be exercised at the discretion of the City based on supplier performance and
adherence to the terms and condition set forth in the bid documents.

REQUIREMENTS

Bidders should submit or comply with the following requirements; failure to submit any of these
requirements may be grounds for rejection:

a) The contractor shall provide a list of all personnel that will be working on this project. Included on
the list will be personnel responsible for application of all chemicals with copies of their appropriate
licensing from the State of Florida Department of Agriculture. All required licensing shall be kept in
an active status for the duration of the project. Any needed increase in labor and/or equipment or
revision of this list, as determined by the City, will not be considered justifiable cause for an
adjustment of the bid proposal prices under this contract.

STATE CONTRACTS

The City reserves the right to utilize contracts established by the State of Florida and or other
governmental agencies for item(s)/service(s) covered under this bid. The city reserves the right to cancel
this contract in whole or in part for such item(s)/service(s).

QUANTITIES

Quantities indicated reflect the estimated quantities to be purchased throughout the contract period and
are subject to fluctuation in accordance with actual requirements. The City reserves the right to purchase

SPECIFICATIONS

SCOPE:

The work covered under the bid specifications consists of furnishing all labor, materials, and equipment
to perform all operations necessary for agronomic services on recreational sites. Applications and
operations are to be performed to the satisfaction of the Parks District Manager.

Weed, pest and disease control will be performed, when requested, and pursued until the weed or pest is
eradicated to the satisfaction of the Parks District Manager.

JOB SITE LOCATIONS:

The job sites will be at selected recreational sites within the City. An estimated list of the recreational
sites is attached in Appendix A. Additional locations may be added to this list at any time during the life
of the contract. Sites on this list may be deleted at any time during the life of this contract.

INTENT OF PROJECT:

It is the intent of these contract documents to provide a service for fertilization, insect and disease
control applications to recreational sites within the limits of the City of Jacksonville. It is not the intent
of these contract documents to minutely define the mode of providing this service, but rather to set forth
rational and reasonable performance criteria for accomplishment of the service.

APPLICATION:
The term “APPLICATION" as used in this document, shall be defined as fertilization, insect control,
weed control, pre-emergent, or any and all combinations thereof.

WORK HOURS:

In general, all work shall be performed during daylight hours. For special operations, night work may
be allowed if authorized in advance by the Parks District Manager. No work shall be performed when
weather conditions limit visibility to less than 500 feet.

No work shall be done on Saturdays, Sundays or City holidays. Exceptions to this rule shall be made
only by written permission of the Parks District Manager.

SUSPENSION OF WORK:

The Parks District Manager shall have the authority to suspend work, wholly or in part, for such periods
as may be deemed necessary. These periods of suspension include adverse weather conditions, heavy
traffic conditions due to special events and other situations that may cause a hazardous condition for
pedestrians. Such suspensions of work will be ordered in writing explaining the reason for the
suspension. Normal operations may resume when directed by the Parks District Manager.

No Separate payment will be made for delay.

EXAMINATION OF WORK SITE:
Appendix A shows an estimated list of the work sites. It is the responsibility of the Contractor to
examine carefully the sites of the proposed work, including job site conditions, and the proposal, plans,

specifications and all other documents comprising the contract for the work contemplated, before
submitting a proposal.

PERMIT, NOTIFICATION AND FEES:
It shall be the Contractor’s responsibility to secure and pay for any and all permits that may be required
to accomplish the work. It shall also be the Contractor’s responsibility to conduct the work in
accordance with required local, state, and federal regulations. All permit fees, if any, associated with the
performance of this contract shall be borne by the Contractor.

RESPONSIBILITY FOR DAMAGES AND PRESERVATION OF PROPERTY:

The Contractor shall preserve from damage all property associated with, or which is in the vicinity, or is
in any area affected by the work. This applies to public and private property and /or utilities. Included in
these provisions are private owner items such as shrubbery planting, irrigation systems, which may be
located on City right of way, or the job site. The Parks District Manager shall make prompt
determination of liability in case of damage.

Any damages occurring to such properties shall be immediately repaired at the expense of the
Contractor to a condition equal or better than existing before such damage occurred, except as outlined
above, provided that damage was caused by or resulted from negligence on the part of the Contractor.

The City will accept no billing until all work and/or repairs have been satisfactorily completed.
Verification of ordered parts will be required for all exceptions, in the event all work and/or repairs have
not been completed.

QUANTITIES ESTIMATED:

The undersigned Contractor fully understands that the items and respective guantities set forth in the
proposal have been established to assist the Contractor in deriving unit prices for the work for which
may or may not be called for during the extent of this contract. The City reserves the right to decrease or
increase quantities with no change to the unit price established in the proposal.

It is understood that the specific sites, as well as the number of treatments, set forth in the proposal form
are subject to change and that payments will be made only for work satisfactorily completed as defined
in the contract documents.

The contract is governed by budgetary restriction, and the actual reimbursement to the Contractor will
be based on the unit price of the actual amount of work authorized, completed, and approved by the
Parks District Manager. Final reimbursement may be less than the contracted amount since all quantities
are estimated and no quantities are guaranteed.

If the Parks District Manager request fertilization, pest control, weed control, disease control, or pre-
emergent at additional sites, payment for those additional areas will be paid in accordance with the unit
prices as specified in the bid proposal.

LIMITATION OF OPERATION:

No equipment shall be left on the job site overnight unless approved by the Parks District Manager.

All service and supply operations shall be conducted at a location that does not interfere with vehicle or
pedestrian traffic. No supply vehicles shail enter a play surface except to repair or remove inoperable
equipment and then only when such repair or removal necessitates a service vehicle.

Work shall be performed only on City property or private property with proper easements, Care shall be
taken so as not to disturb any private property.
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All fertilization and pest control activities shall be conducted during daylight hours, unless otherwise
approved by the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department.

METHOD OF OPERATION:
No work shall be started without prior notification from the Parks, Recreation and Community Services
Department. Work shall begin within ten (10) days following receipt of notification.

METHOD OF PAYMENT:

Funding for this project will be provided by issuance of a purchase order for all work. The purchase
order will provide funding for fertilization, insect control, weed control, disease control and pre-
emergent for any site maintained by the City regardless of whether or not it is listed in Appendix A. The

Contractor will only be paid for work that has been satisfactorily completed, approved, and accepted, by
the Parks District Manager.

Payment for the work performed under these bid specifications will be made at the contract unit price set
forth in the proposal. Each unit price shall include the furnishing of all material, equipment, tools, labor,
and supervision to complete the work as planned.

FERTILIZATION OF IDENTIFIED SITES:

The Contractor shall be responsible for applications of granular or liquid based fertilizer to all sites listed
in Appendix A. The table, which is Appendix B, shall be adhered to for the timing of applications, rate
of nitrogen per application and the different types of fertilizer to be used. Fertilizer will be applied in the
months of March thru October, The City can choose to change fertilizer type and formulation listed in
the table of Appendix B at any time during the contract period.

Fertilizer shall be applied to the total acreage of each site listed in Appendix A. All sites listed in
Appendix A shall be fertilized between the first day and the last day of the appropriate month.

If granular fertilizer is used, fertilizer shall be applied using a rotary type spreader, which is

calibrated to apply the appropriate amount of nitrogen per 100 sqft. as listed in the table of
Appendix B.

If liquid fertilizer is used, fertilizer should not be applied: (1) when forecast is calling for rain
within 24 hours of application, and (2) during periods of high wind (over 10 mph).

Fertilizer applications shall follow the annual schedule listed in Appendix B unless as ordered by the
Division Chief or his assignee. All fertilizer applications will be at the unit price established in the bid
proposal. (Bid Item #2, 3, 4, 5, and 6)

Damage to turf due to fertilization operations will be the responsibility of the Contractor. Any turf
damaged by operations will be replaced with turf of the same species as that damaged at the
Contractor’s expense.

Fertilizer should be applied uniformly to the turf area to prevent “streaking” or “spotty” turf color. If the
Parks District Manager determines that turf color does not appear to be uniform after a monthly
application at a site, the contractor will be required to re-apply fertilizer until uniformity in color is
determined adequate by the Division Chief or Parks District Manager at no additional charge to the City.
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TYPES OF FERTILIZER:

The Contractor shall supply and apply the brand and formulations of fertilizer listed in Appendix B for
each monthly application. The City can choose to change the fertilizer type and formulation listed in the
table of Appendix B at any time during the contract period.

The brand of fertilizer required in Appendix B may be substituted with an approved equal brand.
Substitutions must be approved at a minimum of seven (7) days prior to bid opening. An email
detailing the specifications of the substitution must be submitted to the Purchasing Analyst,
Ruben Ola, RubenOQ @ coj.net.

PRE-EMERGENT OF IDENTIFIED SITES:

The Contractor shall be responsible for one (1} application of pre-emergent to all sites in Appendix A.
The table which is Appendix B shall be adhered to for the timing of applications and different types of
pre-emergent to be used. Pre-emergent will be applied in the first 10-days of the month of March and
shall not be combined with any other application unless agreed upon by the City of Jacksonville.

Pre-emergent applications shall follow an annual one (1) month schedule unless changed in writing, by
the Division Chief or Parks District Manager. All pre-emergent applications will be at the unit price
established in the bid proposal. (Bid Item #1)

The Contractor shall supply and apply the brand formulations of pre-emergent listed in Appendix B for
each monthly application.

The brand of pre-emergent required in Appendix B may be substituted with an approved equal.

