tunderstand the situation to be thus: The response from the low bidder { Loren Jock Frucking Inc.) regarding the
subcontractor (C&M) says that as a matter of company procedure, the required affirmative steps were {aken with no
success. The low bidder said that although dewatering is a type of specialty work, it still reached out to DBE firms from a
DBE solicitation list it developed and took additional affirmative steps in its atitempt to secure the services of a DBE
subcontractor. As | see it, there are two options regarding the question of adherence to the required Federal affirmative
steps:

First, the City could take the low bidder’s word that it’s procedures require it to take the required steps. It could then
use the company’s email as support for the award. If the City, from previous experience knows that dewatering is a
specialty type of work where DBE participation is limited, it could document this as supplemental support for the award,

Second, the City could request the low bidder to confirm what is stated in the email by asking for the written solicitation
procedures it uses, a copy of the DBE solicitation list it says it generated, and any records that support actions taken to
reach out to the DBE contractors on the list. Securing this information from the low bidder now would accomplish 2
things; it would provide sufficient support that affirmative steps were taken and could help in securing DBE
subcontractors for the additional work categories listed in the low bidder's email.
