limited to adequale space, elecirical power, water supply, air conditioning, and hurmidity contro!;
{4} notity JClimmediately of any Coverad Equipment maliunction, breakdown, or ather condition affecting the operation of the Covered
Equipment;
{5) provide JCI with safe access o its Premises and Covered Equipment at all reasonable and necessary times for the performance
of the Services;
{6} allow JCI 1o start and stop, periodically tum off, or othenwise change or temporarily suspend equipment operations so that JCl can
perform the Services required under this Agreement;
{7} as applicable, provide proper condenser, cooling tower and boiler waler treatment for the proper functioning of Covered Equipment
and prolect against any environmental issues and instances of bichazards such as but not fimited to Legionella;
{8) carefully and properly set and test the intrusion alamm system each night or at such other time as Customer shali close the Premises:
{8} obtain all necessary licanses and permits required for and pay all taxes associated with the Services;

(10) nalify JClimmediately of any clalmed inadequacy in, or fallure of, the Covered Equipment o other condition affecting the operation
of the Coverad Equipment; ’

{11} furnish any necessary 110 volt A/C power and electrical outfels at its expense;

{12} propedy maintain, repair, service, and assure the proper operation of any other property, system, equipmant, or device of
Customer or others to which the Covered Equipment may be aflached or connecled, in accordance with manufacturer
recommendations, insurance camier requirements, of the requirements of any fire rating bureaw, agency, or other authorities having
jurisdiction thereof;

(13) not tamper with, alter, adjust, disturb, injure, remove, or otherwise interfere with any Covered Equipment {including any related
software) and not permit the same lo be done; and

(14) refrain from causing false alarms, and reimburse ICI for any fine, penalty, or fee paid by or assessed against JCI by any
govemmental or municipal agency as a result thereof.

2. Customer acknowledges and understands that unless water treatment for biohazards (such as Legionella) is explicitly inctuded In
the services JCI is providing, it is Customer's responsibility to provide such treatment. Customer also acknowledges that its (ailure to
meet the above obligalions will relieve JCI of any responsibility for any Covered Equipment breakdown, or any necessary repair or
replacement of any Covered Equipment. If Customer breaches any of these obligations, JCI shall have the right, upon written notice
to Customer, to suspend its Services until Customer cures such breach, In addition, Customer shail be responsible for paying or
reimbursing JCI for any costs associated with comractive work required as a result of Customer’s breach of these obligations,

G. INSURANCE

Customer is responsibie for obtaining all insurance coverage that Customer believes is necessary lo protect Customer, Customer's property,
and persons in or on the Premises, including coverage lor personal injury and properly damage. THE PAYMENTS CUSTOMER MAKES
UNDER THIS AGREEMENT ARE NOT RELATED TO THE VALUE OF THE PREMISES, CUSTOMER'S PROPERTY OR
POSSESSIONS, OR THE PERSONS OCCUPYING OR AT ANY TIME PRESENT IN OR ON THE PREMISES, BUT RATHER ARE
BASED ON THE COST OF THE SYSTEM AND THE SERVICES, AND TAKE INTO CONSIDERATION THE PROTECTION AFFORDED
TO JCi UNDER THIS AGREEMENT. Customer hereby releases JCI from any liability for any avent or condition customarily coverad by
commercial liability insurance. Customer understands that neither the Services nor the Covered Equipment are designed to reducs, but not
eliminate, centain risks, JCI does not guaranty that neither the Services nor Covered Equipment will prevent personal injury, unauthorized
entrances or fire and smoke damage 1o the Premises. Customer further agrees that Customer has read and understands the terms and
conditions of this Agreement

H. INDEMNITY
JCl and Customer shail each indemnify the other parly and its officers, agents, directors, and employees, from any and alf damages, losses,
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costs and expenses (including reasonable attormeys® fees) arising out of third party claims, demands, or suits for bodily injury (including
death) or damage to tangible property to the extent arising out of the negligence or intentional misconduct of the indemnifying party or ils
employees or agents. Customer expressly agrees that JCI shall be responsible for injury, damage, or loss only to the axtent caused diractly
by JCI's negligence or intentional misconduct. The obligations of JCI and Customer under this seclion are further subject to sections | and
J below.

L LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

NEITHER JCI NOR CUSTOMER WLl BE RESPONSIBLE TO THE OTHER FOR ANY SPECIAL, INDIRECT, PUNITIVE, OR
CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES {INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO LOST PROFITS OR LOSS OF BUSINESS]. JCI'S TOTAL
LIABILITY TO CUSTOMER FOR DAMAGES RESULTING FROM ANY CAUSE WHATSOEVER SHALL BE LIMITED TG $250,000. N
NO EVENT SHALL JCI'S INDEMNIFICATION OBLIGATION EXCEED THE AMOUNTS PAID TO JCI UNDER THIS AGREEMENT OR
THE AMOUNT OF INSURANCE REQUIRED BY THIS AGREEMENT, WHICHEVER IS GREATER. CUSTOMER UNDERSTANDS THAT
JCI 1S NOT AN INSURER REGARDING THE WORK OR THE SERVICES. JCI SHALL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY DAMAGE
OR LOSS THAT MAY RESULT FROM FIRE SAFETY OR SECURITY EQUIPMENT THAT FAILS TO PERFORM PROPERLY ORFAILS
TO PREVENT A CASUALTY OR LOSS.

In the event
the dispute is unabla to ba resolved, either parly shall have the right 1o initiate arbitration by filing with the American Arbitration Association
provided no other legal action has been previously filed. Upon filing of the arbitration, the AAA shall have the exclusive jurisdiction aver the
Dispute.

reasonable costs, including reasonable attomays' fees, incurred as a result of the Dispute. CUSTOMER MUST BRING ANY CLAIM
AGAINST JCI WITHIN ONE (1) YEAR AFTER THE CLAIM ARCSE. IF CUSTOMER DOES NOT, CUSTOMER WILL HAVE
IRREVOCABLY WAIVED ITS RIGHT TO SUE JCI AND/OR INSTITUTE OTHER PROCEEDINGS, AND JC! SHALL HAVE NO LIABILITY

“Hazardous Materials™ means any material or substance that, whether by its nature or use, is now or hereafter defined or regulated as a
hazardous waste, hazardous substance, polittant, or contaminant under any local, state, or federal law, regulalion, or erdinance relating to
or addressing public and employee health and safety and protaction of the environment, or which is toxic, explosive, comosive, flammable,
rad.oactive, carcinogenic or otherwise hazardous or which is or contains petroleum, gasoline, diesel, fuel, another petrofeum hydrocarbon
product or polychiorinated biphenyls. “Hazardous Materials” specificaly includes mold, lead-based paints, biohazards such as but not
limited to Leglonelia and asbestos-containing materials {"ACM®).

Neither Customer nor JCI desires to or is ficensed 1o undertake direct obligations relaling lo the identification, abatemant, cleanup, control,
removal or disposal of ACM

JCI will be responsible for removing or disposing of any Hazardous Materials that it uses in providing the Services (*JCI Hazardous
Materials™) and for the remediation of any areas affected by the release of JCI Hazardous Matenals, For other Hazardous Materials that
may be present al its facilities ("Non-JCI Hazardous Materials"), Customer shall supply JC! with any information in its possession relating
to the presence of Hazardous Materials  their presence may affect JCI's parformance of the Services. ¥ either Customer or JCI becomes
aware of or suspects the presence of Non-JCI Hazardous Materials that may ‘nlerfere with JCI's Services, it shall immediately stop the
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Services in the affected ares and notify the other parly. As between Customer and JCI, Customer shall be responsible at its sols expense
for removing and disposing of Non-JCI Hazardous Materials from its facilities and for the remediation of any areas impacted by the release
of the Non-JCI Hazardous Materials and must provide a certificate of abatement before JCI will be obligated to perform or continue its
Services, unless JC! had actual knowledge that Non-JC| Hazardous Materals were present and acted in disregard of thal knowledge, in
which case (i} JCI shall ba responsible at its sole expense for the remediation of any areas impacted by ils release of such Hazardous
Materials, and (i) Customer shall remain responsible al its sole expense for the removal of Hazardous Malerials that have not been released
and for releases not resulting from JCI's performance of the Services, Customer shall defend and indemnify JC! against any losses, costs,
damages, expenses, and claims arising out of its failure to comply with this Section M.

