THIS ADDENDUM to the West Order Form for Westlaw (the “Agreement”) is
made and entered into this day of , 2019, by and between
the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA, a municipal corporation, for and on behalf
of its Office of General Counsel (the “City” or the “Subscriber) and West Publishing
Corporation (“West").

WHEREAS, by legislative fiat, there are certain contractual provisions that must
be contained in any procurement contract of the City; and

WHEREAS, this Addendum should be executed by the parties to ensure that all
lawful provisions are contained in the Agreement; now therefore

IN CONSIDERATION of the Agreement and of the mutual covenants
hereinafter contained and for other good and valuable consideration, the parties agree as
follows:

I« The above-stated recitals are accurate, true, and correct and are made a
part hereof and are incorporated herein by this reference.

2. This Addendum shall be attached to said Agreement, shall be a part of said
Agreement, and shall be binding upon the parties.

3. As required by Section 106.431, Ordinance Code, the City’s maximum
indebtedness for all products and services under the Agreement shall be a fixed monetary
amount not-to-exceed THREE HUNDRED SIXTY-THREE THOUSAND ONE
HUNDRED EIGHTY AND 73/100 DOLLARS ($363,180.73) for the three (3) year term
of the Agreement ($118,671.00 for Year 1; $121,044.42 for Year 2; $123,465.31 for Year
3, reflecting two percent (2%) escalator per year).

4. As required by Section 126.108, Ordinance Code, in its performance of
the Agreement West must comply with any and all applicable federal, state, and local
laws, rules, regulations, and ordinances (hereinafter collectively referred to as the
“Laws"), only with respect to the Agreement, as such Laws exist and may be amended
from time to time. Such Laws shall include, but are not limited to, Chapter 119, Florida





Statutes, (the Florida Public Records Law) and Section 286.011, Florida Statutes, (the
Florida Sunshine Law).

5. West represents that it has adopted and will maintain throughout the term
of this Agreement a policy of nondiscrimination or nonharrassment against any person
with regard to race, color, sex (including pregnancy), sexual orientation, gender identity
or expression, religion, political affiliation, national origin, disability, age, marital status,
veleran status, or any other impermissible factor in recruitment, hiring, compensation,
training, placement, promotion, discipline, demotion, transfers, layoff, recall, termination,
working conditions, and related terms and conditions of employment. On written
request, West shall permit access to its records of employment, employment
advertisements, application forms, and other pertinent data and records by the Executive
Director of the Community Relations Commission of City for the purpose of
investigation to ascertain compliance with the non-discrimination provisions of this
Agreement. West shall not be required to produce for inspection any records covering
periods of time more than one (1) year prior to the date of this Agreement. West agrees
that if any of the obligations of this Agreement are to be performed by a subcontractor,
the provisions above shall be incorporated into and become a part of the subcontract.

6. The rights, obligations, and remedies of the parties as specified under the
Agreement shall be interpreted and governed in all aspects by the laws of the State of
Florida. Should any provision of the Agreement be determined by the courts to be illegal
or in conflict with any law of the State of Florida, the validity of the remaining provisions
shall not be impaired. Venue for litigation of the Agreement shall be in courts of
competent jurisdiction located in Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida.

Fe The parties agree that for the execution of the Agreement, time is of the
essence. Therefore, the Agreement and all amendments thereto may be executed in
several counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, and all of such
counterparts together shall constitute one and the same instrument. The parties further
agree that facsimile (“fax") transmission of all signatures with originals to follow shall
constitute and be evidence of an executed Agreement.

8. This Agreement supersedes all prior agreements between the parties.
9. Public Records. In accordance with Section 119.0701, Florida Statutes,
West shall:
