The system is expected to be available for use no later than February 2019. 
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1.2 Overview of the City of Tallahassee 


For two years after the creation of the Territory of Florida in 1822, the Territorial Legislature 
rotated meeting locations between the historical capitals of Pensacola and Saint Augustine. In 
1824, in an effort to reduce the travel times for legislative delegates, the Territorial Legislature 
established the City of Tallahassee as the Territorial Capital, which became the State Capital upon 
Florida's admission to the union in 1845. 


Apalachee Native Americans originally inhabited the area around Tallahassee. Its fertile soil 
helped to establish it as a rich farming region known for its plantations on which cotton, corn, and 
sweet potatoes were raised. Over time the city grew, due in part to being the state capital, but also 
because of the establishment of Florida State University in 1851 (originally the West Florida 
Seminary) and in 1887, Florida Agricultural and Mechanical University. 


Comprising only one-quarter mile of land in 1824, the City of Tallahassee now encompasses 
I 03.31 square miles with a population of approximately 189,675 full-time residents. About 50,000 
FSU and F AMU students add to the population during the school year. The State of Florida is 
Tallahassee's largest employer and thousands of state workers commute into the capitol city from 
surrounding counties each workweek. 


The City of Tallahassee is ranked in the top ten in the nation for the 2015 Digital Cities Survey by 
the Center for Digital Government. In its entry, the City of Tallahassee highlighted a variety of 
technology solutions that improve customer service, make reporting issues easier and increase 
transparency. Some of the featured items were DigiTally, the City's mobile app; the on line outage 
reporting system for the electric department; the City's on line checkbook; and social media efforts, 
to name a few. 


1.3 Overview of the Tallahassee Police Department 


The Tallahassee Police Department was established in 1841 and is the third oldest municipal police 
department in the country behind Philadelphia ( 1758) and Boston ( 1838). Historical records 
indicate the Tallahassee Police Department was established by the town council to preserve the 
peace and good of the community, to give alarm in case of fire, to arrest suspicious persons, to 
enter suspicious places, and to report all violations of the law and ordinances of the city. At its 
inception, the police department functioned as a night watch consisting of four men, who were 
sworn officers and paid for their services. 


The Department was the I 31h law enforcement agency to receive national accreditation through the 
Commission on Accreditation for Law Enforcement Agencies (CALEA) and is now the third 
longest continuously accredited law enforcement agency in the country. The Tallahassee Police 
L>epartment represents an extraordinary example of excellence in public safety, and it is recognized 
nationally as a model agency for current and potential CALEA applicants. The Department's 
organizational structure consists of the office of the chief and 6 bureaus. 


• The Office of the Chief includes the Chiefof Police, Deputy Chief, Legal Advisor, Public 
Information Officer, Crime Analyst Supervisor, and the Office of Professional Standards.

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• The Patrol Bureau utilizes a zone based patrol concept that is consistent with the 
department's community oriented policing philosophy. Patrol personnel are assigned to a 
geographical zone so they may become more familiar with the residents who live and 
work in the area and with the activities that typically take place. This encourages more 
interaction between officers and residents and allows officers to focus on crime prevention 
and enforcement activities that may be unique to their zone. This strategy is enhanced by 
the Community Relations Unit and three Community Oriented Policing and Problem 
Solving (COPPS) squads supplementing the efforts of patrol personnel through a focus on 
identified criminal activity based on real-time intelligence and information. Additional 
units within the Patrol Bureau include the Canine Unit, the Prisoner Transport Unit, and 
various other support personnel.

However, TPD encourages Proposers to seek 
solutions to our requirements and propose u comprehensive solution, which may contain a 
variety of applications, proposers, seniices, and/or third-party components. 


It is the Proposers responsibility to clearly identify all customizations, changes, enhancements, and 
third-party solutions in their Proposal. Each Proposal submitted must respond to each TPD 
requirement. The instructions for the content and format of your proposal are included in this 
document and must be strictly followed. 


The descriptions provided are intended to be descriptive and not prescriptive. Exceptions and 
enhancements to these requirements are expected to be clearly defined. It is the responsibility of 
each Proposer to note, describe, and include sufficient supporting documentation for all exceptions 
and enhancements, which their Proposed System entails. 


2.2 Project Oveniiew 


TPD seeks to modernize its capabilities that arc currently implemented in or dependent on aging 
applications. The following are the core drivers for moving away from the legacy systems to a more 
modem technology platform: 


• The applications are rigid and difficult to adapt to emerging requirements; 


• There are very few resources left with in-depth knowledge of the applications; 


• There is a significant amount of technical debt that impedes IT to meet department's needs 
and 


• Information is stored in multiple stand-alone systems; this information should be in one 
system that can be accessible from workstations, mobile data computers (laptops) and other 
mobile devices. 


The TPD envisions migration to a modern application landscape that: 


• Implements the core functional needs with commercial, off-the-shelf solutions where 
possible; 


• Leverages modern tools and approaches to reduce time to delivery of capabilities; 


• Enables the use of innovative technologies against stable solutions that support core business 
processes; 


• One system that contains all required modules for a fully functional LEDRMS; 


• Secure remote access to LEDRMS; 


• Frees IT resources from low-value operational tasks to deliver more value and 


• Aligns information management with the needs of an increasingly data-centric organization. 
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The future LEDRMS should position applications and technologies relative to their purpose and 
rate of change. Systems of record, such as LED RMS, that support core law enforcement processes, 
tend to evolve slowly. Capabilities that support processes and approaches specific to the TPD, such 
as COMPSTAT and deployment management, must be able to adapt to changing needs without 
affecting the systems of record. Innovative capabilities, such as advanced analytics or mobile 
applications, must be able to evolve quickly to meet emerging needs, within the overall application 
ecosystem. 


Unlike the aging applications, which have grown organically over decades into a patchwork of 
systems with point-to-point data exchanges, the future state envisions clear separation between 
layers of systems with well-defined and sustainable interfaces. Data integration and management 
tools that decouple the layers, and enable applications to evolve at different rates of change will 
support the connections between the layers.

• Advanced Analytics, sourced from the future state data warehouse, through data integration 
technology, instead of existing point-to-point interfaces; 


• Citizen Development, enabling non-IT personnel in organizational units to leverage 
standard, supported and sustainable technologies to build point solutions in a managed 
environment, using shared data and 


• User Experience Portal, providing discovery and access to capabilities and collaboration 
tools, with single sign-on where possible, integrating with the Identity Access Management 
capabi I ity.

• Data Management, tooling and processes to establish a master "event" and archival 
capability; 


• Data Integration, tooling and processes to support file transfer, event notifications, data 
warehouse loads, etc., to replace point-to-point exchanges and 


• Identity Access Management, tooling and processes to support authentication and 
authorization across the future state application landscape. 


TPD envisions that the LEDRMS project will be a phased installation. We have identified the 
following phases:

2.5 Project Objectives 


The LEDRMS project is intended to transform TPD's business, particularly in how the TPD 
collects, stores and uses information. While each of the Department's operational areas and 
command staff have varying expectations of what a modern records management system can and 
should do to improve their particular area, the following are overarching project objectives that the 
TPD hopes to achieve: 


• Enhance officer safety and efficiency by decreasing the time required to complete report 
writing, data collection, analysis and other administrative work through the elimination of 
redundant, duplicative and superfluous tasks; 
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• Enhance public service by improving the public's experience with the TPD, particularly 
when it comes to the timeliness and availability of information; 


• Enhance data accuracy and quality by reducing or eliminating erroneous and duplicative 
data entry and providing improved quality controls and 


• Enhance the operational value of information by improving the timeliness and availability 
of relevant and actionable infonnation available to all stakeholders as a result of better data 
collection, access and controls. 


The specific objectives of this project are as follows: 


• To support our Officers, Investigators, Records Technicians, Forensics Technicians, 
Property and Evidence Technicians, and Crime Analysts with the most functional, user 
friendly, intuitive, reliable, and comprehensive Law Enforcement software system 
available; 


• To procure and implement a comprehensive, Commercial-Off-The-Shelf, state-of-the­
art LEDRMS, which enhances and supports the department's need for collecting, 
analyzing and disseminating information; 


• To provide the officer in the car an easier and quicker data entry capability, and to 
provide more data to be effectively used to increase crime fighting abilities; 


• To provide the Crime Analysts a more efficient means of studying crime reports, arrest 
reports, police calls for service, as well as the ability to identify emerging crime patterns, 
series and trends. The LEDRMS should provide the Crime Analysts the tools necessary 
to prepare statistics, data queries, or maps and provide data and information support for the 
agency's Criminal Investigations Division (CID), Patrol, and High Risk Offenders' Units 
(HRO). In addition, the LEDRMS should support the Crime Analysts by delivering 
timely, appropriate, and accurate data for investigative purposes as well as for the 
completion of public records' requests; 


• To eliminate redundant data entry and enhance current day-to-day operations by 
combining the functions of most of the existing stand-alone systems into a single 
comprehensive system, thus refocusing staff efforts from developing stand-alone 
programs to capturing and accessing data required as a part of normal business 
operations. Employees currently maintain numerous standalone Microsoft Excel or Access 
programs IO accomplish required business tasks; 


• Integrate the current workgroup applications with the new LED RMS with the goal being to 
enter data once and to use it many times across the various workgroup applications; 


• To eliminate barriers to data sharing with other internal, local, regional, state, and federal 
agencies by employing applicable state and federal DOJ data sharing standards and 
practices; 


• To provide an automated environment that enhances operations and supports the 
apprehension of criminals by providing timely information; 


• To employ an infonnation processing architecture that is consistent with contemporary 
technology, adheres to TPD data processing standards and accommodates the advancement 
of technology over the next five years;

• To improve citizen participation with TPD, including better access to publicly releasable 
information and 


• To use features in the new LEDRMS to facilitate more open communications between TPD 
and the community. 


2.6 Establish Consolidated Archival Capability 


Currently, historical data for many systems are kept within operational data stores; there is no 
comprehensive archive approach. In some cases, data from systems that have been retired was not 
converted into their replacement systems, but is still required to support inquiries. This results in 
the need to retain legacy capacities to retrieve data in old formats and from old repositories. 


The TPD would like to have an archival method and capability for operational data (only for data 
added into new LED RMS), using archive data formats that should be independent of the software 
that created the data. The solution will include long-term supportable data structures, with locally 
resolved references, such as crime codes (that do not require further external resources). It will also 
include simple retrieval tools and search functions to query data and render into a human readable 
report format. 


Benefits of this initiative include: 


• Enabling the retirement of older systems that support historical data access; 


• Removing dependency to specific applications for data access by using standard data 
formats; 


• Implementing retention policies consistently; 


• Reducing the impact of application modernization in response to business needs, by 
decoupling access to historical data from the application and 


• Mitigating unconstrained growth of data in application databases, reducing cost and 
potential performance impact. 


The basic retention policy is to retain the following data in operational data stores: 


• All data (this includes attachments) related to active cases and 


• All data (this includes attachments) related to cases that were closed less than 5 years ago 
(only for data added into new LEDRMS). 


In addition, the TPD expects that archived data may need to be " un-archived" upon re-opening of 
previously closed cases. This would entail re-importing data into operational data stores. 


The TPD currently anticipates that the archive function would be supported by the data warehouse 
capability. 


The LEDRMS solution should be able to export/relocate all relevant records to the archive solution, 
based on the defined retention policy, and provide the ability to re-import/locate previously archived 
data when a case is re-activated (on-line/off-line data).

2.8 Solidify Data Integration 


Currently, the application landscape has many point-to-point interfaces, including operational 
system-to-system interfaces and data extracts. In some cases, data extracts are layered to generate 
additional data extracts. In other cases, applications leverage data extracts that were not designed 
for such purpose, creating dependencies. Evolution of source systems may be held back by these 
dependencies, reducing the ability to timely adapt to the Department's needs. 


With the proliferation of data exchanges and extracts, data lineage and the '·single source of truth" 
becomes increasingly difficult to establish. When decisions are made based on data, then the source, 
accuracy and timeliness of the data needs to be well understood. 
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Benefits of this initiative include: 


• Reducing dependencies between systems to support a pace layered architecture, improving 
agility to respond to emerging business needs, and increasing system of record resilience to 
changed data needs; 


• Enabling the population of data warehouse and advanced analytics; 


• Reducing IT effort and cost to maintain data exchanges and 


• Supporting the City's Open Data initiatives by delivering timely, appropriate, and accurate 
data that complies with TPD's policies. 


The LEDRMS solution should support the TPD's data integration vision, either through exposing 
its data model, providing data-centric application interface capabilities, or another common 
integration mechanism. 


2.9 Extend Access Control Mechanism 


TPD needs a system with a mechanism that grants users with the right access, at the right time, to 
perform their duties based on their position in the organization. The solution maintains access roles 
with distinct sets of system privileges, and assigns these roles to employees based on pre-defined 
business rules. The business rules for granting and revoking access are driven by data from the 
actual chain of command (COC) data, as well as the employees' rank, duty assignment and function. 


TPD expects that future technology initiatives will provide a rules-based access control approach 
with a more standardized product-based Identity and Access Management implementation, based 
on industry standards for authentication and authorization. 


