ORACLE AND ORACLE'S AFFILIATES ARISING OUT OF OR RELATED TO THIS AGREEMENT, WHETHER
IN CONTRACT, TORT, OR OTHERWISE, EXCEED THE TOTAL AMOUNTS ACTUALLY PAID FOR THE
SERVICES UNDER THE ORDER GIVING RISE TO THE LIABILITY DURING THE TWELVE (12) MONTHS
IMMEDIATELY PRECEDING THE EVENT GIVING RISE TO SUCH LIABILITY UNDER SUCH ORDER.

7.3 NOTWITHSTANDING SECTION 7.2, IN NO EVENT SHALL THE AGGREGATE LIABILITY OF ORACLE

MISAPPROPRIATION"} EXCEED THE-GREATER OF (A} TWO MILLION DOLLARS ($2,000,000), OR (B)
TWO (2) TIMES THE TOTAL AMOUNTS PAID AND PAYABLE FOR THE SERVICES UNDER THE ORDER
GIVING RISE TO THE LIABILITY DURING THE TWELVE {12) MONTHS IMMEDIATELY PRECEDING THE
EVENT GIVING RISE TO SUCH LIABILITY UNDER SUCH ORDER. THE PARTIES AGREE THAT THE
REFERENCES TO "DATA" AND "DATA USE" IN SECTION 7.1 ABOVE SHALL NOT BE DEEMED TO

tn 21-22, COVID-19 impacted our program participation in numerous ways. There were frequent
instances of students and families needing to quarantine or isolate due to COVID-19 exposure or
infection, staff shortages at the schoo! sites and related challenges. CAP rolled with the punches and
offered makeup classes when it was able ta do so; however, total student participation was below
CAP's aim for the programs.

In 21-22, COVID-19 also impacted families’ responsiveness to surveys intended to gauge their
perceptions of program quality and obtain suggestions for improvement. While we were grateful for
the responses received, they were fairly minimal. CAP is trying to develop strategies to help parents
understand that CAP is an outside organization providing a specific service at the school.

Because these programs will occur outside of the KHA renewal project
timeframe, CAP will not be offering those programs under the KHA umbrella in 2022-2023.

They developed their public speaking skills by giving a workshop on how to build rain barrels
and manning the GWJax table during the Hogans Creek Fest, 7 Creeks Fest, and Earth Day event.
They learned event planning skills such as promotion, logistics management, and activity creation.
Youth were also able to learn about urban forestry as a career field through our partnership with
GreenScape Jacksonville.

Impact of Services:

| Seventeen members of the Green Team Youth Corps have served just over 500 hours in the
community by supporting various nenprofits through trail maintenance, buitding bat houses and
installing bat houses, setting up hydroponic gardening kits, and planning an Earth Day event on the §-
Line. During the 3 months of planning for the Earth Day event, youth learn of the logistics and
budgetary challenges of planning an event, as well as coordinating partners. Lastly, youth had the
opportunity to plant their first trees in Guinyard Park. Five of this spring’s fellows have already
applied for our Summer Apprenticeship, showing their interest in continuing environmental
leadership.

Outcomes Achieved:

Increased Civic Engagement - 75% of youth 1st time completing a community service project during
Fellowship

Increased Civic Engagement - Eight youth planned an Earth Day event that focused on how
community members could be stewards of the environment at home {civic-mindedness) that was
attended by over 200 community members.






' Increased Civic Engagement - Implemented four new multi-generational community based learning
activities during the Fellowship.

