In accordance with Desigr/Build CDB-0006-16, Contract 6533-54, the subject project was awarded by
Amendment 11A in the amount of $251,924.46 lo provide surveying, geotechnical, environmental,
bridge hydraulic report analysis and 60% design services. This project results from the Florida
Department of Transportation's (FDOT's) issuance of a Signification Deficiency Advisor (SDA) for
repairs. The SDA recommended repairs to the sinking approach slabs and remediation of the scour
critical rating by installation of crutch bents at the bridge caps. During preliminary design, it was
discovered that JTA was working on a study to widen Collins Road to four lanes in the near future. The
current bridge is only two lane and because of its condition would have to be removed and replaced for
the widening. Upon analysis, the projected costs to repair and then replace for widening far exceeded
the cost to go ahead and replace the bridge now. Amendment 11B is for additional preconstruction and
60% design services required to revise the previously approved scope from a bridge repair design to a
bridge replacement design scope. Negotiation have resulted in the Lump Sum amount of $41,158.68
for this work, as indicated on the attached Scope & Fee Summary, Exhibit M-2 and allowing for an
additional 120 days for the completion of the work from the revised notice to proceed.

Accordingly, this is to recommend that Contract No #6533-54, Amendment 11A, originally executed
August 10, 2018, between the City and J. B. Coxwell Contracling, Inc. for Collins Road Bridge Repairs,
be amended to Collins Road Bridge Replacement and lo incorporate the attached Scope and Fee
Summary, Exhibit M-2 to increase the Lump Sum amount by $41,158.68 to a new Lump Sum amount of
$293,083.14, known as Amendment 11B.

The Smith Strect Bridge (Bridge #724076) is a single span reinforced concrete structure
built in 1929. The bridge is 25 f1. long. The deck is an 8 27 concrete deck with a 1™
asphalt overlay. The bridge is not currently used for vehicular traffic.

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2.3 SPECIAL CONDITIONS.

a. Existing Conditions. It is intended that the design, permitting. and demolition shall
include all labor, equipment, materials, and services necessary to complete the work.
The desighers are cautioned 1o lamiliarize themselves with existing site conditions
and to include all incidental work that might occur. The Contractor and all of his/her
Subcontractors shall visit the site and become fully aware of and familiar with all
existing conditions relating to this Project. The Design Build Firm shall inform itsell
concerning the location of existing utilities, pipelines, and structures of every type
which may interfere with the work. The Design Build Firm shall prepare the proposal
in full understanding of the conditions that may be encountered and the resultant
responsihilities in connection therewith. All existing utilities, pipes, wires, and other
structures or items which must be preserved in place shall be protected from damage
by the Design Build Firm. Should such items be damaged as a result of the
Contractor’s operations, they shall be restosed by the Contractor to at least as good
condition as that in which they were found immediately before the work began. at no
additional cost to the City.

MANAGEMENT PLAN

22.1 Introduction

The following Management Plan (hereinalier referred to as the “Plan”) has been
prepared as guidance on Incinerator Ash Material (hereinalter referred to ~Ash™)
that may be encountered by Contractors performing constructionfexcavation
projects for the City of Jacksonville (herein afier referred to as “City”). This Plan
may be incorporated into City consiruction contracts. If the contract does not
inciude provisions on encounters with contaminated media generally. or Ash
specifically. this guidance should be followed. The Plan includes the following:

Procedures [or identificalion of Ash,

e Procedures for notifications te City and regulatory officials.

¢ Procedures for handling. storing, and characterizing the Ash for proper
disposal,

e Procedures for transporting the Ash 1o an approved facility for disposal.
and

e Minimum requirements for documenting Ash handling and disposal
activities.

The following sections detail the minimum procedures necessary for handling
encountered Ash material.

22.2  ldentification of Ash

—_—

Ash is referred to ns materinl generated by meiting and burning of municipal and
household waste at incinerator facilities. According o City of Jacksonville -
Solid Waste and Resource Management. most of the incincrator activities were
conducted between the 1930s and 1960s. The Ash may be found in areas of the
City where non-native material was used as backfill for parks. small creeks.
ponds, eic.

The Ash may be visually identified by inspecting excavated soils lor the presence
of broken glass. poltery. pieces ol metal, etc.. darkened by the burning process.
Ash is also commonly found fused together into uneven-shaped. variable-size
pieces. with a reddish-orange color.

