The Risk Management Division (the “Division”) for the City is currently engaged in a contract
(#10448) with Origami Risk to provide a transition from Marsh Clearsight which has provided the
Division a Risk Management Information Systems (‘RMIS”) for almost 20 years.

The transition from this Marsh Clearsight's legacy system is quite an undertaking in both volume and
the sensitivity of the records themselves. It must be done correctly on the first time. Accordingly,
there is a need for additional work to be done onsite to effectively minimize errors. This travel is not
contemplated in our previously approved maximum indebtedness. The expected costs for three trips
by several Origami representatives through the implementation phase is estimated at $11,000.00
dollars.

In addition, the Division desires to add an additional tool within the existing approved system for an
automated law enforcement report. The Divisions handles hundreds of these forms and will provide
more efficiency to our work. The quote costs for this addition is $7,030.00.

Accordingly, the Division is requesting to increase the current maximum indebtedness of $426,760.00
(four hundred twenty six thousand seven hundred sixty dollars and no cents) by $18,030.00 (eighteen
thousand thirty dollars and no cents) for a new maximum indebtedness of $444,790.00 {four hundred
forty four thousand seven hundred ninety dollars and no cents). All the original terms of the contract
will remain the same.
