1 PURPOSE 


The purpose of this Exhibit is to describe the scope of work and the responsibilities of the 
CONSULTANT and the CITY in connection with the design and preparation of a complete 
set of construction contract documents and incidental engineering services, as necessary, for 
improvements to the transportation facility described herein. These services will be 
conducted in one phase: Final Design  


The Scope of Services establishes which items of work will be the responsibility of the 
CONSULTANT and/or the CITY. 


The CONSULTANT shall be aware that as a project is developed, certain modifications 
and/or improvements to the original concepts may be required. The CONSULTANT shall 
incorporate these refinements into the design and consider such refinements to be an 
anticipated and integral part of the work. This shall not be a basis for any supplemental fee 
request(s). 


The CONSULTANT shall demonstrate good project management practices while working 
on this project. These include communication with the CITY and others as necessary, 
management of time and resources, and documentation. The CONSULTANT shall set up 
and maintain throughout the design of the project a contract file. CONSULTANTs are 
expected to know the laws and rules governing their professions and are expected to provide 
services in accordance with current regulations, codes and ordinances and recognized 
standards applicable to such professional services.  The Consultant shall provide qualified 
technical and professional personnel to perform the duties and responsibilities assigned 
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under the terms of this agreement. The Consultant shall minimize to the maximum extent 
possible the City’s need to apply its own resources to assignments authorized by the City. 


The CITY will provide contract administration, management services, and technical reviews 
of all work associated with the development and preparation of contract documents, 
including Construction documents.  The CONSULTANT shall be fully responsible for all 
work performed and work products developed under this Scope of Services. The CITY may 
provide job-specific information and/or functions as outlined in this contract, if favorable. 


2 PROJECT DESCRIPTION 


At the first public meeting the public voiced concern to the City Staff about how the recent 
improvements performed by the JTA has adversely impacted traffic on Old Middleburg 
Road at Collins Road.  At the City’s request the Consultant reviewed the concerns and 
determined the cause of the complaint is the newly constructed mast arm and curb on the 
west side of Old Middleburg Road at Collins combined with the lack of a left turn lane are 
prohibiting vehicles from passing stopped vehicles waiting to turn left onto Collins Road.  
The proposed solution is to add an interim left turn lane ahead of the proposed Old 
Middleburg Road project. 


The City has asked the Consultant to prepare a stand-alone set of plans and bidding 
documents to construct a southbound left turn lane from Old Middleburg Road to Collins 
Road, including roadway, drainage and adjustment of signal heads on the existing mast 
arms.  This Supplemental Agreement is for the additional effort to prepare stand-alone 
bidding documents for the interim improvement project ahead of the Old Middleburg Road 
widening project.  There are no known outstanding commitments other than the recently 
completed JTA Collins Road project and the Old Middleburg Road widening for the 
development of this roadway improvement project. Information and prior studies for the Old 
Middleburg Road Widening will not be utilized for this supplemental effort. 


Project Limits are from approximately 300 feet south and 400 ft north of Collins Road. The 
existing two-lane roadway will be reconstructed as an undivided roadway transitioning from 
two to three lanes in order to provide a left turn lane. The typical section will include curb 
on the west side, ditch on the east side, 12 ft. lanes in each direction and a 12 ft. left turn 
lane. This is to be an interim solution for the existing Collins Road Intersection queuing 
issue and does not coincide with the CITY’s “Avenue” street classification.  Also, this 
project will not add bicycle or pedestrian improvements.  These will be addressed with the 
final Old Middleburg Road widening project.  Right-of-way acquisition is anticipated along 
the corridor for the roadway typical section and drainage. The typical section is anticipated 
to require an additional +10 ft. of right-of-way width on the east side of Old Middleburg 
Road for a distance of approximately 350 ft north of Collins Road advanced prior to the 
remaining right-of-way acquisition on Old Middleburg Road.  The Posted Speed limit will 
be 40 mph. 
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This supplemental effort will include: intersection analysis, roadway and signalization plans 
as more fully outlined in the following pages of this scope, bid documents, submission of all 
required permits.
