¢ The Company attempts to willfully impose uponJEA items or workmanship that are, in JEA's sole opinion,
defective or ofunacceptable quality;

e The Company breaches any of the representations or warranties;

The Company is determined, in JEA's sole opinion, to have mis represented the utilization of funds or
misappropriate property belonging to JEA; or

* Any materialchangein the financial or business condition ofthe Company.

If within fifteen (15) days afterservice of such notice upon the Conpany an amangement satisfactory to JEA has not
been made by the Company for continuance of the Services, then JEA may declare Company to be in default of the
Contract.

Once the Company is declared tobe in default, JEA will charge the expenses of completing the Services to the
Company and will deduct suchexpenses frommonies due, or which atany time thereafier may become due, to the
Company. [fsuch expenses are mote than the sumthat would otherwise havebeen payable under the Contract, then
the Conpany shall pay theamount of such excess to JEA upon receiptof noticeof the expenses fromJEA. JEA
shallnot be required to obtain the lowest price for completing the Services under the Contract, butmay make such
expenditures that, in its sole judgment, shallbestaccomplish such completion. JEA will, however, make reasonable
efforts to mitigate the excess costs of completing the Services.

The Company warrants thatall items provided under the Contract shall be free fromDefect in accordance with the
requirements of the Contract, and services shall be performed in a professional mannerand with professional
diligence and skill, consistent with the prevailing industry standards.

The obligations and representations contained in the * Warranty" clause are Company's sole warranty and guarantee
obligations and JEA's exclusive remedy in respect of quality of the Work. EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN THIS
ARTICLE, COMPANY MAKES NO OTHER WARRANTIES OR GUARANTEES, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED,
RELATING TOCOMPANY'S SERVICES AND COMPANY DISCLAIMS ANY IMPLIFD? WARRANTIES OR

Copyright laws . JEA shall have theabsoluteand exclusive right toown anduse all said Works together with any and
all copyrights, patents, trademark and service marks associated with said Works. The useofthese Works in any
manner by JEA shallnot supportany claimby the Company for additional compensation.

7.5. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

The Company granis to JEA an irevocable, perpetual, royalty free and fully paid-up right touse (and such right
includes, without limitation, a right to copy, modify and createderivative works fromthe subjectmatterofthe grant
of the right to sublicense all, orany pornion of, the foregoing rights to an affiliate ora thind party service provider)
the Company’s intellectual property (including, without limitation, all trade secrets, patents, copyright and know-
how) that is contained orembedded in, required for the use of, that was used in the production ofor is required for
the reproduction, medification, maintenance, servicing, improvement orcontinued operation of any applicable unit
of Work.

If the Work contains, has embedded in, requires for the use of any third party intellectual property, or if the third
party intellectual property is required for the reproduction, modification, maintenance, servicing, improvement or
continued operation ofthe Work, the Company shall secure for JEA an irevocable, perpetual, royalty free and fully
paid-up right to use allthird party intellectual property. The Company shall secure suchright at its expenseand prior
to incorporating any third party intellecmal property (including, withoutlimitation, all trade secrets, patents,
copyright and know-how) into any Work, including, without limitation, alt drawings ordata provided underthe
Contract, andsuch right must include, without limitation, a right ta copy, modify and create derivative works from
the subject matter ofthe grant ofthe rightand aright 1o sublicense allorany portion of the foregoing rights to an
affiliate or a third party service provider.

Should JEA, orany third pasty obtaining such work product through JEA  use the Work orany part thereof forany
purpose other than that which is specified herein, it shallbe at JEA's sole risk.

The Company will, at its expense, defend altclaims, actions orproceedings against JEA based onany allegation that
the Work, orany part of the Work, constitutes an infringementofany patent or any other intellectual property right,
and will pay to JEA all costs, damages, charges, and expenses occasioned to JEA by reason thereof. JEA will give
the Company written noticeofany such claim, action orproceeding and, at the request and expense ofthe
Company, JEA will provide the Company with available information, assistance and authority for the defense.

If, in any action orproceeding, the Work, orany part thereof, is held to constituie an infringement, the Company
will, within 30 days ofnotice, either secure for JEA the right to continue using the Work or will, at the Company's
expense, replace the infringing items with non-infringing W ork or make modifications as necessarysothatthe Wok
no longer infringes.

