(“Contractor™), authonzed to do business in the State of Florida, with offices located at 4060 Edison Ave., Jacksonville,
FL 32254; Phone: (904) 387-4390; and Email: terryig southernrecreation.com.

In consideration of the mutual promises contained herein, the County and Contractor ngree as follows:

ARTICLE 1 - DURATION and EXTENSION

This Agreemeni shall become effective upon the Effective Date shall be in effect for a period of three (3) calendar years,
and may be extended, in one (1) year renewal periods for a maximum of two (2) one (1) year extensions, as necessary to
complete the required services, upon satisfactory performance by the Contractor, mutual agreement by both parties, and
the availability of funds. While this Agreement may be extended as stated in this Article. it is expressly noted thal the
County is under no obligation to extend this Agreement. It is funther expressly understood that the option of extension is
exercisable only by the County, and only upon the County’s determination that the Contractor satisfactorily performed the
Services noted in the Contract Documents.

ARTICLE 2 - ENUMERATION OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

Any document not identified above is nol a Contract Docwment and does nol form part of this Agreement. In

interpreting the Contract and resolving any inconsistencies or ambiguities, the main body of this Agreement
takes precedence over any of the Exhibits provided above.

ARTICLE 3 - SERVICES

The Contractor’s responsibility under this Agreement is to provide park and playground equipment, playground surfacing,
water stations, splash pads, park water fealures, park furniture (i.c. seating, benches, picnic tables, bleachers, trash
receptacles. ete.) scoreboards, sports equipment including but not limited to tennis nets, basketball goals, any and all
Sports nets, car stops, bicycle racks, bicycle repair and pump stations as ordered by St. Johns County. Declivery, ofl-
loading, and installation services shall also be provided as ordered by St. Jolins County, as specified in the Scope of Work,

proposed by the Contractor, approved by the County in accordance with Bid No, 20-46 and as otherwise provided in the
Contract Documents.

Services provided by the Contractor shall be under the general dircction of St. Johns County Parks and Recreation
Department or other authorized County designee, who shall act as the County’s representative throughout the duration of
this Agreement.

ARTICLE 4 - SCHEDULE
The Contractor shall perform the required Services according 1o the schedule submitted and approved by the County. No
changes to said schedule shall be made without prior written authorization from the County's representative.

ARTICLE 5 - COMPENSATION/BILLING/INVOICES
The County shall compensate the Contractor based on equipment Unit Prices as stated in the selected vendor's catalog for

Park & Playground Equipment, per project site, which shall include any and all direct and indircct costs, and reimbursable
expenses. The maximum amount available as compensation 1o Contractor under this Agreement shall not exceed one
hundred fifty thousand dollars ($150,000.00) stated above without the Coumty's express written approval, and amendmeni
to this Agreement.

The maximum project costs eligible to be authorized by Purchase Order under the awarded Cantract is $100,000. Any
project that is cstimated to exceed that amount, must be submitted 10 the SJC Board of County Commissioners for
approval prior to the Purchase Order being issued.

It is strictly understood that Contractor is not entitled to the above-referenced amount of compensation. Rather,
Contractor’s compensation is based upon Contractor’s adhering 10 the Scope of Work, detailed in this Agreement. As
such, the Contractor’s compensation is dependent upon satisfactory completion and delivery of all work product and
deliverables noted in the Scope of Work, and detailed in this Agreement.

The Contractor shall bill the County for services satisfactorily performed, and materials satisfactorily delivered at the end
of each month. The signature of the Contractor’s authorized representative on the submitted invoice shall constitute the
Contractor’s certification to the County that:

I.- The Contractor has billed the County for all services rendered by it and any of its Contractors or sub-contractors
through the date of the invoice;

As of the date of the invoice, no other outstanding amounts are due from the County to the Contractor for services
rendered;

3. The reimbursable expenses, if any, have been reasonably incurred; and
4. The amount requested is currently due and owing.

Though there is no billing form or format pre-approved by cither the County, or the Contractor, bills/invoices submitted
by the Contractor shall include a detailed written report of the Work accomplished in connection with the Scope of Work,
and must be submitied with a Request for Payment Form 1550, as provided by the County. The County may return a
bill/invoice from the Contractor, and request additional documentation/information. Under such circumstances, the
timeframe for payment will be extended by the time necessary 1o receive a verified bill/invoice.

