(iii) This Notice of Protest is timely filed pursuant to Section 126.106(e)(3)(a); 
(iv) United Service Connection, Inc. submitted the lowest responsive, responsible 


bid; 
(v) Upon review of the bid documents, the following material facts and legal 


authority provides basis for the protest: 


(1.) }ax Utilities Management listed Hager Construction Company as a 
Subcontractor, and as their JSEB firm to meet the JSEB Participation goal of 30% 
(per Addendum One.) In addition to providing a Letter of Intent to Jax Utilities 
Management as a subcontractor, Hager Construction Com2any also submitted a bid 
as a prime bidder. (See Tab A- CITY's Bid Tabulation Sheet) (See Tab 8- Instruction 
to Bidders, Section 2.7.1). Therefore, both of the proposals from these two firms 
should be rejected per: 


2.7.1 If more than one Bid is submitted from an individual, firm, partnership, 
corporation, or association under the same name or a different name, none of 
these bids will be considered. "Reasonable grounds" that a Bidder has an 
interest in more than one Proposal for the same work shall be sufficient cause 
for rejection of all proposals in which such Bidder is believed to be interested. If 
there is reason to believe collusion exists among Bidders, no participants in 
such collusion will be considered in this work and in future Proposals/or the 
same work.
