The YMCA needs to request an emergency site change request so we can serve the children from Rufus
Payne Elementary without interruption. Our challenges began because we were unable to serve them at the
school as intended, due to construction taking place at the school that we became aware of in May. In May,
we located an alternate site, at Woodlawn Presbyterian Church. This site change was approved by the church
and JCC board. Unfortunately, due to some internal issues at the church, they withdrew their availability for
hosting a summer camp site two weeks before the start of camp, after verbally agreeing to do so.

e At this point, we already had a site with full enrollment and a waiting list. We emailed Kenneth about
our difficulty and began to quickly search for an alternative site because we did not want to leave
these children without services.

¢ We were able to locate an alternative camp site at the AME Church of the Master, with an agreement
with the church finalized on 06/09/17, and were able to start camp on time beginning 06/12/17.

o This new arrangement will allow us to serve the children with a program site in their neighborhood,
with a site conducive to the program activities, and with consistency of services.

« In addition, the site is adjacent to the Johnson YMCA, which facilitates the water safety instruction and
gymnasium access for the physical activity enrichment component.

o The camp is now near capacity enrollment, fully staffed, and will provide a high quality learning and
enrichment experience for the children this summer.

. Country Day). The owner of the building assured me she would have the roof repaired prior to camp beginning on June

informed me 50% of the classrooms | contracted to use were off limits.

In addition, several areas of the building were roped off and considered unsafe. This change had a major impact (50%)
on the number of kids | could accept into my summer program.
