All insurance certificates shall list the City of Jacksonville as an additional insured. The awarded supplier will be
required to submit a copy of their Certificate of Commercial Liability Insurance within ten (10) days from the date of
receipt of the award notice. Bid number shall be listed on certificate.

REPORTING
The City may request, during the term of this bid, reports including but not limited to; usage, pricing, and delivery.
Suppliers will be required to provide reports requested in hard copy and electronic format as required.

SUPPLIER ACCESSIBILITY

The City or its representative must be able to contact, during normal business hours, by telephone or email any
supplier providing goods or services to the City or its agencies. Any supplier accessibility requirements outlined in
the specifications supersede this section.

BOARD-UP AND GRAFFITI REMOVAL SERVICES
FOR RESIDENTIAL AND COMMERCIAL PROPERTIES

All questions or discrepancies regarding the bidding process or the bid documents must be submitted in writing to David
Klages, Purchasing Analyst, at dklages@coj.net by the date and time specified on the Bid Form. The City will answer
questions accordingly, and if warranted, will post an addendum for answers to said questions on the City’s website
(www.coj.net). Bidders must acknowledge receipt of applicable addenda on the Bid Form and print, sign, date, and return
said addenda. Failure to do so may result in the rejection of the bid. Bidders must submit all requests for information in
writing. The City of Jacksonville is not responsible for verbal representations.

When submitting a bid, please be sure to write the bid name and number and your company’s name, address, and phone
number on the outermost sealed envelope or package.

Bidders shall not make changes to any document in this solicitation. Changes to this solicitation will be authorized
only via posted addendum. Any unauthorized changes may result in rejection of the bid submittal.

General

The City of Jacksonville, Florida Municipal Ordinance Code Chapter 518 provides for the boarding of vacant and open
structures, and the removal of graffiti. If the property owner fails to comply with the requirements of Chapter 518 upon
notice, this code prescribes a procedure for removing such violations in Jacksonville, as cited by the Municipal Code
Compliance Division, Neighborhoods Department; hereinafter referred to as “City”, under certain conditions. The City
reserves the right to employ licensed contractors to abate Chapter 518 violations at the expense of the property owner, and
these specifications govern such work. The terms “specifications™ and “contract” shall be used interchangeably hereafter.

Definition of Terms
Wherever in these Specifications, the following terms or pronouns substituting the following terms are used, their intent
and meaning shall be interpreted as follows:

Owner: City of Jacksonville, Florida

City: City of Jacksonville, Florida {Consolidated Government)

Contractor:  Any individual, firm, or corporation entering into an agreement to perform the work specified herein.

Bidder: Any individual, firm, or corporation submitting a bid,
Contract: The articles of agreement, between the Owner and the Contractor covering specified work.
Bid: The approved forms which the Bidder submits.

Instructions To Bidders
The City of Jacksonville, Division of Procurement will accept sealed bids in Room 105 of the Ed Ball Building, 214 N.
Hogan Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32202 until the date and time stated on page one of this solicitation.

The Procurement Division will publicly open, announce, and record received sealed bids in Conference Room 825 (8%
floor), of the Ed Ball Building, 214 N. Hogan Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32202. The City will not consider bids
received after the specified time. The City reserves the right to reject any and all bids, to waive informalities in any bid,
to award in part or in whole, and to award in the best interest of the City.

The City of Jacksonville will not consider a bid from any firm that has failed to perform acceptably on any other
agreement or contract with the City.

If the Bidder is a corporation, a duly authorized officer of the corporation with the designation of the signor’s official
capacity shall sign the Bid Form in the name of, and under the seal of the corporation. The bid shall show the state in
which the corporation is chartered, and, if that state is other than Florida, the bid shall verify the corporation is authorized
to conduct business in the State of Florida. If the Bidder is a partnership, each individual partner shall state the business
partnership name and state in which the Bidder conducts business and shall sign the bid. In any case, the bid shall show
the current business address of the Bidder, which should be used for receiving communications from the Owner.

Bidders are responsible for familiarizing themselves with the conditions and specifications outlined in this solicitation
since they are the basis of the contract. The submission of a bid by a Bidder shall be construed as evidence the bidder
thoroughly understands and agrees to comply with each and all stipulations and requirements contained herein.

