WHEREAS, the parties now wish to amend the Contract to revise CITY’s maximum
indebtedness under the Contract to reflect the cost of additional services to be provided by
EMTEC to CITY and to make certain other changes to the Contract as described in this
Amendment No. 1;

NOW THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the parties agree as follows:

1. Capitalized terms used but not defined in this Amendment No. 1 shall have the
meanings set forth in the Contract.

2. Section 1(a) of the Contract shall be deleted in its entirety and replaced with the
following:

WHEREAS, the CITY issued & Request for Proposal for Managed Desktop Services
(BID NO, ESC-0386-15) and Addenda Nos. 1-5 thereto (collectively, the “RFP™), which RFP is
on file with the City of Jacksonville and incorporated herein by this reference; and

WHEREAS, EMTEC submitted a response to the CITY (the “Response™), which

was selected by the CITY as the best and most qualified applicant; and

WHEREAS, the CITY and EMTEC have negotiated mutually satisfactory terms for the
award and execution of this Contract to EMTEC;

This process was used to formally solicit
bids to acquire the services of Housing Counseling Agencies to administer the Foreclosure
Intervention Program. The Procurement Division received three (3) proposals on April 26, 2017,
which were evaluated by the Neighborhoods Department.

The proposals were evaluated in accordance with the Foreclosure Intervention Program Request for
Proposals (RFP) as documented on the attached scoring sheets. Based on the average score, the results
of the evaluation are as follows;

All responses will be ranked
based on proposals receiving the highest points and multiple contracts awarded until the
funding is depleted. Evaluation consideration will be weighted towards proposals
exhibiting competence in providing the required services, workload capacity to fulfill
program mandates, and competitive pricing for services rendered.

C. Before making an award, Buyer reserves the right to seek clarifications, revisions, and
information it deems necessary for the proper evaluation of Responses. Failure to provide
any requested clarifications, revisions or information may result in rejection of the Response.

D. Buyer reserves the right to accept or reject any and all Responses, or separable portions
thereof, and to waive any minor irregularity, technicality, or omission if Buyer determines
that doing so will serve Buyer’s best interests.

Award of Contract.

A, The process for contract negotiation and award is set forth in Jacksonville Ordinance Code
Sections 126.303 and 126.304. Generally, Buyer will negotiate first with the highest ranked
Contractor. The Buyer will award multiple contracts based on the Contractor’s capacity to
deliver services, fulfill program objectives and detail of service pricing.

B. Buyer may make an award within sixty (60) days after the date of the Responses are due,
during which period the Responses shall remain firm and shall not be withdrawn. Any
Response that expresses a shorter duration may, in Buyer's sole discretion, be accepted or
rejected. If award is not made within sixty (60) days, the Response shall remain firm until

SECTION 4
GENERAL INFORMATION AND SCHEDULE

Introduction:

City funds will be provided to assist income eligible homeowners to bring their mortgage
payments current prior to being foreclosed, and/or to refinance their existing “ Adjustable Rate” or
“Interest Only” mortgage to a fixed-rate mortgage. Eligible homeowners may not have a total
“Housing Expense Ratio” above forty three percent (43%). Housing Expense is defined as:
Principal, Interest, Taxes, Insurance and Mortgage Insurance, if applicable. All homes must be the
primary/homestead residence of the borrowers.

FIP eligible expenses include: delinquent mortgage payments (principal, interest, taxes and
insurance, attorney’s fees, late fees and other customary fees associated with delivery cost, but
excluding brokerage fees), closing costs and standard refinancing costs. Funds will be dispersed
for the purpose of bringing the mortgage payment current, and providing proof of payment to a
lender or title company.

Additionally, a household with an adjustable rate or interest only mortgage will be provided with
an opportunity to refinance into a fixed rate type mortgage, if they have the ability to make the
monthly mortgage payment. When refinancing to a fixed rate mortgage, there will be no cash back
to borrower. The existing lender must be willing to accept payment from the City to bring the
mortgage current.

Assistance will be provided based on Area Median Income (AMI) to very low (50% of AMI), low
(80% of AMI) and moderate (140% of AMI) income households. A minimum of 70% of allocated
funding shall be used for clients having a very low or low AML

Foreclosure prevention applicants must demonstrate that the nonpayment of their mortgage is due
to such reasons listed below, experienced through no fault of their own doing:

Significant Reduction in Income (more than 30% of annual income)
Loss of Employment

Death in Family

Medical, Temporary or Permanent Disability that Reduces Income
Recent Divorce or Separation that Reduces Income

HCDD reserves the right to waive the above requirements for any type hardship that may not be
listed.

