Property Terminology

Coinsurance Clause - A clause under which the insured shares in losses to the extent that he is underinsured at the
time of loss. The insurer grants a reduced rate to the insured providing he carries insurance 80, 90, or 100% to value. If,
at the time of loss, he carries less than required, he must share in his loss.

Examples of Co-Insurance at 80%

Agreed Value Endorsement — The insured and insurer agree that the amount of insurance carried will automatically
satisfy the coinsurance clause. The effect is to eliminate the necessity of determining whether or not the amount carried
is equal to the stated percentage of the actual cash value/replacement cost indicated in the coinsurance clause.

Replacement Cost — The cost of replacing property without a reduction for depreciation. By this method of determining
value, damages for a claim would be the amount needed to replace the property using new materials. Contrast with
Actual Cash Value.

Actual Cash Value — A form of insurance that pays damages equal to the replacement cost value of damaged property
minus depreciation.

General Liability Terminology

Premises/Operations — Liability coverage for exposures arising out of an insured’s premises and business operations.

Products/Completed Operations —~ Coverage for an insured against claims arising out of products sold, manufactured,
handled, or distributed, or operations which are complete. Claims are covered only after a product has been sold and
possession relinquished, or operations have been completed or abandoned by the named insured.

Medical Payments ~ Provides coverage, without regard to fault, for medical expenses incurred by others for bodily injury
caused by accident sustained on the insured premises or arising from the named insured's operations.

Fire Damage — Waives the “care, custody, or control exclusion” with respect to fire damage to rented or leased premises
if the insured is legally liable in tort.

Contractual Liability — Liability that does not arise by way of negligence but by assumption under contract.

Host Liquor Liability — Covers the incidentals serving of alcohol by an insured who is not in the business of serving
alcohol.

Broad Form Property Damage Coverage — Removes the care, custody, or control exclusion relating to the property of
others and replaces it with a less stringent one.

Iincidental Medical Malpractice — A portion of the commercial general liability policy that is triggered if a covered party or
the association were to be sued because they tried to provide good Samaritan help or other medical first aid type care and
were not professionals in the medical field.

Non-Owned Watercraft Liability Coverage — (Under 26 feet in length) Provides coverage for liability which arises from
any watercraft as long as watercraft is not owned by insured nor being used to carry persons or property for a fee.
Limited Worldwide Coverage — Intended to extend the scope of "policy territories" to anywhere in the world excluding
any country or jurisdiction subject to trade or economic sanctions imposed by laws or regulations of the United States of
America. Limited to the activities of any insured who is domiciled in the United States and the original suit for damage is
brought within the United States, its territories, possessions, or in Canada.

Extended Bodily Injury Coverage — Amends definition of occurrence to: includes any intentional act by or at the
direction of the insured, which results in bodily injury, but only if such bodily injury results from the use of "reasonable”
force for purposes of protecting persons or property.

Newly Acquired Organizations — Automatic protection for newly acquired organizations until the new organizations is
specifically added to the policy or 90 days, whichever occurs first.

Additional Insured — One who qualifies as insured under the terms of a policy even though not named as insured.
Officers of a corporation may be included as insureds under the terms of a policy written in the name of the corporation.

Commercial Umbrella Terminology

Umbrella Liability — Designed to provide coverage in excess of primary liability policies, subject to some limitations.
Broader coverage may be provided subject to a Self-Insured Retention.

Excess Liability — Provide following form excess limit of liability for scheduled underlying policies.

Self-insured Retention “SIR” — The amount of the loss an insured must pay before the umbrella policy would be
required to respond when no primary coverage is provided.

Additionally, in the ordinary course of our business, we may receive and retain interest on premiums you pay from the date
we receive them until the date of premiums are remitted 1o the insurance company or intermediary.

Property Terminology

Coinsurance Clause — A clause under which the insured shares in losses to the extent that he is underinsured at the
time of loss. The insurer grants a reduced rate to the insured providing he carries insurance 80, 90, or 100% to value. If,
at the time of loss, he carries less than required, he must share in his loss.