FERTILIZATION APPLICATIONS:

The contractor agrees to furnish all labor, equipment, and chemicals to successfully treat the Bermuda
turf sites listed in Appendix A to provide adequate nutrition that promotes turf density and in turn
improves field safety and playing conditions. The contractor applying chemicals shall be licensed by the
State of Florida’s Department of Agriculture and must provide proof of license (s), by discipline or
chemicals to be applied, at the time of bid opening. The required license(s) shall remain effective
throughout the duration of this contract. The contractor will provide a unit price based on estimated
quantities given in the bid schedule. Turf areas will be treated based on unit prices established in the bid
proposal (Bid Item #'s 3-7).
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WEED, DISEASE AND INSECT CONTROL:

The Contractor agrees to furnish all labor, equipment and chemicals to successfully treat the Bermuda
turf sites listed in Appendix A for insects and weeds. The contractor applying chemicals shall be
licensed by the State of Florida’s Department of Agriculture and must provide proof of license (s), by
discipline or chemicals to be applied, at the time of bid opening. The required license(s) shall remain
effective throughout the duration of this contract. The Contractor will provide a unit price based on
estimated quantities given in the bid schedule. Turf areas will be treated based on unit prices established
in the bid proposal (Bid Item #2 and 8,9, 10 & 11).

Weed, disease and insect treatments in turf will be recommended by the contractor and reviewed by the
Division Chief or Parks District Manager. When the Contractor receives written notification to proceed
with work, the Contractor will proceed with the eradication of the insect, weeds or disease in the
quantified turf area. Additional applications shall be made to completely remove the insect, disease or
weeds in the quantified area on an as needed basis at additional charge to the City.

Adequacy/completeness/effectiveness of insecticide/herbicide/fungicide spraying shall be based on
results as determined by the Division Chief or Parks District Manager. If the application is determined
to be ineffective by a single application, the contractor shall return and re-apply regardless of the
number of applications until effective control of the pest or weed is achieved as determined by the
Division Chief or Parks District Manager. Each additional site spraying to achieve control shall be done
at NO additional cost to the City.

SCHEDULE OF WORK:

The Contractor shall be responsible for establishing an application schedule, which shall be approved by
the City prior to beginning work. Once the schedule has been established and approved, no changes shall
be made without prior approval by the City.

OTHER REQUIREMENTS:

a} The Contractor shall neither use nor recommend the use of chemicals, application methods or
practices that do not comply with state and/or federal regulations.

b) In addition to routine applications of fertilizer, the Contractor shall respond in a timely manner to a
request for an additional application(s) of fertilizer and/or pest and weed control applications if the
Parks District Manager deems it necessary.

INGRESS/EGRESS:

The City shall arrange for and designate ingress/egress points to work areas and the Contractor shall use
only these points.

REPORTS:

The Contractor shall provide the City with a Report of operations including location, acreage of
treatments and any other related information or recommendations requested by the Parks District
Manager that may be of importance to the City in planning future weed control. The report will be
supplied to the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department, 214 N. Hogan Street 4" Floor,
Jacksonville, FL 32202 within ten (10) days after each monthly treatment has been applied. In addition,

the Contractor shall be responsible for submitting reports required to any and all state regulatory
agencies, if required.
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A “Daily Project Report “shall be authorized by the contractor and submitted to the Parks District
Manager for each day that work is performed. This report shall be in Microsoft Office Word, Excel or
pdf format and emailed to the Division Chief and Parks District Manager. At a minimum, the report will
include site(s) worked by date, contract task worked on and/or completed that day. It should also include
weather, number of personnel, equipment used, and any problems encountered.

EQUIPMENT:

The Contractor must have adequate equipment to apply fertilizer, pest, disease and weed control
products as required to meet job specifications. A list of equipment must be submitted on the form
provided in Appendix C at the time of bid opening to be considered for this bid.

BILLING:

In the Contractor’s monthly invoice, the following billing format shall be used. An invoice, on one (1)
page, shall be submitted for EACH site worked during the billing period. On that invoice, it shall define
the site worked, bid item task completed and billing cost for that site. Lump sum billings for aggregate
sites will not be accepted.

Contractor must obtain prior approval from the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department
before performing any and all work outside the limits of the bid items listed in the bid proposal

St. Johns County is a tax exempt entity. Invoices submitted by the Contractor cannot include a line for taxes. Any and all

costs associated with taxes required to be paid by the Contractor must be incorporated into the pricing submitted under this
bid.

MIMINUM QUALIFICATION OF CONTRACTOR(S)

Bidders must be licensed to do business in the State of Florida, and possess a Local Business Tax Receipt for St. Johns
County, FL.

Bidders must be a licensed Painting Contractor in St. Johns County OR a Certified General Contractor for the State of
Florida. Prime bidders are also required to currently hold and provide proof of any and all certifications and licenses required
by Federal, State and/or County law, rule, regulation or ordinance in the submitted bid.

Proof of qualifications shall be provided by completing and submitting Attachment “B” — License/Certification List along
with a copy of each license and certificate listed. All licenses, certifications and pre-qualifications must be valid and current
on the date bids are submiited.

Bidders must have three (3) years® experience including at least one (1) municipality of similar size, in the last three (3)
years of this solicitation in providing paint services.

BACKGROUND CHECKS

The awarded Contractor(s) shall be required to perform background screenings on any and all personnel to perform services,
at any time, on County property, under the awarded Agreement.

To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Contractor(s) shall indemnify and hold harmless the Owner, its officials, and
employees, from and against liability, claims, damages, losses and expenses including attorney’s fees arising out of or
resulting from performance of the work, provided that such lability, claims, damages, loss or expense is attributable 1o
bodily injury, sickness, disease or death, or to injury to or destruction of tangible property (other than the work itself)
including loss of use resulting therefrom, but only to the extent caused in whole or in part, by negligent acts or omissions
of the Contractor(s), a Subcontractor(s), or anyone directly or indirectly employed by them or anyone for whose acts they
may be liable, regardless of whether or not such liability, claim, damage, loss or expense is caused in part by a party
indemnified hereunder.

In claims against any person or entity indemnified under this paragraph by an employee of the Contractor(s),
Subcontractor(s), anyone directly or indirectly employed by them or anyone for whose acts they may be liable, the
indemnification obligation under this shall not be limited by a limitation on amount or type of damages, compensation or
benefits payable by or for the Contractor(s) or a Subcontractor(s) under workers’ compensation acts, disability benefits acts
ot other employee benefits acts.

CONTRACT AGREEMENT & TERM

If awarded, the initial contract term shall be for a period of five (5) calendar years with no renewal option, providing
satisfactory performance has been maintained by the Contractor(s), and availability of funding. The contract renewal shall
be contingent upon the availability of funds, satisfactory performance by the Contractor(s), and approval by the appropriate
St. Johns County representatives. The County is under no obligation to exercise any of the available renewals. All renewals
available under this contract are optional to the County.

TERMINATION

Failure on the part of the Contractor(s) to comply with any portion of the duties and obligations under the Contract
Agreement shall be cause for termination. If the Contractor(s) fails to perform any aspect of the responsibilities described
herein St. Johns County shall provide written notification of any and all items of non-compliance. The Contractor(s) shall
then have three (3) consecutive calendar days to correct any and all items of non-compliance. If the items of non-compliance
are not correcled, or acceptable corrective action has not been taken within the three (3) consecutive calendar days, the
Contract Agreement may be terminated by St. Johns County for cause, upon giving ten (10) consecutive calendar days
written notice to the Contractor(s). Issuance of more than one (1) Notice of Default during the term of the Contract shall be
grounds for termination.

The County may terminate the Contract Agreement at any time, without cause, upon thirty (30) consecutive calendar days
written notice to the Contractor(s) of intention to do so.

If, at any time, the Contract Agreement with the awarded Contractor(s) is terminated by the County, whether for cause or
for convenience, the County may, at its sole discretion, negotiate with the second lowest, responsible, responsive bidder for
the required services in order to enter into a contract with that Contractor(s) to prevent a gap in services for the County, if
it serves the best interest of the County to do so.

TAXES
Project is subject to Federal Excise and Florida Sales Taxes, which must be included in Bidder’s proposal.

INSURANCE

The Contractor(s) shall not commence work under the awarded Contract Agreement until he/she has obtained all insurance
required under this section and such insurance has been approved by the County. All insurance policies shall be issued by
companies authorized 1o do business under the laws of the State of Florida.

Compliance
with the foregoing requirements shall not relieve the Contractor(s) of its liability and obligations under the awarded Contract
Agreement.

St. Johns County is seeking customer-oriented Contractor(s) to provide painting services on an “as needed basis”. Projects
may be interior or exterior on different types of surfaces and includes doors and door frames as required. The County
makes no guarantee of a specific volume of work 1o be performed under this bid. Contractor shall furnish all labor,
materials, supplies and equipment to clean and prepare surface including patching. masking, sealing and finish painting of
areas designated by the County.

If at any time the County should require any Painting Services that are not priced in the Bid. a
County representative shall request a proposal for the services in writing. Any addition or removal of services shall be
authorized with a Contract Amendment signed by both parties.