create derivative works from such data. JCI shall retain all rights 1o any intellectual properly, data, materials and products created as a
result of its performance of Services.

0. JOI'S INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

JCI shall retain all right, title and interest in any {a) work provided to Customer, including without imitation, all software source and object
cade, documentation, technical information or data, specifications and designs and any changes, improvements or modifications thersio
{"Detiverables”), and {b} Know-How {defined below) employed by JCi in the creation of the Deliverables or performance of the Services,
whether known to JCI prior to, or developed or discovered or acquired in connection with, the performance of its obligations under this
agreement. Qwnership of all Deliverables and Know-How shall vest solely in JCI and no Defiverables shall be deemed “works made for
hire," Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, ownership of all source files used in the course of performing the Services shall remain
the exclusive property of JCI. For purposes of this Agreement, "Know-How™ means any know-how, processes, lechniques, concepts,
methodologies, tools, analytical approaches, database models and designs, discoveries, and ideas fumished, produced by, developed, or
used by JCI in the creation or provision of the Deliverables or in the performance of the Services, and any changes, improvements, of
modifications thereto or derivatives thereof,

P. MISCELLANEQUS PROVISIONS

1. All notices required 1o be given hereunder shall be in writing and shall be considered properly given . (a) delivered in person, {b)
sent via the United States Postal Service, postage prepald, registeraed or certified with refum receipt requested, {c) sent by overnight
delivery service (2.g., FedEx, UPS), or {d} sent by facsimile, email or other elactronic means and confirmed by facsimile, retum email
or telephone.

2.This Agreement may not be assigned by Customer without JCI's prior written consent. JCI shall have the right lo assign this
Agreement to any other person, firm, or corporation without Customer’s consent. JCI shall alsg have the right, in its sole discretion, to
subcontract any portion of the Services. This Agreement inures to the beneflit of and is applicable to any assignees or subcontractors
of JCI, and is binding upon Customer with respect to said assignees or subcontractors with the same force and effect as it binds
Customer to JCI.

3. This Agreement shall be subject to and governed by the laws of the State where the Services are performed.

No term or condition included or referenced in Cusiomer's
purchase order will have any lorce or effect and these terms and cenditions shall control. Customer’s acceplance of any Services shall
constitute an acceptance of these terms and conditions. Any proposal for additional or different terms, whether in Customer’s purchase
order or any other document, unless expressly accepted in writing by JCI, is hereby objected to and rejected.

7.¥ there are any changes to Customer’s facilities or operations, or to applicable regulations, laws, codes, taxes, or ulllity charges, that
materially affect JCI's performance of the Services or ils pricing thereof, JCI shall have the right lo an equitable and appropriate
adjusiment to the scope, pricing, and other affected terms of this Agreement.
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ADDENDUM TO PSA TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR
MONITORING OF INTRUSION, FIRE AND DTHER SAFETY SYSTEMS

If Remote Moniloring Services explicitly includes remote fire alarm monilenng, security alarm monitoring or video monitoring in the scope
of work or customer charges, the Agreement is hareby modified and amended to include the lerms and provisions of this Addendum to the
PSA for Monitoring of Intrusion, Fire and Safety Systems (the *Addendum™). Capitalized terms that are not defined herein, shall have the
meaning giver to them in the Agreement. In the event of a conflict between the terms and conditions of this Addendum and those appearing
in tha Agreement, the terms and conditions of this Addendum shalt prevall.