The TPD expects the benefits of this approach will be: 


• Reducing the proliferation of non-standardized authentication and authorization approaches 
and 


• Enabling appropriate and timely access to applications and tools by employees, based on 
their rank and actual deployment to organizational units. 


2.10 Develop Master Event Management 


Currently, the main identifier for records is the Department report number. which is created in the 
PremierOne CAD system when requested by an Officer or Investigator. 


TPD seeks to develop a master data management solution based upon a core set of data (time, 
location, involved people, etc.) that are common between all events, and establish conditions for 
automated and officer-based linking of records 


Benefits of this initiative include: 


• Ability to develop composite views of all incidents, arrests, cases, property, vehicles, 
evidence and other data to events and 


• Improving business intelligence and advanced analytics capabilities by providing more 
meaningful data. 


The TPD expects that future systems will support interfacing approaches that reduce the complexity 
and duplication of messaging mechanisms.

2.11 Implement Share Portal Capability 


Currently, the TPD has a large application portfolio, which is accessed in different ways: through 
desktop shortcuts, browser bookmarks, or shared drive locations. Discovery of applications is 
cumbersome, and access requires different user IDs and passwords. There is limited support for 
user collaboration using modern tools. 


The TPD seeks to streamline user access to tools and applications through a single user interface 
and enable online collaboration between employees outside the context of system of record 
applications. 


Benefits of this initiative include: 


• Easing the discovery of and access to applications and tools, leveraging single sign-on where 
practical and 


• Provide portal-based collaboration tools that are easy to use, and offer a more fluid and 
informal way to communicate than system of record applications allows. 


The TPD expects that future systems wi II be accessible within the context of a user portal. 


2.12 Volumes and Metrics

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2.13 Current Challenges 


The TPD·s records management business practices, coupled with the existing technology 
environment, pose many challenges for both TPD members and the public. 


These challenges include: 


• Manual, paper-based processes - Nearly every process involved in the collection, 
dissemination and analysis of information is in part (or, in some cases entirely) manual or 
paper-based. While there are many ·systems' to log and track events, some official records 
are still submitted on paper and scanned to be stored electronically as TIFF or PDF files, or 
other 'paper equivalent' image files. The information contained on these reports is not easily 
accessible or available for other purposes; 


• Silo processes - Due to the size and organization of the TPD, many similar business 
practices are handled differently throughout the Department. This can create inconsistency 
in how and when information is collected, the forms that are used and the timeliness and 
accuracy of information; 


• Lack of access to valuable information - Since some of the information collected resides 
on paper forms; it is not readily available for investigative purposes. The paper-process is 
time consuming and even when information is entered into electronic systems, it is otten not 
timely, limiting its operational value; 


• Time consuming and inefficient processes - Writing reports by hand on paper is time 
consuming and prone to error. Several routine processes can consume an officer's day (e.g., 
booking, report writing) taking valuable resources from the field and 


• Aging technology - Outdated software, hardware and programming languages are 
challenging and increasingly expensive to support. Many systems are at end-of-life and no 
longer supported by their original vendor and support staff member's familiar with these 
systems are retiring. 


2.14 Guiding Principles 


The TPD recognizes that this project is a large, multi-year and multi-phase effort that will have a 
profound and lasting effect on nearly every area of the Department. The TPD understands that this 
is much more than simply a •technology' project and expects to invest significant resources in 
managing the organizational change that will be required, in addition lo auapling Lu new lechnology 
and potentially new ways of doing business. The following guiding principles are being used to help 
set expectations and prepare the Department for the change that is expected: 


• The Records Management System is a core component of a larger effort to modernize the 
TPD technology systems, not an island unto itself; 


• Success will be measured largely by the project' s ability to provide a valuable and positive 
experience to users; 


• The TPD requirements are meant to describe desired outcomes, what is needed, and not to 
be overly prescriptive in how these objectives are achieved. Through this solicitation, the 
TPD expects to procure a system that has been proven in the marketplace and to benefit 
from the experience of both the vendors and the other agencies that use their systems. This 
solicitation is intended to allow vendors the flexibility to demonstrate how their solutions 
best meet the TPD's objectives; 
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• The TPD intends to procure a commercial solution proven in the marketplace. The TPD 
expects that current operational practices will have to adapt to the new system capabilities 
where possible. Customizations will only be pursued to support capabilities where there is 
a legal, fiscal or regulatory requirement that cannot be fulfilled any other way; 


• The TPD values improvements to an officer's efficiency and accuracy over maintaining 
existing practices and 


• The project's goal is not to replicate a paper process. The TPD considers the 'record• to be 
the data, not the paper; that the data may be produced in many different formats, including 
paper and electronic. 


2.15 Applicable Laws, Codes, Ordinances, and Standards 


TPD requires that the proposed system meet or exceed all current Laws and Standards to which it 
is subject. Those Laws, Codes, and Standards include, but are not limited to:

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2.16 Proposers Minimum Qualifications 


To qualify for this procurement, Proposers must have successfully implemented three or more 
presently operational Public Safety Oriented Record Management Systems comprised of 
applications similar to those outlined in this RFP. In addition, at least one of these systems 
must have been in support of an agency that services a population of approximately 200,000 
or more and servicing a Law Enforcement agency of approximately 500 or more employees 
(sworn and civilian total). 


2.17 TPD's Concept of Operations 


TPD's service area is within the city limit; TPD arrests and then transfers prisoners to the Leon 
County Jail. This Statement of Work specifies Leon as an example for clarity purposes only. 
TPD desires that the specifications and functionality could be applied to interactions with Leon 
County, when Leon County is prepared to electronically interact with TPD. 


TPD's concept of operations is one of an overall automated work environment, with a 
LED RMS at the center. Besides a comprehensive LEDRMS, key components in the envisioned 
environment include a web based Intranet Portal providing browser based access to numerous 
departmental documents and capabilities, a mobile field reporting capability with 11office in 
the car11 capabilities, access via use of Business Intelligence tools to information stored in the 
TPD Data Warehouse and access to local, regional, state and federal data sources from both 
mobile and office environments. We do not believe that a LEDRMS will fulfill all of our 
information processing requirements - but do desire as many of our requirements to be 
integrated into this environment by the Proposer. 


TPD envisions that this LEDRMS will become a central component of an integrated LEDRMS 
"environment". The environment would consist of those agencies and systems which are 
inter-connected through the LEDRMS, into what appears to our authorized users. as a seamless 
system. This environment is for the purpose of collecting, processing, searching, presenting, and 
sharing Law Enforcement information with all consumers of such data. The ultimate goal is to 
provide a system that serves the daily needs of TPD. The system shall serve as a comprehensive 
criminal history system with the capability of integrating with other justice systems to which we 
can interface. For example, we desire the ability to automatically import information from 
protective orders and case disposition from our regional county law enforcement partners. 


The LED RMS must be simple, intuitive, and straight-forward in its design and presentation. Users 
should not be burdened with excessive steps or procedures to accomplish their tasks. Screens, 
reports, and workflows should be logical, instructions clear, and assistance with wizards and/or 
prompts that lead the users through the task. For example, all fields on a screen, which are required, 
would be highlighted with a consistent color. Furthermore, if a field requires a specific value, the 
LEDRMS will notify the user of an invalid value, upon exit of the field. Productivity must be 
enhanced by minimizing effort needed to finish tasks. Quality of work performed must be enhanced 
with a higher level of information and the reliability. Usage of pick lists, pop-ups, radio buttons, 
calendars, and other formatting tools are highly desired. The system must not crash, lock-up, 
and/or cause the user to lose their work. Consistent, reliable, and dependable best practices are 
expected. 
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TPD envisions a new system that is primarily Case Based. A Case Based system organizes the data 
based upon a case folder concept. Within the case folder there are various modules containing the 
specific data about the case. As an example, a burglary case might consist of the initial incident 
report, all the names associated with the incident, e.g., victim(s), witnesses, suspect(s), property 
stolen, etc. Upon querying on the case number, a tree structure would display each module 
containing the information pertaining to the case:

From this tree, the end-user can click on a box and drill down in this case, or across to another case 
which has a relationship (i.e., common suspect) for additional information. They can also transcend 
horizontally through the system. As an example, they can click on an individual and see that 
individual's involvements in other incidents. There shall be no limitation as to how deep the end­
user can vertically or horizontally transcend the system, thus providing complete access to available 
information. 
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Typical capabilities of this case based approach include a system that will provide the ability to 
attach photos of the vehicles. The system should allow a number of attachments to a case, only 
limited by the data storage capacity of the LEDRMS. The system needs to provide for scanning 
and attaching handwritten witness statements and other supporting case documentation 


We envision that the entire incident report could be entered into the LEDRMS through the Mobile 
Computers. The LEDRMS database will give access to the information and provide an automated 
link to all of the data associated with the incident. 


The narrative entry of the incident report shall make use of an industry standard word processor 
with spell check capability, e.g., Microsoft Word. Voice-to-text is improving in its capabilities and 
the system should have the ability to accommodate this improving technology. 


Officers in the field should have access to the same information that the officer at headquarters does. 


The new must provide the ability to set review flags for certain types of reports and/or for certain 
areas of TPD. The unapproved report shall be clearly marked so the reader knows that the 
infonnation can change because the report is not yet approved. An unapproved report shall not 
prevent any other process, such as booking or being available to crime analysis modules, from 
occurring (if the Crime Analyst is using the data for analysis, they would need to know certain times 
a report was changed due to the possibility of changing the reporting analysis. There would need 
to be a matrix to choose what updates they would like to be notified and the ability to choose what 
they can flag, i.e., arrests, vehicle and/or property recovery, firearms, serial numbers, etc.). 


When the supervisor approves the report with an electronic signature, the system will lock the report 
and forward it to Records for quality control. Once approved, the data wi II automatically update the 
pennanent incident record and other appropriate modules. The system will automatically distribute 
the case to other appropriate units (Division(s) of Concern, BOLO(s), external agencies, etc.). TPD 
desires this system to be as real time as feasible. Of special note, TPD requires the ability to flag 
certain cases, mostly under the purview of the Homicide Division, as confidential, strictly limiting 
access to those cases during the investigative phase. This requirement may result in the inability of 
the officer that filed the initial report from viewing that report in the future if flagged as confidential 
by an authorized user. 


TPD envisions a flexible LEDRMS which would allow us to change data field names, determine a 
workflow by task, and is highly configurable. The worktlow could allow for screens and processes 
which may appear unique, but operate on the same LEDRMS data as other units. Information would 
be routed to appropriate areas and paper based systems would be minimized by electronic 
distribution. 


Cases could be directed to a Case Manager(s) assigned for the charge(s). A notification would be 
sent via email, or other selectable notification method. There may be more than one charge and 
therefore, more than one Case Manager. Each Case Manager then would assign one or more 
Investigators, Task forces, or Units. Each assigned investigating unit could operate independently. 
or in conjunction with others. Executives, Managers, Supervisors, Case Managers, and other 
authorized users could view the status of the Case and possibly some of the details. For casual 
users and others, access to sensitive infonnation would be restricted. Draft reports, Case details for 
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specific crimes and investigative status, supplemental reports, test results, and other preliminary 
information may be restricted, until such information is ready for release. There would be an ability 
to easily create supplements, and attach multi-media documentation to the supplement or the Case. 
Some actions, such as temporarily checking out Evidence from the Property Room, would 
automatically create a supplement, without Officer or user intervention. 


2.18 System Operation Requirements 


The LEDRMS program needs to be a stable program that is capable of operating both on and off 
network, available 24/7/365. It is recommended the platform utilized has system reliability of "five 
9's" or 99.999% reliability or "up time." Users should be able to create reports with limited or no 
connectivity, and transmit completed reports upon connectivity being established. The system needs 
to be accessible wirelessly (air card) and via wired/LAN/Ethernet connection. The transition 
between wireless connectivity and wired connectivity needs to be seamless. 


Properties and features of incident reports should be mirrored by field based reporting (if not one­
in-the-same module). 


Case folders should include the ability to attach photos, audio, handwritten documents, and possibly 
video to the case file. A case file within the LEDRMS should include ALL information and data 
(reports, supplemental, statements, audio recordings, video recordings, attachments, etc.). The only 
information not within the case file should be physical items within property and evidence, although 
the existence of these items should be viewable via the LEDRMS/Case management module 
(property receipts). 


Ability to set specific security permissions for groups and individual users based on types of case, 
subjects/suspects involved, and other user defined parameters (module level to field level). Ability 
to audit the view/print/search of cases. 


Users should have a unique password/pin to digitally sign/view reports and case files based on 
security preferences and settings. Items identified as '·intel'' should be housed as such and should 
be compliant with CALEA, FDLE, CJIS, and 28 CFR regulations. 


There should be an ability to report vital statistics on a wide range set of parameters (i.e., how many 
blue ford mustangs have had white males issued a ticket in the past year between 06:00 and 09:00 
on Thursdays on the Parkway). The Crime Analysis Unit (CAU) Highly Desires the LEDRMS to 
include Elastic Search Capability - complex query builder in the system. Productivity reporting 
should be an essential component of the LEDRMS. 