Obstacles Faced in 21/22 as a Result of COVID-19 and How They Were Addressed:

(1.) Decreased student attendance during the pandemic (approximately 70% attendance reduction) -
at the start of the pandemic, schools immediately switched to virtual learning. Al on-site afterschool
programming stopped. Teen Leaders staff worked to reach out to enrolled parents and students to
ensure everyone was safe and to inform them that the program would continue virtually. However,
staff had trouble in contacting many parents and students. Some students also struggled with
technology challenges that made virtual programming difficult. For the students who were contacted,
staff reported most students were stressed and fearful of the state of the pandemic. As a result,
schools struggled to get students online for daytime learning, hence Teen Leaders staff struggled to
get students online after school for programming. Teen Leaders addressed this issue by surveying
parents and students contacted to access what support their families needed during the pandemic
and begin implementing those services during the summer and afterschool programming. For
example, virtual homework assistance, parent talk and teen talk sessions providing a safe place where
parents and students expressed challenges facad during the pandemic and shared methods for
coping. As a result, attendance increased by 40% from the beginning of the pandemic {in February
2020) to the end of the year {December 2020). Attendance increased in 2021 and 2022. (2.)






[ Decreased budget usage - due to the decrease in student participation resulting from the pandemic,
Teen Leaders did not utilize all funds awarded for 2020; but increased usage in 2021.

Performance Schedule

SCOPE OF SERVICES AND DELIVERABLES

City funds provided pursuant to this Contract will be used to assist eligible homeowners
(“applicant(s)") with retaining their home and preventing foreclosure action of the first or second
mortgage, homeowners' association fees, and/or delinquent tax sales. These funds are to assist
individuals who are in default. “Default’ means a claim by a mortgagee, or other lien holder, that
the mortgagor has not complied with the terms of the mortgage on the property or other evidence
of the debt referred to in the mortgage. All homes must be primary/homestead residence of the
borrowers. Contractor will be required to provide the following services for eligible individuals
within the City of Jacksonville:

A. Counseling Scope of Services

1. Basic Counseling/Financial Management Education: Basic counseling will
include client intake, verification of the homeowner's budget and financial information and
documentation of such, determination of delinquency status, evaluation of affordability options,
determination of the best course of action for the homeowner, preparation of an action plan, and
initiation of delinquency resolution negotiations with the lender. A budget, credit and debt
reduction course is required for every applicant which will provide the homeowners with the skiils
and knowledge necessary to decrease the risk of re-default and avoid problems in the future. This
service may be provided in a one-on-one session or in a group and may include in-person training
and virtual training. Contractor will certify that each homeowner has completed this course prior to
receiving Foreclosure Intervention Program funds. For homeowners applying for assistance under
the City's Foreclosure Intervention Program (“FIP") who have already received these services
through any other related foreclosure prevention program, the service will be limited to only
counseling and intervention that was not provided and paid for by the previous program. (See
Level | of Attachment B-1 to this Contract).

2 Extended Counseling: Extended counseling will include ongoing support through .
the process of a trial loan modification, formal ioan modification or other resolution as a
homeowner resolves financial issues and negotiates with their lender, with services reimbursed
according to a specific set of milestones.

For exampie, this will include:
a. Counseling services to a homeowner during a trial loan modification;
b. Counseling services to a homeowner during a formal loan modification; and/or
c. Counseling services in a situation where a homeowner does not accept a
modification plan because it does not provide enough relief for them to keep their
home or is not provided a formal modification and therefore must go through
disposition of their home. (See Level Il of Attachment B-1 to this Contract).

3 Ongoing File Maintenance and Document Management: Contractor shall
maintain hameowner client files for five (5) years from the date of resolution and provide the City's
Housing and Community Development Division ("HCDD") a complste digital file for each client
receiving FIP services, which includes include documentation on income, mortgags and other
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sensitive documents. Documentation shall be maintained in a secure manner,

4 Adherence with Compliance Monitoring Requirements: Contractor shall be
required to provide any information, data or documentation required by the City related to
evaluating compliance with FIP requirements.

LY Reporting: Contractor shall be required to submit to the City all required reports
according to timeframes established within the Contract. These reports may include, but are not
limited to, numbear of homeowner clients served, types of services provided, demographic data on
clients, and client outcomes.