22.3 Notification and Suspension of Work

Immediately upon unexpectedly encountering suspected Ash-laden soils and
unless the contract provides other procedures, the contractor must suspend work

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into Ash-laden media and notify the City’'s Praject Manager. If the Project
Manager and contractor disagree that Ash-laden soils have been encountered, an
environmental consuliant should be engaged to positively identify the material.
Regardless of any disagreement between the Project Manager and the contractor
about the nature of the malerial, the Project Manager shall immediately notify the
Environmental Law Division, Olfice of General Counsel (OGC) at 904/630-1723
or 630-1700. OGC shall advise the Project Manager about which federal. state,
and/or local environmental regulatory authorities to notify, to include contacting
FDEP representative Ashwin B. Patel at (904) 448-4320, ext 378.

22,4 Handling, Sampling and Characterization of Ash

All Ash excavated before the suspension ol work in contaminated soil shall be
temporarily stored on-site, in lined roll-ofls or. depending upon quantity,
hazardous waste containers. On-site storage cannol exceed 90 days without a
hazardous waste storage permit from the Florida Department of' Environmental
Protection (FDEP). Every reasonable effort should be made to remove Ash
determined to be hazardous waste (HW) from the site within 30 days after
characterization. In order to ensure disposal of 1IW within 90 days, il ash
material is determined to be HW. the sampling should be completed within 15
days of discovery/excavation and sent for analysis. Under no circumstance
should hazardous waste be stored on site for so long that a hazardous waste
storage permit must be sought. Uniess otherwise provided in the contract, the
contractor. in consultation with the Project Manager. shall arrange for suitable
storage containers, including roll-offs, and if necessary, off-sile trealment or
disposal. The City’s Project Manager shall be responsible for determining when
construction may resume.

The following is 2 recommended schedule of activities to ensure that excavated
material gets disposed of in less than 90 days:

e Dayl Discovery or Removal and containerization of ash
material

e Day I3 Sampling

o Day 16-60 Analysis

= Day 60-70 Review analytical data/report and make HW
determination

Three to five samples with evidence of Ash from each roli-off
or container musl also be submitted for analyses of the parameters listed in EPA
Method 6010 for total metal. EPA Method 8260 for Volatile Organic Compounds
(VOCs). EPA Method 8270 for Semi-Volatile Organic Compounds (SVOCs),
Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs), Pesticides and Herbicides, Oil & Grease, and
Total Recoverable Petroleum Hydrocarbons (TRPH) by the FL-PRO Method.
Sample collection must be conducted under FDEP-approved Comprehensive
Quality Assurance Project Plan (CQAPP). in accordance with the requirements
listed by FDEP in DER QA-O01-"Standard Operating Procedures for Laboratory
Operations and Sample Collection Activities."

When the environmental consultant for the contractor receives the laboratory
analyses a copy of the laboratory reports shall be provided to the City’s Project
Manager. Also, copies of all analytical results should be provided to Ashwin B.
Patel, FDEP. If the City has arranged for the lnboratory analyses, copics of the
laboratory report will be given to the contractor upon reccipt. The contractor, or
authorized environmental consultam. must review the results of the laboratory
analyses 1o determine the hazardous characleristics of the Ash material. If the
results of the TCLP (lower detection {imits would have to be requested from the
lab before the samples are run) or of the Synthetic Precipitation Leaching
Procedure (SPLP) (EPA Method 1312) exceed the groundwater cleanup levels
cstablished in Chapter 62-277. FAC, or if total analyses concentrations exceed the
Florida residential cleanup target goals. the material shall not be returned to the
original excavation. If the results from the SPLP or the TCLP (modified for
lower detection limits) are below the Florida groundwater cleanup levels and the
total analyses concentrations are below Florida residential soil cleanup targets
goals. the material may be returned to the original excavation area only with
approval from the OGC and the FDEP.

Transportation and Disposal of Ash

If the ash has not been characterized as hazardous waste by TCLP, has SPLP (or
TCLP with lower delection limits) results below Florida groundwater cleanup
levels. and any hazardous substances in the material are below Florida residential
soil cleanup target goals under Chapler 62-277. FAC, it may be returned 1o the
excavation or used clsewhere in the vicinity of the excavation/construction (if the
material is suitable for that purpose). If the ash is characterized as containing a
hazardous substance in excess of State soil cleanup target goals, but not as
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hazardous waste, arrangements may be made, with guidance from OGC, to
dispose of the material as a special waste at an approprintely licensed landfill. T,
however, the Ash is characterized as hazardous waste, it must be taken o a
licensed hazardous waste trentment or disposal acility.