The Company will obtain and pay forall patent and other intellectual property royalties and license fees required in
respectofthe Work.
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7.6. WORKMADE FOR HIRE

With the exception of Company's pre-exisiing intellectual capital and third-party intellectual capitalas described in
[ntellectual Property, as stated herein, JEA shall own all right, title and interest, including ownership of copyright
(limited to the extent permitted by the terms of any goveming licenses), in and to any project generated by the Work
including, but not limited to, software, source code, reponts, deliverable, or work productdeveloped by the Company
specifically for JEA in connection with the Work, and derivative works relating tothe foregoing. Such Work shall
include, but shallnot be limited 1o, those reports and deliverables specified in the Contract Documents. The
Company understands and agrees that the " work made for hire”, orany portion ofthe Work, shallbe a "workmade
for hire” for JEA pursuant to federal copyright laws. Any software, report, deliverable, or work productas used in
connection with the Work, but, previously developed by the Company specifically for other custorers ofthe
Company or for the purpose of providing substantially similar services to other Company customers, generally s hall
not be considered "workmade forhire”, so long as the foregoing are not first conceived orreduced 1o practiceas
part ofthe Work. To the extent any of JEA deliverables are not deemed works made forhire by operation oflaw, the
Company hereby irrevocably assigns, transfers, and conveys to JEA, orits designes, without further consideration
all of its right, title and interest in such Work, including allights ofpatent, copyright, trmde secret, trademark or
other proprietary rights in suchmaterials. Except as provided in the foregoing sentences, the Company
acknowledges that JEA shall have theright to obtain and hold in its own name any intellectual property rightin and
to the Work The Company agrees to executeany documents ortake any other actions as may reasonably be
necessary, oras JEA may reasonably request, 1o perfector evidence JEA's ownership ofthe Work.

8. JSEBCOMPLIANCE

8.1. COMPLIANCE WITH JSEB REQUIREMENTS

The Company shall achieveihe JSEB participation requirements as set forth in the Solicitation, except as allowed
underthe good faith efforts exception as defined in the City of Jacksonville Ordinance. In no caseshallthe
Company make changes to the JSEB firms listed in its Response, revise the JSEB Scope of Work oramount of
Workas stated in its Response without prior written notice to the JEA JSEB Manager, and without subsequent
receipt of written approval fromthe JEA JSEB Managerand the COJ Ombudsman.

The City of Jacksonville requirements as outlined in the City of Jacksonville Ordinancerelating to JSEBs shall
apply in theirentirety 10 this Contract. W here the City of Jacksonville ordinance refers to "Chief", it shallbe
construed to mean, for purposes ofthis Contract, JEA's Chief Procurement Officer. In a like manner, where it
refers to " City", or"City of Jacksonville", it shallbe construed to mean JEA.

Use ofbrokering, as defined in the City of Jacksonville Ordinance, or other techniques that donotprovide a
commercially useful function are strictly prohibited as means of achieving the JSEB requirements oftheContract.
Only the amount paid to the JSEB for providing a bona fide service such as professional, technical, consultant, or
managerialservices shallbe counted towards a JSEB participationrequirement.

Payment terms for participating JSEB firms shallbe the same orbetter than thepayment terms the Company
receives fromJEA. The Company shall outline the payment terms with the JSEB firm in a contract agreement for
the services theJSEB is providing. The Company shall obtain written approval from the JEA JSEB Managerprior
to withholding any payment froma JSEB fim.

If the Company uses a JSEB qualified firm for the performanceofany part ofthis Work, the Companyshall
submit to JEA,a monthly report of the amount paid to the JSEB. The report is due by the 30™ of the month via
email sentto JSEBProgramya:jes.com, forthe duration of the project. The report shallbe made using the form
"Monthly Reportfor COJ/JEA JSEB Participation” available at www jea.comorby contacting the JEA ISEB

The Company agrees 1o let JEA auditits financial and operating records with oneday ofnotice, andduring
nomal business hours, at its corporateoffices forthe purpose of determining compliancewith all JISEB
requirements of the Contract Documents.

If the Company violates any provisionregarding JSEB, including, but not limited to, program intent, the
Company shallbe subject to any or all of the following, plus any otherremedies available (o JEA under law:
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¢ Terminate the Contract forbreach.
¢ Suspendordebarthe Company frombidding onany JEA projects as follows:
» Firstoffense:sixmonth suspension
» Second offense: one year debamment
% Third offense: three year debarment
¢ Revoke Company’s ISEB certification ifthe Company itselfis cenified as a JSEB.