The Contractor’s acceptance of the County’s payment of an invoiced amount shall release the County from any claim by
the Contractor, or by the Contractor's sub-contractors, for work performed but not invoiced during the time period
indicated on the invoice for which payment was issued.

FINAL INVOICE: In'order for the County and the Contractor to reconcile/close their books and records, the Contractor
shall clearly indicate "Final Invoice” on the Contractor’s final bill/invoice to the County. Such indication cstablishes that
all services have been satisfactorily performed and that all charges and costs have been invoiced to the County and tha
there is no further Work 10 be performed under this Agreement.

ARTICLE 6 - TRUTH-IN-NEGOTIATION CERTIFICATE

The signing of this Agrecment by the Contractor shall act as the execution of a truth-in-negotiation certificate centifying
that wage rates and other factual unit costs supporting the compensation are accurate, complete, and current as of the date
of this Agreement.

The original contract price and any additions thereto shall be adjusted to exclude any significant sums by which the
County determines the contract price was increased due to inaccurate, incomplele, or noncurrent wage rates and other
factual unit costs. All such contract adjustments shall be made within one (1) year following the end of the Agreement.

ARTICLE 7~ ARREARS

‘The Contractor shall not pledge the County’s credit or make it a guarantor of payment or surety for any contract, debt,

obligation, judgement, lien. or any form of indebtedness. The Contractor further warrants and represents that it has no

obligation or indebtedness that would impair its ability to fulfill the terms of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 8 - TERMINATION

This Agreement may be terminated by the County without cause upon at least thirty (30) calendar days advance written
notice o the Contractor of such termination without cause.

This Agreement may be terminated by the County with cause upon at least fourteen (14) calendar days advance written
notice of such termination with cause. Such written notice shall indicate the exact cause for termination.

ARTICLE 9 - NOTICE OF DEFAULT/RIGHT TO CURE

Shouid the County fail to perform (default) under the terms of this Agreement, then the Contractor shall provide written
notice to the County, which such notice shali include a timeframe of no fewer than fifteen (15) business days in which to
cure the default. Failure 1o cure the default within the timeframe provided in the notice of default (or any such amount of
time as mutually agreed to by the parties in writing), shall constitute cause for termination of this Agreement.

Should the Contractor fail to perform (default) under the tenns of this Agreement, then the County shall provide written
notice to the Contractor, which such notice shall include a timeframe of no fewer than five (5) calendar days in which to
cure the default. Failure to cure the default within the timeframe provided in the notice of default (or any such amount of
time as mutually agreed to by the parties in writing), shall constitute cause for termination of this Agreement.

Consistent with other provisions in this Agreement, Contractor shall be paid for services authorized and satisfactorily
performed under this Contract up to the effective date of termination.

Upon receipt of a notice of termination, except as otherwise directed by the County in writing, the Contractor shall:

I. Stop work on the date to the extent specified.

2. Terminate and settle all orders and subcontracts relating to the performance of the terminated work.

3. Transfer all work in process, completed work, and other material related to the tenninated work to the County.
4. Continue and complete all parts of the work that have not been tenminated.

ARTICLE 10 - PERSONNEL
The Contractor represents that it has, or shall sccure at its own cxpense, all necessary personnel required to perform the

Work as provided in the Contract Documents. It is expressly understood that such personnel shall not be employees of, or
have any contractual relationship with the County.

All Work required hereunder shall be performed by the Contractor, or under its supervision. All personnel engaged in
performing the Work shall be fully qualified and, if required, autherized or permitied under federal, state and local law to
perform such Work,

Any changes or substitutions in the Contractor's key personnel must be made known to the County's representative and
written approval granted by the County before said change or substitution can become effective.

The Contractor warrants that all Work shall be performed by skilled and competent personnel to the highest professional
standards in the field. The Contractor is responsible for the professional quality, technical accuracy, and timely
completion of all work performed hereunder, and shall correct or revise any errors or deficiencics in the Work, without
additional compensation.

ARTICLE 11 - SUBCONTRACTING

The County reserves the right 10 approve the use of any sub-contractor, or to reject the selection of a particular sub-
contractor, and to inspect all facilities of any sub-contractors in order 1o make a determination as to the capability of the
sub-contractors to perform the Work described in the Contract Documents. The Contractor is encouraged 10 seek minority
and women business enterprises for participation in subcontracting opportunitics.