The City reserves the right to determine whether Bidders have the minimum qualifications to conduct services of this
type. In order to qualify for consideration, all bidders must meet or exceed the minimum requirements.

Basis of Award

In order to be considered for award, the Bidder must hold all applicable licenses required by federal, state, and local laws,
including an active Building Contractor’s or General Contractor’s license from the State of Florida at the time of
bid opening. This bid will be awarded “All or None™ to the Bidder offering the lowest prices consistent with meeting all
specifications, terms, and conditions set forth in this solicitation.

Bidders must bid on all items within both groups to be considered for award. All work awarded as part of this
solicitation will be assigned to the awarded Bidder unless the City determines that the Contractor will unlikely
complete a work order within ten (10) days (because of the volume of other jobs in progress).

Board-up Services:

Windows and doors shall be repaired or replaced, closed, and locked, to prevent unauthorized entry. Other openings shall
be sealed with solid sheathing, consisting of 1” boards or minimum 1/2" exterior grade plywood or equivalent, securely
nailed in place with minimum 8d nails. Windows, doors, and other openings shall be secured by covering the same with
solid sheathing consisting of I” boards or minimum /2" exterior grade plywood or equivalent, securely nailed in place
with minimum 8d nails. Where there is no frame or where the frame is loose or defective, a sub-frame of 27 x 47
lumber shall be provided to secure the sheathing.

All wood or other materials used for the securing of structures must be painted or stained a color compatible with the
predominant color of the structure. If the structure is unpainted wood or masonry, the materials used for boarding shall be
painted white.

Graffiti Removal Services:

lllegal graffiti cited by the Municipal Code Compliance Division as a public nuisance shall be removed from residential
and commercial structures, retaining walls, fencing, or as otherwise specified. Surfaces may be (but are not limited to)
brick, aluminum, vinyl, masonry, metal, wood, marble, stone, concrete, and glass. In order to select the most efficient and
cost-effective method of removal, the Contractor must be able to paint over graffiti, remove graffiti using chemical
solvents, and remove graffiti via pressure washing.

The City will not award any contract until all necessary inquiries regarding the responsibility of the low Bidder are
completed and the City is satisfied the low Bidder is qualified to perform all required work and has the necessary
organization, capital, and equipment to perform the work to the satisfaction of the City under the terms of the contract.
The Contractor may not assign the contract without the City’s written consent. The Contractor may subcontract work but
will remain responsible for guaranteeing all work conforms to the terms of the solicitation.

Demonstration

Prior to award, the City may require a full working demonstration at a designated location. Bidders may be requested to
demonstrate all three graffiti removal techniques (paint over graffiti, remove graffiti using chemical solvents, and remove
graffiti via pressure washing) as specified in this solicitation. Demonstrations must be performed within ten (10) days of
the request.

As a result of such a demonstration, the City will determine whether the Bidder displays proficiency in all three graffiti
removal processes. All costs associated with that demonstration shall be the expense of the Bidder. If the Bidder
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performs a demonstration that the City of Jacksonville determines does not, or cannot, meet the required specifications,
the Bidder will not be considered for award.

Disqualification of Bidders

The City of Jacksonville will not consider more than one (1) bid from any individual, firm, partnership, corporation, or
association under the same or different names. The City reserves the right to reject all bids submitted if sufficient
evidence of collusion is brought forth against any and/or all bidders. The Bidders identified as submitting bids under

collusion will not be considered in future bids for the same work.

Acceptance of Bids

The City reserves the right to waive any irregularities, to reject nonconforming bids, and to re-bid and re-advertise this
solicitation. The Procurement Division will open, tabulate, and analyze conforming and responsible bids; those qualified
and conforming bids that best meet the needs of the City of Jacksonville, Florida and its citizens shall be considered for
award. In the best interest of the City, the Procurement Division, reserves the right to require a Bidder to submit such
evidence of his/her qualifications, as it may deem necessary and may consider factors, such as the Contractor’s financial
status, technical knowledge, other qualifications, and abilities of the bidder, including past experiences with the City, in
recommending the award to the bidder.