If the homeowner is provided refinance assistance, the new loan must be a fixed rate mortgage not
to exceed forty (40) years. Lenders cannot charge more than a combined two and a half (2.5) points,
based on the loan amount. Borrowers are only allowed to pay a maximum of half (.5) percent of
any lender fees Paid Outside of Closing (POC).

The maximum amount of FIP assistance shall be $8,500. Payments will be made directly to the
lending institution or title company. Eligible expenses include principal, interest, taxes, insurance,
attorney’s fees, late fees, standard refinancing closing costs and other customary fees. FIP
recipients must provide at least one (1) mortgage payment as their contribution to the transaction.
The City funds will be in the form of a deferred payment loan secured to the property for a period
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of five (5) years. Funds are made available based on a first-come, first-served basis; giving priority
to clients identified within designated geographic target areas.

Deliverables:
The selected Contractor will be required to provide the following services:
A.Counseling Scope of Services

1 Basic Counseling/Financial Management Education: Basic counseling will include
client intake, verification of a homeowner’s budget and financial information and
documentation of such, determination of delinquency status, evaluation of
affordability options, determination of the best course of action for the homeowner,
preparation of an action plan, and initiation of delinquency resolution negotiations
with the lender. Financial management education will provide homeowners with the
skills and knowledge necessary to ameliorate the risk of re-default or avoid problems
in the future. This service may be provided in a one-on-one session or in a group and
may include in-person training and virtual training. For clients coming into the City of
Jacksonville FIP that have already received these services through any other related
foreclosure prevention program, the service will be limited to only counseling and
intervention that was not provided and paid for by the previous program. (See Level I
Services as referenced within this RFP’s Form 1- Price Sheet, Schedule of Proposed
Administrative Prices/Rates).

2 Extended Counseling: Extended counseling will include ongoing support through the
process of a trial loan modification, formal loan modification or other resolution as a
homeowner resolves financial issues and negotiates with their lender, with services
reimbursed according to a specific set of milestones.

For example, this will include:

e Counseling services to a homeowner during a trial loan modification;

e Counseling services to a homeowner during a formal loan modification; and/or

e Counseling services in a situation where a homeowner does not accept a
modification plan because it does not provide enough relief for them to keep their
home, or is not provided a formal modification and therefore must go through
disposition of their home. (See Level II Services as referenced within this RFP’s Form 1-
Price Sheet, Schedule of Proposed Administrative Prices/Rates).

3. Ongoing File Maintenance and Document Management: Client files shall be
maintained for five years past the date of resolution and provided to the HCDD as a
complete digital file for each client serviced. This will include documentation on
income, mortgage and other sensitive documents and will be required to be
maintained in a secure manner.

4. Adherence with Compliance Monitoring Requirements: The Contractor shall be
required to provide any information, data or documentation required by the HCDD
related to evaluating compliance with program requirements.
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Reporting: The Contractor shall be required to submit to the HCDD all required
reports according to timeframes established within the Contract. These reports may
include, but are not limited to, number of clients served, types of services provided,
demographic data on clients, and client outcomes.

B. Contractor Objective Requirements

Outreach and Marketing: The Contractor must make reasonable efforts to reach
clients who need its services, and be willing to solicit client participation from
homeowner’s in target areas identified by the HCDD. This may be done in a variety
of ways: advertising, contact with social agencies, and partnering with other entities
within a service area. The Contractor should implement an outreach and marketing
plan where possible. The Contractor must make sure that any information
disseminated in any format is not false ormisleading.

Recordkeeping: The Contractor must use digital client management software that can
provide the required data elements in an electronic format that is acceptable to the
HCDD.

File Retention: Files must be maintained in a manner which safeguards the privacy
of the client’s information. Paper documentation must be kept in secured file cabinets.
Scanned or electronically stored documents must be safeguarded in a fashion that
securely maintains client privacy. Files must be retained for a minimum of five (5)
years from the outcome date or longer if there is an audit, investigation or litigation in

progress.