Amount Required (80,000) X Loss - Deductible = Recovery Amount

Agreed Value Endorsement — The insured and insurer agree that the amount of insurance carried will automatically
satisfy the coinsurance clause. The effect is to eliminate the necessity of determining whether or not the amount carried
is equal to the stated percentage of the actual cash value/replacement cost indicated in the coinsurance clause.

Replacement Cost — The cost of replacing property without a reduction for depreciation. By this method of determining
value, damages for a claim would be the amount needed to replace the property using new materials. Contrast with
Actual Cash Value.

Actual Cash Value - A form of insurance that pays damages equal to the replacement cost vaiue of damaged property
minus depreciation.

General Liability Terminology

Premises/Operations — Liability coverage for exposures arising out of an insured’s premises and business operations.

Products/Completed Operations — Coverage for an insured against claims arising out of products sold, manufactured,
handled, or distributed, or operations which are complete. Claims are covered oniy after a product has been sold and
possession relinquished, or operations have been completed or abandoned by the named insured. Manufacturers and
contractors have a need for this coverage.

Personal injury — Injury other than bodily injury arising out of false arrest or detention, malicious prosecution, wrongful
entry or eviction, libel or slander, or violation of a person’s right to privacy committed other than tin the course of
advertising, publishing, broadcasting or telecasting.

Advertising Injury — Injury arising out of libel or slander, violation of the right to privacy, misappropriation of advertising
ideas, or infringement of copyright, title or slogan committed in the course of advertising goods, products, or services.

Medical Payments — Provides coverage, without regard to fault, for medical expenses incurred by others for bodily injury
caused by accident sustained on the insured premises or arising from the named insured’s operations.

Fire Damage — Waives the “care, custody, or control exclusion” with respect to fire damage to rented or leased premises
if the insured is legally liable in tort.

Contractual Liability ~ Liability that does not arise by way of negligence but by assumption under contract.

Host Liquor Liability — Covers the incidentals serving of alcohol by an insured who is not in the business of serving
alcohol.

Broad Form Property Damage Coverage — Removes the care, custody, or control exclusion relating to the property of
others and replaces it with a less stringent one.

Incidental Medical Malpractice ~ A portion of the commercial general liability policy that is triggered if a covered party or
the association were to be sued because they tried to provide good Samaritan help or other medical first aid type care and
were not professionals in the medical field.

Non-Owned Watercraft Liability Coverage — (Under 26 feet in length) Provides coverage for liability which arises from
any watercraft as long as watercraft is not owned by insured nor being used to carry persons or property for a fee.
Limited Worldwide Coverage — Intended to extend the scope of "policy territories” to anywhere in the world excluding
any country or jurisdiction subject to trade or economic sanctions imposed by laws or regulations of the United States of
America. Limited to the activities of any insured who is domiciled in the United States and the original suit for damage is
brought within the United States, its territories, possessions, or in Canada,

Extended Bodily Injury Coverage — Amends definition of occurrence to; includes any intentional act by or at the
direction of the insured, which results in bodily injury, but only if such bodily injury results from the use of "reasonable”
force for purposes of protecting persons or property.

Newly Acquired Organizations — Automatic protection for newly acquired organizations until the new organizations is
specifically added to the policy or 90 days, whichever occurs first.

Additional Insured — One who qualifies as insured under the terms of a policy even though not named as insured.
Officers of a corporation may be included as insureds under the terms of a policy written in the name of the corporation.

Commercial Auto Terminology

Auto Liability - The Insurer agrees to pay damages for bodily injury or property damage for which the insured is legally
responsible because of an automobile accident resulting from the ownership, maintenance, or use of a covered auto.

Personal Injury Protection — The name usually given to no-fault benefits in states that have enacted mandatory or
optional no-fault auto insurance laws. Personal Injury Insurance (PIP) usually includes benefits for medical expenses,
loss of income from work, essential services, accidental death, funeral expenses, and survivor benefits.

Medical Payments Coverage ~ This pays for medical and funeral expenses incurred in an auto accident, regardless of
fault. 1t will also cover injuries sustained by passengers in your car, or while you're operating someone else's car (with
their permission), in addition to injuries you or your family members incur when you're pedestrians.

Uninsured Motorists — Coverage available on your own auto insurance policy to protect you from a loss caused by a
negligent driver who does not carry any auto insurance.