PRECONSTRUCTION MEETING
A preconstruction meeting between County Representative and Contractor’s Representative for each project shall
be held on site. Discussion items will include:

a. Specific site issues,

b. A tour of the project area and determination of the scope of work.
c. Badging. identification and other security issues,

d. Special requirements for any utility shutdowns required,

e. Paint and other products,

f. Preparatory work necessary

PROPOSALS

Pricing proposals shall be requested from the Contractor, as determined by the County, for each project. Upon request
from the County, the Contractor shall submit a pricing proposal for each project, which shall include, at a minimum, a
breakout of the scope of services required to satisfactorily complete the project. as determined by the County. a breakout
of the costs required to complete the project. including any and all materials, equipment rental, labor, permitting fees, or
other costs associated with performing the work, and a proposed schedule for completing the required work. The pricing
proposal must be on company letterhead, dated, and signed by an authorized representative of the Contractor. The County
shall review the proposal, and if discussion or negotiations are required, shall be conducted at the discretion of the
Countv. The project shall be awarded to the Contractor that submiis the mosi cost effective proposal, or that best serves
the interest of the County. If the County determines that the proposal is out of line with the proposed budget, schedule, or
requirements of the project, the County reserves the right to refuse any submitted pricing proposal, from any Contractor,
at any time. The County is under no obligation to accept any submitted pricing proposal from any Contractor, for any
project.

TASK ORDERS

Upon acceptance of a pricing proposal by the County, a Task Order shall be issued, and fully executed by both parties
prior to any work being performed on any project. The Task Order shall provide, at a minimum, the general scope of the
project. the value or cost of the project, and the schedule for completion. Receipt of a fully executed Task Order shall
serve as Notice to Proceed for each project, unless otherwise stated on the Task Order.

The County is under no obligation to issue any Task Order to any Contractor under this Contract.

a. Maximum Project Cosls
The maximum project costs eligible to be authorized by Task Order under the awarded Contracts is $200.000. Any project
that is estimated Lo exceed thal amount, must be submilted 1o the SJC Board of County Commissioners for approval prior
to the Task Order being issued.

If a Task Order is valued at less than $200,000, but an additive change order increases the value beyond that threshold, the
Change Order shall be approved by SJC Administration prior to the issuance of the Change Order.

b. Change Orders
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Change Orders will be issued by the SIC Purchasing Department, for additive or deductive changes to the project value,
schedule changes beyond the completion date as provided in the Task Order, or for changes o the scope of work, as
originally provided in the Task Order. Upon request by the County, the Contracior shall submit a proposal for each
Change Order, that shall include, at a minimum, a detailed description of the changes to the scope, price, or schedule
provided in the original Task Order, as well as an explanation as to why the change is necessary.

EQUIPMENT

Use equipment designed for the performance of work described herein. Bidder shall provide a list of all equipment that
will be used for any services described within the Bid on Attachment “I”, provided herein. Maintain equipment in good
repair and operating condition at all times, meeting all applicable safety requirements. Maintain safety devices at all times
while the equipment is in use.

The Contractor must rent, if not owned, any high-lift equipment needed to perform the services. Bidder shall provide the
Percentage Mark Up Over Cost for any rented equipment, on Exhibit “A”, provided herein. Supporting documentation of
the Contractor's actual cost plus percentage markup, not to exceed three (3%) percent, will be required with the final
invoice for verifying cost.

Do not use equipment on the County’s property that may damage buildings, structures or any other assets. Repair damage
resulting from work activities at no cost to the County before invoicing for project activities.

OUALITY ASSURANCE
Contractor shall, upon request by the County, provide a list of employees assigned to the project. This list shall be

approved by the County representative prior to the start of the project. The County reserves the right to refuse any
employee on the list.

EPA Safe Centification: Re-painting renovation work (disturbing paint surfaces) on buildings constructed prior to 1978
require the contracting firm to be EPA certified for conducting abatement and renovations, and follow specific work
practices to prevent lead contamination.

Review existing conditions to ensure compatibility of the total system for various substrates. On request, furnish
information on characteristics of finish materials to ensure use of compatible primers.

Codes and Standards: In addition to complying with pertinent codes and regulations, comply with the Painting and
Decorating Contractors of America (PDCA) in their "PDCA Industry Standards.”

HAZARD COMMUNICATION

Contractors working on the jobsite are required to bring copies of all Safety Data Sheets (SDS} for hazardous materials
they are bringing on the jobsite so that the information is accessible to all St. Johns County employees. It is preferred that
each contractor bring their hazardous communication program and SDS in a binder labeled with the contractor's name and
identified as a Hazardous Communication/GHS Program. Upon leaving the jobsite and the removal of all hazardous
materials, contractors shall take their information with them.

PROJECT CONDITIONS
Contractor shali ensure environmental conditions (temperature, humidity, and ventilation) within limits recommended by

coating manufacturer for optimum results. Do not install products under environmental conditions outside manufacturer's
absolute limits.

Contractor shall, if requested by the County, shall provide a Paint Manufacturer Inspection report showing the substrate
has been reviewed, is properly prepared, and is compatible for the scheduled coating system.

Contractor shall provide adequate lighting, if building lighting is not available, during the application of any coating
system. Minimum level shall be the level that will be required for the intended use of the space.
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Hazardous Malerials: it is not expected that hazardous materials will be encountered in the work except as noted in the
LOI for coatings containing lead. If materials suspected of containing hazardous materials are encountered, Contractor
shall not disturb; immediately notify the County Representative. County will remove hazardous materials under a separate
contract,

STORAGE AND HANDLING
Store materials at minimum ambient temperature of 45 degrees Fahrenheit and a maximum 90 degrees Fahrenheit,
in a well-ventilated area.

All materials and debris must be removed from the Site each night (Unless written permission is granted). County
receplacles will not be permitted for disposal of materials and/or debris.

Use all means necessary to ensure the safe use of paint materials and the safe disposal of waste.
Maintain designated mixing area neat and clean at all times.

WARRANTY
Contractor's Warranty: Contractor shall guarantee painting and protective coating work against defects in surface
preparation, miscellaneous materials, and application for a period of 2 years.

Surfaces and finishes which show evidence of premature failure shall be re-prepared and re-coated as originally specified
at no cost to the County.

Repaired area(s) will then be guaranteed as above, commencing on the acceptance by the County of the re-coating work.

PRODUCTS
Unused paint and paint products will be left at the work site in their original containers and will be removed by County
personnel, upon completion of work.

Apply paint at the manufacturer’s recommended spreading rate.

All material supplied to the County must be 100% lead free. Bidder. by virtue of bidding, certifies by signing bid
that if awarded any portion of this bid, will supply only material or equipment that is 100% lead free. The County
reserves the right to furnish paint to the Contractor.

CONTRACTOR'S EXAMINATION REQUIREMENTS

Provide adhesion testing on all surfaces per ASTM D3359. Test at a frequency of once per coal. in a location determined
by the County.

Do not paint over dirt, rust, scale, grease, moisture, scuffed surfaces, or conditions otherwise detrimental to

formation of a durable paint surface.

Do nol paint over labels of independent testing agencies or equipment name, identification, performance
rating. or nomenclature plates.
Test primers for compatibility with subsequent cover materials when different from manufacturer’s instructions.

Take necessary measures to ensure that workers and work areas are protected from fire and health hazards resulting from
handling. mixing, and application.

CONTRACTOR'’S SURFACE PREPARATION REQUIREMENTS
EPA Lead-Safe Procedures: When applicable, Contractor shall follow procedures outlined in the EPA Lead-Safe Bulletin
for preparation and during the Work.

Caulking: Remove deteriorated caulking and replace with new. Tool joint to match existing.
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General

i.  Perform preparation and cleaning procedures in accordance with paint manufacturer's instructions, and as
specified, for each subsirate condition.

1. Protect at all times, in areas where painting is being done, floors, equipment, fixtures, furniture, other finished
surfaces, and substrates adjacent to paint work.

ili.  Provide all drop cloths, masking, and other protection necessary to prevent damage to adjacent surfaces.
iv.  Be responsible for all broken or damaged elements that result from equipment movement.

v.  Remove hardware, hardware accessories, machined surfaces, plates, lighting fixtures, electrical device covers,
and similar items in place prior to surface preparation and painting operations. Following completion of
painting and Owner’s acceptance of each space or area, reinstall removed items.

vi.  Ifremoval is impractical or impossible because of size or weight of the item, provide surface-applied
protection before surface preparation and painting,

vil.  Before applying paint or other surface treatments, clean substrates of substances that could impair bond of
the various coatings. Remove oil and grease before cleaning.

Unacceptable Surfaces: Re-paint the entire existing wall from intersection to intersection.
Provide barrier coats over incompatible primers or remove and re-prime.

Shellac and spot prime with industry accepted “stain killers” at all marks or stains which may bleed through final
finishes. Back-roll when stain Killer is sprayed.

Ensure primers are tinted per the direction of authorized County representative.

Before applying succeeding coats, primers and undercoats shall be integral and shall function as intended. The
determination of how many coats, if any, of primer and how many coats of paint are required for each project shall be
determined by the County Representative and discussed during the Pre-bid meeting. Each coat of primer/paint shall be
verified and signed off on by the County Representative prior to the application of the next coat. Touch up all scratches,
abrasions and other disfigurements and remove any foreign matter before proceeding with the following coat. All spot-
priming or spot-coating shall be feathered into adjacent surfaces for a smooth final surface.

Scuff sand all high-gloss coatings lightly and clean dust between coats. Avoid cross scratches and swirls.
OPTION: Remove gloss by a chemical deglosser recommended by coating manufacturer.

Abrade existing epoxy coatings as recommended by coating manufaciurer to receive new epoxy coating system.
Remove all loose and peeling coatings and sand to a feather line. Patch and prime area as required.