1. Remots Monltering of Alarm Signals. If JCI receives an emergency alarm signal at JCI's ROC, JC! shall endeavor 1o notify the
appropriale police or fire depariment, or other emergancy response agency having jurisdiction and JCI shall endeavor to nolify Customer
or ils designaled reprasentative by email unless instructed to do otherwise by Customer in writing andior based on standard operating
procedures for the ROC. JCI, upon receipt of a non-emergency signal from the Premises, shall endeavor lo notify Customer’s representative
pursuant o Customer's written instructions, defaulting to email or text notification. Customer acknowledges that if the signals transmitted
from the Premises will be monitored in a monitoring facility not operated by JCY, the personnel in such monitoring facilities are not the agents
of JCI, nor does JCI assume any responsibility for the manner in which such signals are monitored or tha response o such signat.

2. Remote Monitering Services Pricing. Remole Monitoring Services shalt be provided by JCI if the Agreement includes a charge for
such Service. if such Service is purchased, JCI will monilor the number of alarms for the Premises and the inltial charge is based on the
pricing agreed 1o by the parties, subject 1o the terms and conditions of this Addendum. If the number of alarms produced at the Premises
goss beyond the contracted number of alarms in @ menth, Customer will be bilied an overage fee.

3. Communicatlons Medla. Customer acknowledges that monitoring of Covered Equipment requires transmissicn of signals over
standard telephone lines and/or the Intermet and that these modes of transmission may be interrupted, circumvented, or compromised, in
which case no signal can be transmitied from the Premises to the monitoring facifity. Customer understands thiat 1o aliow the monitoring
facility to be aware of such a conditlon, additional or alemative protection can be instaled, such as line sacurity devices, at Customer’s
cost and expense and for fransmission via telephone fing only. Customer acknowledges it is aware that line security devices are available
and, unless axpressly identified in Schedule A - Equipment List, has declined to purchase such devices. Cuslomer further acknowledges
that such addilional protection Is not available for Internet transmission under this Agreement.

4. Falsefinnecessary Alarms; Service Calls. At JCI's option, an additiona! fee may be charged for any false alarm or unnecessary
Service Visit caused or necessilated by Customer. In addilion, Customer shall be fully respansible and fiable for fines, penaities,
assessments, laxes, fees or charges imposed by a governmaental body, telephone, communication, or signal transmission company as the
result of any false alarm and shall reimburse JCI for any costs incurred by JC! in connection therewith. Customer shafl operate the system
carefully so as lo avoid causing false alarms. False alarms can be caused by severa weather or other forces beyond the conlrol of JCI. if
an undue number of false alarms are received by JCJ, in addition to any other avaiable remedies available o JCI, JCI may terminate this
Agreement and discontinug any Service(s) and seek to recover damages. If an agent is dispaiched, by a govemmental authority or
otherwise, 1o respond lo a false alarm, where the Customer, or any other party has intentionally, accidentally or negligently activated the
alarm signal, Customer shall be responsible for and pay any and all fees and/or fines assessed with respect 1o the false alarms and pay io
JCI the additional charges and costs incurred by it from a false alarm. If the Customer’s system has a jocal audible devics, Customer
authorizes JCI to enter the Premises to tum off the audible device if JCI is requesied or ordered to do so by governmental authorities,
neighbors or anyone else and Customer will pay JCI its standard service call charge for each such visit. Police agencies require repair of
systems which cause false dispalches. Customer shall maintain the equipment necessary for JC to supply the Services and Cuslomer
shall pay all cosis for such maintenance. At least monthly, Customer will test the systerm's protective devices and send test signals to the
ROC for all menitoring equipment in accordance with instructions from JCI or the ROC. Customer agrees {o test the monltoring systems,
including lesting any ultrasonic, microwave, infrared, capacitance or other electronic equipment prior o the end of each month and will
immediately raport to JCI if the equipment fails 1o respond 1o the test. Customer shall make any necessary repairs as soon after receipt of
natice as is reasonably practical. Customer shall at all imes be solety responsible for maintaining any sprinkier system in good working
order and provide adequate heat io the Premises.