Information of event(s) occurrence should be easily configurable and flexible. An authorized 
investigator/user could request a list of all past access to a Case and/or interactions with an 
individual. Further, an authorized user could request that they be notified if a specific event occurs 
in the future (i.e., someone enters a field interview card for a suspect). 
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We envision a system that increases citizen participation with TPD and makes it easier to receive 
reports and other Government to Citizen (G2C) services from TPD. For example, citizens should 
be able to enter minor incidents over the Internet. This requires the system to provide limited citizen 
access to a browser based Incident module. The recommended approach is to allow the citizen to 
enter an incident/offense report via the internet and attach files. Once the citizen submits the report, 
the system assesses the report for completeness. If there are mistakes or incomplete information. 
the system must prompt the citizen for the corrected or additional information. Once completed, the 
system enters the report with attachments into the Incidents/Offenses module workflow and the 
other associated modules, e.g., Property, Names, Vehicles, Premises, Citation. Case Management, 
etc. This data should then be immediately available to others, such as the investigators. 


Lab Information Management System Requirements (Optional) 


The LIMS program needs to be a stable program that works in compliance with ASCLD (The 
American Society of Crime Laboratory Directors/Laboratory Accreditation Board) 
(http://\\\\'\\. .ascld-lab.orgl ). 


Crime Analysis Requirements 


For crime analysis purposes, TPD would like the new LED RMS designed with electronic incident 
reports with as many drop down selection boxes, radio buttons, etc., versus free form text fields. 
This will reduce data entry errors by officers and provide more searchable and analyzable fields for 
crime analysis purposes. 


Victim Advocate Unit Requirements 


The desired software should support lifecycle activities for an assigned advocate. The information 
collected should prove a historical account of various support activities performed for a victim 
and/or family members. 


Administrative Service Bureau Requirements 


The Administrative Services Bureau oversees the issuance of department vehicles. The 
Administrative Services Bureau is responsible for tracking the vehicle numbers, tag numbers, and 
all scheduled maintenance for each vehicle as well as all property (including serial/model/city 
assigned numbers) installed in the vehicles (i.e., radios, rifle, shotgun racks). They desire a 
LEDRMS that includes the below Fleet Management and Supply Management requirements: 


Fleet Management 


I. Track Vehicle Assignments - Searchable via officer name, vehicle number, and tag number; 


2. Track equipment installed in the vehicle such as rifle racks. shotgun racks, cones, in-car 
radios, printers, camera system, digital cameras, print kits (with serial numbers when 
applicable); 


3. Interface with City 1-lect program called Faster Asset Solutions to transfer information into 
LED RMS; 


4. Track confidential tags (expiration/replacements); 


5. Track monthly billed services; 


6. Automated PM reminders; 
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7. Ability to issue/track pool cars when assigned vehicles have to be kept for extended periods 
of time for repairs and 


8. Ability to generate/submit work orders electronically to Faster Asset Solutions or to City 
Fleet. 


Supply Management (Optional) 


The Supply Management Office is responsible for tracking, issuing, and stocking agency-owned or 
leased equipment such as consumable supplies (i.e., batteries, forms, pens), equipment (i.e., 
holsters, radios, flashlights) and fixed assets (tangible property with a purchase price exceeding 
$1,000). The Supply Management Office is also serves as the central receiving location for items 
shipped to the Department and maintains custody of those items until they are issued to a division. 


I. Inventory: 


A. Barcode system functionality for identification and tracking of inventory items and 
employee issuance; 


B. Track Inventory by serial number, tag number, part number, item description, model 
number, location, and user. This would also include quantity and dollar value; 


C. Ability to establish minimum and maximum quantities and re-order points for each item 
in inventory; 


D. Automatic notifications or prompt when items reach the established re-order points or 
expiration dates; 


E. Ability to create/generate purchase orders; 


F. Track items ordered; 


G. Send prompt when item is received that needs to be issued to a member (customer due 
outs); 


H. Track outstanding orders; 


I. Ability to run inventory related reports (i.e. inventory audit by quantity and dollar value, 
inventory on order, inventory re-ordering point, inventory shelf life ending, equipment 
upgrade eligibility, asset inventory, inventory history, location survey, location 
accuracy, out of stock inventory, operation readiness report, and individual customer 
files); 


J. Ability to capture asset related information and create reports (assignment of equipment 
to a department ID, transfers, surplus); 


K. Ability to create and generate reports for internal use (i.e. property transfer form, 
property surplus form) and 


L. Create/generate a property order report for members to use and submit. Once order is 
filled, the ability to send an automated response to the member that order is ready for 
pick-up.

2. Personnel (Supply related) (Optional): 


A. Track property issued to each individual officer (vests, radios, uniforms, name tags, duty 
gear, etc.) 


B. Send prompts for vests due for replacement. 


C. Allow for customization of records (i.e. identify specialty units to which the officer is 
assigned). This would then dictate what additional items would need to be issued. 


D. Maintain quantity issuance control data. 


E. Ability to generate equipment reports, if needed. 


F. Create/generate missing and/or damaged property reports. 


2.19 Master Name Index - Index Relationships (Critical) 


TPD requires that the LEDRMS provide for a robust set of common master databases (Indexes). 
All modules must be integrated with all Indexes. The LEDRMS must allow cross module linking 
of Indexes and also allow for the drill-down capability to related data. Usage of linkages to relate 
the data, from Index-to-Index, must allow for a "Horizontal" (module-to-module) and "Vertical" 
(Index-to-Index) relationship chaining. Linkages occur as a result of transactions (e.g., Arrests) 
within the system. 


For example, a Master Name Index (MNI) will allow the user to view all relational information, 
from module-to-module to which the MNI has been associated (e.g., Cases, Vehicles, and Known 
Associations) - Horizontal Relationships. Furthermore, once the MNI has been linked to another 
Index, the ability to go from maintaining the MNI to maintaining the Case(s) Index record(s) is 
facilitated - Vertical Relationships. 


The LEDRMS must manage these relationships of Indexes without intervention or manual 
encoding. 


Information pertaining to unique entities (e.g., individual, property, vehicles, locations, etc.) must 
be stored in only one Index. For example, in no situation should there be a capability to enter 
information relating to an individual (Name) and have that information stored outside of the Master 
Name Index. There will be only one database, file, and/or source for each unique entity. TPD would 
like to see each MASTER NAME Index have a unique number assigned to it. Also, each Master 
Name Index should have the ability to have multiple photos Upeg, etc.) attached to that record. 


For example, individuals with whom a Field Interview has been performed must only be stored in 
the same Master Name Index as individuals who have been arrested. 


Furthermore, using the example of vehicles, all vehicles, whether marked as stolen, towed, or any 
other trait/status, must only be stored in the Master Vehicle lndt:x. 


Wherever a Master Index is referenced, the ability to enter new Master Index records must be 
allowed. 
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Each Index must be capable of having Alerts placed upon them. An example of an Alert is an 
Investigator marking a Master Name Index record so any contact with that individual will cause a 
message to the User to Hold the individual, call the Investigator, and/or some other action defined 
by the Alert. 


Listed below are the minimum requirements for the Master Indexes. 


2.19.1 Master Name Index 
The Master Name Index (MNI) shall maintain the names of persons and businesses and link 
them to their appropriate involvement. It must also include all pertinent identification numbers 
such as the FBI Number, State of Florida System Identification Number (SID), and TPD 
Number. Once TPD enters a person into the MNI the system shall link all future involvements 
to this record without creating a new record. All name information is contained in only one 
location with pointers to other modules where data pertaining to the individual resides. The end 
user enters names, businesses of interest, organizations, gangs, or other name types entered into 
the MNI. Thereafter, the LEDRMS links this information to the events entered into the system. 


Whenever names are entered, an examination process must be performed, which enables the 
users to review similar sounding names (use of a Soundex routine is a must), to determine ifthe 
name already exists in the MNI, and either link the incident to an existing name or create a new 
MNI record. 


When a record or report is added to the LEDRMS system (this includes adding records after 
working in off-line disconnected mode), and a person is being linked (or indexed) to that event, 
the system should perform a matching function using a rule-based process that the agency could 
define. The purpose of this matching function is to either automatically link an existing MNI 
record or to present to the user a list of the possible matches to the name so that the user can 
make the matching decision. 


The LEDRMS system should provide a matching algorithm that will provide the ability to 
search the MNI by a variety of criteria, such as sound-alike searching, phonetic replacement, 
diminutive first names (James/Jim/Jimmy; Elizabeth/Beth/Betty; Jack/John) and other static 
demographic information, such as age, sex, and race. 


MNI must also include the ability to track data elements, such as address changes, date of birth 
changes, aliases/monikers, known associates, physical descriptors about the person, and other 
characteristics (scars, marks, tattoos, and photos). When a user performs a name search on an 
alias, it should provide a link to the person's actual name. 


Another important feature is the ability to merge MNI records. Even in the best-managed 
system, there are occasions when a person has two MN! records. This often occurs when a 
suspect gives an alias unknown to the system. When this occurs, the system must be capable of 
merging the MNI records and tracking the alias name. 


The LEDRMS MNI should also provide maintenance functions that will permit a record or 
report to be unlinked from one MNI and re-linked to another MNI record. Since it is not always 
possible to ensure that the correct MNI record is linked to an event record, it must be possible 
to correct this improper linking. Functions should also be provided that allow two or more MNI 
records to be merged into one record. The LED RMS should be capable of providing a detailed 
audit of any changes made to the MN! record in an easy to understand format.

2.19.2 Known Associates 
The system requires the ability to link names together so that a search on one individual will 
allow the user to access all of that individual's known associates. An individual may be involved 
with more than one associate and be an associate of more than one individual. The associates 
will have their own MNI record. A search on any name must display all linked names and allow 
the user to access any name associated with the original record. When accessing an associate, 
the user must have the ability to look at that individual's involvements within the system. 


2.19.3 Juveniles 
TPD requires that all Juvenile records be managed and maintained in a manner in compliance 
with all local, state, and federal requirements for Juveniles. 


2.19.4 Sex Off enders 
TPD maintains a registry of Sex Offenders. This module captures information pertaining to the 
offender, which includes name, address/residence, physical description, method of operation 
information and level of sex offender. This module must include the ability to attach photos of 
the offender. 


2.20 Master Vehicle Index 


The Master Vehicle Index (MVI) shall capture information pertaining to specific vehicles. It shall 
act as a repository of information that defines specific vehicles. In addition to serving as the 
repository for vehicle data, it will also capture generic involvement information about vehicles 
not necessarily linked to reported incidents, similar to involvement information as discussed above. 


The MVI must function similarly to the Master Name Index. The MVI shall provide a number of 
data elements sufficient to describe the vehicle. It must track all of the vehicles current and future 
involvements. Once entered, all future involvements require linkage to this record without creating 
a new record. All vehicle information is contained in this one location with pointers to other 
modules where related data resides, e.g., arrest, accident, etc. This avoids redundant data entry. 


Ability to search the MVI on full and partial license plates, VIN numbers, general vehicle 
descriptors, and other descriptive elements is required. 


The MVI will capture information on vehicles that encounter the department for any reason. 


2.21 Master Premise Index 


The Master Premise Index (MPI) shall function similarly to the Master Name Index or the 
Master Vehicle Index. The MPI must allow the user to attach activities to a specific valid 
address or location. The system shall maintain these records and link them to other system 
files. A user could search an address and obtain a listing of all persons that live there currently 
or have in the past. It would provide a history of all activities that have occurred at that location. 


2.21.1 Interfaces 


The Master Premise Module shall interface to the following systems to access additional 
required information about a premise: 


• ArcGIS (Geofile) I ArcGIS Server (ESRI) Map Services

2.22 Audit Trail (Critical) 


TPD requires that the new system maintain a complete audit trail of all transactions affecting any 
module within the system, including attachments. The system should be configurable to audit by a 
combination of security parameters. The system will record each action performed against any 
module. All pertinent information, such as user id's, IPs, before value, after values, dates and times, 
etc., associated with modifications to the record are part of this audit trail. This information must 
maintain on-line access for a configurable period and be retrievable at any time. TPD must have the 
ability to archive information. The audit trail should notify an authorized user when something they 
are searching for has been archived and instruct the user how to access the archived information. A 
diverse number of reports should beavailable. 


2.23 Definable Code Tables and Data Fields (Critical) 


The LED RMS shall include administrator definable code tables and data fields. Code tables provide 
the ability for an agency to tailor features and functionality to better meet the agency's specific 
needs. TPD must have the ability to add fields/tables/codes, change the names of existing 
fields/tables/codes, disable/enable fields/tables/codes with the ability to include and search both in 
reports, and track these changes, without the need for contractor intervention. This requirement 
includes Florida Statutes. 


Due to the limitations of the current LEDRMS, many TPD units make use of Microsoft Access 
databases to create and maintain operationally required information. For example, investigative 
divisions have locally developed Access based Case Tracking systems. The proposed LEDRMS, 
with a comprehensive ability to use Definable Code Tables and Data Fields, should resolve this 
need. 