<] Security (Foreclosure Intervention Only): Contractor acknowledges that the City
requires each homeowner who receives Foreclosure Intervention assistance to enter into a zero
percent (0.00%) forgivable deferred loan in an amount equal to the total amount of Foreclosure
Intervention assistance funds expended by Contractor plus the recording costs, for and on behalf
of the City, as assistance for the purpose of foreclosure intervention for the applicant’s housing
unit. To accomplish the foregoing and as a condition precedent to the City disbursing the funds,
Contractor shall, prior to commencing any expenditure of funds, require and cause each applicant
to exscute a Mortgage and Promissory Note (“Security Documents”) in favor of the City, in the
form and substance of Attachment D and Attachment E in accordance with Article V! of the
Contract. Immediately upon closing of the forsclosure intervention transaction, Contractor shali
deliver to the City the originals of the Security Documents and the City will then record the
Security Documents in the public records of Duval County, Florida,

B, Objective Requiraments

1. Qutreach and Marketing: Contractor must make reasonable efforts to reach
clients who need its services and be willing to solicit client participation from homeowners in
target areas identified by the City. This may be done in a variety of ways: advertising, contact
with social agencies, and partnering with other entities within a service area. Contractor should
implement an outreach and marketing plan where possible, and Contractor must ensure that any
information disseminated in any format is not talse or misleading.

2 Recordkeeping: Contractor must use digital client management software that can
provide the required data elements in an electronic format that is acceptable to the City.

3 File Retention: Files must be maintained in a manner which safeguards the
privacy of the client's information. Paper documentation must be kept in secured file cabinsts.
Scanned or electronically stored documents must be safeguarded in a fashion that securely
maintains client privacy. Fites must be retained for a minimum of five (5) years from the outcome
date or longer if there is an audit, investigation, or litigation in progress.

4 Certitication: All counselors and applicable administrators must be trained to
provide services under this Contract and certified as a HUD Counselor as a minimum
requirement. Additional cerlifications in foreclosure intervention and default courses by
NeighborWorks America, National Foundation of Credit Counseling or other approved
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a Financial Responsibility: All administrative fees committed and expended
through the FIP will be on a reimbursement basis, only upon closing of a client's case file. All
fees that are a part of a loan modification wiil be paid directly to the Iender upon submittal of loan
modification acceptance letter, through Contractor.

& Other Languages: Contractor must either have counsslors fluent in the language

that clients speak or will use interpreter services to ensure that non-English speaking clients can
obtain foreclosure counseling.

7 Anti-Discrimination: The City will not permit discrimination against clients on the
basis of their gender, race, religion, color, familial status, national origin, ancestry, creed,

pregnancy, martial or parental status, sexual orientation, or physical, mental, emotional or
learning disabitity.

8 Conflict of Interest: Contractor must cerlify that the staff who will provide
foreclosure counseiing have no conflict{s) of interest due to relationships with servicers, real

estate agencies, morlgage lenders, family members and/or other entities that may stand to
benefit from particular outcomes.

‘9, Compensation: Contractor will not be permitted to charge clients for any

Services rendered for the City's FIP. All compensation will be disbursed by the City as provided
in this Contract.

10 Compliance with Fair Housing and Civil Rights Laws. Contractor must comply
with all applicable fair housing and civil rights requirements in the Code of Federal Regulations
(24 CFR 5.105 (a)). Protected classes include race, color, national origin, religion, sex, disability,
and familial status.

WHEREAS, the City issued a Request for Proposal No. ESC-0313-20 for certain
foreclosure intervention services (the RFP”) as more fully described in the RFP and based
upon Contractor’s response to the RFP, the City and Contractor, the parties entered into
City Contract #608451-20 for counseling services in the Foreclosure Intervention Program
made effective May 5, 2021 (the “Contract’); and

WHEREAS, the City and Recipient desire to amend the Contract to: 1) extend the
term of the Contract for one year to May 4, 2023, for completion of the Foreclosure
Intervention Program Services, and 2) to increase the Contract amount by $32,000.00 to a