Upon characterization of the Ash by TCLP as a hazardous wasle that must be
taken to a licensed hazardous waste treatment or disposal facility, it nced not be
further characterized using the Toxicity Characteristic Leaching Procedure
(TCLP) for the eight RCRA metals, unless required by the treatment or disposal
facility. The fencing and signage originally instalied shall remain in place until
the material has been removed from the site.

Disposal of excavated Ash that has been characterized as hazardous waste shall
be properly packaged lor transporiation, which shall be conducted by a licensed
hazardous wasle transporter Lo a licensed treatment or disposal lacility.

Ash that is not hazardous waste may, with the concurrence of the City’s Solid Waste and
Resource Management Department. be sent to Trail Ridge Landfill in Jacksonville.
Florida for proper disposal. The procedures for non-hazardous waste transport to and
disposal at Trail Ridge Landfill are as follows:

e Notify Trail Ridge Landfill with the estimated amount of material requiring
disposal.

» Preparc and submit disposal profiles to the landfill for approval. Profiles
sheets may be obtained direcily from the landfill by calling Linda Hair at
(904) 289-9100. Laboratory results must be included with the profile sheets
for approval by the landfill,

* Obtain transportation manifests after approval of the profiles by the landfill,
and

* Mobilize roll-offs to landfill for disposal.

Nore: Transportation manifests will be provided by the landfill upon approval of
the material for disposal.  The number of manifests will depend on the
mnber of loads or roll-offs requiring transportation to the landfill.

The comtractor or designated envirommental consultant will be responsible
Jor signing the transportation manifest on behalf of the City.

In the event large quantities must be handled, the contractor or environmental consultant
shall:

* Properly identily the analytes exceeding TCLP levels that characterize the
Ash as a hazardous waste. The contractor or environmental consultant must
notify the City immediately upon determining that the Ash is a hazardous
wasle,

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e Determine the most cost cffective method for transportation and disposal ol
the hazardous wasle,

« Contact an approved hazardous waste transportation facility to mobilize the
Ash material. The contractor or environmental consultant will be responsible
for obtaining all applicable transportation manilests,

« Obtain acceplance of the material for disposal into an approved hazardous
waste disposal facility, and ensure compliance with all local, State and
Federal disposal requirements.

22.6 Documentation

The environmental consultant conducting the analyses shall submit a report to the
contracior and the Project Manager indicating the results of the laboratory
analyses. If the material is to be disposed of as hazardous waste or non-hazardous
special waste, the contractor shall determine the smount of Ash material 1o be
containerized and/or transported to an appropriate treatment or disposal facility.
The contractor shall be responsible for documenting the proper disposition of the
Ash, including but not limited to. transportation and disposal manifest.
characterization reports, and disposal weigh tickels.

22,7 Safety

Depending upon the laboratory unalyses of the Ash material. further excavation of
Ash may require the use of 40-hour OSHA trained personncl. Ordinarily,
environmental consultants assign such trained personnel 1o conduct Ash sample
collection. Investigations have concluded that Ash may contain clevated levels of
arsenic and lead: therefore, proper handling of the material by trained OSHA
personnel imay be necessary. ‘

Metro North Community Development Corporation (“Metro North”) was awarded the above referenced contract
on April 13, 2017. Subsequently, Metro North entered into a State Housing Initiative Partnership (“SHIP”")
Rental Development Contract with the Housing and Community Development Division (*HCDD") on May 1,
2017 for an amount of $700,000 (the “Original Contract”). Metro North and HCDD entered into a second
agreement, the HOME Investments Partnership (“HOME") Rental Rehabilitation Contract on September 15,
2017 for an additional amount of $150,000 (the “HOME Contract”). Since the time of the original contract,
HCDD has identified inconsistencies and omissions with the contract terms and supporting documentation.

Section 5. Waiving Chapters 118 (City Grants) and 126

waived to grant the Neighborhoods Department the most flexibility
in developing guidelines, solicitation procedures and form
contracts more appropriate for an affordable housing program and
consistent with the Council approved Matrix for the Program
attached hereto as Exhibit 2. Specifically, the requirements in
Chapter 118, Parts 1-5 are waived, which includes requirements
related to audit reports, separate bank accounts and restrictions
on the expenditure of funds.