9. COMPANY'S RESPONSIBILITIES AND PERFORMANCE OF THE CONTRACT

9.1. COORDINATION OF SERVICES PROVIDED BY JEA

The JEA Representative for the Work will, on behalfof JEA, coordinate with the Company and administer this
Contract. [tshall be the responsibility ofthe Company to coordinate all assignment related activities with the
designated JEA Representative. The JEA Representative will be assigned to performday-to-day administration and
liaison functions, and to make available to the Company appropriate personnel, to the extent practical, and to furnish
records and available datanecessary to conduct the Work The JEA Representative will also authorize the Company
to performwork under this Contract.

92. COMPANY REPRESENTATIVES

The Company shallprovide JEA with the name and responsibilities ofthe Company Representative, in writing after
Award ofthe Contractand before starting the Work under the Contract. Should the Company need to change the
Company Representative, the Company s hall promptly notify JEA in writing ofthe change.

93. COMPLETION OF WORK (PO)

The Company shallbegin Work within 10 days after the date ofwritten Purchase Order from JEA 10 begin Work,
and shallcomplete the Work by the date set forth in the Contract Documents. The Company further understands and
agrees that time is of essence and should the Company fail to complete the Work on or before the dateestablished
for Final Completion, the Company shall be solely responsible foradditional costs as defined in the Contract.

94. LICENSES

The Company shall comply with all licensing, registration and/or certification requirements pursuantto applicable
laws, rules and regulations. The Company shall secure all licenses, registrations and certifications as required for the
performance of the Work and shall pay all fees associated with securing them. The Company shall produce written
evidence of licenses and other certifications immed iately upon request from JEA.

9.5. CONDITIONS OF PROVISIONING
The Company understands and agrees thatit shallbe solely responsible for providing everything necessary to

performthe Work and to be in full compliance with the Contract Documents, except for those items specifically
listed herein as being provided by JEA.

If Company's Scope of Work is to supply JEA with inventory items, ihe Company shall the ientify inventory items
that are in high demand and1ake appropriate steps to minimize delivery lead time in the eventof demand spikes or
emergency requirements.

AnyuseofJEA fumisheditems on non-JEA work is a breach ofthe Contract anda violation ofthe law. All JEA
fumished items are the property of JEA when issued, storedby Company, andused in performance ofthe Work.
The Company agrees thatit shall use all JEA fumished items in a manner consistent with industry practice, codes,
laws, considering the condition of the JEA furnished item, the skills of the individuals using the JEA fumnished item,
and all environmental conditions. The Company understands and agrees that where JEA and the Companyshall
share JEA fumisheditems, JEA usage shallalways have priority over Company usage, and theContract
Administrator shall have sole autherity to resolveanyusage disputeand such resolution shall not result in any claim
by Conpany.

The Company agreestoretumto JEA, and to thelocation as established by a JEA Representative, anyunusedor
salvageable items priorto finalpayment. The Company agrees that JEA has theright to audit and investigate the
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Company at any time how the Company is using JEA furnished items. JEA will bill the Company forunaccountable
JEA fumished material at the current JEA cost.

10. VENDOR PERFORMANCE EVALUATION

10.1. VENDOR PERFORMANCE EVALUATION

fven ce Ev ion Scoreca
JEA may evaluate theCompany's performance using theevaluation criteria shown on the vendor scorecard availabk
which are available uponrequest.

Scores forall metrics shown on the evaluation range froma low of 1, meaning significanily deficientperformance,
to a high of 5, meaning exceptionally good performance. The Company's performance shall be classified as Top
Performance, Acceptable Performance, or Unacceptable Performance, as de fmed herein, The evaluatorwill be a
designated JEA employee. The evaluator's supervisor and the Chief Purchasing Officer will review deficient
performance letters and Unacceptable Performance scorecards, as described below, priorto issuance. When
evaluating the Company's performance, JEA will consider the performanceofthe Company's Subcontractors and
suppliers, as partofthe Company's performance.

Frequ of

JEA may conduct performanceevaluations andprepare scorecards in accordance with the procedures described
herein at any time during performance ofthe Work orsoon after thecompletion of the Work. J EA may conductone
or more evaluations determined solely at thediscretion of JEA.