If'a sub-contracior fails to sstisfactorily perforn in accordance with the Contract Documents, and it is necessary to replace

the sub-contractor to complete the Work in a timely fashion, the Contractor shall promptly do so, subject to approval by
the County.

The County reserves the right to disqualify any sub-contractor, vendor, or material supplier based upon prior
unsatisfactory perfonmance,





ARTICLE 12 - E-VERIFY

The Contractor shall wtilize the U.S. Departinent of Ilomeland Security’s E-Verify System 1o verify employment
cligibility of any and all personnel hired 1o perform work under this Agreement. Additionally, the Contractor shall
explicitly require any and all sub-contractors and sub-contractors to utilize the U.S. Deparimeni of Homeland Security's
E-Verify System to verify employment eligibility of all personnel hired 1o perform work under this Agreement,

ARTICLE 13 -~ FEDERAL AND STATE TAX

In accordance with Local, State, and Federal law, the County is exempt from the payment of Sales and Use Taxes. The
County shall provide a tax exemption certificate to the Contractor upon request. The Contractor shall not be exempt from
the payment of all applicable taxes in its performance under this Agreement. It is expressly understood by the County and
by the Contractor that the Contractor shall not be authorized o use the County's Tax Exemption status in any manner.

The Contractor shall be solely responsible for the payment and accounting of any and all applicable 1axes and/or
withholdings including but not limited to Social Security payroll taxes (FICA), associated with or stemming from
Contractor’s performance under this Agreement.

ARTICLE 14 - AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS

The County's obligations under this Agreement are contingent upon the lawful appropriation of sufficient funds, for that
purpose, by the St. Johns County Board of County Commissioners. Pursuant to the requircments of Section 129.07,
Florida Statutes, payment made under this Agreement shall not exceed the amount appropriate in the County’s budget for
such purpose in that fiscal year. Nothing in this Agreement shall create any obligation on the part of the Board of County
Commissioners to appropriate such funds for the payment of services provided under this Agreement duning any given
County fiscal year. Moreover, it is expressly noted that the Contractor cannot demand that the County provide any such
funds in any given County Fiscal Ycar.

ARTICLE 15 - INSURANCE

The Contractor shall not commence work under this Agreement until he/she has obtained all insurance required under this
section and such insurance has been approved by the County. All insurance policies shall be issued by companies
authorized to do business under the laws of the State of Florida. The Contractor shall fumish proof of Insurance to the
County prior to the commencement of operations. The C ertificate(s) shall clearly indicate the Conitractor has obtained
insurance of the type, amount, and classification as required by contract and that no material change or cancellation of the
msurance shall be effective withowt thiny (30) days prior writlen notice to the County. Centificates shall specifically
include the County as Additional Insured for all lines of coverage except Workers™ Compensation and Professiona)
Liability. A copy of the endorsement must accompany the certificate. C ompliance with the foregoing requirements shall
not relieve the Contractor of its liability and obligations under this Agreement,

any operations under this contract, whether such operations be by the Contractor or by anyone directly employed by or
contracting with the Contractor.

The Contractor shall maintain during the life of this Contract, Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance with
minimum limits of $300,000 combined single limit for bodily injury and property damage liability to protect the
Contractor fram claims for damages for bodily injury, including the ownership, use, or maintenance of owned and non-
owned automobiles, including rented/hired automobiles whether such operations be by the Contractor or by anvone
directly or indirectly employed by a Contractor.

The Contractor shall maintain during the life of this Contract, adequate Workers® Compensation Insurance in at least such
amounts as are required by the law for all of its employees per Florida Statute 440.02.

In the event of unusual circumstances, the County Administrator or his desi gnce may adjust these imsurance requirements.