Withdrawal of Bids

A bidder may withdraw their bid no later than the day and hour set in the advertisement, or by such time as outlined in an
addendum addressing the opening time and date, by requesting to withdraw, in writing, to the Chief of the Procurement
Division, 214 North Hogan Street, Suite 105, Jacksonville, Florida 32202, or by facsimile at (904) 255-8839. Once such
request(s) is/are received, those bids shail be returned unopened to those bidders requesting withdrawal from the bid.

Basis of Payment

The City shall remit payment within four (4) days of invoice receipt to the General Accounting Division. The City shall
pay the Contractor only for the work completed at the prices established in the bid. Payment shall be on a semi-monthly
basis (payment shall be within three (3) business days of receipt by the Finance and Administration Department for

JSEB’s).

Permits and Licenses

Any Contractor, person, or firm performing board-up and graffiti removal services for the City shall procure, at their own
expense, all necessary permits, certifications, or licenses, as required by law, and to keep all such items current as long as
the entity is performing work for the City. The Contractor shall have and shall maintain an active General
Contractor’s license from the State of Florida. Such individual or entity (hereinafter referred to “Contractor”) shall
conform to all state and federal laws and City ordinances with regard to labor employed, hours of work, and its general
operations. The Contractor shall conduct its operations so that it shall not close any thoroughfare, nor interfere in any way
with traffic on railways, highways, or waterways without the written consent of the proper authorities.

Work to be Performed

The Contractor shall provide all labor, equipment, and material suitable in kind, quantity, and capacity, as needed to
provide the services of boarding-up and graffiti removal at residential and commercial properties, as directed by the City.
The Contractor must begin work within three (3) business days of notification (24 hours for emergency abatements) by
authorized Purchase Order/Work Order issued by the City and be completed within ten (10) business days of said
notification, The Contractor shall perform all work in strict accordance with the Specifications and the instructions of the
City of Jacksonville, Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief, and/or his/her authorized representative.

All materials and methods for board-up services shall be performed in accordance with, Specifications for Plyweod
Boarding. lllegal graffiti cited by the Municipal Code Compliance Division as a public nuisance shall be removed from
residential and commercial structures, retaining walls, fencing, or as otherwise specified. Surfaces may be (but are not
limited to) brick, aluminum, vinyl, masonry, metal, wood, marble, stone, concrete, and glass. In order to select the most
efficient and cost-effective method of removal, the Contractor must be able to paint over graffiti, remove graffiti using
chemical solvents, and remove graffiti via pressure washing. During each fiscal year, there will be approximately six
hundred (600) requests for board-ups and approximately one hundred and fifty (150) requests for graffiti removal.
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Board-up and Graffiti Removal Equipment

The Contractor shall retain board-up and graffiti removal equipment and personnel in sufficient quantities to accomplish
abatement operations, as described in these Specifications. The Contractor must provide a list of all company
equipment with his/her bid. Failure to provide a list of equipment owned or leased by the individual/company may
be grounds for bid rejection. The City reserves the right to inspect equipment and the business location prior to
recommending the award.

All toots and equipment shall be subject to inspection by the Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief, or his/her
designee, during performance of any work assigned under or within these Specifications.

Hours of Work

The Contractor shall perform all work between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m., Monday through Saturday. The
Contractor shall not perform work on Sunday, except by special written permission of the Municipal Code Compliance
Division Chief or his/her designee.

Protection of Improvements

The Contractor shali not damage sidewalks, streets, curbs, driveways, pavements, utilities, structures, fences, substantial
or marked trees, or any property (except that which will be replaced or removed) either on or adjacent to the work site.
The Contractor shall repair, at the Contractor's expense, any and all damage caused, in a manner satisfactory to the City.
Such repairs shali restore the damaged area(s) to a condition equal to, or better than, that of the existing adjacent area(s),
using the same or similar materials to those in the damaged area(s). The Contractor shall note the location of all trees,
shrubs, hedges, and similar cultivated plants and shall mark each to avoid damaging them during abatement operations.