Certification: All counselors and applicable administrators must be trained to
provide services under this Contract and certified as a HUD Counselor as a minimum
requirement. Additional certifications in Foreclosure Intervention and Default
courses by NeighborWorks America, National Foundation of Credit Counseling or
other approved certification providers is a plus and each counselor/administrator
must provide proof of certification. Certification must be maintained throughout the
duration of the Contractor participation in the HCDD FIP.

Financial Responsibility: All administrative fees committed and expended through
FIP will be on a reimbursement basis, only upon closing of a client’s case file. All fees

‘that are a part of a loan modification or refinance will be paid directly to the lender
‘upon submittal of loan modification or refinance acceptance letter, through the

Contractor.

Compliance: No individual, corporation, general partnership, limited liability
company, limited partnership, joint venture, business trust, public benefit
corporation, nonprofit entity, Community Housing Development Organization,
public or governmental agency, or consortium of any of the aforementioned entities
(“Entity”) shall be eligible to apply for an award if one or more of the following
conditions exists at the time the application is submitted:
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a. The Entity is in noncompliance with any provision of City Ordinance Code,
including code provisions donating real property to the Entity for the
construction of affordable housing;

b. The Entity is on the Council Auditor's noncompliance list pursuant to Chapter
118, or the Vendor Debarment List pursuant to Chapter 126, Ordinance Code;

¢. The Entity is in noncompliance with another City agreement to which the Entity
is a party;

d. The Entity is delinquent on state, federal, or local taxes or assessments, or the
payment of liens, including code enforcement or nuisance liens on real property
owned by the Entity and such taxes, assessments, or liens were incurred after
the Entity took ownership of the real property;

e. The Entity is in noncompliance with the conditions or requirements of a City
grant award or program.

f.  The Entity is in litigation with the City.

Other Languages: The Contractor must either have counselors fluent in the language
that clients speak or will use interpreter services to ensure non- English speaking
clients can obtain foreclosurecounseling.

Anti-Discrimination: The City of Jacksonville will not permit discrimination against
clients on the basis of their gender, race, religion, color, familial status, national
origin, ancestry, creed, pregnancy, martial or parental status, sexual orientation, or
physical, mental, emotional or learning disability.

Conflict of Interest: The Contractor must certify that the staff who will provide
foreclosure counseling have no conflict(s) of interest due to relationships with
servicers, real estate agencies, mortgage lenders, family members and/or other
entities that may stand to benefit from particular outcomes.

Compensation: The Contractor will not be permitted to charge clients for any services
rendered. All compensation will be disbursed by HCDD FIP.

Compliance with Fair Housing and Civil Rights Laws. The Contractor must comply
with all applicable fair housing and civil rights requirements in the Code of Federal
Regulations - 24 CFR 5.105 (a). Protected classes include race, color, national origin,
religion, sex, disability and familial status. The selected Contractor is expected to help
remedy discrimination in housing and promote fair housing rights and fair housing
choice.

Affirmatively Furthering Fair Housing. The Contractor must affirmatively further
fair housing for classes protected under the Fair Housing Act.

SECTION 4
Description of Scope of Work and Deliverables

1. S5COPE

The Office of the Medical Examiner has statutory responsibility (Florida Statutes, Chapter 406) for
investigation and certification of any death occurring within the county that is sudden, unexplained, or
unattended. Cases are investigated at the location of the death by Forensic Investigators working at the
direction of the Chief Medical Examiner or Associate Medical Examiners. Statutes prohibit movement of
the body or articles in the proximity of the body that relate to the cause and manner of death by anyone
other than a representative of the Medical Examiner’s Office. The Medical Examiner, or his/her
representative, will conduct an external examination at the scene and make arrangements for the body to
be transported to the Medical Examiner’s Office for an autopsy. Cases investigated by the Medical
Examiner involve homicide, suicide, accidents, and all those cases where the cause of death is obscure.
Bodies may be in various stages of mutilation or decomposition, and may carry infectious diseases. All
cases selected for further investigation will be treated as though they carried infectious disease. This
contract requires transportation of the remains of persons who die in Duval County, Florida from the
death site to the Medical Examiner's Office in Jacksonville, Florida. In some instances, remains will be
picked up from area hospitals. On these occasions, records and admission specimens may be requested
and should also be transported with the body at no additional cost. On occasion, due to unforeseen
circumstances, the Medical Examiner can request transport to a location other than the Medical
Examiner’s Office. Contractor shall transport as required in such instances at no additional cost. The
Contractor must be aware that the Medical Examiner/City of Jacksonville shall require a “first priority”
basis for service. Services are required on a 24-hour basis, seven (7) days a week, 365 days a year.