Underinsured Motorists — Underinsured motorists bodily injury coverage (which must be offered in most states) pays for
a covered person’s bodily injuries of which a person with not enough insurance is legally liable.

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Worker's Compensation Terminology

Employer’s Liability — This is coverage B of the standard Workers Compensation policy. It provides coverage against
the common law liability of an employer for injuries to employees as distinguished from the liability imposed by a Workers
Compensation law.

Officer/ Partner Exclusion — In some states, workers compensation law allows an insured to include or exclude
Executive Officers and Partners, or both, from coverage.

Experience Modification — Is an actuarially based method of determining if a specific risk’s loss experience is better than
expected or worse than expected. A unity mod (1.00) indicates an average risk.

Other States Insurance - This provides workers compensation coverages if the insured expands operations into other
states not declared at the time the policy is issued or renewed. If the insured elects this coverage and operations begin in
a state listed under other states, the insurer provides the same coverage as if the state was declared in the policy at the
time of policy issuance.

USL & H - Protect employees engaged in maritime employment or employed, in whole or in part, on navigable waterways

in the United States including piers, terminals, docks and other areas used for loading or unloading, or repairing of
vessels.

Commercial Umbrella Terminology

Umbrella Liability — Designed to provide coverage in excess of primary liability policies, subject to some limitations.
Broader coverage may be provided subject to a Self-Insured Retention.

Excess Liability — Provide following form excess limit of liability for scheduled underlying policies.

Self-Insured Retention “SIR” — The amount of the loss an insured must pay before the umbrella policy would be
required to respond when no primary coverage is provided.

ORTEGA HILLS SUBDIVISION NORTH ACCESS ROAD

Project Summary:

The project is a new northern access road from the Ortega Hills Subdivision to the signalized Yorktown/US17
Intersection. The proposed 2100 linear foot road referred to as the Cummings Lane extension will begin on the
north end at the cul-de-sac of Golden Wings Road extending south approx. 350 linear feet before turning
westerly approx. 200 linear feet intersecting at the existing approximately 30 foot wide Cummings Lane private
access road for 350 linear feet before turning south again for approximately 1200 linear feet along the approx.
40 foot wide Cummings Lane private access road to intersect with the existing City-owned Ortega Hills Drive.
The Cummings Lane private access road and the properties along the southside of the Cummings Lane corridor
are owned by one property owner (developer) and will require extensive coordination with the developer for
the roadway alignment and right of way width. In addition, an agreement with JEA will be required for use of the
100-foot wide JEA electric easement crossing the Cummings Lane corridor.

The roadway elements consist mainly of extending Cummings Lane from Golden Wings Road to an intersection
with Ortega Hills Drive. The project will include pavement design, pedestrian facilities along the proposed road,
and the preparation of sketch and legal description for right of way acquisition. The design will include adding a
box culvert crossing at the major FDOT outfall ditch from US17 and drainage modifications to the basin
stormwater treatment system for Timiquana Commerce Center. This proposal does not include a corridor or
pond siting study, and we do not anticipate any impacts to US 17 or the CSX railroad.

L. Scope of Services:

A. Project Kickoff and Concept Planning
Upon Notice to Proceed by the City, CONSULTANT shall coordinate an initial project kick-ff meeting with
the City. The kick-off meeting will include discussion on the project goals, scope, and schedule.

CONSULTANT will initiate the concept planning soon after the notice to proceed {NTP) is issued to
include one (1) meeting to receive input from the COJ and developer. CONSULTANT will prepare
Concept Plans of the most optimum roadway alignment including the typical roadway section, pond and
outfall location, and conceptual cost estimate. The purpose of the Concept Plans will be to finalize the
roadway alignment and pond site and identify any areas which may pose a problem meeting the City of
Jacksonville and Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) Greenbook Standards. The drainage and
roadway design will meet the City of Jacksonville and FDOT Greenbook standards unless deemed
otherwise by CONSULTANT as the Engineer of Record. CONSULTANT will provide recommendations
should this issue arise for City review, concurrence and documentation.