STEEL AND IRON SURFACES:

All steel to be coated will currently have a primer/top coat system applied. These areas are mostly door frames and doors
(There may also be other steel items).

Areas that have had shop prime coal damage are to be re-prepared by receiving a power tool cleaning if so mandated
by the County Representative. Sand to a feather edge to make final re-coat inconspicuous.

WOOD AND STEEL DOORS AND FRAMES:

Sand existing coating smooth. Remove dust, dirt, tape, staples, nails, screws, other anchors, and foreign materials
that could prevent a smooth final appearance.

Clean surfaces with Krud Kutter or equal family of products
Patch wood with patch material recommended by paint manufacturer, compatible with scheduled coating syster.
Repair steel with a 2-part polyester resin (Trade Name: Bondo). Mix portions per manufacturer’s instructions. Do not
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use material after designated drying time. Sand smooth.

OPTION: To remove the gloss from shiny paint surfaces to be recoated. use a commercial deglosser, recommended
by paint manufacturer, compatible with final coating system.

CONCRETE, STUCCO AND MASONRY SURFACES:
Remove loose particles, sand, and other contaminants with a stiff brush. Test for alkalinity and moisture content.

Do not paint surfaces where moisture content or alkaline level exceeds that permiited in manufacturer's written
instructions.

Remove laitance, efflorescence. form oil, curing compounds, scale, sal or alkali powder, mold, mildew, and other
foreign matter by methods recommended by coatings manufacturer. Rinse with fresh water. Allow to dry.

Correct any alkalinity imbalance that may be detrimental to the coating system’s performance.
Use mechanical methods of surface preparation when recommended by coating manufacturer.
Remove damaged stucco to an appropriate area sufficient enough to patch in kind, matching existing finish.

WOOD SURFACES:
Clean surfaces of dirt, oil, and other foreign substances with scrapers, mineral spirits, and sandpaper, as required.
Seal knots, pitch streaks and sappy sections.

Fill nail holes and other indentations with putty, flush with adjacent surfaces after primer has dried.
Sand wood surfaces smooth with 100 grit sandpaper and remove dust.

Scrape and clean small, dry, seasoned knots and apply a thin coat of shellac or other recommended knot sealer before
application of primer. Sand smooth when dried.

Continue filling holes and other blemishes and re-priming and sanding until surface is siooth, and acceptable to the
Owner. Multiple attempts may be required.

Gypsum Board Surfaces

Fill nail holes up to holes (1) inch in the largest direction with filler compound and spot prime defects afier repair.
Plaster

Fill hairline cracks, small holes, and imperfections with latex patching plaster. Finish smooth and flush with adjacent
surfaces.

Do not begin paint application until finishing compound (and other patching compounds) is dry and can be
sanded smooth.

COATING SYSTEM:
After prep work is complete and the County Representative has inspected and approved, provide the following re-
coat system:

i.  Prime-coat (if required by the County)

ii.  Stain killer Coating (if required by the County)

ii.  Latex or epoxy coaling
iv.  Non-Compatible Finishes: Materials or equipment with non-compatible factory finishes shall receive
an application of an intermediate or barrier material as required by the manufacturer of finish product.

CONTRACTORS MATERIALS PREPARATION REQUIREMENTS:

Mix and prepare painting materials in accordance with manufacturer's written instructions.

Store materials not in actual use in tightly covered containers. Maintain containers used in storage, mixing, and
application of paint in a clean condition, free of foreign materials and residue.

Stir materials before application 1o produce a mixture of uniform density and stir as required during application. Do not
stir surface film into material. Remove film and, if necessary, strain material before using.
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CONTRACTOR'S APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS:

a. General:
i. Apply paint in accordance with manufacturer's directions. Use applicators and techniques best suited for

substrate and type of material being applied.

ii. Apply additional coats when undercoats, stains, or other conditions show through final coat of paint, until
paint film is of uniform finish, color, and appearance.

iii. Paint surfaces behind movable equipment and furniture same as similar exposed surfaces. Paint surfaces
behind permanently-fixed equipment or furniture by taping up to any inaccessible areas.

iv. Paint visible sides of access panels and removable or hinged covers to match exposed surfaces.

v. Finish exterior doors on tops, bottoms, and side edges same as exterior faces unless otherwise indicated.

vi. Allinterior and exterior frame and door sutfaces shall be coated as part of this contract.

b. Use atack rag to tack off all gypsum walls prior to priming.

¢. Brush or roll out and work materials onto surfaces in an even film, free of marks.

d. Make each application to provide a uniform finish, distinctively darker than the preceding. Make edges adjoining
other materials or colors sharp and clean, without overlapping. Sand between applications with fine sandpaper or
rub surfaces with pumice stone in accordance with manufacturer’s directions, where required to produce a smooth
even finish.

e. Scheduling Painting:

i. Apply first coat material to surfaces that have been cleaned, pretreated, or otherwise prepared for painting
as soon as practicable afier preparation and before subsequent surface deterioration,

f.  Prime Coats:

i. Apply prime coat of material which is required to be painted or finished and which has not been prime

coated by others.

ii. Recoat primed and sealed surfaces where there is evidence of suction spots or unsealed areas in first coat, to
assure a finish coat with no burn through or other defects due to insufficient sealing.

iif. Coordinate manufacturer’s prime coats with finish coats.

iv. Priming, at the discretion of the County, may not be required on some surfaces that have no repairs or
other blemishes.

g. Pigmented Finishes:

i. Completely cover to provide an opaque, smooth surface of uniform finish, color, appearance, and coverage.

Cloudiness, spotting, holidays, laps, brush marks, runs, sags, ropiness, or other surface imperfections will not
be acceptable.

il. If undercoats or other conditions show through topcoat, apply additional stain blocks and final coats until cured
film has a uniform paint finish, color, and appearance.

h.  Accents and Graphics:

i. Where required, provide appropriate materials such as tape to achieve crisp edges where accent lines or other
specialty graphics are scheduled.

ii. Provide tape specifically designed for painting that will not damage previously applied coating.

FIELD QUALITY CONTROL.:

Work is subject to inspection by County representative(s) at any time. County may also engage the services of a
qualified testing agency to sample paint materials being used. Samples of material delivered 1o Site will be taken,
identified, sealed, and certified in presence of applicator.

Lead Paint Cleaning Verification: Contractor shall provide the required cleaning verification for projects
following the EPA Lead-Safe protocols.

Repainted interior surfaces shall be considered to lack uniformity and soundness il any of the following defects are
apparent:
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a. Brush / roller marks, streaks. laps. runs. sags, drips, heavy stippling. hiding or shadowing by inefficient
application methods. skipped or missed areas, or foreign materials in paint coatings.

b.Evidence of poor coverage at rivet heads, plate edges. lap joints, crevices. pockets, corners and re-entrant
angles.

c. Damage due to touching before paint is sufficiently dry or any other contributory cause.
d. Damage due to application on moist surfaces.
e. Damage or contamination of paint due to blown contaminants (i.e.: dust or spray paint).

Repainted interior surfaces shall be considered unacceptable if any of the following are evident under final lighting
source conditions:
a. Visible defects are evident on vertical surfaces when viewed at 90 degrees to the surface from a
distance of 40 inches.

b. Visible defects are evident on horizontal surfaces when viewed at 43 degrees 1o the surface fromn a
distance of 40 inches.

c. Visible defects are evident on ceiling surfaces when viewed at 45 degrees 1o the surface.
d. When the final coat on any surface exhibits a lack of uniformity of sheen across full surface area.

Refinish will be required of the entire wall where portion of finish has been damaged or is not acceptable.

CONTRACTOR’S CLEAN-UP AND PROTECTION REQUIREMENTS:
Remove from Site paint materials, discarded paint materials, rubbish, cans, and rags at end of each work day.

Upon completion of painting work, clean window glass and other paint-spattered surfaces. Remove spattered paint by
methods of washing and scraping, using care not 10 scratch or otherwise damage finished surfaces.

Protect existing surfaces and materials not being painted against damage from paint application. Cotrect such damage
by cleaning, repairing, replacing, or refinishing, as approved by the County’s Representative, and leave in an undamaged
condition.

Provide " Wet Paint" signs as required to protect newly painted finishes.

Contractor will provide due care at all times while performing any task by cordoning off, barricading, and/or posting signs
to maintain a safe distance to avoid creating hazardous conditions for pedestrians, property and vehicles.

All of the Contractor’s employees must sign in at the Site’s main office and report to the County Representative prior to
commencing any work and must advise the County Representative before leaving the Site.

The awarded Contractor(s) will at all times enforce strict discipline and good order among their employees and agents and
will not employ anyone unskilled in the task assigned to them. County sites are smoke and drug free. The awarded vendor(s)
who perform contractual services on the premises must advise their personnel for compliance purposes. The awarded
vendor(s) will be responsible for the appearance of all working personnel assigned 1o the project at all times and their
compliance with County Policies and Rules.

INVOICING AND PAYMENT:

The Contractor(s) will be required to submit invoices promptly afier completion of services. Invoices whicl do not reference
valid St. Johns County purchase order numbers or which are erroneous (incorrect contract prices, minimum order charges,
ete.) shall be returned to the vendor for resolution of the discrepancies. It is the sole responsibility of the Contractor 1o
reconcile the purchase order and the Contractor’s invoice and to notify the purchasing representative of any discrepancies
prior to billing. The Contractor shall submit any invoices to the department placing order upon completion of the approved
and authorized services,

In consideration of the mutual promises and covenants contained herein, the
parties hereby agree as follows.