5. Remota Monitoring of Video Monitoring Services. During the Term, JCI's sole and only obligation arising from the inclusion of Video
Monitoring Services in any Service offering shall be 1o moniter the digital signals actually received by JCI at its ROC from means of the
Video Sysiem and upon receipt of a digital signal indicating that an alamm condition exists, to endeavor, as permitted by law, to natify the
police or other municipal authority deemed appropriate in JCI's absolute discration and to such persans Customer has designated in wriling
to JCI to receive notification of such alarn condition as set forth herein. . No slarm instaliation, repair, maintenance or guard responses will
be provided under this Video Moniloring Services option. JCI may, without prior notice to Customer, in response io applicable law or
insurance requirements, ravise, replace, discontinue and/or rescind its response policies and procedures

2. Incepilon and conclusion of service. Video Monitoring shall be provided by JCI if this Agreement includes a chargs for
Video Monitoring Services. If such Video Monitoring Service is purchased, Video Monitoring Services will begin when the Video
Systern is installed and operational, and when the necessary communications connection is completed, No obligation for the
provision of this Video Monitoring Service will commence until these requirements are met.

b. Customer Equipment. Customer shall oblain, atils own cost and expense: {a) the equipment necessary to cannect 1o JCI's
ROC, and (b} whatever permission, permils or licenses that may be necessary from all persans, governmental authorities, utility,
and any other related service providers in connection with the Services  The video system to be used by the Custormer is intended
to produce and transmit video images (the “Video System Images”) of the Premises to the ROC (the "Video System”}), JCI
makes no promisa, warranly or representation that the video system will operate as intended. Customer further agrees that,
notwithstanding any role or participation by JCI in Video System and Video System Images, JC! shall have no responsibility or
obligation with regard to Customer, the Video System or any other Customer equipment.

c. System Location, The Video Syslem related cameras shall be located and positioned by Customer along with attendant
burglary digital alarm signai{s). Customer shalf ensura that the Video System related cameras will be positioned and located such
that it will only produce or capture Video System Images of areas of the Premises. Customer will provide adequate Hlumination
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under all operating conditions for the proper viewing of the cameras. Customer acknowledges and agrees that JCI has exercised
no control over, or participated in locating or positioning the Video System related camera Including, but not fimited to selecting
what areas, locations, things or persons that the Video System Images may depict or captura,

d. images. Customer shali be solely responsible for the Video System images produced or captured by the Video Sysiem and
Customner shall defend, indemnify and hold harmiess JCI and its officers, agents, direclors, and employees, from any and ail
damages, losses, costs and expenses (including reasonable altomeys” fees) arising out of third parly claims, demands, or suits
in connection with the use, operation, location and position: of the Video System, and the Video System images resulling there
from, including, but not limited to, any claims of any person depicted in a Video Systemn image, including but not limited to, any
claim by such person that his or her privacy has been invaded or intruded upon or his or her likeness has been misappropriated.
Any duty to oblain the consent or permission of any person depicted in a Video System Image o have his or her likeness to be
depicted, received, transmitted or otherwise used, and the duly to determine and comply with any and all applicable laws,
regutations, standards and other obligations that govern the legal, proper and sthical use of video capturing devices, such as the
Vides System, including, but not Emited 1o, nolification that the Video System is in use at tha Premises, shall be the solg
responsibiity of the Customer. JCI agrees 1o make Video System Images available to Customer and upon their respeciive
request. JC! makes no promise, warranty or representation as 1o the fength of time that i retains Video Imagss, or the quality
thereof.