2.24 High Availability Requirement (Critical) 


Ideally, TPD strives for a goal of 100% availability of the LEDRMS Environment. Since 100% is 
usually not realistic, TPD requires that at time of acceptance, the new LED RMS be designed for 
and maintain a 99.999% availability (or better) 24 hours per day, seven days per week. The system 
should be available for use during scheduled maintenance, backups, and other system functions. 
Under no circumstance should the system perform at less than 99.999% up time, when measured 
on a yearly basis. Systems capable of meeting 99.999% availability may be composed of fault 
tolerant or redundant components, such as multiple processors, redundant arrayed disk drives, 
independent workstations and other similar solutions. TPD also supports Storage Area Network 
(SAN) technology. The SAN provides redundant arrayed disk technology for optimum data security 
and system reliability. Under no circumstance should a software "bug" halt the entire system or 
prevent a workstation from performing other mission critical processes. TPD requires that 
application/software upgrades can be performed without any interruption or no more than a 30 
minutes' interruption in system downtime. 


Any Field Based Report writing software should be available for use whether there is internet 
connectivity or not. For instance, a report could be written in the field when no or limited internet 
connectivity was available, saved, and sent to the LEDRMS database and database validated once 
connection was established at a later time. 
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2.25 Florida NIBRS and UCR (Critical) 


Currently, TPD submits the FBI Critical reports to the Florida Department of Law Enforcement 
(FDLE) under the Florida UCR guidelines. There is a possibility that TPD may be switching to 
Florida NIBRS, which is the National Incident Based Reporting system. NIBRS is a fully electronic 
reporting format. The new system must be capable of reporting under both formats. lfTPD decides 
to move to NIBRS, the Florida Department of Law Enforcement requires that any city switching 
from UCR to NIBRS must report under both formats until there are no errors underNIBRS reporting 
as long as necessary. The new system must be capable of meeting this requirement. The LEDRMS 
should have the capability to perform automated UCR and NIBRS error checking when lhe report 
is saved that provides a link to the field that requires review and includes understandable help 
assistance related to the deficiency. 


2.26 Date, Time Stamp and User ID (Critical) 


The system must automatically date and time stamp every transaction. Each transaction includes 
the User's ID and Name. Comments or narrative must include a date, time stamp and User ID and 
Name for each comment entered. The department uses the 24-hour clock as its time standard. 


2.27 Use of Quick Keys and Function Keys (Desired) 


All functions accessible through a pointing device must also include a quick key alternative. TPD 
requires the quick key access to follow current industry standards. As an example, control-c might 
copy highlighted text and control-v might paste the contents of the clipboard at the current cursor 
location. Functions executable only by a pointing device is not acceptable. Function keys require 
clear identification. 


2.28 Online Manual/Task/Procedure Reference/Help (Critical) 


The system must support an on-line manual, task and procedure reference and context sensitive help 
at all levels, i.e., pressing the F-1 key opens a window and displays help information for the specific 
field. The on-line information should provide complete instructions for all system functions. Closely 
related topics should appear in a distinguishable color, and their details become accessible by simply 
pointing and clicking on the topic. It is highly desirable to include on-line training video help. 


2.29 Microsoft Integration (Critical) 


TPD requires the new LED RMS be capable of integrating with other office automation tools. For 
example, Microsoft Office automation programs and tools, e.g., spell-check, MS-Word, MS- Excel, 
MS-Access, etc. 


2.30 Multiple Windows/Sessions 


Current technologies provide flexibility in the presentation of data. TPD requires a system that 
allows the operator to configure the presentation of the standard LED RMS system windows. The 
system must be capable of multiple windows sessions and allow the User to access multiple modules 
at a time. 


2.31 Reporting of Information (Critical) 


The LEDRMS must support a variety of forms of reporting and analysis to meet the operational 
objectives of the department. TPD requires the most flexible system that it can acquire. The access 
methods required from the LEDRMS are defined in the following subsections. 
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2.32 Retrieval and Distribution of Reports 


The objective for incident, offense, supplement, accident, arrest, and other individual reports is that 
they will be fully contained in the LED RMS and available to all authorized personnel electronically, 
providing the capability to view or print to a Windows based printer, any report as required. The 
selection of a particular report to view or print should not require prior knowledge of the case 
number. Rather, the capability must exist to search the Organizational Database using parameters 
associated with the event itself. Searches should be simple and not require any programming 
experience in order to create and execute these reports. Minimum search parameters leading to a 
selection of cases to view or print would include the following: 


• Any name associated with the case or event, including the victim, complainant, reporting 
officer, related business name, alias, or street name. Date ranges for when the event occurred 
or was reported; 


• Vehicles associated with the event or report; 
• Specific addresses or ranges of addresses, within which the event occurred; 
• Time parameters, including day of week and time of day; 
• Other geographical boundaries such as zip code(s), Council District(s), beat(s), 


neighborhood(s), etc.; 
• Selected characteristics of the event including crime type; 
• Other agency defined keyed fields in applicable records and 
• Optional summary or detail of the transaction(s) selected. 


In addition to the general capability to view or print reports within the department, there is a need 
for selected users, possessing appropriate release authority, to be able to direct the output of the 
report to a fax server for transmission to external organizations. 


2.33 Demand Production of Statistical Reports, Detailed Reports, and Summary 
Reports 


Subject to system security, the LEDRMS shall have a considerable set of standard, pre-formatted 
reports that can be printed on demand whenever needed for management decision making or 
operational purposes. The following minimum sets of reports must be provided by the system: 


• The automatic generation of Florida UCR and/or NIBRS reports (reports must look identical 
to the Florida Department of Law Enforcement UCR and/or NIBRS reports). This includes 
Hate Crime Report, Cargo Theft Reports and Human Trafficking Report 


• A set of reports fully describing departmental workload, covering the types of activities by 
time of day and location, with user-definable parameters. 


• Case management reports showing the status of cases as well as case aging and investigative 
workload. 


• Spatial display of incidents or other events with user-definable parameters such as crime 
types, times, MO., etc. TPD envisions LEDRMS interfacing with the City's standard GIS 
system, ESRI. This interface should allow the use of all the functionality available in the 
ESRI products rather than pulling spatial data into the LEDRMS system and displaying it 
from there. TPD does not envision pushing data to the ESRI products for display of data 
from within that system; i.e., TPD does not want to have to access locational information 
through the ESRI search capability. (Along with mapping capabilities). 
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All standard reports such as those described in this section shall be viewable on the appropriate 
connected workstations and printable on designated printers. 


Reporting of historical statistics should be managed in a way to facilitate consistent numbers. For 
example, reports generated for a period (i.e., January 2017), created in February of 2017, which 
report a specific number of crimes, must report the same number of crimes, when viewed or printed 
in February 2018. 


2.34 Ad Hoc Query and Report Generation 


TPD recognizes that no predetermined set of standard statistical reports or summaries can anticipate 
the future requirements of management or the public. There will always be new requirements for 
either one-time reports or the periodic running of a new report. 


TPD requires the capability for the generation of ad hoc reports constructed from queries against 
any data element or combination of data elements contained in the LED RMS. The supplied ad hoc 
query tool will allow the user to define the selection parameters and to print or view the format of 
the data by simple, easy to use query construction tools without having to know SQL query 
commands. The query tool provided by the LEDRMS Proposer must operate under the overall 
system security model for LEDRMS, restricting access to data as defined therein. Once a specific 
ad hoc report has been defined, it must be possible to save the components of the design for 
subsequent re-issuance of the same query and report generation. The ad hoc query tool should be 
available 2417 for all users to conduct searches, even when Crime Analysts are unavailable. 


2.35 Internet Capabilities (Critical) 


TPD requires a LEDRMS which: 


• Provides citizens the ability to report minor crimes securely over the Internet. While this 
requires monitoring, it can be an effective means for citizens to report specific minor crimes. 
The system shall forward the report to the Citizen On-Line Report Reviewing unit for review 
and approval prior to it being stored in the Organizational Database. Once the report is 
approved the system can also send a copy of the report to investigations and other units. In 
addition, the LEDRMS should allow the citizen to print their own copy of the on line report 
once approved or access their specific case with the use of a citizen chosen unique PIN to 
check status of case without having to make a phone call. The Proposer shall describe how 
their system meets this requirement; 


• Allows for the Internet access to publicly release official crime reports. The system must 
support the department's ability to provide timely access to specific police reports to the 
public, over the Internet; 


• The Internet can be used to provide timely crime information about a neighborhood, display 
wanted suspect information or notify citizens of important crime trends; 


• The public should also be able to search for limited information for stolen, towed vehicles 
or missing persons via a website. The site could provide information based upon license 
tags, as to whether a vehicle or tags are stolen and who the investigator is on the case; 


• The system should be flexible enough to allow TPD to add information that it wishes to 
provide to the public at a later date. 
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2.36 Security (Critical) 


TPD seeks a system that maximizes security capability and provides the greatest flexibility to the 
system administrator. The ideal system will support single sign-on capability and maximize the use 
of Microsoft Active Directory or a Lightweight Directory Access Protocol (LDAP) compliant 
directory service. 


Security in the system should be based on distinguishing authorizations separately for entry of new 
records, updating records, deleting records, and for inquiry (display) purposes. All system access 
should be initiated only by entry and validation of a user identification number (ID) and password. 
The system shall accommodate an unlimited number of IDs. Passwords should be user changeable, 
and should expire according to an Administrator set value, requiring the user to create a new 
password for continued access. System shall auto-logout users with an Administrator defined 
inactivity level. 


The user hierarchy is defined to consist of the following: 


• Agency - i.e., TPD, LCSO, etc.; 
• Operation - i.e., 1 nvestigations; 
• Command - Le., Criminal Investigations Division; 
• Homicide Unit - i.e., Crime Scene Unit (A section within the Homicide Division); 
• Individuals- i.e., Patrol Division&SRG(lndividualsmaybe part of one or more Units). 


Using these definitions, security is about restricting the performance of specific functions (add, 
update, inquiry, delete) under selected conditions. The conditions which form the basis for system 
security requirements are as follows: 


2.36.1 Module Level 
Access to the juvenile contact module in general shall be limited to organizational units assigned 
to juvenile activities, including investigations. Data entry, update and delete activities shall be 
limited to specific individuals, by password and identification number. 


It shall be possible for the agency originating a record in selected modules to limit access to the 
module to its own employees. A single agency system is therefore defined as a special case of 
what will be a multi-agency system. 


2.36.2 Screen Level 
Within the personnel module, access to screens for any purpose where the screen deals with 
disciplinary actions, injuries, or performance should be limited to workgroup or organizational 
unit level security. 


Screens should inherit the properties of the modules to which they belong. 


2.36.3 Record Level 


It should be possible to limit access to individual records in Incidents/Offenses, master name, 
juvenile contact, and field contact to an assigned workgroup. This function is required in support 
of intelligence, juvenile records, sex crimes, internal affairs, and other units in the department. 


Records should inherit the properties of the module in which they are entered. 
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2.36.4 Data Element Level 
The display of victim ·s names should be limited to the workgroup originating the record even 
though the incident records can be displayed or included in a report, for victims of child abuse 
and sex offenses. 


Data elements should inherit the properties of the record in which they are contained. 


2.36.5 Reports 
The printing of criminal history or involvements of an individual must require the entry of the 
criminal justice purpose for printing the report and a log must be kept and made avai table to the 
system administrator. 


Printing an incident report for sex crimes or child abuse cases must not print the victim's name 
unless the report is printed by the workgroup which originated the report and in this event the 
purpose of printing the report must be entered by the requester and a log kept for display by the 
system administrator. 


2.36.6 Design Implications 
The security module must accommodate the entry of the following information for each 
individual, at a minimum: 


• Identification number, 
• Password, 
• Agency, 
• Organizational unit, 
• Additional Unit memberships and 
• The system must provide for the security administrator to define workgroups (including 


organizational units). 


The incident, master name, field contact, juvenile contact, victim advocate contact, intelligence 
contact entry screens must provide for a data element that limits access to a specified workgroup. 


2.37 Mobile Data Computer Information 


Connectivity to the Mobile Data Computers is encrypted. It is required that encryption will be 
implemented, in accordance with CJIS standards, between the new LEDRMS and mobile 
computers.

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2.38 Data Conversion (Critical) 


Motorola lnfotrak LRMS records must be converted for the last two full years. 


• This will include Incidents (includes original and supplemental reports) and all associated 
Master records (People, Businesses, Vehicles, and Property) that were added and/or updated 
during the given year time-period; 


• Must be able to modify these records in the new LEDRMS and 


• Must be able to copy/pull forward these records into new reports.

2.39 City Tallahassee Information Technology Overview and Technical Requirements 


The City currently maintains approximately 3500 Windows 10 Enterprise edition desktop 
computers that are currently connected to the domain. The standard web browsers are Internet 
Explorer (IE) 11; there are very few that are Internet Explorer 9 due to dependency on Windows 
XP applications. Web browsers currently supported are IE, Chrome, and Firefox. By January I 01h, 


2017 the standard installation for the City will be Office 365 with a February 2017 exchange 
migration to the cloud. For those, remaining we will continue to support an onsite exchange 
environment. 