Unacceptable Performance

o Ifatany time, JEA determines, using the crileria described on the scorecard, thatthe performance of the
Company is Unacceptable, the Contract Administrator and Chief Procurement Qfficer or his designated
altemate will notify the Company of such in a letter. The Company shalihave 10daysto respond to the
Contract A dministrator. Such response shall include, and preferably be delivered in-person byan officer of
the Company, the specific actions that the Company will take to bring the Company's performance up to at
least Acceptable Performance.

e  Within 30 days fromdate of the first Unacceptable Performance letter, the Contract Administratorand
Chief Purchasing Officer orhis designated altemnate will notify the Company by letter as to whetherits
performance, as determined solely by JEA, is meeting expectations, oris continuing to be Unacceptable. If
the Company's performance is described in the letter as meeting expectations, no furtherremedial action is
required by the Company, as long as Company's performancecontinues to be Acceplable.

e Ifthe Company's performance as described in the letter continues tobe Unacceptable, or is inconsistently
Acceptable, thenthe Company shall have 15 days fromdate of second letter to demonstrate solely through
its performance of the Work, that it has achieved Acceptable Performance. At the end of the 15-day period,
JEA will prepare a scorecarddocumenting the Company's performance fromthe start of Work, ordate of
most recent scorecard, whichever is latest, and giving due consideration to improvements the Company has
made in its performance, orhas failed to make. If the scorecard shows Company's performance is
Acceplable, then no further remedial action is required by Company as long as Company's performance
remains Acceptable. Ifthe scorecard shows the Company's performance is Unacceptable, JEA will take
such actions as it deems appropriate including, but not limited to, tenminating the Contract for breach,
suspending the Company frombidding on any JEA related solicitations, and other remedies available in the
JEA Purchasing Code and in law. Such action does not relieve the Company ofits obligations under the
Contract, nordoes it precludean earliertermination.

o In the eventthat the Contract Termorthe remaining Termof the Contract does not allow for the
conpletion ofthe deficientperformancenotificationcycles described above for those in danger of
receiving an Unacceptable Performance scorecard, JEA may choose 1o accelerate these cycles at its sole
discretion.

e Ifthe Company receives five ormore letters of deficiency within any 12 month period, then JEA will
prepare ascorecarddescribing the deficiencies and the Company’s performance will be scored as
Unacceptable.
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Acceptable Perfonpance

JEA expects the Company’s performance to be at a minimum Acceptable.

In the eventthat the Company wants to dispute the results of its scorecard performance evaluation, the Company
must submit a letter to the Chief Procurement Officer supplying supplemental information that it believes JEA failed
to take into account when prepaning the scorecard. Such letter, along with supplemental information, must be
submitiedno later than 10 days following the Company's receipt of the scorecard. Ifthe Chief Procurement Officer
decides tochange thescorecard, the Company will be notified and a revised scorecard will be prepared, with a copy
issued to the Company. If the Chief Procurement Officer decides that no change is wamranted, the decision ofthe
Chief Procurement Officer is final. If the Company is to be suspended fromconsideration for future Awardofany
contracts, the Company may appeal to the Procurement Appeals Board as per JEA ProcurementCode.

Public Records.
There can be no expectation of confidentiality of performance-related data in thatall performance-related datais
subject todisclosure pursuant to Florida Public Records Laws. All scorecards are the property of JEA.

11. CHANGES TO WORK OR SCHEDULE

11.1, CHANGE IN SCOPEOF SERVICES

From time to time, JEA may direct changes and modifications in the scope of the services, as contained in the
Contract Documents, to be performed under this Contractas may be necessary to carry out the purpose ofthis
Contract. The Company is willing and agreeable to accommodate such changes, provided it is compensated for
additionalservices in accordance with its professional fees and expenses under the terms of'this Contract. Such
changes shall be in the form ofa written amendment to this Contract reflecting, as appropriate, an amendmentto the
Workrendered and adjusiment to Company's professional fees, including an exiension to theduration of this
Contract, as well as the maxinmm indebtedness of JEA . Maxinmm indebtedness is the maxinmim {otal cost thatmay
be paid to the Company hereunder, inchuding travel related costs, per year during the initial term of the Contract for
the Work rendered under the terms of this Contract. The JEA Representative directly responsible for each project
will make the final determination as to whetherany compensable change exists.

112. DELAYS

Neitherparty shallbe considered in default in the performance of its obligations hereunder to the extent that the
performance of such obligation is prevented ordelayedby any cause beyond the reasonable control of the affected
party, and the time for perfonmance of either party hereundershall be extended fora period ofequalto any time lost
dueto suchprevention ordelay.

113. SUSPENSION OF SERVICES

JEA may suspend the performance of the Services by providing Company with a five (5) day written notice of such
suspension. Schedules for performance of the Services shall be amended by mutual agreement to reflect such
suspension. In the eventofa suspension of Services, the Company shall resume the full performance ofthe Services
when directed in wriling to dosoby JEA.

Suspension of Services dueto the Company’s negligence or failure to perform, may affect the Company's
compensation as oullined in the Contract and.‘orresult in the termination ofthe Contract.