ARTICLE 16 - INDENNIFICATION
The Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the County. and its officers, and employees, from liabilities, damages,
losses, and costs, including, but not limited to, reasonable attorneys’ fees, to the extent caused by the negligence,

recklessness, intentional/unintentional conduct or omission of the Contractor and other persons employed or wilized by
the Contractor,

ARTICLE 17 - SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS

The County and the Contractor each binds itself and its pariners, successors, executors, administrators and assigns to the
other party of this Agreement and to the partners, successors, executors, administrators and assigns of such other party, in
respect to all covenants of this Agreement. Except as above, neither the County nor the Contractor shall assign, sublet,
convey or transfer its interest in this Agreement without the written consent of the other. Nothing herein shall be
construed as creating any personal liability on the part of any officer or agent of the County, which way be a party hereto,
nor shall it be construed as giving any rights or benefits hereunder 1o anyone other than the County and the Contractor.

ARTICLE 18 - NO THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARIES
It is expressly understoed by the County, and the Contractor, and this Agreement explicitly states that no third party
beneficiary status or interest is conferred to, or inferred to, any other person or entity.

ARTICLE 19 - REMEDIES

No remedy herein conferred upon any party is intended to be exclusive, or any other remedy, and each and every such
remedy shall be cumulative and shall be in addition to every other remedy given hereunder or nor or hereafier existing al
law or in equity or by slatute or otherwisc. No single or partial exercise by any party or any right, power, or remedy
hereunder shall preclude any other or further exercise thereof.

In any action brought by either party for the enforcement of the obligations of the other party, the prevailing party shall be
entitled to recover reasonable attorney's fees,

ARTICLE 20 - CONFLICT OF INTEREST
The Contractor represents that it presently has no interest and shall acquire no interest, either directly or indirectly, which

would conflict in any manner with the performance of services required hereunder, The Contractor further represents that
no person having any interest shall be employed for said performance.

The Contractor shall promptly notify the County, in writing, by certified mail, of all potential conflicts of interest for any
prospective business association, interest or other circumstance, which may influence or appear to influence the
Contractor’s judgiment or quality of services being provided hereunder. Such written notification shall identify the
prospective business association, interest or circumstance, the nature of work that the Contractor may undertake and

request an opinion of the County, whether such association, interest, or circumstance constitutes a conflict of interest if
entered into by the Contractor,

The County agrees to notify the Contractor of its opinion by certificd mail within thirty (30) days of receipt of notification
by the Contractor. If, in the opinion of the County, the prospective business association, interest or circumstance would
not constitute a conflict of interest by the Contractor, the County shall se state in the notification and the Contractor shall,
at his/her option enter into said association, interest or circumstance and it shall be deemed not in conflict of interest with
respect 1o services provided to the County by the Contractor under the terms of this Agreement,

ARTICLE 21 - EXCUSABLE DELAYS
The Contractor shall not be considercd in defauit by reason of any delay in performance if such delay arises out of causes
reasonably beyond the Contractor’s control and without its faull or negligence. Such cases may include, but are nol
limited to: acts of God; the County's ommissive and commissive failures; natural or public heaith emergencies; freight
embargoes; and severe weather conditions.

If delay is caused by the failure of the Contractor's sub-coniractor(s} to perform or make progress, and if such delay arises
out of cavses reasonably beyond the control of the Contraclor and its sub-contractor{s) and is without the fault or
negligence of either of them, the Contractor shall not be deemed to be in defaul.

Upon the Contractor’s request, the County shall consider the facts and extent of any delay in performing the work and, if

All written and oral information not in the public domain, or not previously known, and all information and data obtained,
developed, or supplied by the County. or at its expense, shall be kept confidential by the Contractor and shall not be
disclosed 10 any other party, directly or indirectly, without the County's prior written consent, unless required by a lawful
order. All drawings, maps, sketches, and other data developed, or purchased under this Agreement, or at the County's
expense, shall be and remains the County”s property and may be reproduced and reused at the discretion of the County.

The County and the Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Chapter 119, Florida Statutes (Public Records Law).

All covenants, agreements, representations and warranties made herein, or otherwise made in writing by any party
pursuant hereto, including but not limited to, any representations made herein relating to disclosure or ownership of
documents, shall survive the execution and delivery of this Agreemeni and the consummation of the transactions
contemplated hereby.

ARTICLE 23 - INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR RELATIONSHIP

The Contractor is, and shall be, in the performance of all work services and activities under this Agreement, an
tndependent Contractor, and not an employee, agent, or servant of the C ounty. All persons engaged in any of the work or
services performed pursuant to this Agreement shall at all times and in all places be subject to the Contractor's sole
direction, supervision. and control.