Complaints

The Contractor shall be responsible for responding to atl complaints pertaining to any damage that allegedly occurred
during board-up or graffiti removal operations. The Contractor shall correct any damage to the property from board-up or
graffiti removal operations before the City issues payment. In addition, the Contractor shall properly repair or restore, at
his/her expense, any damage to streets, curbs, sidewalks, water pipes, meters, utilities equipment, or other City property.
The Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief or his’her designee must inspect and approve such repairs and
restorations prior to payment approval. The Contractor shall use precaution with all equipment to prevent property
damage. All complaints shall be properly settled within ten (10) days after the Contractor receives the complaint or

report.

The City will not be heid responsible for any damage to property because of any work performed by the Contractor. The
Contractor shall indemnify the City and hold the City harmless against any and all claims, liabilities, losses, and causes of
action which may arise from fulfillment of the contract. The Contractor shall pay all claims and losses of any kind
whatsoever in connection therewith, defend all suits in the name of the City when applicable, and pay all costs and
judgments which may be issued thereon.

Signs and Barricades
It shall be the Contractor’s responsibility to supply and utilize “Caution” and “Detour” signs, barricades, etc., when
necessary or as instructed by the City.

Schedule of Work

The Contractor shall schedule his work to ensure completion of projects within ten (10) working days. The Contractor
shall complete all Work Orders deemed as emergency situations within three (3) calendar days, unless otherwise directed
by the Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief or his/her designee, as deemed necessary.

Work Commencement

Once work on a site commences, it shall be continuous until completed, unless inclement weather prevents completion of
the work. If inclement weather prevents completion of the work, the Contractor must report such activity to the assigned
Contract Compliance Inspector within two (2) working days of the scheduled commencement of work.
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Measurements
The Contractor is responsible for ensuring all abatement project areas meet the required Work Order

dimensions/measurements. The Chief of the Municipal Code Compliance Division or his/her designated representative
reserves the right to pro rate the square footage calculations as deemed necessary, based on the actual area boarded up,
painted over, pressure washed, or cleaned by the Contractor.

Valuables

The Contractor shall ensure personal property of value, which exists on lots to be abated, remain on the property and is
not damaged. Items of value shall be moved only to allow abatement and shall be placed in the original location when the
work is complete. If there are questions concerning the disposition of personal property, the Contractor shall immediately
contact the Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief or his/her designee. The Contractor and/or his personnel, in
addition to any subcontractors hired by the Contractor, shall not remove any items for personal use.

Photographs

The Contractor is required to photographically record violation(s) to be corrected: 1) prior to commencing abatement, and:
2) immediately after abatement of all violations listed on the Work Order to ensure validity of the completed work (i.e.,
open window or door is boarded, graffiti is removed, etc.). Landmarks, defined as “a prominent and identifying feature of
a landscape”, shall be clearly visible in the photographs. The Contractor must legibly record the corresponding Municipal
Code Compliance case file number(s) and street location of the abatement Work Order on the border or the back of the
photograph. Photographs must be submitted with the completed Work Order prior to approval for payment and will
become the property of the City upon submittal.

The Contractor shall properly identify the property (with [andmarks) described on the Work Order by photographing the
property from the same angle in “before” and “after” photographs to verify completion of the abatement project. The
Contractor shall use digital cameras with instant picture capability to immediately determine photographic quality and
content during abatement operations. The City requires receipt of both “before” abatement and “after” abatement
photographs for payment. Failure to comply with these requirements will result in delayed and/or nonpayment to
the Contractor for the completed abatement Work Order.

Supervision

The supervision of the execution of this contract is vested wholly in the City’s Municipal Code Compliance Division
Chief. The Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief may give instructions or directions to supplement the
specifications. Said instructions or directions shall be binding upon the Contractor and all of hisher subcontractors,
employees, and agents. The instructions of the Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief must be strictly and promptly
followed in every case. Where the words "Direction of”, and similar phrases occur in these specifications, such directions
shall be understood by the Contractor to be functions of the Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief.

The Contractor may designate a foreman or other representative to receive such instruction in his/her absence. The
Contractor shall be held responsible for the execution of any instruction(s) given in his/her absence. The site(s) should be
readily accessible to the Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief or his/her designee. For the purpose of performing
inspections or directing the same, the Contractor will provide the Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief or his/her
designee all necessary facilities and assistance.