2. LICENSING

The awarded Contractor must possess and maintain a license as a removal service with the Florida
Department of Financial Services and possess and maintain a City of Jacksonville occupational license.
The Contractor and all drivers must possess and maintain a valid State of Florida Driver’s License issued
by the Department of Motor Vehicles. These licenses shall be readily available for review by the Medical
Examiner’s Office and/or City of Jacksonville or his/her designee.

3. VEHICLES

Each vehicle is subject to the inspection and approval of the Medical Examiner’s Office and/or the City of
Jacksonville.

The Contractor shall maintain a minimum of two (2) vehicles, ready at all times, capable of carrying at
least two (2) deceased persons at one time to include the required equipment as listed and described
herein.

The Contractor must have proof of ownership, VIN Numbers, Florida Registration, or a signed lease for
the duration of the contract for equipment suitable for meeting the requirements of this contract. If new
vehicles are to be purchased, the contractor must provide a signed quotation from a vehicle dealer, with a
guaranteed delivery date, to ensure that work can begin on time.

The Contractor shall provide proof of business automobile liability coverage for all vehicles. These
policies must be readily available for review by the Medical Examiner's Office and or the City of
Jacksonville upon request.

4. VEHICLE STAFFING

The Contractor shall maintain at least two (2} fully staffed vehicles ready for response to any death scene
in Duval County. Each vehicle shall be manned by a minimum of two (2} attendants, including the

driver. The Contractor must be capable of loading or unloading at the pick-up point and at the Medical
Examiner's Office without assistance, Contractor’s second vehicle must be readily available in the event
that:

a. The primary vehicie breaks down;
b. A second unit is required due to a priority type of scene;
¢ Multiple bodies must be transported from a single death scene; or

d. Any other circumstance, not specifically described, wherein a second unit is deemed necessary.

5. VEHICLE EQUIPMENT

Vehicles furnished for this service must be capable of transporting at least two (2) deceased persons at
one time. Preferably, vans should have cargo area with the following dimensions: length (inches): 147.8,
width between arches (inches): 52.7, height (inches): 51.9 and loading floor height (inches): 27.3, when
possible. Vehicles should have double-hinged rear doors and a passenger side sliding door. Cargo area
must be lighted. If the cargo area has windows, it should have dark tinting that eliminates the possibility
of viewing by the public. A bio-hazardous waste receptacle should be accessible in the cargo area for
disposing of gloves, etc. Floor covering should be plastic or rubber so that cross-contamination can be
easily eliminated. Vehicles must be capable of operating safely during inclement weather. The vehicles
must have a dignified appearance and both the appearance and mechanical condition of the vehicles
must be well maintained. The vehicles must be free of bumper stickers or other writing that could be
embarrassing or insensitive to families. The portion of the vehicles which contains the cadavers must be
air-conditioned.

Each vehicle must contain the following equipment for each call.
a. Two (2) one-man cots and/or auxiliary streichers;

b. Hospital grade body bags, and heavy duty body bags with handles provided by the Medical
Examiner’s Office, will be provided at the scene by the Forensic Investigator.

¢. Two clean white cloth sheets, per stretcher, provided by the Medical Examiner’s Office, for
homicide cases will be provided at the scene by the Forensic Investigator,

d. A communication system for the Contractor to contact his/her employees and for the Medical
Examiner’s Office to be in reliable contact with the Contractor and the transporters. Primary
vehicle should possess a cell phone and a text pager. In cases of emergencies cell phone towers
may be down and communication must continue.

e. Personal protective clothing and equipment as shall be required by local, state, or federal
regulations are the responsibility of the contractor.

f.  Foul weather gear, including boots provided by contractor.
g Gloves; and

h.  Disinfectants provided by contractor.
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6. IDENTIFICATION SIGNS

Permanent or temporary signs may be affixed to each vehicle furnished for this service. Said sign, if any,
shall identify the Contractor's company name and be located on the front doors of the vehicles. The signs
must receive the prior approval of the Medical Examiner and shall not contain the words “Coroner” or
“Medical Examiner”. Other than the Contractor’s vehicle, there will be no advertisement of any kind
associated with any equipment or supplies used to transport the decedent. Vehicles shall be operated in
compliance with all applicable traffic laws and rules.