Emerald Trail Design Services
from S-Line at State Street to Stonewall Street at Park Street

Project Purpose and Limits

The project is for the development of an off-road trail for pedestrians and bicycles in the LaVilla
& Brooklyn districts of downtown Jacksonville. The project shall extend from the S-Line at State
Street from the north and ending at the intersection of Park Street and Stonewall Street to the
south, approximately 1.3 miles. Signalization and Crosswalk improvements at the intersection of
Stonewall Street and Park Street will be done by others. Groundwork Jacksonville (GWJax)
recently completed the Emerald Trail Master Plan and Implementation Strategy; the Master Plan
will provide guidance to the Consultant. The Consultant shall adhere to the Trail’s Branding and
Design Standards, any deviation from the Standards needs to be highlighted and justified. The
City of Jacksonville / GWJax considers this first segment of the Emerald Trail as the Model for
future phases and emphasizes the importance of the successful completion of this project.

The Trail alignment shall be signed and marked for safety at roadway crossings and wayfinding
signage along adjacent roadways; the Consultant shall follow City of Jacksonville (COJ)/Florida
Department of Transportation (FDOT) standards, as applicable. Where COJ and FDOT standards
differ from recommended trail standards, the Consultant will bring it to the attention of GWJax
and COJ for resolution. The Trail alignment shall consider ADA accessibility and safety
improvements for trail users, both pedestrians and cyclists. The Consultant shall consider AARP
Livable Cities Criteria during the design. It is anticipated that the Trail will be constructed within
available public rights-of-way or public lands, no private property will be impacted.

As the Consultant develops this project’s design schedule and milestones, it is important to note
that the Downtown Investment Authority solicited for “Developers” to develop a few parcels in
the LaVilla District. The preferred Trail Alignment, typical sections and required building setbacks
need to be identified and communicated to the Downtown Investment Authority and their
Developer to allow the Developer to accommodate the Trail requirements as they develop their
projects.

Project Management and Client Communication

During the project the Consultant will facilitate frequent communication with COJ. Marty Child will
be the project’s point of contact. Bi-weekly meetings (either by phone or in person) will be
scheduled with COJ and Consultant Team Members. Status Meetings with COJ will be scheduled
monthly. Project management time and coordination meetings are included in each phase of the
project according to the tasks and timeline.

overall compliance with the applicable contract documents, verifying contractor’s quality
control test results and resolving monthly comments concerning materials testing
sample results.

GAI will monitor all RFls, RFCs and RFMs, coordinate with the City, verify key survey
data and as-built elevations, review change orders and assist the City in any Dispute
Resolution meetings and contractor’'s request for equitable payment for additional work.
GAIl will also facilitate bi-weekly progress meetings and pre-work meetings. GAl will also
assist in coordinating with adjacent projects and affected third parties while resolving
onsite issues with the contractor’s daily operations.

GAI shall review the contractor's monthly CPM Schedule for overall compliance and
forward a copy to the City.

NPDES Inspections — Immediately following each rainfall event of %" or greater, the
inspector will visit the site, inspect all erosion/sedimentation control measures, direct the
contractor to repair or replace damaged erosion/sedimentation controls and verify that
the required work is done in accordance with the NPDES/permit requirements.

Authority — After consultation, the City gives GAI the authority to require the contractor
to correct all work not in compliance with the approved plans and/or City requirements.
If the contractor refuses or fails to take the required corrective action, GAI shall
immediately notify the City.

Testing — GAI's qualified field representatives will be responsible for selecting locations
for verification of concrete plastic and compressive strength, compaction and density
testing and verifying that all required Contractor’s Quality Control testing is performed in
accordance with City’'s requirements/specifications for locations and frequency.

All inspection and testing requirements shall apply at all times while construction
operations are being performed including weekends and holidays.

Inspector Logs — GAIl and its subconsultants’ onsite inspector shall maintain an

inspection log throughout the duration of construction. This log shall include but not be
limited to the following:

Substantial Completion — The City shall be notified in advance of the substantial
completion inspection to allow the City’s various Departments time to make
arrangements to participate.

Following the Substantial Completion inspection, a copy of the punch list of items to be
completed along with a list of the persons attending the inspection shall be e-mailed to
each of the above agencies.