ARTICLE 1 - THE CONTRACT AND THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS
1.1 The Contract and Contract Documents

I.1.1  The Contract between the County and the Contractor, of which this Agreement is a part, shall consist of the Contract
Documents.

1.1.2  The Contract Documents shall consist of: (1) this Agreement together with all exhibits, attachments, and duly
executed amendments; (2) all Bid No: 20-61 documents together with all addenda thereto; (3) all Specifications;

The Contractor warrants that title to all Work covered by an Application shall pass to the County no later than time
of payment. The Contractor further warrants that upon submittal of an Application for Payment, all Work for which
payments have been received from the County shall be free and clear of liens, claims, security interest or other
encumbrances in favor of the Contractor or any other person or entity whatsoever.

The Contractor shall promptly pay each Subcontractor out of the amount paid to the Contractor on account of such
Subcontractor’s Work, the amount to which such Subcontractor is entitled. In the event the County becomes
informed that the Contractor has not paid a Subcontractor as herein provided, the County shali have the right, but
not the duty or obligation, to issue future checks in payment to the Contractor of amounts othenwise due hereunder
naming the Contractor and such Subcontractor as joint payees. Such joint check procedure, if employed by the
County, shall create no rights in favor of any person or entity beyond the right of the named payees to payment of
the check and shall not be deemed to commit the County to repeat the procedure in the future,

No progress payment, nor any use or occupancy of any project by the County, shall be interpreted 1o constitute an
acceptance of any Work not in strict accordance with the Contract Documents.

Withheld Payment

County may decline to make payment, may withhold funds and, if necessary, may demand the return of some or all
of the amounts previously paid to the Contractor, to protect the County from loss because of:

{1) defective Work not remedied by the Contractor and, in the opinion of the County, not likely to be remedied by
the Contractor;

(2) claims of third parties against the County or the County's property;

{(3) failure by the Contractor to pay Subcontractors or others in a prompt and proper fashion;

(4) evidence that the balance of the Work cannot be completed in accordance with the Task Order for unpaid
balance of the Project Price;

(5) evidence that the Work shall not be completed in the time required for Substantial or Final Completion of the
Work;

(6) repeated failure (two or more times) to carry out the Work as specified by Task Order;

(7) damage to the County or a third party to whom the County is, or may be, liable;

(8) failure by the Contractor 1o timely pay, any, and all, applicable taxes, fees (including permit or use fees), costs,
or expenses, associated with the Project.

In the event that the County makes written demand upon the Contractor for amounts previously paid by the County
as contemplated in this Subparagraph 5.3.1, the Contractor shall promptly comply with such demand.

Unexcused Failure to Pay

If within ten (10) days after the date established by Task Order for payment to the Contractor by the County, the
County, without cause or basis hereunder, fails to pay the Contractor any amount due and payable to the Contractor,
then the Contractor may after seven (7) additional days, written notice to the County and the Project Manager, and
without prejudice to any other available rights or remedies it may have, stop the Work until payment of those
amounts due from the County have been received. Any payment not made within ten (10) days after the date due
shall bear interest at the rate of twelve percent {(12%) per annum.

Substantial Compietion

When the Contractor believes the Work required by Task Order for each project is Substantially Complete, the
Contractor shall submit to the Project Manager a list of items to be completed or corrected. When the Project
Manager on the basis of an inspection determines that the Work is in fact Substantially Complete, the Project
Manager shall prepare a Certificate of Substaniia) Completion which shall establish the date of Substantial
Completion of the Work, shall state the responsibilities of the County and the Contractor for project security,
maintenance, heat, utilities, damage to the Work, and insurance, and shall fix the time within which the Contractor
shall complete the items listed therein. Guarantees required by the Contract Documents shall commence on the
date of Substantial Completion of the Work. The Certificate of Substantial Completion shall be submitted to the
County and the Contractor for their written acceptance of the responsibilities assigned to them in such certificate.

Until Final Completion and acceptance of the Work by the County, the County shall pay the Contractor an amount
equal to ninety percent (90%) of the Project Price. Ten Percent (10%) of the Praject Price shall be retained until
Final Completion, acceptance of the Work by the County and Final Payment to the Contractor,

Final Completion and Final Payment

When all the Waork required by Task Order for each praject is finally complete and the Contractor is ready for a
Final Inspection, it shall notify the County and the Project Manager thereof in writing. Thereupon, the Project
Manager shall make Final Inspection of the Work and, if the Work is complete in full accordance with the project
Task Order and the Task Order has been fully performed, the Project Manager shall promptly issue a Final
Certificate for Payment for the project and if required to repeat its Final Inspection of the Work, the Contractor shall
bear the cost of such repetition of the Work, the Contractor shall bear the cost of such repeat Final Inspection(s)
which cost may be deducted by the County and all other Authorities having jurisdiction under Florida Laws or
regulations.

if the Contractor fails to achieve Final Completion within the time fixed in the Certificate of Substantial Completion,
the Contractor shall pay the County liquidated damages at the sum shown in Paragraph 3.1.2. per day for each and
every calendar day of unexcused delay in achieving Final Completion beyond the date set forth for Final Completion
of the Work. Any sums due and payable hereunder by the Contractor shall be payable, not as penalty, but as
liquidated damages representing an estimate of delay damages likely to be sustained by the County, estimated at or
before the time of issuance of the Task Order. When the County reasonably believes that Final Completion shali be
inexcusably delayed, the County shall be entitled, but not required, to withhold from any amounts otherwise due
the Contractor an amount then believed by the County to be adequate to recover liquidated damages applicable to
such delays. If and when the Contractor overcomes the delay in achieving Final Completion, or any part thereof,
for which the County has withheld payment, the County shall promptly release to the Contractor those funds
withheld, but no longer applicable, as liquidated damages.

The Contractor shall not be entitled to Final Payment unless and until it submits to the Project Manager its affidavit
that all payrolls, invaices for materials and equipment, and other liabilities connected with the Work on each project
for which the County, or the County’s property might be responsible, have been fully paid or otherwise satisfied;
releases and waivers of claims and lien from all Subcontractors of the Contractor and of any and all other parties
required by the County; consent of Surety, if any, to Final Payment. If any third party fails or refuses to provide a
release of claim or waiver of a lien as required by County the Contractor shall furnish a bond satisfactory to the
County to discharge any such lien or indemnify the County from liability.

Information, Services and Things Required from County

The County shall furnish to the Contractor, at the time of issuing each Task Order, any and all written and tangible
material in its possession concemning conditions below ground at the site of the project. Such written and tangible
material is furnished to the Contractor only in order to make complete disclosure of such material and for no other
purpose. By fumishing such material, the County does not represent, warrant, or guarantee its accuracy either in
whole, in part, implicitly, or at all, and shall have no liability therefore. The County shali also furnish surveys, legal
limitations and utility locations (if known), and a legal description of the project site. Copies may be provided
instead of originals.

Excluding permits and fees normally the responsibility of the Contractor, the County shall obtain all approvals,
easements, and the like required for construction.

The County shail fumish the Contractor, free of charge, three (3) copies of the Contract Documents for execution
of the Work. The Contractor shall be charged, and shall pay the actual cost of reproduction per additional set of
Contract Documents which it may require.

Right to Stop Work

If the Contractor persistently fails or refuses to perform Work in accordance with any Task Order, the County may
order the Contractor to stop the Wark, or any described portion thereof, until the cause for stoppage has been
corrected, no longer exists, or the County orders that Work be resumed. In such event, the Contractor shall
immediately obey such order. Further, the Contractor shall not be paid for, nor make any claim for payment for,
any Work done in connection with the Project, during the period of Work stoppage.

County's Right to Perform Work

If the Contractor's Work is stopped by the County under Paragraph 6.2, and the Contractor fails within seven (7)
days of such stoppage to provide adequate assurance to the County that the cause of such stoppage shall be
eliminated or correcied, the County may, without prejudice to any other rights or remedies the County may have
against the Contractor, proceed la carry out the subject Work,

Inn such a situation, an appropriste Change Order shall be issued by the County deducting from the Project Price the
cost of correcting the subject deficiencies, and compensation for the County’s additional services and expenses
necessitated thereby, if any. If the unpaid portion of the Project Price is insufficient to cover the amount due the
County, the Contractor shall pay the difference to the County.

ARTICLE VII - THE CONTRACTOR

The Contractor warrants to the County that alfl labor furnished to progress the Woerk under the Contract shall be
competent to perform the tasks undertaken, that the product of such labor shall meet or exceed acceptable industry
standards, that materials and equipment furnished sha!l be of good quality, free from faults and defects and in strict
conformance with the Contract. This warranty shall survive termination of the Contract and shall not be affected by
Final Payment for any project hereunder.

Contractor shall obtain and pay for all permits, fees and licenses necessary and ordinary for the Work. The
Contractor shall comply with all lawful requirements applicable to the Work and shalf give and maintain any and
all notices required by applicable law pertaining to the Work.

Supervision

The Contractor shall employ and maintain at each project sile only competent supervisory personnel. Absent written
instruction from the Contractor to the contrary, the superintendent shall be deemed the Coniractor's authorized
representative at the site and shall be authorized 1o receive and accept any and all communications from the County
or Assignees,

So long as the individuals named above remain actively employed or retained by the Contractor, they shall perform
the functions indicated next to their names unless the County agrees to the contrary in writing.