@. Video System Signals. When a signal from the Video System is received, JCI reserves the right to verify all alarn signals
before notilying emergency persannel, and may choose not {o natify emergency personne! if it has reason {o believe, in ils sole
discretion, that an emergency condition does not exist. JCI will first attempt to verify the nature of the emergency by using visual
verification andfor the two-way voice system {if applicable) of the Videa System Included in Customer’s systern. if JCI determines
that an emergency condition exists, JCI wi endeavor 1o notify the proper police or emergency contact on a notification call list
provided in writing by Customer to JCI, or ils designee. When a non-emargency signal is received, JCI will attempt to contact the
first available Customer representative on the notification call fist but wil not notify emergency authorities, this notification will be
in the form of email or text and follow ROC processes. if tha customer requires phone calls to the call list for any emergency or
non-emergency Situation, the customer wil need to make this request in writing,. Customer authorizes and directs JCI, as its
agent, 1o use its ful discretion In causing the arrest or delention of any person or persons on or around the premises who are not
authorized by Customer.

Universal Engineering Sciences (UES) is pleased to submit this revised proposal for providing
geotechnical services for your project. Included in this proposal is an outline of the project
information, proposed exploration, and schedule.

PROJECT INFORMATION

Project information was provided to us through recent correspondence with you. We were
provided with copies of aerial photographs of the sites showing the locations of the proposed
floating docks in relation to existing features.

We understand the project consists of construction of floating docks near Riverplace Tower on
the Southbank and near the existing YMCA off of Jackson Strcct along the Northbank. The
proposed construction along the Southbank includes an approximate 120 linear foot dock with a
gangway adjacent to the existing fixed pier along with extending the existing floating dock
approximately 100 feet to the east. The proposcd construction along the Northbank includes an
approximate 200 lincar foot floating dock along with a concrete pathway leading from the north
river walk to the shoreline. The pathway will have dimensions of approximately 12°x75". Itis
anticipated the structures will be supported by driven pile foundation systems.

PROPOSED GEOTECHNICAL EXPLORATION

Based on our understanding of the project, as requested, we propose to drill four (4) Standard
Penetration Test (SPT) borings within the proposed floating dock structure areas (two at each
dock location) to depths of 75 feet below the mudline. The borings will require the use of our
truck-mounted drill rig loaded on a full size barge. We have assumed water depths are suitable
for mobilization of a full size barpe. We propose one SPT boring on land for the proposed
concrete pathway to a depth of 75 feet below the existing ground surface. Qur services include
rock cores of the limestonc formation or cemented sand layers. We have assumed four core runs

of 5 feet cach at each boring for purposes of providing a fee estimate.  We will also require the
use of temporary casing io facilitate drilling over water and the coring operations.

We will conduct all drlling and sampling in general accordance with applicable ASTM
standards. At the completion of drilling, we will transport all samples to our laboratory where
they will be examined by a geotechnical engineer and visually classified according to the Unified
Soil Classification System. Index and classification testing will be performed on representative
samples obtained from the exploration. We will also perform corrosion analyses for
environmental classification in accordance with FDOT procedures and will perform grain size
analyscs on samples obtained at the mudline in order to obiain a Dgp value. Qur services also
include unconfined compressive tests of intact rock core samples.

A professional engineer, registered in the State of Florida, who has specialized in geotechnical
engineering will direct and supervise our work. A report which describes our exploration and
documents the subsurface conditions encountered will be provided for you, This report will
include the following:

1. A bdefdiscussion of our understanding of the planned construction and imposed loads,

2. A presentation of the field and laboratory test procedures used and the data obtained.

3. A presentation of the subsurface conditions including subsurface profiles, estimated
seasonal high groundwater, and estimated geotechnical engincering properties {as
necessary).