The Critical Virus protection for any and all devices on the domain is McAfee. 


The City utilizes multiple levels of authentication based on what access is needed. Bomgar, Net 
motion, Checkpoint VPN, and Active Directory are some forms of the authentication. There is no 
one form (single sign on) of authentication based on access to resources needed. In general, user 
access to system resources is driven by the user' s role and responsibilities within the department. 
The deployment of personnel is highly dynamic and a user's need to access various systems are 
quite fluid. To accommodate this need, the City has integrated the propagation of access rights with 
the Deployment Planning System, which reflects the organization chain of command and personnel 
placement at all times. The Access Control mechanism combines this deployment data with access 
roles and privileges to manage access to a suite of applications. 


The City maintains two print servers, one at City Hall and one at the Public Safety Complex (PSC) 
and two domain controllers, one at City hall and one at the PSC. These servers account for I 00% 
of the total servers running on the City network. The City host its server farms in the following 
three locations: City Hall, TPD, and the PSC. 


The City data center is located in downtown Tallahassee. About 60% of the servers hosted at the 
City are virtualized with VMWare. There is a hybrid solution of systems being housed in the 
CenturyLink Cloud, A WS and onsite solutions. There is a split between the City and vendors 
maintaining applications on each of the environments. 
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The City maintains the operations of the local area network to desktop workstations at each of the 
TPD facilities. The City's Technology and Innovations department manages and maintains 
switches, routers and other network connections within the TPD network. 


The TPD facility is interconnected on one of the two fiber rings that terminate at the City Hall and 
link the TPD network to the City and other networks. Locations connected via the fiber ring are 
connected at I 0 Gigabit with all network edge devices being connected at I Gigabit. 


Remote access to TPD resources will be completed through secure VPN NetMotion or Bomgar. 


Enterprise Backup solutions are done incrementally on a daily basis with a full back up completed 
weekly to an offsite location. The City has an all-inclusive DR Plan in place for each of the 
prescribed events. 


2.39.1 Hosted versus Non-Hosted

A. System requirements, client installation instructions, and configuration (Web 
Interface, etc.); 


B. Map Creation and Views (Zooming, Multiple Views, Ad Hoc maps, map maintenance, 
etc.); 


C. Wireless Data Communications (Usage of wireless equipment and data transmission 
procedures); 


D. Workflow Management; 


E. Data Storage and Reporting (Report Generation, Ad Hoc Report Creation, etc.); 


F. Data Access including API for use in developing 3rd party applications; 


G. Interface Configurations; 


H. System Administration for each module purchased; 
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I. How to use each module purchased; 


J. On-going support with various options (on-line, phone, etc.) and 


K. Toll free support number provided during the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. EDT 
Monday through Friday. Include information on afterhours and weekend support 
hours and services. 


The Proposers should provide a sample of the documentation in the proposal. Upon installation, 
the successful Proposer will provide complete documentation and training material. 


2.39.4 Training 
The Proposer should provide Training Support to address all aspects of the LEDRMS and 
individual component parts. The Proposer should provide on-site consultation and training 
throughout the implementation process. Training should be provided for both technical, non­
technical support staff, and end-user administrators and staff. Training should encompass 
demonstrations of the overall product and individual component parts. Step-by-step instructions 
should be demonstrated on how to install and/or use the equipment for varying audiences to 
include officers, investigators, supervisors, forensics technicians, property and evidence 
technicians, records technicians, analysts, support staff, area managers, and maintenance 
technicians. Detailed documentation materials (as described above) should be include in training 
sessions to provide the level of depth required to effectively administer and operate the 
LEDRMS and its component parts.

The right is 
reserved to accept or reject proposals on each item separately, or as a whole, and to waive any 
irregularities in the proposal; irregularities may, however, render the proposal non-responsive. 


2.39.7 Contractual Terms & Conditions 


Installation and Acceptance 
The implementation plan and schedule submitted by the Proposer will be incorporated in the 
contract awarded pursuant to this RFP, and will become a standard of performance and 
measurement with regard to the agreement. 


The City and the Proposer may agree to negotiate and revise provisions of the plan prior to 
executing a contract. Once accepted, the contractor understands and agrees that the performance 
claimed in the proposal and established by the contract shall constitute the minimum level of 
performance required for the acceptance of, and payment for, the proposed system. In addition, 
the system must successfully perform, on site, the series of tests outlined in "Performance 
Criteria - Software" below. 


Performance Criteria - Software 
All software furnished by the Proposer must be debugged and tested. Complete documentation 
must be provided for all software. The Proposer is advised that payment will be withheld for 
software that is not I 00% operational. For purposes of the contract, "operational" shall be 
defined as meeting all the performance criteria and acceptance testing identified herein. 


Acceptance Testing

LICENSE AND SERVICES AGREEMENT 


THIS AGREEMENT ("AGREEMENT") is entered into by and between the CITY OF TALLAHASSEE, a Florida 
municipal corporation ("CLIENT" ), and TYLER TECHNOLOGIES, INC., ("TYLER") on this day of 
December 2017 ("Effective Date") (collectively referred to as the "Parties"). 


WHEREAS, on June 7, 2017, Client issued a Request for Proposals for an Automated Law Electronic Document 
Records Management System, RFP #0029R-17-KM-RC, which is hereby incorporated by reference and is on 
file with the City Treasurer-Clerk ("RFP"); and

WHEREAS, on December 61 2017, the City Commission approved the City's ranking for the proposals and

WHEREAS, the Parties desire to perform such actions under the terms of this Agreement; 


NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and of the mutual covenants and promises set forth in 
this Agreement, Tyler and Client agree as follows: 


SECTION A- DEFINITIONS 


• "Agreement" means this license and Services Agreement. 
• "Business Travel Policy'' means our business travel policy. A copy of our current Business Travel

• "Maintenance and Support Agreement" means the terms and conditions governing the provision of 


maintenance and support services to all of our customers. A copy of our current Maintenance and 
Support Agreement is attached as Exhibit C. 


• "Project Plan" means the plan, developed by the Parties, that includes, without limitation: a schedule 
of tasks and milestone dependencies; testing and acceptance protocols; resource requirements to

• "Staffing Plan" means the plan, developed by the Parties, that includes, without limitation, the 
specific names and responsibilities of each Parties' respective project team members. 


• "Statement of Work" means the industry standard implementation plan describing how our 
professional services will be provided to implement the Tyler Software, and outlining your and our 
roles and responsibilities in connection with that implementation. The Statement of Work is 
attached as Exhibit D. 


• "Service Levels" means the service levels applicable to all of our customers who have licensed the 
Tyler Software. A copy of our current Service Levels is attached as Schedule 1 to Exhibit C. 


• "Third Party Terms" means, if any, the end user license agreement(s) or similar terms for the Third 
Party Software. 


• "Third Party Hardware" means the third party hardware, if any, identified in the Investment 
Summary. 


• ''Third Party Products" means the Third Party Software and Third Party Hardware. 


• ''Third Party Software" means the third party software, if any, identified in the Investment Summary. 


• ''Tyler" means Tyler Technologies, Inc., a Delaware corporation, as successor-in-interest to New 
World Systems. 


• ''Tyler Software" means our proprietary software, including any integrations, custom modifications, 
and/or other related interfaces identified in the Investment Summary and licensed by us to you 
through this Agreement. 


• "we", "us", "our" and similar terms mean Tyler. 
• "you" and similar terms mean Client. 


SECTION B - SOFTWARE LICENSE 


1. License Grant and Restrictions. 


1.1 We grant to you a license to use the Tyler Software for your internal business purposes only, in the 
scope of the internal business purposes disclosed to us as of the Effective Date. You may make 
copies of the Tyler Software for backup and testing purposes, so long as such copies are not used in 
production and the testing is for internal use only. Your rights to use the Tyler Software are 
perpetual but may be revoked if you do not comply with the terms of this Agreement. 


1.2 The Documentation is licensed to you and may be used and copied by your employees for internal, 
non-commercial reference purposes only. 


1.3 You may not: (a) transfer or assign the Tyler Software to a third party; (b) reverse engineer, 
decompile, or disassemble the Tyler Software; (c) rent, lease, lend, or provide commercial hosting 
services with the Tyler Software; or (d) publish or otherwise disclose the Tyler Software or 
Documentation to third parties. 


1.4 The license terms in this Agreement apply to updates and enhancements we may provide to you or 
make available to you through your Maintenance and Support Agreement. 
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1.5 The right to transfer the Tyler Software to a replacement hardware system is included in your license.

If you have a Maintenance and Support Agreement in effect, you may report defects and 
other issues related to the Third Party Software directly to us, and we will (a) directly address the defect 
or issue, to the extent it relates to our interface with the Third Party Software; and/or (b) facilitate 
resolution with the Developer, unless that Developer requires that you have a separate, direct 
maintenance agreement in effect with that Developer. In all events, if you do not have a Maintenance 
and Support Agreement in effect with us, you will be responsible for resolving defects and other issues 
related to the Third Party Software directly with the Developer. 


SECTION F- INVOICING AND PAYMENT; INVOICE DISPUTES 


1. Invoicing and Payment. We will invoice you for all fees set forth in the Investment Summary per our 
Invoicing and Payment Policy, subject to Section F(2). 


2. Invoice Disputes. If you believe any delivered software or service does not conform to the warranties in 
this Agreement, you will provide us with written notice within thirty (30) days of your receipt of the 
applicable invoice. The written notice must contain reasonable detail of the issues you contend are in 
dispute so that we can confirm the issue and respond to your notice with either a justification of the 
invoice, an adjustment to the invoice, or a proposal addressing the issues presented in your notice. We 
will work with you as may be necessary to develop an action plan that outlines reasonable steps to be 
taken by each of us to resolve any issues presented in your notice. You may withhold payment of the 
amount(s) actually in dispute, and only those amounts, until we complete the action items outlined in the 
plan.

SECTION G - TERMINATION 


1. For Cause. Jf you believe we have materially breached this Agreement, you will invoke the Dispute 
Resolution clause set forth in Section J(3). You may terminate this Agreement for cause in the event we 
do not cure, or create a mutually agreeable action plan to address, a material breach of this Agreement 
within the thirty (30) day window set forth in Section J(3). In the event of termination for cause, you will 
pay us for all undisputed fees and expenses related to the software, products, and/or services you have 
received, or we have incurred or delivered, prior to the effective date of termination. 


2. Lack of Appropriations. If you should not appropriate or otherwise receive funds sufficient to purchase, 
lease, operate, or maintain the software or services set forth in this Agreement, you may unilaterally 
terminate this Agreement effective on the final day of the fiscal year through which you have funding.

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602. t AUTHORITY 


Ordinance No. 00-0-86. 


602.2 PURPOSE 
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To establish procedures for all travelers of the City of Tallahassee, where authorized travel is 
necessary and reimbursement requested. 


602.3 POLICY STATEMENT 


The policy of the City of Tallahassee is to reimburse authorized travelers for reasonable expenses 
while traveling on city business. The expenses incurred shall be necessary to accomplish the 
authorized public purpose. Adequate documentation shall be maintained that supports the 
public purpose of the travel. These procedures are issued pursuant to and in support of the 
objectives and purposes of Ordinance No. 00-0-86. 


<i02.4 SCOPE AND APPLICABILITY 


These procedures apply to all out-of-town and in-town travel for any purpose and for which 
officials and employees of the City of Tallahassee and other authorized travelers will claim 
reimbursement. These procedures are not applicable to Contract employees to the City of 
Tallahassee. All such persons are eligible to travel for the conduct of City business or to attend 
meetings for the benefit of the City, at City expense, pursuant to proper authorization prescribed 
in these procedures. In addition, candidates for employment who are eligible for reimbursement 
of travel expenses for interviews under the Personnel Policy will be reimbursed in accordance 
with this policy. Individuals that provide services to the City and will be reimbursed for travel 
related expenses should be reimbursed in accordance with this procedure. 


602.5 DEFINITIONS 


Employees - All individuals that are employed by the City of Tallahassee. 


In town - Includes Leon, Gadsden, Jefferson, and Wakulla counties. 


Officials - The Mayor and City Commissioners of the City of Tallahassee, the City Manager, 
City Attorney, City Auditor, and City Treasurer-Clerk. 


Travel Exnense Form - To establish procedures for all travelers of the City of Tallahassee, 
where authorized travel is necessary and reimbursement requested.

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602.9 TRAVEL EXPENSE REQUIREMENTS/GUIDELINES 


ALLOWABLE EXPENSES - REIMBURSEMENT 
This section discusses allowable expenses that will be reimbursed by the City. 
Documentation requirements are outlined in Section 602.10. 


A. The traveler shall be reimbursed for expenses that are in conformance with the 
approved trip, the funds are provided for in the approved budget. 


B. The number of persons traveling is the minimum number required to accomplish 
the purpose of the trip. 


C. Efficiency shall be the primary consideration when making travel arrangements. The 
method, class, routing and other arrangements associated with the travel shall be the 
most efficient available and result in the shortest "time-away" or lowest over- all cost 
consistent with distance to be traveled and trip purposes. 