114. AMENDMENTS

This Contract may notbe altered oramended except in writing, signed by JEA Chief Procurement Officer, or
designee, and the CompanyRepresentative, oreach oftheirduly authorized representatives.
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12. LABOR

12.1. HIRING OF OTHER PARTY'S EMPLOYEES

Each party recognizes thatthe otherparty has incurred or will incur significant expenses in training its own
employees and agrees that it will not pursue orhire, withoutthe other party’s consent, theother party's employees or
the employees of its subsidiaries fora period oftwo (2) years fromthc termination date of this Agreement. It shall
notbe considereda breach of this Section for either party 1o make employmentsolicitations to thegeneral public or
groups that may include employees of the other party. Norshall it be considereda breach ofthis Section foreither
party's employees to respond 1o, act upon, or accept inquiries and applications resulting from, ormake offers of
employment resulting from, {i) such solicitations to the general public or groups or (i) unsolicited employment
inquiries orapplications.

122. PERSONNEL AND CHANGES IN COMPANY'S PROFESSIONAL PERSONNEL

Unless otherwise agreed in writing by the parties, all Services shallbe rendered by employees: (a.) who are full time
employees of Company orapproved subcontractors; (b.) qualified to performthe Services, and (c.) fluent in the
English language. Subsequentto the executionofthis Contract, Company shalinotify the JEA Contract
Administrator in writing prior to making changes in professional personnel assigned, or to be assigned, as provided
in Company's Response to manage or perform Setvices under this Contract. The JEA Contract Administrator shall
have the right to reject any personnetassigned by Company to performwork under this Contract. Ifthe nght of
rejection is exercised by the JEA Contract Adminis trator, Company shall submit for approval ofthe JEA Contract
Administrator, the name or names of substitute personne to fill the positions resulting fromsaid rejection. The JEA
Contract Administrator shall have the right to require the removal of Company's previously assigned personncland
Company shall promptly replace the same, subject to the JEA Contract Administrator's approvalatnocostto JEA.

123, COMPANY'S LABOR RELATIONS

The Company shaltnegotiate and resolveany disputes between the Company and its employees, oranyone
representing its employees. The Company shallimmediately notify JEA ofany actualorpotential labor dispute that
may affect the Work andshallinformJEA ofall actions it is taking to resolve the dispute.

124. NONDISCRIMINATION

Forthe Term of the Contract, the Company represents that it has adopied and will maintain a policy of
nondiscrimination against employees or applicants for employment on accountofrace, religion, sex, color, national
origin, age, handicap, disability, creed, color, political affiliation, gender, pregnancy condition, citizens hip, marital
status, genetic information, sexual orientation, gender identity, orany other protecied characteristics established by
law. The Company agrees that onwritten request, it will allow JEA reasonable access to the Company's records of
employment, employmentadvertisement, application forms and other pertinentdata and records for the purpose of
investigation to ascertain compliance with the nondiscrimination provisions of this Contract; provided however, the
Company shall not be required to produce, for ins pection, records covering periods oftime more than one (§) year
before the Effective Date orexpiration dateofthis Contract

* Additionally, the Company shall comply with the following execusive orders, acts, and all rules and
regulations implementing said orders oracts, which are by this reference incorporated herein as if set outin
theirentirety:

e The provisions of Presidential Order 11246, as amended, and the portions of Executive Orders 11701 and
11758 as applicable to Equal Employment Opportunity,

s Theprovisions of section 503 ofthe Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended, and the Americans with
Disabilities Act(ADA); and

e The provisions ofthe Employmentand Training of Veterans Act, 38 U.S.C. 4212 (formerly 2012).

The Company agrees thatifany ofthe Work ofthis Contract will be pecformed by a Subcontractor, then the
provisions ofthis subsection shall be incorporated into and become a part of the subcontract.
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125. LEGAL WORKFORCE

JEA shall consider the Company's employment ofunauthorized aliens a violation of section 274A (e} of the
Immigration and Nationalization Act Such violation shallbe cause for termination of the Contract for default upon
thirty (30) days’ prior written notice of such termination, notwithstanding any other provisions to the contrary in the
Contract Documents.