The Contractor shall exercise control over the means and manner in which it and its emnployees perfonn the work, and in
all respects the Contractor’s relationship and the relationship of its employees to the County shall be that of an
independent Contractor and not as employees or agents of he County. The Contractor does not have the power or
authority to bind the County in any promise, agreement or representation other than specifically provided for in this
Agreement,

ARTICLE 24 — CONTINGENT FEES
Pursuant to Section 287.055(6), Florida Statutes, the Contractor warrants that it has not employed or retained any
company or person, other than a bona fide employee working solely for the Contractor 1o solicit or secure this Agreement
and that it has not paid or agreed to pay any person, company, corporation, individual, or firm, other than a bona fide
employee working solely for the Contractor, any fee, commission, percentage, gifl, or any other consideration contingent
upon or resulting from the award or making of this Agreement.

Violation of this section shall be grounds for tenmination of this Agreement. If this Agreement is terininated for violation
of this section, the County may deduct from the contract price, or otherwise recover, the full amount of such fee,
commission, percentage, gitt, or other consideration.

ARTICLE 25 - ACCESS AND AUDITS

The Contractor shall maintain adequate records to justify all charges, expenses, and costs incurred in performing the work
for at least three (3} years aficr completion of this Agreement. The County shall have access to such books, records, and
documents as required in this section for the purpose of inspection or audit during normal business hours, at the County's
cost, upon five (3) days written notice.

ARTICLE 26 - NONDISCRIMINATION
The Contractor warrants and represents that all of its employees are treated equally during employment without regard to
race, color, religion, physical handicap, sex, age or national origin.

ARTICLE 27 - ENTIRETY OF CONTRACTUAL AGREEMENT

The County and the Contractor agree that this Agreemen, signed by both parties sets forth the entire agreement between
the parties, and that there are no promises or understandings other than those stated herein, or are incorporaied by
reference into this Agreement. None of the provisions, ierms, conditions. requirements, or responsibilities noted in this
Agreement may be amended, revised, deleted, altered. or otherwise changed, modified, or superseded, except by writien
instrument, duly exccuted by autherized representaiives of both the County, and the Contractor.





ARTICLE 28 - ENFORCEMENT COSTS

[f any legal action or ather proceeding is brought for the enforcement of this Agreement, or because of an alleged dispute,
breach, default or misrepresentation in connection with any provisions of this Agreement, the successful or prevailing
party or parties shall be entitled to recover reasonable attorney's fees, court costs and all reasonable expenses even if not
taxable as court costs (including, without limitation, all such reasonable fees, costs and expenses incident to appeals),
incurred in that action or proceedings, in addition to any other relief to which such party or parties may be entitled.

ARTICLE 29 - COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE LAWS

Both the County and the Contractor shall comply with any and all applicable laws, rules, regulations, orders, and policies
of the County, State, and Federal Governments.

ARTICLE 30 - AUTHORITY TO PRACTICE
The Contractor hereby represents and warrants that it has and shall continue to maintain all licenses and approvals
required to conduct its business, and that it shall a1 all times, conduct its business activities in a reputable manner,

ARTICLE 31 - SEVERABILITY

If any term or provision of this Agreement, or the application thereof to any person or circuinstances shall, to any extent,
be held invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement, or the application of such items or provision, to
persons or circumstances other than those as to which it is held invalid or unenforceabie, shall not be affected and every
other term and provision of this Agreement shall be deemed valid and enforceable 10 the extent permitted by law.,

ARTICLE 32 - AMENDMENTS AND MODIFICATIONS
No amendments or modifications of this Agreement shall be valid unless in writing and signed by each of the parties.

If
the County instructs in writing, the Contractor shall suspend work on that portion of the project, pending the County's
decision to procecd with the change. If the County elects to make the change, the County shall issue a Change Order for
changes, or a contract change order, if the original contract is be changed or amended the Contractor shall not commence
work on any such change until such written change order has been issued and signed by each of the parties.

ARTICLE 33 - FLORIDA LAW & VENUE

This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Florida. Any and all legal action necessary to enforce this
Agreement shall be held in St. Johns County, Florida,

ARTICLE 34 — ARBITRATION

The County shall not be obligated to arbitrate or permit any arbitration binding on the County under any of the Contract
Documents or in connection with the project in any manner whatsoever,