To prevent disputes and litigation, all parties hereto shall agree that the Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief or
his/her designee provide decisions to all questions, difficulties, and disputes which may arise relative to the interpretation
of the performance, execution, and fulfillment of this contract, and as to the character, quality, amount, and value of any
work done under or by reason of this contract, and that the Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief’s (or his/her
designee’s) estimates and decisions upon all claims, questions, and disputes shall be final and conclusive upon the parties
thereto.

No person shall possess the authority to permit deviation from or to relax any of the provisions of the specifications
without the written permission or instruction from the Municipal Code Compliance Chief or his/ her designee, nor to
delay the contract by failure to inspect the work with reasonable promptness.

The payment of any compensation, the giving of any gratuity, and/or the granting of any valuable favor by the Contractor
to any person of the City of Jacksonville, Municipal Code Compliance Division, directly or indirectly, is strictly
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prohibited. Any such act on the part of the Contractor shall constitute a violation of the contract. The Contractor shall not
retain in connection with the work, any employee, agent, or subcontractor whose presence shall be deemed prejudicial to
the work.

The City reserves the right to change the Specifications set forth in the solicitation during the bidding process via
addendum. The Contractor agrees to abide by and perform all work in accordance with the instructions and directions
given to them by the Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief or his/her designee. Permission by the Municipal Code
Compliance Division Chief or his/her designee for the Contractor to use a particular method of performance shall not
relieve the Contractor from full responsibility for any failure, which may arise.

It shall be expressly understood that the Contractor is in all respects an independent Contractor for the work specified in
this solicitation. Notwithstanding certain conditions, the Contractor is bound to follow the directions of the Municipal
Code Compliance Division Chief or his/her designee, and is in no respect an agent, servant, or employee of the City.

The Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief will appoint, as necessary, inspectors to relay the amount, quality, and
character of the work to be performed and/or to supervise the execution of the work completed under this contract. The
duties and functions of such officials are purely supervisory, their decisions are binding only in the absence of the
Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief, and shall be subject to his/her review. When, in the judgment of the
inspector, the work is not performed in accordance with the specifications, the inspector shall have the authority to order
cessation of any and all work, which shall not resume untit the Municipal Code Compliance Division Chief has rendered
his/her decision upon the matter in dispute.

Quantities

The City does not guarantee any quantities of work to be performed, and any work awarded is contingent upon available
funds and available work. Any differences in quantities are not grounds for a claim by the Contractor whatsoever for
forfeiture of the contract. The Contractor should consider estimated quantities and growth in company planning.
Contractors should be aware growing demands in any specific area may vary significantly each year.

Equipment and Safety

The Contractor shall exercise precaution at all times for the protection of persons and property. The safety provisions of
the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970 (Public Law 91-596) and other applicable laws, building, and
construction codes shall be observed. Machinery, equipment, and other hazards shall be properly guarded to prevent
personal injuries.

Site Location

The Municipal Code Compliance Chief or his/her designee will prepare lists of Work Order sites and special instructions
for boarding-up, painting over, pressure washing, and/or chemical extraction. Work Orders issued to the Contractor shall
be considered as Proceed Orders, authorizing work commencement immediately. The Contractor shall complete the type
of abatement indicated on the Work Order within ten (10) working days of such notice for non-emergency situations, and
within three (3) calendar days for emergency situations.

Issuance of Work Orders

The City reserves the right to issue more than one (1) list of Work Orders at the same time or to issue additional lists of
sites prior to the Contractor's completion of a previous list. Work Orders shall be picked up and submitted for
approval/payment at the Municipal Code Compliance Division's contract office. All Work Orders issued by the City will
be in writing.

The City reserves the right to reassign Work Orders to another Contractor via an informal solicitation or an emergency
Purchase Order when the City, at its discretion, determines that the Contractor will be unlikely to complete a Work Order
within ten (10) days. The Contractor shall prioritize for completion of abatement work, all returned Work Orders which
are determined by Municipal Code Compliance, Contract Administration inspection personnel to be unacceptable or
incomplete based on the guidelines set forth in these Specifications, special term(s), and conditions.
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Daily Work Location Reports

As deemed necessary by the Municipat Code Compliance, Contract Administration inspection personnel, the Contractor
may be required to notify the City daily by telephone, e-mail, or facsimile of daily work locations to report the status of
work being performed (including jobs completed or terminated), and to request guidance and/or special instructions on
abatement work.