7. PERSONNEL RESPONSIBILITIES

Each vehicle shall be manned by a minimum of two (2} attendants, including the driver. This provision is
mandatory, and failure to provide a minimum of two (2} attendants per vehicle shall be grounds for
termination of this contract. The Contractor shall remove the body from a scene without soliciting
outside assistance. Every effort will be given by the Medical Examiner’'s Office to inform the Contractor
of the approximate weight of the decedent to assist the Contractor in determining the attendants to
deploy. In no event shall the Contractor, or his employees, solicit the assistance of other persons present
at the scene to help with the removal.

Uniless otherwise directed by Medical Examiner’s personnel, each homicide victim removed from a crime
scene shall be first wrapped in a clean, white cloth sheet at the scene. This sheet shall not be removed
when the deceased is delivered to the Medical Examiner's Office.

Plastic body sheets are to be used on most removals. Heavy duty body bags are not to be used routinely
for homicide cases. The heavy duty body bags should be used primarily for decomposing bodies and
when excessive bleeding and drainage cannot be controlled. Only new, heavy duty, 6-handle minimum,
side-zipper bags may be used for transporting deceased persons under this contract. Bags used for cases
will be purchased and provided to the Contractor by the Medical Examiner’s Office. The Medical
Examiner reserves the right to determine the type of materials/supplies that will be used in transporting
the deceased. Plastic sheets and body bags will be provided at the scene by the Forensic Investigator.

All deceased persons transported under this contract shall have a tag affixed listing the deceased’s name
or other identifying information, the locations from which the victim was picked up, and the date of the
removal. The form and composition of the information shall be as directed by the Medical Examiner.
This tag shall be placed on the deceased at the location of the removal. In the event of a homicide, the
investigating agency or Medical Examiner personnel may request that the tag be placed as otherwise
directed.

Homicide victims shall be transported alone in the vehicle directly to the Medical Examiner’s Office, or
designated location, with no intervening stops. No other body will be transported in the vehicle at the

same time, except for possibly additional homicide victims from the same scene, unless otherwise
directed by Medical Examiner personnel.

Unless otherwise directed by the Medical Examiner's Office or law enforcement personnel, all deceased
persons shall be transported in the supine position and, when possible, with the arms down at the sides.
They shall be delivered to the Medical Examiner’s Office and placed supine on a tray by the contractor’s
personnel, unless otherwise directed by the Medical Examiner’s Office personnel.

The deceased shall not be stored, except in homicide cases, in a sheet that was used for transport unless
the sheet was already on the deceased at the time of removal; ie., a hospital or nursing home removal.
Sheets used by the Contractor for routine, non-homicide, Medical Examiner cases shall not be left on the
deceased at the time of delivery. 1t is the Contractor's responsibility to wash and maintain adequate
supply of said sheets. Plastic used for hospital cases already in a hospital body bag are the responsibility
_ of the contractor.
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The body ticket receipt used by the Contractor, to document the removal of a deceased, shall/will be
supplied by the Medical Examiner upon delivery at the Medical Examiner’s Office. The form must
contain at a minimum, the following information;

a. Name of deceased, if known;
b. Location from which deceased was removed;
¢.  Clothing condition of the deceased (dressed /undressed);

d. A description of all clothing, money, wallets, personal effects, and jewelry on the deceased. The
inventory of valuables will be taken at the scene of the removal in the presence of the police and
Medical Examiner’s Office personnel;

e. Date and time of delivery to the Medical Examiner’s Office;
f. Printed full names and signatures of Contractors personnel performing the transport and;
g. Signature of receiving personnel of the Medical Examiner’s Office;

Contractor’s personnel shall be neat in appearance at all times. All employees invelved in body
transportation shall wear conservative, neutral clothing that covers all parts of the legs and trunk.
Clothing may have the transport company name but cannot have other names, emblems, insignias or
graphic designs on it. All employees involved in body removal or transportation shall maintain an
appropriate standard of cleanliness. All personal protective equipment will be the responsibility of the
Contractor,

Contractor’s personnel shall carry with them adequate identification to demonstrate that they are
employed by the Contractor. These wiil be furnished by the Contractor and must show photo, legal first
and last name, and company name.