The Contractor shall continuously maintain at the project site, for the benefit of the Project Manager, one record
copy of the Contract and the project Task Order marked to record on & current basis changes, selections and
modifications made during construction. Additionally, the Contractor shall maintain at the project site for the Project
Manager the approved Product Data, Samples and other similar required submittals. For each project, upon Final
Completion of the Work, such record documents shall be delivered to the County.

Product Data and Samples

Product Data, Samples and other submittals from the Contractor do not constitute Contract Documents, Their
purpose is merely to demonstrate the manner in which the Contractor intends to implement the Work for each
project in conformance with the information received from the Contract Documents. All Product Data, Samples
and other submittals shall belong to the County and shall be delivered, or returned 1o County, as applicable, prior
ta Submittals shall belong to County and shall be delivered, or returned to County, as applicable, prior to Substantial
Completion.

Cleaning the Site and the Project

The Contractor shall keep each project site reasonably clean during performance of the Work. Upon Final
Completion of the Work, the Contractor shall clean the site and the project and remove alj waste, together with ali
of the Contractor’s property there from.

It is specifically noted
that such liability, claims, damages, loss or expensc includes any of those referenced instances attributable to bodily
injury, sickness, disease, or death, or to injury to, or destruction of, personal and/or real property, including the loss
of use resuiting there from or incident lo, connected with, associated with or growing out of direct and/or indirect
negligent or intentional acts or omissions by the Contractor, a Subcontractor, or anyone directly, or indirectly
employed by them, or anyone for whose acts the Centractor or Subcontractor may be Hable, regardless of whether
or not such liability, claim, damage, loss or expense is caused in part by a party indemnified hereunder.

Project Manager

The Project Manager, unless otherwise directed by the County shall perform those duties and discharge those
responsibilities allocated to the Project Manager as set forth in the Contract.

The Project Manager shall be authorized to act on behalf
of the County only to the extent provided in the Contract,

The County and the Contractor shafl communicate with each other in the first instance through the Project Manager.

The Project Manager shall be the initial interpreter of the requirements of the drawings and specifications and the
judge of the performance thereunder by the Contractor. The Project Manager shall render written or graphic
interpretations as necessary for the proper execution or progress of the Work with rsasonable promptness on request
of the Contractar.

The Project Manager shall review the Contractor’s Applications for Payment and shall certify to the County for
payment to the Contractor, those amounts then due to the Contractor as provided in the Contract Documents.

The Project Manager shall have authority to reject Work, which is defective or does not conform to the requirements
of the Contract Documents. If the Project Manager deems it necessary or advisable, the Project Manager shall have
authority to require additional inspection or testing of the Work for compliance with Contract requirements at
Contractor's expense.

The Project Manager shall review and approve, or take other appropriate aclion as necessary, concerning the
Contractor’s submittals including Product Data and Samples. Such review, approval or other action shall be for the
sole purpose of determining conformance with the design concept and information given through the Contract

Claims for Concealed and Unknown Conditions. Should concealed and unknown conditions encountered in the
performance of the Work (a) below the surface of the ground or (b) in an existing structure be at variance with the
conditions indicated by Task Order, or should unknown conditions of an usual nature differing materially from
those ordinarily encountered in the area and generally recognized as inherent in Wark of the character provided for
in the Task Order, be encountered, wherein the Contract Documents or Standard Construction industry practices
have not placed the responsibility of discoveri ng such concealed and unknown conditions upon the Contractor prior
to the Contractor submitting his Pricing Proposal for the Work, the Project Price shall be equitably adjusted by
Change Order upon the written notice and claim by either party made within seven (7) days afler the first observance
of the condition. As a condition precedent to the County having any liability to the Contractor for concealed or
unknown conditions, the Contractor must give the Project Manager written notice of, and an opporiunity to observe,
the condition prior to disturbing it.

If the Contractor wishes to make a claim for an increase in the Project Price, as a
condition precedent to any liability of the County therefore, the Contractor shall give the Project Manager written
notice of such claim within seven (7) days after the occurrence of the event, or the first appearance of the condition,
giving arise ta such claim. Such notice shall be given by the Contractor before proceeding to execute any additional
or changed Work. The failure by the Contractor to give such notice prior to executing the Work shall constitute a
waiver of any claim for additional compensation.

In connection with any claim by the Contractor apainst the County for compensation in excess of the Project Price,
any liability of the County for the Contractor’s costs shall be strictly limited to direct costs incurred by the
Contractor and shall in no event inctude indirect costs or consequential damages of the Contractor,

The County shall not be liable to the Contractor for claims of third parties, including Subcontraciors, unless and
until liability of the Contractor has been established therefore in a court of competent jurisdiction.

Claims for Additional Time. If the Contractor is delayed in progressing any Work which at the time of the delay is
then critical or which during the delay becomes critical, as the sole result of any act or neglect to act by the County
or someone acting on the County’s behalf, or by changes ordered in the Work, unusual delay in transportation,
unusually adverse weather conditions not reasonably anticipated, fire or any causes beyond the Contractor's control,
then the date for achieving Substantial Completion of the Work shali be extended upon the written notice and claim
of the Contractor 1o the Project Manager, for such reasonabile time as the Project Manager may determine,

Any notice and claims for an extension of time by the Contractor shall be made not more than seven (7) days efter
the occurrence of the event or the first appearance of the condition giving the rise 10 the claim and shall set forth in
detail the Contractor's basis for requiring additional time in which to complete the project. In the event the delay

The Project
Manager shall reply within seven (7) business days to the Contractor, in writing, stating any objections the Project
Manager may have to such proposed Subcontractor.

Changes Permitted

Changes in the Work within the general scope of each Task Order, consisting of additions, deletions, revisions, or
any combination thereof, may be ordered without invalidating the Contract by properly executed Change or Field
Order.

Changes in the Work for each project shall be performed under applicable provisions of the Contract and the
Contractor shall proceed promptly with such changes.

Change Order Defined

The term “Change Order™ shall mean a written order to the Contractor executed by the County Administrator, or
authorized designee, issued after execution of the Contract, authorizing and directing a change in the Work or an
adjustment in the Project Price or the Project Time, or any combination thereof. Only a duly executed Change
Order may change the Scope of Work, Project Price and/or the Project Time.

Changes in the Project Price

Any change in the Project Price resulting from a Change Order shall be determined as foliaws: (a) by mutual
agreement between the County and the Contractor as evidenced by (1} the change in the Project Price being set
Forth in the Change Order, (2) such change in the Project Price, together with any conditions or requirements related
thereto, being initialed by both parties and (3) the Contractor’s execution of the Change Order, or (b) if no mutual
agreement occurs between the County and the Contractor, then, as provided in Subparagraph 10.3.2 below

If no mutual agreement occurs between the County and the Contractor as contemplated in Subparagraph 10.3.1
above, the change in the Project Price, if any, shall than be determined by the Project Manager on the basis of the
reasonable expenditures or savings of those performing, deleting or revising the Work attributable to the change,
including, in the case of an increase or decrease in the Project Price, a reasonable allowance for direct project site
overhead and profit.

or the Project Manager requires, an itemized accounting of such expenditures or savings shall be limited to the
following: reasonable costs of materials, supplies, or equipment including delivery costs, reasonable costs of labor,
including social security, old age and unemployment insurance, fringe benefits required by a pre-existing agreement
or by custor, and workers’ compensation insurance, reasonable costs of premiums for all Bonds and insurance,
permit fees, and sales, use or other taxes related to the Work and paid by the Contractor, and reasonable costs of
directly attributable to the change.

Order that application of such Unit Prices to the quantities of Work proposed shall cause substantial inequity to the
County or to the Contractor, then the applicable Unit Prices shall be equitable adjusted.

Miner Changes

The Project Manager shall have authority to order minor changes in the Work for each project not invalving a
change in the Project Price or an extension of the Project Time and not inconsistent with the intent of the Contract.
Such minor changes shall be made by written Field Order, and shall be binding upon the County and the Contractor.
The Contractor shall promptly carry out such written Field Orders.

Effect of Execuled Change Order

For each project, the execution of any Change Order by the Contractor shall constitute conclusive evidence of the
Contractor’s agreement to the ordered changes in the Work, the Contract Documents as thus amended, the Project
Price and the Project Time. The Contractor, by executing a Change Order, waives and forever releases any claim
against the County for additional time or compensation for matters relating to or arising out of or resulting from the
Work included within or affected by the executed Change Order.

Notice to Surety; Consent

The Contractor shall notify and obtain the timely consent and approval of the Contractor’s surely with reference to
all Change Orders if such notice, consent or appraval is required by the Contractor’s surety or by law. The
Contractor’s warranty to the County that the surety has been notified of and consents to, such Change Order and
the surety shall be conclusively deemed to have been notified of such Change Order and to have expressly consented
thereto.

Uncovering Work

If any of the Work for a project is covered contrary to the Project Manager’s request or {0 any provision of the
Contract Documents, it shall, if required by the Project Manager, be uncovered for the Project Manager’s inspection
and shall be properly replaced at the Contractor’s expense without change 1o the Project Time as provided in the
Task Order.