If a traveler selects a different route or rate, for his or her own benefit, reimbursement 
shall be limited to that which best suits the interest of the City. The traveler shall pay 
the difference, if a less suited method is chosen. 


Travel arrangements should be made as early as possible to take advantage of early 
discounts and advance purchase prices. 


D. The traveler shall take leave when any "time away" is (I) beyond the time necessary to 
conduct the authorized purpose of the travel and (2) incurred solely for the 
convenience of the traveler. 


E. If the City is being reimbursed by the State of Florida for the travel expenses, the 
traveler shall be reimbursed under this travel procedure and will not be limited to the 
amount the City receives from the State. 


F. The City will not reimburse any expenses for a traveler's spouse or other family 
member. Reimbursement is limited to the traveler only. 


G. Registration Fees 
Fees for registration, including meals and other programmed affairs sponsored by 
conference or convention organizations, shall be prepaid whenever possible. 
As referenced in the City's Annual Review of Critical Policies, employees cannot 
accept free conference registration or lodging. 


Fees associated with entertainment events/dinners that are optional and not included, 
as part of the registration fee, shall be paid by the traveler. The City will not pay for 
these costs. 


TRANSPORTATION TO/FROM DESTINATION: 
This section discusses the methods of transportation for travel. 


TICKETED TRAVEL 
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Air Travel 


Bus/Train 


If travel is by air, the following shall be considered: 
a. Coach fare class shall be taken for all travel by air. 
b. First class airfare shall be limited to trips under emergency conditions when 


coach accommodations are not available. 
c. All flights shall originate in Tallahassee unless the appropriate appointed 


official authorizes an exception. 
d. The actual cost of the charter plane shall be reimbursed, if it is the most 


economical method of travel for 2 or more individuals. 
e. The actual cost incurred for parking a private vehicle at the airport, long term 


parking only, while the traveler is away shall be reimbursed. A receipt is 
required. 


f. Frequent flier miles accrue to and are owned by the traveler. However, the 
airline selected for travel shall be the one offering the least expensive fare. 
The traveler shall not use an airline exclusively to maximize the frequent 
flier miles accrued. 


g. If air travel is booked via the Internet, the confirmation notice that states the 
amount shall be submitted to verify the cost. 


h. All ticket changes that incur additional costs for the City must be 
documented by the traveler and approved by the appropriate 
official/department director. 


i. Checked airline baggage shall consist of one bag, maximum allowable size 
and/or weight for that specific airline. Traveler will be responsible for all 
applicable oversize and/or overweight charges. 


J. Airline additional coverage plans can be purchased at the option of the 
traveler; however, the City will not reimburse a traveler for this coverage. 


Travel by train or bus is permitted. The use of taxis and shuttles as an alternative 
mode should be considered when less expensive and practicable under the 
circumstances. 


VEHICLE TRAVEL 


If travel is by vehicle the following shall be considered and the most efficient 
method shall be used by the traveler. Vehicle travel choices are either by city­
owned vehicle, rental vehicle or personal vehicle. Traveler may use the most 
efficient method of travel worksheet as a guidance tool to determine the method to 
travel when using a vehicle. 


If there are multiple travelers going to the same destination, car-pooling should be 
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encouraged. The official or department director or his/her designee shall determine 
how multiple travelers to the same destination will travel. 


A City/State Contract Rental Vehicle 


The following guidelines should be used for this type of vehicle: 
a. Rental shall be limited to the most economical class of vehicle 


necessary based on the number of passengers or the volume of 
materials to be transported. Higher classes of vehicle rental shall be 
supported by an explanation as the basis for incurring the more 
expensive rates. 


b. Collision-damage waivers shall not be purchased when obtaining a 
rental vehicle. The City' s self-insured program is adequate to cover 
claims. Questions regarding the City's insurance requirements should 
be directed to the Treasurer- Clerk' s Risk Management Office. 
Additional insurance guidance as suggested by Risk Management is: 


i. Travel io..Florida: 
When an employee has rented a vehicle for city business and has 
done so using a city purchase card, the employee should NOT 
obtain additional coverage when the travel occurs in the state of 
Florida. The city' s self-insurance will cover any damages to the 
rented vehicle resulting from the employee' s negligence. A self­
insurance letter can be provided by Risk Management at the 
traveler' s request. Additionally, the employee while on business 
will be covered by Workers' Compensation or the city's health 
insurance and does not need the personal accident insurance. 


ii. Travel outsjde of Florida: 


When an employee travels on city business outside the state of 
Florida, the employee should NOT obtain additional coverage for 
damage to the rented vehicle. The city's self-insurance program will 
provide coverage for damages to the vehicle which result from the 
employee's negligence. The employee should purchase bodily 
injury liability coverage that comports to that jurisdiction's 
requirements. The employee will also be covered 
by the city's Workers' Compensation or health insurance while on 
city business. 


c. A traveler shall not be reimbursed for Personal Accident Insurance. 
Employees are covered under the City's Workers' Compensation 
Program while on work time. 
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A Personal Vehicle 


d. If a rental vehicle is booked via the Internet, the confirmation notice that 
states the amount shall be submitted to verify the cost. A receipt shall 
be submitted upon return. 


e. If an employee travels on city business and uses their personal vehicle, 
the employee' s insurance is primary for all negligence claims arising 
from the use of the vehicle and claims for damage to the employee's 
vehicle. 


If an employee travels on city business and uses their personal vehicle, the 
employee's insurance is primary for all negligence claims arising from the use 
of the vehicle and claims for damage to the employee's vehicle. The 
following guidelines should be used for this type of vehicle: 


a. Such use shall be advanced or reimbursed at the lower of the rates 
allowed by the ln~ernal Revenue Service or the City of Tallahassee. 
(http://\\W\\ .irs.uov/). 


b. The mileage allowable will be from the traveler's residence or 
headquarters; whichever is less, to the destination. The distance 
calculation can be found on the following website:

c. A reasonable amount of vicinity travel is normal and shall be 
reimbursed to the traveler. Twenty-five (25) miles for vicinity travel 
may be included for calculation of the traveler's advance. 


d. Employees receiving a vehicle allowance as part of their salary package 
are entitled to reimbursement for mileage when using their personal 
vehicle for authorized out-of-town travel. 


e. If there are multiple travelers riding in the same vehicle, only one 
individual shall be reimbursed for mileage. 


VICINITY TRAVEL 


The following guidelines shall be used to calculate vicinity travel when out of town: 


I. If travel to a destination is by personal vehicle, a reasonable amount of vicinity 
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travel is normal and shall be reimbursed to the traveler at the lower of the rates 
allowed by the Internal Revenue Service or the City of Tallahassee 
(http:I/\\ ww.irs.govQ. 


2. Public transportation costs such as taxi or limousine service to and from the 
hotel and around the city of destination to conduct City business shall be 
reimbursed. A receipt is required whenever possible or unless an exception is 
noted. 


3. Road and bridge tolls shall be reimbursed. Receipts shall be obtained, 
whenever possible. 


4. The actual cost incurred for parking (private or rental vehicle) at a hotel shall be 
paid as a portion of the employee's lodging if the employee is utilizing a purchase 
card. Otherwise a receipt is required for reimbursement. 


MEALS/GSA:

Tips are included in the amount allowable for meals under the GSA Travel Per Diem. 
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LODGING: 


The traveler shall not include tips associated with meals in his/her reimbursement 
request for gratuities as discussed below in the section ·'Miscellaneous/Gratuities". 


The GSA Travel Per Diem shall be used for out of the country travel. 


I. If a meal is provided as part of the hotel/conference registration (e.g. 
continental breakfast), it will be excluded from the meals to be paid for under 
the Travel Per Diem. If the meal provided is not eaten and the traveler has a 
reasonable explanation, the meal will be reimbursed. The explanation must 
be documented and approved by a department director or his/her designee in 
order to be reimbursed. A link to a Meals Worksheet is included in the 
Travel Request Form. This worksheet is a working tool which is encouraged 
to be used by travelers as a guide to calculate meals when completing the 
Travel Request Form. It must be completed when there is an exception to 
City meal procedures and signed by the traveler and approver. 


2. In lieu of reimbursement based upon the Per Diem, Officials may be 
reimbursed for actual meal expenses based on receipts obtained. The 
public purpose, attendees and any other relevant information shall be 
documented. The City will not reimburse alcohol costs. 


3. If another employee pays for a meal that is reimbursed by the City as a part of 
their travel expense report, the meal will be excluded from the meals to be 
paid for under the GSA Travel Per Diem on all travelers· vouchers in 
attendance at the meal. The traveler that paid for the meal shall include the 
cost of the meal as another expense on his/her travel voucher. A receipt is 
required and no alcohol will be reimbursed. 


4. If a vendor pays for a traveler's meal and the City will reimburse the vendor 
for the cost, it will be e~~cluded from the meals to be paid for under the GSA 
Travel Per Diem on the traveler's travel expense form. 


Lodging 
The City will reimburse Tyler for reasonable, pre-approved lodging expenses. 


PER DIEM: 


Meal/Lodging Per Diem 
As an alternative to reimbursement or prepayment for lodging and meals, a 
traveler may receive $50.00 per diem (per day) for lodging and meals (tips 
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TELEPHONE: 


included). No receipts are required. The day is divided into the following 
quarters: 


• 6:01 a.m. - 12:00 noon 
• 12:0 l p.m. - 6:00 p.m. 
• 6:0 l p.m. - 12:00 midnight

A traveler may receive $12.50 for any portion of a quarter. Per Diem is limited to 
travel that requires overnight stay. 


The City shall reimburse the traveler the cost of telephone calls as follows: 
• Business calls and messages 
• ·'Collect" calls to the City of Tallahassee offices 
• All business calls shall be noted as such on the relevant receipt submitted for 


reimbursement. 


MISCELLANEOUS/GRATUITIES: 


I. Any other necessary expense, not otherwise provided for that is incurred for the 
benefit of the City, must appear together with an explanation on the expense 
report. Receipts shall be obtained in order to receive reimbursement. 
Gratuities for hotel, taxi, airport, porters, etc., shall be reimbursed as out of pocket 
expenses with a maximum of$ I 0 per trip. The traveler should report only actual 
costs incurred. Monies associated with gratuities will not be included as a part of 
the advance, but will be reimbursed upon completion of the travel. If the 
department director authorizes more than the maximum, the traveler shall provide 
an explanation for the amount. 


2. Reimbursement for mileage to and from the airport shall be based upon miles 
from the traveler's headquarters or home, to the airport, whichever is less. 
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ONE-DAY TRAVEL: 


I. Documentation for approved travel that does not require an overnight stay and is 
not requesting reimbursement shall be maintained within the appropriate 
department. This documentation does not have to be submitted to Procurement 
Services - Accounts Payable. 


2. If the trip schedule is such that the traveler missed breakfast or dinner (see times 
under Meals), the department director may authorize the reimbursement of these 
meals in accordance with the Meals section of this procedure. The cost for lunch 
is not reimbursable unless the department director or his/her designee authorizes 
an exception to this policy due to a particular circumstance. If reimbursement is 
requested, a travel request and expense form shall be completed. 


IN-TOWN TRAVEL: 


I. Non-executive management employees traveling in-town shall use a City vehicle 
when possible. If a non-executive management employee utilizes their personal 
vehicle for in-town travel, an explanation shall be provided in order for mileage to 
be reimbursed. 


2. Executive management will not be reimbursed mileage for using his/her 
personal vehicle when traveling in-town on City business. 


TRAVEL TIME: 


I. For all personnel, attendance at conference, training, and to conduct City 
business shall be considered work time. 


2. For non-senior management travelers, travel time shall be counted as work time 
for purposes of calculating compensatory or over time when the purpose of the 
travel is a required part of the employee's position. 


3. If the travel is not required as a part of the employee's position, the department 
director or designee shall determine the amount of travel time that will be 
considered work time. 


4. Travel time to/from the airport shall be based upon travel time miles from the 
traveler's headquarters or home, to the airport, whichever is Jess. Approved 
travel ends at the time the employee arrives back to the traveler's headquarters or 
home. The estimated end time is indicated on the Travel Request Form and the 
actual travel time is indicated on the Travel Expense Form. 


5. If the traveler chose to drive rather than tly, the department director shall 
determine how much travel time will be considered work time. 
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602. to TRAVEL FORMS/DOCUMENTATION REQUIREMENTS 


The ultimate purpose of the Travel Request and Expense forms is to document the 
purpose, dates and times of travel conducted by the traveler. Therefore, all expenses 


associated with the travel should be captured on the form. All Travel request and Travel 
expense forms must be signed and approved by an authorized supervisor. These signed 
forms must be submitted according to the timelines set forth in sections C. and 
D. below. Procurement Services staff will notify the employee and supervisor via e­
mail of changes made to travel documentation after being signed. The employee and 
supervisor will then notify Procurement Services staff by e-mail of their 
acknowledgement and confirmation of changes. 


TRAVEL ADVANCES 


I. Any traveler may request an advance for out-of-pocket expenses. However, this is 
not required. A traveler may choose to pay for all costs associated with city travel 
personally and then be reimbursed upon return. 