126. PROHIBITED FUTURE EMPLOYMENT

It shallbe unlawfuland a class C offense for any person, who was an officer oremployee of JEA, afterhis orher
employment has ceased, to be employed by orenter into any contract for personal services, with a person or
company who contracted with, orhad a contractual relationship with JEA, while the contractis active orbeing
completed, or within two years of the cessation, completion, or termunation ofthe person's orcompany's contractual
relationship with JEA, where (1) the contract with JEA had a value thatexceeded $250,000, and (2) the officeror
employee had a substantial and decision-making role in securing ornegotiating the contractor contractual
relationship, or in the approvalof financial submissions or draws in accordance with the terms of the contract;
except that this prohibitionshallnot apply to an employee whose role is merely as a review signatory, orto contracis
entered intoprior to January 1,2008, or to contracts that have beencompetitively procured. Withrespect tothis
subsectiona contract is competitively procured if it has beenobtained through a sealedlow bid award. A
"substantial and decision-making role" shall inchude duties and/or responsibilities thatare collectively associated
with: (i) approving solicitationor payment documents; (ii) evaluating formal bids and Responses; and (iii) approving
and/or issuing award recommendations for JEA Awards Committee approval. The contractofany personor
businessentity who hires orcontracts for services with any officer oremployee prohibited fromentering into said
relations hip shallbe voidable at the pleasure of JEA. This prohibition shallnot apply to any former officer or
employee after two years fromcessation from JEA employment.

13.1. APPLICABLE STATE LAW; VENUE; SEVERABILITY

Therights, obligations and remedies of the parties as specified under the Contract will be interpretedand governed
in all respects exclusively by the laws of the State of Florida withoulgiving effect to the principles of conflicts of
laws thereof, Should any provision of the Contract be determined by the courts o be illegal or in conflict with any
law of the State of Florida, the validity ofthe remaining provisions will not be impaired. Litigation involving this
Coniract orany provision thereof shall take place in the State orFederal Courts located exclusively in Jacksonville,
Duval County, Florida.

132. DISPUTES

If a dispute occurs between JEA and the Company overa contractual issue that cannot be mediated by the JEA
Representative, the dispute shall be handled in accordance with Article Softhe JEA Procurement Code.

133, ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Contract constitutes the entire agrcement between the parties. No statement, representation, writing,
understanding, oragreement made by either party, or any representative ofeither party, which are notexpressed
herein shallbe binding. Allchanges to, additions to, modifications of, oramendment o this Contract, orany of the
terms, provisions and conditions hereof, shall be binding only when in writing and signed by theauthorized officer,
agent orrepresentative of each oftheparties hereto.

134. HEADINGS

Headings appearing herein are inseried for convenience or reference only andshallin no way be construed to be
interpretations oftext.

135. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

Company is performing this Contract as an independent contractor and nothing in this Contract will be deemed to
constitute a partnership, joint venture, agency, or fiduciary relationship between JEA and Company. Neither
Company not JEA will be or become liable or bound by any representation, act, oromissionofthe other.
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1356. LANGUAGE AND MEASUREMENTS

All communication between the Company and JEA, including alldocuments, notes on drawings, and submissions
required under the Contract, will be in the English language. Unless otherwisespecified in the Contract, the US
SystemofM easurements shall be used for quantity measurement. Allinstrumentation and equipment willbe
calibrated in US SystemofMeasures.

13.7. MEETINGS AND PUBLIC HEARINGS

The Company will, upon request by JEA, attend all meetings and public hearings as required, in any capacity, as
directed by JEA.

133. NONEXCLUSIVE

Notwiths tanding anything contained hereinthatmay appear to be the contrary, this Contract is "non-exclusive” and
JEA reserves the nght, in its sole discretion, to retain other companies to performthe Work, and ‘or JEA may self
performthe Work itself.

139. REFERENCES

Unless otherwise specified, eachreference to a statute, ordinance, law, policy, procedure, process, document,
drawing, orother informational materialis deemed to be a reference to that item, as amended or supplemenied from
time to time. All referenced items shall have the enforcementability as if they are fully incorporated herein.

2.13.1 A Bidder may withdraw its Bid without forfeiture of the bid security not later than the day and hour set in
the advertisement for receiving Bids, "the bid time," by communicating its withdrawal in writing to the
CITY at the address given in the Invitation, and the Proposal will be returned to the Bidder unopened.
When "the bid time" has passed, no Bidder shall thereafter have a right to withdraw its bid. Subsequent to
the opening of the Bids, withdrawal will subject the Bidder's Bid Security to forfeiture.

CONDITIONS IN BIDDER'S PROPOSAL

2.14.1 The Bidder shall not stipulate in its Bid Proposal, or append thereto, any conditions contrary to those
contained in the Contract Documents.

TAXES

2.15.1 Bidders shall include in their bid prices any sales taxes or use taxes which they are required by law to pay.
Bidders are reminded that it is the CONTRACTOR'S responsibility to pay all Florida Sales Taxes that are
required to be paid to the State under the subject contract. These taxes, by State law, are not to be set forth
as a separate line item. Therefore, the CONTRACTOR shall devise his own method to insure recovery.
Additional allowances will not be made for failure to include these required taxes in the proposal.