Qualified Personnel
The Contractor shall employ individuals, including licensed personnel, who possess the necessary skills where applicable
laws and regulations require work to be performed by licensed personnel. All work must be performed with the highest

degree of care and professionalism.

Subcontractors
The Contractor shall be fully responsible to the City for the actions and the omissions of its subcontracted entities or

personnel, either directly or indirectly employed by the subcontractor. The City assumes no contractual obligation
between the subcontractor and the Contractor. The City will not be responsible for payment to any subcontractor.
Payment will only be made to the persons or entities awarded the contract.

Equal Employment Opportunity

The Contractor agrees to comply with all local, state, and federal regulations pertaining to unlawful employment practices,
particularly Section 760.10, Florida Statute, and shall not discriminate against any individual with respect to
compensation, terms, conditions, or privileges of employment, due to such individual's race, color, religion, sex, national
origin, age, handicap, or marital status; or limit, segregate, or classify employees or applicants for employment
opportunities, or adversely affect an individual's status as an employee, because of such individual's race, color, religion,
sex, national origin, age, handicap, or marital status.

Contract Familiarization
The Contractor assumes full responsibility for familiarizing himself/herself with the nature and extent of the
Specifications upon which the bid was made and all regulations that may in any manner affect the materials or services to

be supplied.

Indemnification and Hold Harmiless

The Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold the City harmless from any and all claims, suits, legal actions, damages, or
cause for any action, including reasonable attorneys' fees for any workmen's compensation injury, loss of life, or damage
to person or property arising by reason of or as a result of the acts of negligence of the Contractor, its agents, or its

employees.

Compliance of Laws

The Contractor shall update his/her knowledge (keep fully informed) of all existing and future municipal ordinances,
state, and federal laws and regulations, in any matter affecting those engaged or employed in abatement work, and of all
orders and decrees of bodies or tribunals having any jurisdiction or authority over the same. If any discrepancy or
inconsistency is discovered in the Specifications or contract for this work in relation to any such law, ordinance,
regulation, order, or decree, the Contractor shall forthwith report same to Municipal Code Compliance's Contract
Administrator, in writing. The Contractor shall, at all times, observe and comply with all such existing and future laws,
ordinances, regulations, orders, and decrees. The Contractor shall protect and indemnify the City of Jacksonville, Fiorida,
all its officers, agents, and employees, against any claim or liability arising from or based upon violation of any such law,
ordinance, regulation, order, or decree.

Workers’ Compensation Coverage

The Contractor shall comply with the law known as the Workers' Compensation Act. The Contractor shall maintain
Workers' Compensation (insurance) coverage for the protection of both the Contractor and the City from claims under
Workers' Compensation Acts and from any other claims for damages for personal injury, including death, which may arise
from operations under this contract, whether such operations are performed by the Contractor or anyone directly or
indirectly employed on the job.
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Social Security Act

The Contractor shali and remain an independent contractor with respect to all services performed hereunder, and agrees to
and does hereby accept full and exclusive liabilities for the payment of any and all contributions or taxes for social
security, unemployment insurance, or old age retirement benefits, pensions, or annuities, now or hereafter imposed under
any state or federal law, which are measured by the wages, salaries, or other remuneration paid to persons employed by
the Contractor on work performed under the terms of this contract; and further agrees to obey all lawful rules and
regulations, and to meet all lawful requirements, which now or hereafter may be issued or promulgated under said
respective laws by and duly authorized state or federal officials; and said Contractor also agrees to indemnify and save
harmless the City from any such contribution or taxes or liability hereof.

Taxes and Licenses
Bidders shall pay all applicable taxes and licenses for conducting business within this area and submit evidence of same to

the City.

Change in Scope of Work — Request for Change Order

The City may make changes in the scope of work required to be performed by the Contractor under a Work Order by
making additions to, or omitting from, the scope of work without relieving the Contractor from his/her obligations under
the contract.