8, RESPONMNSE TIME

The Contractor shall submit a listing of all communications equipment which will be used in
performance of this contract including, but not limited to, telephone system, trunked radios, cell phones,
text pagers, efc.

The Contractor shall provide and maintain a monitored communications system for the answering of
calls, operational twenty-four (24) hours per day, and seven {7) days a week. This service shall at all
times be manned by an individual acquainted with Duval County geography, radio communication
procedures with text pagers and cell phones and Medical Examiners requirements.

Personnel of the Medical Examiner’s Office are the only persons authorized to issue dispatch orders for
the transport of Medical Examiners cases.

After attempting to contact Contractor for a removal by telephone or pager with no success, the
Contractor has fifteen (15) minutes to return the call or page. Failure to do so necessitates our office in
need of calling a backup source. The City of Jacksonviile and/or the Medical Examiner's Office
reserves the rights to rescind the award, and make award to the next lowest responsive, responsible
bidder, or re-bid the contract, or impose penalties if this occurs more than three (3) imes a year. The
penalty imposed will be a credit issued by the Contractor in the amount of the fee for one body
transport per every case where the City of Jacksonville, Florida would have had to seek outside
assistance.

Arrival at the scene shall be within forty-five (45) minutes after time of dispatch call. For delays in arrival
of greater than 45 minutes from time of dispatch up to sixty (60) minutes from time of dispatch, pavment
shall be made at the discretion of the Medical Examiner's Office. For delays in arrival greater than 60
minutes, no payment shall be made. Notification to Forensic Investigation Manager will be made when
this occurs.

Continued use of a subcontractor shall be construed as being unable
to perform under this contract and grounds for termination of contract,

10, PERSONNEL QUALIFICATIONS

Due to the nature of the service to be performed and because transport personnel are subject to being
subpoenaed as witnesses in some cases, the Coniractor, any subcontractor and all employees of the
Contractor must be bondable. Said persons shall not, at the time of the contract signing, be on probation
or parole for any offense. The Contractor and any personnel involved with work for the Medical
Examiner’s Office under this contract may not have any offense involving a violent act, theft, dishonesty,
drug possession or driving under the influence or any other felony. No personnel shall be employed by
the Contractor that has been adjudicated guilty or plead no contest to a violent act, theft, dishonesty, drug
possession or driving under the influence or any other felony. The Medical Examiner reserves the right
to consider the ability, capacity, skill, licensing and insurance of the Contractor and to consider the
character, integrity, reputation, judgment, experience and efficiency of the Contractor.

It is the Contractor’s responsibility to conduct and retain Level 2 background checks for each prospective
employee prior to allowing the employee to make removals for Medical Examiner’s Office. All employee
files and contents therein shall be made available to the City of Jacksonville, Florida and the Medical
Examiner’s Office upon request.

It is the responsibility of the contractor to have his or her employees trained and practicing proper safety
procedures. This training should include, but not limited to, the current and up to date methods for
handling bio-hazardous conditions including blood borne pathogens and body fluids. Documentation of

The Contractor and his/her employees shall maintain absolute confidentiality of all information related
to any Medical Examiner case.

The
Contractor and his/her employees shall be prohibited from taking any audio or visual recordings of a
scene, participants, or decedents at any time.

No employee, agent, or other person in any way connected with Contractor; shall in any manner, way, or
means convey to funeral homes, attorneys, or their agents, any information which would lead to
knowledge of the name or address of the decedent or his/her next of kin or relatives in any Medical
Examiner case. In event of release of such information, such employee, or agent of Contractor shall be
subject to immediate dismissal.

Contractor, or any director, stockholder, officer, partner, principal, employee, or any member of any of
their immediate families shall not refer, direct, suggest or lead persons to funeral homes, attorneys or
their agents, cemeteries, crime scene clean up, florist shops or any other entity typically associated with
death cases.

Discourteous, disrespectful, unprofessional, or other inappropriate behavior towards the public, law
enforcement personnel, or Medical Examiner employees on the part of the Contractor’s employees in the

performance of contract services shall be grounds for termination of this contract.

The contractor shall maintain a drug-free work place. The Medical Examiner’s Office and the City of
Jacksonville have a zero tolerance policy.