If any of the Work for a project is covered in a manner not described in Subparagraph 11.1.1 above, it shaii, if
required by the by the Project Manager or County, be uncovered for the Project Manager’s inspection. If such Work
conforms strictly to the Contract Docurnents, costs of uncovering and proper replacement shall by Change Order
be charged to the County. If such Work does not strictly conform to the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall
pay the costs of uncovering and proper replacement,

Correcting Work

The Contractor shall immediately proceed 1o correct Work rejected by the Project Manager as defective or failing
to conform to the Contract Documents. The Contractor shall pay all costs and expenses associated with correcting
such rejected Work, including any additional testing and inspections, and reimbursement to the County for the
Project Manager’s services and expenses made necessary thereby.

For each project, if wittiin one (1) year after Substantial Completion of the Work, any of the Work is found to be
defective or not in accordance with the Contract Documents, the Contractor shall correct the Work within seven (7}
days at the Contractor’s expense upon receipt of written notice from the County. This obligation shall survive Final





Payment by the County and termination of the Contract. With respect to Work first performed and completed after
Substantial Completion of the project, this one (i) year obligation to specifically correct defective and
nonconforming Work shall be extended by the period of time which elapses between Substantial Completion and
completion of the subject Work.

11.2.3 Nothing contained in this Paragraph 11.2 shall establish any period of limitation with respect to other obligations,
which the Contractor has under the Contract. Establishment of the one (1) year time period in Subparagraph §1.2.2
relates only to the duty of the Contractor to specifically correct Work for each project, and has no relationship to
the time which the obligation to comply with the Contract Documents may be sought to be enforced.

11.3  County May Accept Defective or Nonconforming Work

11.3.1 Ifthe County chooses to accept any defective or nonconforming Work, the County may do so. In such events, the
Project Price shall be reduced by the greater of (a) the reasonable cost of removing and correcting the defective or
nonconforming Work, and (b) the difference between the fair market value of the project had it not been constructed
in such manner as to include defective or nonconforming Work. If the remaining portion of the unpaid Project
Price, if any, is insufficient to compensate the County for its acceptance or defective or nonconforming Work, the
Contractor shall, upon written demand from the County, pay the County such remaining compensation for accepting
defective or nonconforming Work.

ARTICLE XII - CONTRACT TERMINATION
12.1  Termination by the Contractor

12.1.1 For each project, if the Work is stopped for a period of ninety (90) days by an order of any court or as a result of an
act of the Government, through no fault of the Contractor or any person or entity working directly or indirectly for
the Contractor, the Contractor may, upon ten (10) days written notice 1o the County, terminate performance under
the Contract and recover from the County payment for the actual reasonable expenditures of the Contractor (as
limited in Subparagraph 10.3.2 abave) for all Work executed and for materials, equipment, tools, construction
equipment and machinery actually purchased or rented solely for the Work, less any salvage value of any such
items.

12.1.2 For each project, if the County shall persistently or repeatedly fail to perform any material obligation to the
Contractor for a period of fifieen (15) days after receiving written notice from the Contractor of its intent to
terminate if such failure is not substantially correcied within fifleen {15) days, the Contractor may terminate
performance under the Contract by written notice to the Project Manager. 1n such event, the Contractor shall be
entitled 1o recover from the County as though the County had terminated the Contractor's performance under the
Contract far convenience pursuant to Subparagraph 12.2.1 hereunder.

12.2  Termination by the County
12.2.1 For Convenience

12.2.1.1The County may terminate the Contract for convenience. In such instance, the County shall provide written notice
of such termination to the Contractor specifying when termination shall become effective.

12.2.1.2The Contractor shal! incur no further obligations in connection with the Work and the Contractor shall stop Work
when such termination becomes effective. The Contractor shall also terminate outstanding orders and subcontracts.
The Contractor shall settle fiabilities and claims arising out of the termination of subcontracts and orders. The
County may direct the Contractor to assign the Contractor's right, title and interest under terminated orders or
subcontracts to the County or its designee.

12.2.1.3The Contractor shall transfer title and deliver to the County for such compieted or partially completed Work and
materials, equipment, parts, fixtures, information and Contract rights as the Contractor has in either its possession
or controf.

12.2.1.4 {a) The Contractor shall submit a termination claim to the Project Manager specifying the amounts due because
of the termination for convenience together with costs, pricing or other data required by the Project Manager.
If the Contractor fails to file a termination claim within one (1) year from the effective date of termination of
the Contract, the County shall pay the Contractor, an amount derived in accordance with subparagraph (c)
below.
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(b) The County and the Contractor may agree to compensation, if any, due to the Contractor hereunder.

(c) Absent an agreement as to the amount due to the Contractor, the County shall pay the Contractor the following
amounts:

(i) Project Prices for labor, materials, equipment, and other services accepted under the Contract;

(ii} Reasonable costs incurred in preparing to perform and in performing a portion of the Work prior to
termination and not included in (i) or {ii), and in terminating the Contractor’s performance, plus a fair
and reasonable allowance for overhead and profit thereon (such profit shall not include anticipated
profit or consequential damages); provided, however, that if it appears that the Contractor would have
not profited or would have sustained a loss if the entire Contract had been completed, no profit shall be
allowed or included and the amount of compensation shall be reduced to reflect the anticipated rate of
loss, if any;

(iii) Reasonable costs of settling and paying claims arising out of the termination of Subcontracts or orders
pursuant to Subparagraph 12.2.1.2 of this Paragraph. These costs shall not include amounts paid in
accordance with other provisions hereof.

The total sum to be paid the Contractor under this Subparagraph 12.2.1 shall not exceed the total Project
Price, as properly adjusted, reduced by the amount of payments otherwise made, and shall in no event
include duplication of payment.

12.2.2 For Cause

12.2.2.11f the Contractor persistently or repeatedly refuses or fails to perform the Work in a timely manner, supply enough
properly skilled Workers, supervisory personnel or proper equipment or materials to complete the Work, or fails to
make prompt payment to Subcontractors, or for materials or labor, or persistently disregards laws, ordinances, rules,
regulations or orders of any public authority having jurisdiction, or otherwise substantially violates a material
provision of the Conlract as determined by the County, then the County may, by written notice to the Contractor,
without prejudice to any other right or remedy, terminate the Contract and take possession of the project site and of
all materials, equipment, tools, construction equipment and machinery thereon owned by the Contraclor and may
finish the Work by whatever methods it may deem expedient. In such case, the termination of the Contract is
effective as of the time that notice of termination is delivered to an authorized representative of the Contractor, or
as of the date and time, specified in the notice of termination (whichever is applicable). In such case, the Contractor
shall not be entitled to receive any further payment until the Work is completed.

12.2.2.21f the unpaid balance of the Project Price less any liquidated damages due under the Contract, exceeds the cost of
finishing the Work, including compensation for the Project Manager's additional services and expenses made
necessary thereby, such exceed the unpaid balance, the Contractor shall pay the difference to the County. This
obligation for payment shall survive the termination of the Contract.

12.2.2.3In the event the Contract is terminated by the County for cause pursuant to Subparagraph 12.2.2 and it is
subsequently determined by & Court of competent jurisdiction that such termination was without cause, such
termination shall thereupon be deemed a Termination for Convenience under Subparagraph 12.2.1 and the
provisions of Subparagraph 12.2.1 shall apply,

ARTICLE XIII - INSURANCE
13.1  Contractor’s Insurance

13.1.1 The CONTRACTOR shall not commence work under this Contract until he/she has obtained all insurance required
under this section and such insurance has been approved by the COUNTY. All insurance policies shall be issued
by companies authorized to do business under the laws of the State of Florida. The CONTRACTOR shall furnish
proof of Insurance to the COUNTY prior to the commencement of operations. The Certificate(s) shall clearly
indicate the CONTRACTOR has obtained insurance of the type, amount, and classification as required by contract
and that no material change or cancellation of the insurance shall be effective without thirty {30) days prior written
notice to the COUNTY. Certificates shall specifically include the COUNTY as Additional Tnsured for all lines of
coverage except Waorkers' Compensation and Professional Liability. A copy of the endorsement must accompany
the certificate. Compliance with the foregoing requirements shall not relieve the CONTRACTOR of'its lability and
obligations under this Contraci.

13.1.1.1The CONTRACTOR shall maintain during the life of this Contract, Comprehensive General Liability Insurance with
minimum {imits of $1,000,000 per occurrence, 52,000,000 aggregate to protect the CONTRACTOR from claims for
damages for bodily injury, including wrongful death, as well as from claims of property damages which may arise from
any operations undecr this Contract, whether such operations be by the CONTRACTOR or by anyone directly employed
by or contracting with the CONTRACTOR.

13.1.1.2The CONTRACTOR shall maintain during the life of the contract, Professional Liability or Errors and Omissions
Insurance with minimum limits of $1,000,000, if applicable.

13.1.1.3The CONTRACTOR shall maintain during the life of this Contract, Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance with
minimum limits of $300,000 combined single limit for bodily injury and property damage liability to protect the
CONTRACTOR from claims for darnages for bodily injury, including the ownership, use, or maintenance of owned and
non-owned automobiles, including rented/hired automobiles whether such operations be by the CONTRACTOR or by
anyone directly or indirectly employed by a CONTRACTOR.

13.1.1.4The CONTRACTOR shall maintain Umbrella or Excess Liability Insurance covering workers compensation, commercial
general liability and business auto liability with minimum limits of liability of $1,000,000.

13.1.1.5The CONTRACTOR shall maintain during the life of this Contract, adequate Workars® Compensation Insurance in at
teast such amounits as are required by the law for all of its per Florida Siatute 440.02,

13.1.1.6In the event of unusual circumstances, the County Administrator, or his designee, may adjust these insurance
requirements.