A traveler shall not incur costs personally and then receive separate 
reimbursements for each transaction (e.g. hotel, rental car, air fare.) 


2. Travel advances and reimbursements must be settled within 14 calendar days of 
completing the travel. To ensure accurate and complete travel documentation, it 
is best to submit a travel expense form immediately upon return to the City. 


3. If upon completion of travel, the traveler owes the City funds, those funds must 
be paid to the Treasurer-Clerk, Revenue Office and a receipt obtained. The 
receipt must be attached to the travel expense voucher. 


If the amount due to/from the traveler is less than five dollars ($5), no 
reimbursement/payment shall be processed. For example, if the traveler owes 
the City $2.39, reimbursement shall be waived and the Travel Expense Form will 
be processed without the receipt. 


4. A travel advance that is less than $25.00 will not be processed for payment. The 
traveler is required to submit a travel expense form upon return in order to be 
reimbursed for appropriate expenses. 


TRAVEL REQUEST FORM 


1. A Travel Request Form and the following travel documents must be submitted to 
Procurement Services - Accounts Payable in accordance with the following lead 
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times: 


a. Forms: 
1. Conference Packet or Conference Agenda 


11. Hotel Stay Information 
iii. MapQuest for Travel Miles 


b. Lead times: 


1. Accounts Payable requests made 14 calendar days prior to the start 
of a trip for checks payable to a hotel, conference registration or 
organization. Whenever possible, a City Purchase Card should be 
used to pre-pay for these expenses; 


11. 7 calendar days prior to the start of a trip if the traveler is to 
receive an advance; 


iii. 3 calendar days prior to the start of a trip if the traveler is not 
receiving an advance. 


NOTE: It is best to submit the travel request form as soon as a travel need is 
identified. This will ensure that all registrations and reservations are completed 
timely to provide the opportunity to take advantage of advance purchase 
discounts and fares. A brief explanation is required (in the remarks section of 
the travel and/or expense report) whenever forms are not submitted to Accounts 
Payable in accordance with the above stated times. 


2. The Travel Request form must be completed in its entirety. If an 
incomplete form is submitted to Accounts Payable, it will be returned to 
the originating department for completion. 


3. The traveler and the department director or his/her designee must sign the 
Travel Request Form. Procurement Services - Accounts Payable staff will 
verify that the approving authority is appropriate given the delegation 
provided by the department director. In the absence of such delegation, 
Procurement Services shall only accept travel requests and expense vouchers 
that have been signed (not a signature stamp) by the department director. 


4. If there are any items that are to be prepaid via a City check, the traveler 
must attach the required documents necessary for mailing. 


TRAVEL EXPENSE FORM 
I. The traveler must complete and submit a Travel Expense Fonn to Accounts 


Payable for processing within 14 calendar days from returning from a trip. All 
receipts shall be attached to the fonn and submitted for review and 
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reconc i I iation. 


Accounts Payable staff should monitor al I department travel forms to ensure that 
compliance with the City's Travel Policy is adhered to. If the Travel Expense 


Fonn has not been processed by the I 41
h day, Accounts Payable staff will send a 


notice to the traveler, the department approver, and the department director advising 
of the Department's non-compliance with the City's Travel Policy. 


2. The traveler and the department director or his/her designee must sign the Travel 
Expense Fonn. Procurement Services-Accounts Payable staff will verify that the 
approving authority is appropriate given the delegation provided by the department 
director. In the absence of such delegation, Procurement Services shall only accept 
travel requests and expense vouchers that have been signed (not a signature stamp) 
by the department director. 


3. Travel reports for executive staff, appointed and elected officials shall be reviewed 
by the Procurement Services Manager or his/her designee.

Capitalized 
terms not otherwise defined will have the meaning assigned to such terms in the Agreement. 


1. Term. We provide maintenance and support services on an annual basis. The initial term commences on 
the Effective Date, and remains in effect for one (1) year. The term will renew automatically for additional 
one (1) year terms unless terminated in writing by either party at least thirty (30) days prior to the end of 
the then-current term. 


2. Maintenance and Support Fees. Your year 1 maintenance and support fees for the Tyler Software are listed 
in the Investment Summary, and your payment obligations are set forth in the Invoicing and Payment Policy. 
Upon receipt of written notice, we will add 24x7 support to Records as listed in the Investment Summary. 
We reseive the right to suspend maintenance and support services if you fail to pay undisputed 
maintenance and support fees within thirty (30) days of our written notice. We will reinstate maintenance 
and support services only if you pay all past due maintenance and support fees, including all fees for the 
periods during which services were suspended. 


3. Maintenance and Support Services. As long as you are not using the Help Desk as a substitute for our 
training services on the Tyler Software, and you timely pay your maintenance and support fees, we will, 
consistent with our then-current Support Call Process: 


3.1 perform our maintenance and support obligations in a professional, good, and workmanlike manner, 
consistent with industry standards, to resolve Defects in the Tyler Software (limited to the then-current 
version and the immediately prior version); provided, however, that if you modify the Tyler Software 
without our consent, our obligation to provide maintenance and support services on and warrant the 
Tyler Software will be void; 


3.2 provide telephone support during our established support hours, currently Monday through Friday from 
8:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. (Eastern Time Zone); 


3.3 maintain personnel that are sufficiently trained to be familiar with the Tyler Software and Third Party 
Software, if any, in order to provide maintenance and support services; 


3.4 provide you with a copy of all major and minor releases to the Tyler Software (including updates and 
enhancements) that we make generally available without additional charge to customers who have a 
maintenance and support agreement in effect; and 


3.5 provide non-Defect resolution support of prior releases of the Tyler Software in accordance with our 
then-current release life cycle policy.

4. Client Responsibilities. We will use all reasonable efforts to perform any maintenance and support services 
remotely. Therefore, you agree to maintain a high-speed internet connection capable of connecting us to 
your PCs and server(s). You agree to provide us with a login account and local administrative privileges as 
we may reasonably require to perform remote services. We will, at our option, use the secure connection to 
assist with proper diagnosis and resolution, subject to any reasonably applicable security protocols. If we 
cannot resolve a support issue remotely, we may be required to provide onsite services. In such event, we 
will be responsible for our travel expenses, unless it is determined that the reason onsite support was 
required was a reason outside our control. Either way, you agree to provide us with full and free access to 
the Tyler Software, working space, adequate facilities within a reasonable distance from the equipment, and 
use of machines, attachments, features, or other equipment reasonably necessary for us to provide the 
maintenance and support services, all at no charge to us. We strongly recommend that you also maintain a 
VPN for backup connectivity purposes. 


5. Hardware and Other Systems. If you are a self·hosted customer and, in the process of diagnosing a software 
support issue, it is discovered that one of your peripheral systems or other software is the cause of the 
issue, we will notify you so that you may contact the support agency for that peripheral system. We cannot 
support or maintain Third Party Products except as expressly set forth in the Agreement. 


In order for us to provide the highest level of software support, you bear the following responsibility related 
to hardware and software: 


(a) All infrastructure executing Tyler Software shall be managed by you; 
(b) You will maintain support contracts for all non-Tyler software associated with Tyler Software (including 


operating systems and database management systems, but excluding Third-Party Software, if any); and 
(c) You will perform daily database backups and verify that those backups are successful. 


6. Other Excluded Services. Maintenance and support fees do not include fees for the following services: (a) 
initial installation or implementation of the Tyler Software; (b) onsite maintenance and support (unless Tyler 
cannot remotely correct a Defect in the Tyler Software, as set forth above); (c) application design; (d) other 
consulting services; (e) maintenance and support of an operating system or hardware, unless you are a 
hosted customer; (f) support outside our normal business hours as listed in our then-current Support Call 
Process; or (g) installation, training services, or third party product costs related to a new release. 
Requested maintenance and support services such as those outlined in this section will be billed to you on a 
time and materials basis at our then current rates. You must request those services with at least one (1) 
weeks' advance notice.

(a) "Actual Uptime" means the aggregate number of hours in any calendar month during 
which a system or service (and associated tools and processes) are Available for Use. 


(b) "Availability" means, for a calendar month, the extent to which a system or service (and 
associated tools and processes) is actually Available for Use in accordance with normal 
operations. Availability shall be expressed as a percentage, by subtracting any scheduled 
downtime for the month (i.e., scheduled maintenance windows agreed in the Agreement 
or otherwise scheduled with Client's approval) from the aggregate total Scheduled Uptime 
in such month, and expressing the result as a percentage of the Actual Uptime for such 
month (i.e., Availability%= Actual Uptime/ (total Scheduled Uptime - scheduled 
downtime) •100). 


(c) "Available for Use" shall mean the ability of equipment, software, services and data, 
which comprise a system or are used to provide the Services, and for which the Tyler is 
responsible, to be utilized in accordance with normal operations (including applicable 
equipment and software specifications, requirements, and committed levels of service) 
and without degradation of performance. Without limiting the generality of the 
foregoing, for Tyler's service desk to be Available for Use, it must be able to receive 
telephone calls and e-mails from Client, and answer and log the same, and Tyler's tools 
associated with its service desk (either used by the desk or by users for self help, including 
an incident logging portal must be available to the corresponding users in accordance with 
normal operations. 


{d) "Resolution Time" means the elapsed time between (i) the earlier of the moment that a 
Pl Event, P2 Event or P3 Event is reported to Tyler (e.g., through automatic notification, a 
contact to the service desk, or other form of communication agreed by the Parties) or the 
moment that Tyler otherwise becomes aware of the same, and (ii) the moment that the 
affected components of the System, Services or data are restored to normal operations in 
accordance with applicable Service Levels and specifications, or Tyler implements a 
reasonable workaround, such that a user or users of the System or Services incur(s) no 
more than an insignificant degradation of use that does not affect such user or users' 
ability to perform their work, and the corresponding incident ticket is updated to reflect 
that such event has been resolved. A ticket associated with a particular Pl Event or P2 
Event shall not be closed until the user reporting it, or other appropriate Client-designated 
personnel, agrees that such ticket may be closed, or if the user is unavailable, Tyler has 
provided notification to the end user by following an agreed notification process. 
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(e) "Response Time" means the elapsed time between (i) the earlier of the moment that a Pl 
Event, P2 Event or P3 Event is reported to Tyler (e.g., through automatic notification, a 
contact to the service desk, or other form of communication agreed by the Parties) or the 
moment that Tyler otherwise becomes aware of the same, and (ii) notification of 
acknowledgement to the applicable Client contact, and the commencement of resolution 
or fulfillment efforts by the group responsible for resolution or fulfillment (e.g., 
commencement of remote diagnostic activity, or, in the case of problems or requests that 
are not within the scope of the Services, the handoff of resolution efforts to the 
appropriate Client or third party personnel). Mere scheduling of resolution or fulfillment 
efforts shall not be deemed to be "commencement of resolution or fulfillment efforts". 


(f) "Scheduled Uptime" means the time during which a system or service are scheduled to be 
Available for Use during a calendar month. 


(g) "Speed of Answer Time" means, for any inquiry, problem, service request, or contact 
similar to any of the preceding that relates to the System or Services and that is submitted 
to Tyler's service desk during a calendar month, the elapsed time between (i) the caller's 
selection of the option on the voice response unit to speak to a service desk agent, and (ii) 
the moment that such call is answered by a live agent responsible for incident or service 
request management efforts.

Schedule 1 
Business Travel Policy 


The Travel Management Company (TMC) used by Tyler will provide an employee with a direct flight 
within two hours before or after the requested departure time, assuming that flight does not add 
more than three hours to the employee's total trip duration and the fare is within $100 (each way) 
of the lowest logical fare. If a net savings of $200 or more (each way) is possible through a 
connecting flight that is within two hours before or after the requested departure time and that 
does not add more than three hours to the employee's total trip duration, the connecting flight 
should be accepted. 


Employees are encouraged to make advanced reservations to take full advantage of discount 
opportunltles. Employees should use all reasonable efforts to make travel arrangements at least 
two (2) weeks ln advance of commitments. A seven (7) day advance booking requirement is 
mandatory. When booking less than seven (7) days in advance, management approval will be 
required. 


Except In the case of international travel where a segment of continuous alr travel is six (6) or more 
consecutive hours in length, only economy or coach class seating is reimbursable. Employees shall 
not be reimbursed for "Basic Economy Fares" because these fares are non-refundable and have 
many restrictions that outweigh the cost-savings. 


B. Baggage Fees 


Reimbursement of personal baggage charges are based on trip duration as follows: 


• Up to five (5) days= one (1) checked bag 


Six (6) or more days= two (2) checked bags 


Baggage fees for sports equipment are not reimbursable. 


2. Ground Transportation 







A. Private Automobile 


Mileage Allowance- Business use of an employee's private automobile will be reimbursed at the 
current IRS allowable rate, plus out of pocket costs for tolls and parking. Mileage will be calculated 
by using the employee's office as the starting and ending point, In compliance with IRS regulations. 
Employees who have been designated a home office should calculate miles from their home. 


B. Rental Car 


Employees are authorized to rent cars only In conjunction with air travel when cost, convenience, 
and the specific situation reasonably require their use. When renting a car for Tyler business, 
employees should select a "mid·slze" or "intermediate" car. "Full" size cars may be rented when 
three or more employees are traveling together. Tyler carries leased vehicle coverage for business 
car rentals; except for employees traveling to Alaska and Internationally (excluding Canada), 
additional Insurance on the rental agreement should be declined. 


C. Public Transportation 


Taxi or airport limousine services may be considered when traveling in and around cities or to and 
from airports when less expensive means of transportation are unavailable or impractical. The 
actual fare plus a reasonable tip (15·18%1 are reimbursable. In the case of a free hotel shuttle to the 
airport, tips are included In the per diem rates and will not be reimbursed separately. 


D. Parking & Tolls 


When parking at the airport, employees must use longer term parking areas that are measured In 
days as opposed to hours. Park and fly options located near some airports may also be used. For 
extended trips that would result in excessive parking charges, public transportation to/from the 
airport should be considered. Tolls will be reimbursed when receipts are presented. 


3. Lodging 


Tyler's TMC will select hotel chains that are well established, reasonable in price, and conveniently 
located In relation to the traveler's work assignment. Typical hotel chains include Courtyard, 
Fairfield Inn, Hampton Inn, and Holiday Inn Express. If the employee has a discount rate with a local 
hotel, the hotel reservation should note that discount and the employee should confirm the lower 
rate with the hotel upon arrival. Employee memberships in travel clubs such as AAA should be 
noted In their travel profiles so that the employee can take advantage of any lower club rates. 


"No shows" or cancellation fees are not reimbursable If the employee does not comply with the 
hotel's cancellation policy. 


Tips for maids and other hotel staff are included In the per diem rate and are not reimbursed 
separately. 


Employees are not authorized to reserve non· traditional short·term lodging, such as Airbnb, VRBO, 
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and HomeAway. Employees who elect to make such reservations shall not be reimbursed. 


4. Meals and Incidental Expenses 


Employee meals and incidental expenses while on travel status within the continental U.S. are in 
accordance with the federal per diem rates published by the General Services Administration. 
Incidental expenses include tips to maids, hotel staff, and shuttle drivers and other minor travel 
expenses. Per diem rates are available at www.gsa.gov/perdiem. 


Per diem for Alaska, Hawaii, U.S. protectorates and international destinations are provided 
separately by the Department of Defense and will be determined as required.

BACKING UP CLIENT DATA unless otherwise specially agreed in writing between Tyler and Client. 


9. Return of Client Data. Upon request, Tyler will make the Saas Services available to Client to export Client 
Data for a period of sixty (60) days following the termination of this Socrata Agreement.

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SECTION4 


DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES AND DELIVERABLES 


4.0 Introduction: 
City funds will be provided lo a qualified firm ("Contractor") to assist eligible homeowners ("applicant") 
with retaining their home and preventing foreclosure action of the first or second mortgage, 
homeowners' association fees, and/or delinquent tax sales. These funds are to assist individuals who are 
in default. Default means a claim by a mortgagee, or other lien holder, that the mortgagor has not 
complied with the terms of the mortgage on the property or other evidence of the debt referred to in the 
mortgage. All homes must be the primary /homestead residence of the borrowers. 


4.1 Deliverables: 
The selected Contractor will be required to provide U1e following services: 


A. Counseling Scope of Seivices 
1. Basic Counseling/Financial Management Education: Basic counseling wiJI include client 


intake, verification of a homeowner's budget and financial information and documentation 
of such, determination of delinquency status, evaluation of affordability options, 
determiniltion of the best course of action for the homeowner, preparation of an action plan, 
and initiation of delinquency resolution negotiations with the lender. A Budget, Credit and 
Debt Reduction course is required for ever applicant and will provide homeowners with the 
skills and knowledge necessary to ameliorate the risk of re-default or avoid problems in the 
future. This service may be provided in a one-on-one session or in a group and may include 
in·person training and virtual training. The Contractor will certify that each client has 
completed this course prior to receiving funds. For clients coming into the City of 
Jacksonville FIP that have already received these services through any other related 
foreclosure prevention program, the service wiU be limited to only counseling and 
intervention that was not provided and paid for by the previous program. (See Level I 
Services as referenced within this RFP's Fonn 1- Price Sheet, Schedule of Proposed 
Administrative Prices/Rates). 


2 Extended Counseling: Extended counseling will include ongoing support through the 
process of a trial Joan modification, formal loan modification or other resolution as a 
homeowner resolves financial issues and negotiates with their lender, with services 
reimbursed according to a specific set of milestones. 


For example, this will include: 
a. Counseling services to a homeowner during a trial loan modification; 
b. Counseling services to a homeowner during a formal loan modification; and/ or 
c. Counseling services in a situation where a homeowner does not accept a modification 


pliln because it does not provide enough relief for them to keep their home, or is not 
provided a formal modification and therefore must go through disposition of their 
home. (See Level II Services as referenced within this Rf P's Form 1- Price Sheet, 
Schedule of Proposed Administrative Prices/Rates). 


3 Ongoing File Maintenance and Document Management: Client files shall be maintained 
for five (5) years past the date of resolution and provided to the HCDD as a complete digital 
file for each client serviced. This will include documentation on income, mortgage and other 
sensitive documents and will be required to be maintained in a secure manner. 


4 Adherence with Compliance Monitoring Requirements: The Contractor shall be required 
lo provide any information, data or documentation required by the HCDD related to 
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evaluating compliance with program requirements. 


5 Reporting: The Contractor shall be required to submit to the HCDD all required reports 
according to timeframes established within the Contract. These reports may include, but are 
not limited to, number of clients served, types of services provided, demographic data on 
clients, and client outcomes. 


B. Contractor Objective Requirements 


1. Outreach and Marketing: The ContrJclor must make reasonable efforts to reach clients 
who need its services, and be willing to solicit client participation from homeowner's in 
target areas identified by the HCDD. This may be done in a variety of ways: advertising, 
contact with social agencies, and partnering with other entities within a service area. The 
Contractor should implement an outreach and marketing plan where possible. The 
Contractor must make sure that any information disseminated in any format is not false or 
misleading. 


2 Recordkeeping: The ContrJctor must use digital client management software that can 
provide the required data elements in an electronic format that is acceptable to the HCDD. 


l File Retention: Files must be maintained in a manner which safeguards the privacy of the 
client's information. Paper documentation must be kept in secured file cabinets. ScaMed or 
electronically stored documents must be safeguarded in a fashion that securely maintains 
client privacy. Files must be retained for a minimum of five (5) years from the outcome 
date or longer if there is an audit, investigation or litigation in progress. 


4. Certification: All counselors and applicable administrators must be trained to provide 
services under this Contract and certified as a HUD Counselor as a minimum requirement. 
Additional certifications in Foreclosure Intervention and Default courses by 
NeighborWorks Americrt, Nationill Foundation of Credit Counseling or other approved 
certification providers is a plus and each counselor I administrator must provide proof of 
certification. Certification must be m.,intained throughout the duration of the Contracmr 
participation in the HCDD FIP. 


5 Financial Responsibility: All administrative fees committed and expended through FIP 
will be on a reimbursement basis, only upon closing of a client's case file. All fees that are a 
part of a loan modification or refinance will be paid directly to the lender upon submittal 
of loan modification or refinance acceptance letter, through the Contractor. 


6 Compliance: No individual, corporation, general partnership, limited liability company, 
limited partnership, joint venture, business trust, public benefit corporation, nonprofit 
entity, Community Housing Development Organization, public or governmental agency, 
or consortium of any of the aforementioned entities ("Entity") shall be eligible to apply for 
an award if one or more of the following conditions exists at the time the application is 
submitted: 


a. The Entity 1s tn noncompliance with any prov1s1on of City Ordinance Code, 
including code provisions donating real property to the Entity for the construction of 
affordable housing; 


b. The Entity is on the Council Auditor's noncompliance list pursuant to Chapter 118, 
or the Vendor Debarment List pursuant to Chapter 126, Ordinance Code; 
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c. The Entity is in noncompliance with another City agreement to which the Entity is a 
party; 


d. The Entity is delinquent on state, federal. or local taxes or assessments, or the 
payment of liens, including code enforcement or nuisance liens on real property 
owned by the Entity and such taxes, assessments, or liens were incurred after the 
Entity took ownership of the real property; 


e. The Entity is in noncompliance with the conditions or requirements of a City grant 
award or program. 


f. The Entity is in litigation with the City. 


7. Other Languages: The Contraclor must either have counselors fluent in the language that 
clients speak or will use interpreter services to ensure non- English speaking clients can 
obtain foreclosurecounseling. 


8. Anti-Discrimination: The City of Jacksonville will not permit discrimination against 
clients on the basis of their gender, race, religion, color, familial status, national origin, 
ancestry, creed, pregnancy, martial or parental status, sexual orientation, or physical, 
mental, emotional or learning disability. 


9. Conflict of Interest: The Contractor must certify that the staff who will provide foreclosure 
counseling have no conflict(s) of interest due to relationships with servicers, real estate 
agencies, mortgage lenders, family members and/or other entities that may stand to 
benefit from particular outcomes. 


10 Compensation: The ContrJclor will not be permitted to charge clients for any services 
rendered. All compensation will be disbursed by HCDD FIP. 


ll Compliance with Fair Housing and Civil Rights laws. The Con1ructor must comply with 
all applicable fair housing and civil rights requirements in the Code of Federal Regulations 
- 24 CFR 5.105 (a). Protected classes include race, color, national origin, religion, sex, 
disabmty and familial status. The selected Contructor is expected to help remedy 
discrimination in housing and promote fair housing rights and fair housingchoice. 


12 Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing. The Con1nic1or must affirmati\'ely further fair 
housing for classes protected under the Fair Housing Act. 


n Ineligible Participants. The Contractor, including any of the agency's directors, partners, 
officers, principals or employees, must not be: 


a. Suspended, debarred, or otherwise restricted under any local, state or federal 
regulations; or 


b. Indicted for, or convicted of, a criminal offense that reflects upon the responsibility, 
integrity or ability of the agency to participate in housing counseling activities; or 


c. Subject to unresol\'ed findings because of HUD or other government audits or 
investigations. 


14 Alternative Formats. The Con1nictor must be prepared to provide vital documents and 
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information in alternative formals for persons with disabilities or make alternate 
accommodations for persons with disabilities. 


15. Knowledge of Existing Resolution Strategies, Specifics of Working within Florida's 
Judicial Foreclosure System, and local Housing Market. The Contractor's staff must 
possess a working knowledge of strategies and ;wailable foreclosure mediation programs. 


16 Community Resources. The Con1rac1or must demonstrate that it has established working 
relationships with private and public community resources to which it can refer clients 
who need assistance for which the Contractor cannot offer. 


4.2 Qualifications of Applicants: 
1. Households with annual income up to 140°'.:. of median income are eligible for assistance 


under this program and will be selected on a first come, first qualified, first served basis. 


2. Applicants may receive funding under this program only one time and funding under this 
strategy cannot be used in conjunction with funding under Florida Hardest Hit Program in 
order to eliminate any potential for duplication. 


3. Foreclosure prevention applicants must demonstrate that the nonpayment of their mortgage 
is due to such reasons listed below, experienced through no fa ult of their own doing: 


a. Loss of employment or when hours have been reduced from full-time to part-time. 
b. Sudden medical expenses 
c. Divorce or separation (loss of household income) 
d. Death in a family 
e. Unforeseen home repair bHls. 


HCDD reserves the right to waive the nbove requirements for any type of hardship that may 
not be lisled. 


4. Applicants must attend and complete a Budget/Credit/Debt Reduction course through an 
approved HUD Certified Counseling Agency. Applicant must show their ability to keep the 
house out of default, must want to keep the house, and must show they can make monthly 
mortgage payments and/or must show that they have made all reasonable efforts to correct 
their financial hardship. 


5. The maximum amount of FIP assistance shall be $12,000.00. Payments will be made directly 
to the lending institution or title company. Eligible expenses include principal, interest, 
taxes, insurance, attorney's fees, late fees, standard refinancing dosing costs and other 
customary fees. FIP recipients must provide at least one (1) mortgage payment as their 
contribution to the transaction. The City funds will be in the form of a deferred payment 
loan secured to the property for a period of five (5) years. Funds are made available based on 
a first-come, first-served basis. 


4.3 Invoicing and Payment. 
Unless otherwise specified in the RFP, payment to the Contractor for Services shall be made on a monthly 
basis for the Services provided by the Conlr.aclor for the preceding month. Invoices shall contain the 
Contract number, purchase order number if applicable, and the appropriate vendor identification 
number. Buyer may require any other information from the Contractor that Buyer deems necessary to 
verify its obligation to pay under the Contract. Payments will be made to the Contractor approximately 
forty-five (45) days after receipt and acceptance of a proper invoice. Buyer does not pay service charges, 
interest or late fees unless required by law. 
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Buyer's obligations to make payment are contingent upon «Wailability of lawfully appropricited funds for 
the Services .