LIST OF MAJOR SUBCONTRACTORS AND SHOP FABRICATORS:

2.16.1 Inasmuch as it is unlawful for a person to engage, within the city of Jacksonville, in the business of
contracting or act in the capacity of a contractor as provided in Chapter 342, Jacksonville Ordinance Code
or Chapter 489, Florida Statutes, without a valid contractor certificate or license, bidders for all capital
improvement projects are required, on or before the date and time of bid opening, to furnish, with their
bids, the names, addresses and scopes of work to be performed by all subcontractors required to be
certified, qualified, or licensed in accordance with Chapter 342 and/or Chapter 489, as either may be
revised from time to time. On or before the date and time of bid opening, bidders, if applicable, are required
to indicate, as part of their bids, all scopes of work that they intend to self-perform and to provide evidence
that they currently hold the required certifications, qualifications, or licensing necessary for all scopes of
work to be self-performed. The subcontractors required to be listed under this section shall be listed in the
Schedule of Licensed Subcontractors of Appendix C-1, hereof.

2.16.2 The bidder shall furnish, PRIOR TO AWARD, the names, addresses and scopes of work to be performed
by all subcontractors and/or shop fabricators that are NOT required to be certified, qualified, or licensed in
accordance with chapter 342, Jacksonville Ordinance Code and/or Chapter 489, Florida Statutes. All
subcontractors and/or shop fabricators required to be listed under this section shall be listed in the chart
provided in Paragraph 2 of Section 3, Appendix C.
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B. BASIS OF AWARD

The project may be awarded to the lowest responsive, responsible Bidders, or the project may be awarded
to both the lowest and second lowest responsive, responsible Bidders for the Total Base Bid amount
submitted by each bidder. Each award is contingent on the availability of funds within the project’s
approved budget. The City reserves the right to assign the specific, individual projects to either
contractor(s) using the unit prices established in its bid.

C. REVISIONS OF BID PROPOSAL FORM

Request for revision of the Bid Proposal Form must be made to the Procurement Division at least ten (10)
days prior to date of opening of Bids. Revision of the Bid Proposal by the Bidder will void the Bid.

D. CONTRACT EXPIRATION DATE AND CONTRACT EXTENSIONS

The Contract expiration date shall be established as follows:

The Contract shall be for one (1) year beginning on the date established in the Contract with
three (3) one (1) year renewal options. Renewal Options may be exercised at the discretion of
the City based on supplier performance and adherence to the terms and condition set forth in the
bid documents. The contract and each contract extension shall remain in effect until the contract
requirements for landscape work, including maintenance, covered by each purchase order is
completed and accepted by the City. The Contract will expire 120 days thereafter in order to
comply with Executive Order 2013-05.

The Contractor may submit a written request to increase the unit prices before each contract renewal, if
the request is received by certified letter at least 30 days before the completion of the previous contract
period. The City may agree to or decline the price increase or may choose to terminate the contract. The
Contractor’s request for a price increase will be based solely upon the percentage change of Consumer
Price Index for all Urban Consumers-South Region All Items, (Series CUUR0300SAO) each vear,
compounded annually, beginning on the date of the execution of the contract and each contract renewal.
If the City agrees to the requested price increases, the new adjusted Contract Unit Prices will be
calculated using the Contract Unit Prices of the established in the previous contract or contract renewal
and adjusting them by the amount of the submitted CPI increase.

E. BID CHANGES

No changes in the amount of Bids appearing on the outside of Bids will be considered. Only the amounts
shown on bid documents inside the envelope will be considered. All changes, corrections and erasures
must be initialed by the person signing the bid.

F. CONSTRUCTION COMPLETION

The Contractor shall not begin work until it has received a Purchase Order for each project requested by
the Contract Manager. All installation work required by each Purchase Order must be completed by the
scheduled construction completion date for each project unless extended by the Contract Manager.

G. SUBMITTAL STATEMENT

The undersigned Bidder certifies that this proposal is made in good faith, without collusion or connection
with any other entity bidding on this work.

LOCATIONS

Scope of Service: The services sought under this invitation to bid are generally described
as sports court construction and maintenance including surfacing, resealing and stripping.
All work shall comply with City of Jacksonville Code of Ordinances, Florida Building Code
and Florida Accessibility Code.

The work covered by these specifications consists of furnishing all labor, equipment,
supervision, transportation and materials and performing all operations necessary for the
maintenance and construction of tennis, basketball and other types of sport courts including
but not limited to, resurfacing, re-striping, leveling and sealing of existing courts,
installation of new courts and all appurtenant work necessary to accomplish a complete court
facility. All work performed at locations designated by the City of Jacksonville, within
Duval County.

Sport Court re-surfacing and surfacing consists of the Contractor applying a high quality,
multi-component, all weather acrylic paint surface to existing and/or new asphaltic or
Portland cement court surfaces.

The Contract unit price shall include all labor, equipment, materials and supplies including,
but not limited to, cleaning, pressure washing, debris and vegetation removal, water testing,
crack (1/16” wide, 6” long or greater) and depression (3/8” depth or less) filling, leveling,
sanding, scraping, manufacture recommended multi-layer, two-tone surface courses, striping
and playing lines as required to complete the various sport court surface(s).

Payment for over excavation shall be made at the respective contract unit price per cubic yard
of fill authorized, placed, compacted and accepted.

Item #13: Asphaltic Concrete Removal

Asphaltic Concrete will be removed as directed by the Parks, Recreation and Community
Services Project Manager. All work shall comply with the requirement of City Standard
Specifications Section 102, 141 and these specifications.

The Contract unit price shall include all labor, equipment, materials and supplies necessary to
saw cut, excavate, demolish, remove, load, haul, and dispose of various types of asphaltic
concrete sports courts in which the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Project
Manager has determined to be of no use. Removal of courts shall include the base and sub-
base materials.

Payment for asphaltic concrete removal will be made at the respective contract unit price per
cubic yard authorized, removed, disposed of and accepted.

Item #14; Portland Cement Concrete Removal

Existing Concrete will be removed as directed by the Parks, Recreation and Community
Services Project Manager. All work shall comply with the requirement of City Standard
Specifications Section 102, 103, 130,131, 141, 200 and these specifications.

The Contract unit price shall include all labor, equipment, materials and supplies necessary to
saw cut, excavate, demolish, remove, load, haul, and dispose of various types of Portland
cement concrete sports courts in which the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Project
Manager has determined to be of no use. Removal of courts shall include the base and sub-
base materials.

Payment for concrete removal will be made at the respective contract unit price per cubic yard
authorized, removed, disposed of and accepted.
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ltem #15: Pressure Washing

Pressure Washing shall consist of the contractor cleaning and removing unwanted dirt, mold,
algae and other foreign matter from objects and surfaces by use of a mechanical high water
pressure (minimum 2000 p.s.i.) sprayer. All work shall comply with the requirements of the
sprayer and chemical agent manufacturer recommendations and specifications and these
specifications.

Payment shall be made at the respective contract unit price per square yard of sod authorized,
placed, established and accepted.

ltem #18: Seed and Straw
Seed and Hay shall consist of the contractor establishing a stand of grass within the areas
called for by placing grass seed over a freshly prepared soil, straw and maintaining until
acceptance. All work shall comply with the requirements of City Standard specifications
section 102, 140, 200 and these specifications. Grass/seed specs shall be determined by Parks,
Recreation and Community Services Project Manager.

Line item 19-21 shall be used for, but not limited to, the supply and installation of nets, net
posts, sleeves, anchors, poles, backboards, and goals.

Labor shall consist of the contractor providing a crew of two (2) workers plus hand tools to
transport, deliver and install the court furnishings necessary to complete the construction. The
workers shall be experienced in the installation of the specific furnishing being installed.

Material(s) shall consist of the contractor supplying for instaliation of the required court
furnishings plus incidentals such as mounting hardware necessary to complete the
construction.

Equipment shall consist of the contractor providing the required equipment and/or machinery
plus an operator for hardscape furnishing installation necessary to complete the construction.

The bidder shall provide to the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Project Manager
a complete detailed breakdown of all labor, material and equipment costs associated with the
court fumnishing supply and installation. The breakdown shall be approved by the Parks,
Recreation and Community Services Project Manager prior to any miscellaneous court work.

There are three (3) contract unit prices that cover construction of miscellaneous furnishings
(items number 19-21). The selection of which contract unit price(s) to be used and paid for
shall be determined by the labor, material(s) and equipment required to accomplish the work.

Payment for miscellaneous hardscape shall be made at the respective contract unit price(s) as
follows:
a. Payment for labor shall be made at the contract unit price per two (2) man crew hour

authorized, worked and accepted. No markup allowed.

b. Payment for material(s) shall be made at the contract unit price per each $100 material
cost plus a 20% markup for the contractor’s supervision, shipping, overhead, bond,
insurance and profit.