13.1.1.7Contractor shall provide the County at least thirty (30} days prior notice of any cancellation of or modification to
any insurance coverage required under the Contract.

13.1.1.8It is the responsibility of the Contractor to insure that all subcontractors comply with all insurance requirements
provided in the Contract.

13.1.1.91t is expressly noted that the insurance requirements contained herein are minimum requirements, subject to
modification by the County in response to high hazard operations.

ARTICLE X1V - EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY
14,1  Contractor’'s Employment Opportunity

14.1.1 The Contractor and all Subcontractors shalt not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment
because of race, religion, color, sex, national origin or age,

The Contractor shall take affirmative measures to insure that applicants are employed, and that employees are
treated during employment without regard 1o their race, religion, color, sex, national origin or age. Such action
shall include, but not be limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer, recruitment or
recruitment advertisement, layoff or termination, rates of pay or other forms of compensation, and selection for
training, including apprenticeship. The Contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and
applicants for employment, notices setting forth the policies of non-discrimination.

14.1.2 The Contractor and all Subcontractors shall, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by them or
on their behalf, state that all qualified applicants shall receive consideration for employment without regard to race,
religion, color, sex, national origin or age.

ARTICLE XV — APPRENTICESHIP LAW REQUIREMENTS
15.1  Apprenticeship Law (Chapter 446, Florida Statutes)

15.1.1 Inaccordance with applicable Florida law, the Contractor shall make a diligent effort to hire for performance of the
Contract a number of apprentices in each occupation which bears to the average number of joummeyman in that
occupation to be employed in the performance of the Contract, the ratio of at least one (1) apprentice or trainee to

every five (5) journeymen.
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15.1.2° The Contractor shall, when feasible and except when the number of apprentices or trainees to be hired is fewer than
four (4), assure that twenty-five (25) percent of such apprentices or trainees are in their first year of training.
Feasibility here involves a consideration of the availability of training opportunities for first year apprentices or
trainees, the hazardous nature of the Work for beginning workers, and excessive unemployment of apprentices or
trainees in their second or subsequent years of training.

15.1.3 The Contractor, during the performance of the Contract, shall make diligent efforts to employ the number of
apprentices or trainees necessary lo meet requirements of Subparagraphs a. and b. However, on-the-job training
programs shall only be established in non-apprenticable trades or occupations 1o meet the requirements of this
section,

15.1.4 The Contractor agrees to return records of employment, by trade, of the number of apprentices or trainees by first
year of training, and the number of journeymen and the wages paid, and hours of work, of such persons on a form
as prescribed by the Bureau of Apprenticeship of the Division of Labor at three (3) month intervals. Submissicn of
duplicate copies of forms submitted to the United States Department of Labor shall be sufficient compliance with
the provisions of the section.

15.1.5 The Contractor agrees to supply the Bureau of Apprenticeship of the Division of Labor, at three (3) months intervals,
a statement describing steps taken toward making diligent effort and containing a breakdown by craft or hours
worked and wages paid for first year apprentices or trainees, other apprentices or trainees and joumeymen.

15.1.6 The Contractor agrees to insert in any Subcontract under the Contract the requirements contained in this section.
“The term Contractor™ as used in such clauses and any Subcontract shall mean the Subcontractor.

15.1.7  Anything herein to the Contrary notwithstanding, Contractor agrees to comply with all of the pravisions of Florida
Statules 446 and all regulations prescribed by the Bureau of Apprenticeship of the Division of Labor.

ARTICLE XVI - PUBLIC RECORDS

16.1  The cost of reproduction, access to, disclosure, non-disclosure, or exemption of records, data, documents, andfor
materials, associated with this Agreement shall be subject to the applicable provisions of the Florida Public Records Law
{Chapter 119, Florida Statutes), and other applicable State and Federal provisions. Access to such public records, may not
be blocked, thwarted, and/or hindered by placing the public records in the possession of a third party, or an unaffiliated

party.

16.1.1  B. In accordance with Florida law, to the extent that Contractor’s performance under this Contract constitutes an
act on behalf of the County, Contractor shall comply with all requirements of Florida's pubtic records law. Speciftcally, if
Contractor is expressly authorized, and acts on behaif of the County under this Agreement, Contractor shall:

(1) Keep and maintain public records that ordinarily and necessarily would be required by the County in order to
perform the Services;

(2) Upon request from the County’s custodian of public records, provide the County with a copy of the requested
records or allow the records to be inspected or copied within a reasonable time at a cost that does not exceed the cost as
provided in Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, or as othenwvise provided by taw;

(3) Ensure that public records related to this Agreement that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public
records disclosure requirements are not disclosed except as authorized by applicable law for the duration of this Agreement
and following completion of this Agreement if the Contractor does not transfer the records to the County; and

(4) Upon completion of this Agreement, transfer, at no cost, to the County all public records in possession of the
Contractor or keep and maintain public records required by the County to perform the Services.

16.1.2 If the Contractor transfers all public records ta the County upon completion of this Agreement, the Contractor shall
destroy any duplicate public records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public records disclosure requirements.
If the Contractor keeps and maintains public records upen completion of this Agreement, the Contractor shall meet all

applicable requirements for retaining public records. All records stored electronically must be provided to the County, upon
15





request from the County’s custodian of public records, in a format that is compatible with the County’s information
technelogy systems.

16.1.3 Failure by the Contractor to comply with the requirements of this section shall be grounds for immediate, unilateral
termination of this Agreement by the County.

ARTICLE XVII - MISCELLANEOUS
17.1  Governing Law and Venue

17.1.1 The Contract shall be governed by the laws of the State of Florida. Venue for any administrative and/or legal action
arising under the Contract shall be 51. Johns County, Florida.

17.2  Successors and Assigns

17.2.1 The County and Contractor bind themselves, their successors, assigns and legal representatives to the other party
hereto and to successors, assigns and legal representatives of such other party in respect to covenants, agreements
and obligations contained in the Contract. In light of the scope and rationale for the Contract, the Contractor shall
not assign the Contract without prior express written consent of the County. However, the County shall not
unreasonably deny such written consent, when the interests of the County are not negatively affected. Should the
Contractor assign this Caontract without securing the prior express written consent of the County, then the County
may pursue any legal option available to the County, including, but not limited to. termination of the Contract.

17.3  Surety Bonds

17.3.1 For each project, the Contractor shall furnish a separate Public Construction Bond to the County. Each Bond shall
set forth @ penal sum in an amount not less than the Project Price. Each Bond furnished by the Contractor shall
incorporate hy reference the terms of the Contract as fully as though they were set forth verbatim in such Bonds.
Each Public Construction Bond shall provide that in the event the Project Price is adjusted by Change Order
executed by the Contractor, the Contractor shall obtain a an Amended Public Corstruction Bond, or a New Public
Construction Bond which reflects the adjusted Project Price. Such Amended or New Public Construction Bond shall
be provided to the County within ten (10) days of the Change Order being approved to adjust the Project Price. The
Public Construction Bond furnished by the Contractor shall be in form suitable to the County and shall be executed
by a Surety, or Sureties, reasonably suitable to the County.

17.4, Safety of Persons and Property

17.4.1 When existing utility lines shown on the Drawings are to be removed or relocated, the Contractor shali notify the
Engineer in ample time for taking measures for prevention of the interruption of any required services prior to the
beginning of operations. In the event that the Contractor damages any existing utility lines not shown on the
Drawings, the location of which is not known to the Contractor, report thereof shall be made immediately to the
Engineer.

17.4.2 Locations of existing utility lines shown on the Drawings are based upon the best information available to the
Engineer, but shall not be considered exact either as to location or number of such lines.

Amendments

It is expressly understood that any change, amendment, modification, revision, or extension of the Contract (other
than termination, as noted elsewhere in the Contract) shall be in writing, and shall be executed by duly authorized
representatives of both the County and the Contractor.

Compliance with Local, State, and Federal Rules, Regulations, and Laws

In performance of the Contract, both the County and the Contractor shall abide by, and comply with, all applicable
laws, rules, regulations, orders, and policies, of the Local, State, and Federal £OVErmiments.

Effect of Failure to Insist on Strict Compliance with Conditions

The failure of either party hereto to insist upon strict performance of any term, cendition, provision, and/or
requirement of the Contract, shall not be construed as a waiver of such term, condition, provision, and/or
requirement on any subseguent occasion.

Severability

If any word, phrase, sentence, part, subsection, section, or other portion of the Contract, or any application thereof,
1o any person, or circumstance is declared void, unconstitutional, or invalid for any reason, then such waord, phrase,
senlence, part, subsection, other portion, or the proscribed application thereof, shall be severable, and the remaining
portions of the Contact, and all applications thereof, not having been declared void, unconstitutional, or invalid shall
remain in full force, and effect.

Execution in Counterparts

The Contract may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed 10 be an original, but all of which,
taken together, shall constitute one and the same agreement.

Authority to Execute

Each party covenants to the other party hereto that it has the lawful authority to enter into the Contract and has
authorized the execution of the Contract by the party’s authorized representative,

Notice Regarding Public Entity Crimes

Section 287.133(3)a), Florida Statutes requires the County to notify the Contractor of the provisions of Section
287.133(2){a}, Florida Statutes.

Section 287.133(2)(a), Florida Statutes prohibits a person or affiliate who has been placed on the convicted vendor
list maintained by the Florida Department of Management Services, following a conviction from a public entity
crime from:
