WHAT IS A SPECIFIC PROJECT EXPENDITURE REPORT (SPR)?

A Specific Project Expenditure Report (SPR) is a report required under Section 2-354(b)
of the Orange County Lobbying Ordinance, codified at Article X of Chapter 2 of the
Orange County Code, reflecting all lobbying expenditures incurred by a principal and their
authorized agent(s) and the principal's lobbyist(s), contractor(s), subcontractor(s), and
Contractor(s), if applicable, for certain projects or issues that will ultimately be decided by
the Board of County Commissioners (BCC).

Matters specifically exempt from the SPR requirement are ministerial items, resolutions,
agreements in settlement of litigation matters in which the County is a party, ordinances
initiated by County staff, and some procurement items, as more fully described in 2.20 of
the Administrative Regulations.

SES routinely performs asbestos, lead based paint abatement and indoor air quality remediation
activities. SES has performed all the below listed abatement activities in both occupied and
non-occupied facilities.

The level of preparation activities performed by SES is similar for both occupied and non-
occupied facilities. Every work area constructed by SES is constructed in the manner that
would allow occupants to be present in adjacent areas. The construction of full containments
insures no contamination be introduced to adjacent areas of the facility, occupied or
unoccupied. SES personnel are also instructed in the interface with occcupants as not to create
alarm to ongoing activities and defer all communication to BBCOGC authorized personnel.

The following is a list of the types of abatement/remediation SES performs and would offer to
the BCCOC:

Asbestos Abatement

Removal: Asbestos containing materials are removed in their entirety by controlled methods
and the hazard no longer exists in the facility. Typical type removal projects included floor tile
and mastic, duct mastic, chilled water piping, roofing materials, etc. These materials are
typically removed during a renovation project where new facility upgrades are being performed.
All asbestos related work performed by SES is in compliance with EPA and OSHA requirements
for the class of work performed.

Encasement/ Encapsulation: The hazard and likelihood of disturbance of asbestos containing
materials are reduced by creating a physical barrier between the asbestos material and the
occupied spaces. Typically type encasement / encapsulation projects would include the
installation of a suspended ceiling tile system under roof deck system with asbestos containing
fireproofing. The advantage of encasement / encapsulation is the asbestos containing material
is isolated without the increased cost of removal and replacement. The disadvantage of this
type of abatement is that the source of asbestos still remains and will need fo be maintained
until removal. All asbestos related work performed by SES is in compliance with EPA and
OSHA requirements for the class of work performed.

Repair. Damaged asbeslos containing materials are repaired to reduce the potential exposure
to the occupied spaces. A typical repair project would be performed on a boiler where the
external wrap has beached allowing the ashestos fill to spill. The area would be properly
decontaminated and the breach sealed to prevent release of asbestos fibers. The advantage of
repair is that repair allows for a quick fix and reoccupancy of the area.
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All asbestos related work performed by SES is in compliance with EPA and QSHA requirements
for the class of work performed.

Lead Based Paint Abatement

Full Component Removal: Materials containing lead are removed in thasir entirely by
controlled methods and the hazard no longer exists in the facility. Typical type removal projects
include door frames, window frames, handrails, etc. These materials are typically removed
during a renovation project whers new facility upgrades are being performed. All Lead removal

activities performed by SES are performed is in compliance with EPA and OSHA requirements
as applicable to the task,

Paint Stripping / Removal: Components containing lead paint are treated with a chemical
stripper and the paint physically removad from the component to remain. Typical type stripping
projects include structural and historical elemenis. These type projects are typically performed
when a lead hazard is present during renovation projects. All Lead removal activities performed

by SES are performed is in compliance with EPA and OSHA requirements as applicable to the
task.

Stabilization: Damaged paint is repaired to reduce the potential exposure to the occupied
spaces. A typical repair project would be performed in an area where lead based paint is
delaminating from the cailing. Under controlled conditions, the bubbled paint would be removed
and a stabilizer applied to reduce the delaminating. The advantage of repair Is that repair
allows for a quick fix and raoccupancy of area. All Lead removal activities performed by SES
are performed is in compliance with EPA and OSHA requirements as applicable to the task.

Indoor Air Quality Remediation / Microbial Decontamination

Full Component Removal: Porous finishing materials such as gypsum wallboard, ceiling tile,
etc. are evaluated to determine if the integrity of the finishing materials has been compromised
by the water intrusion or fungal growth. If it is determined that the finishing material cannot be
surface cleaned for successful remediation, the materials are removed to a distance of at least 1
foot past visible contamination. The adjacent materials and newly exposed cavities are
sanitized utilizing manual wiping with a disinfectant agent. BES is a Florida Licensed General
Contracting firm and can perform restoration activities if requested,

Surface Cleaning / Decontamination: Non-porous materials such as laminated furnishings,
concrete walls, painted surfaces, etc. are evaluated to determine if the materials can be cleaned
utilizing manual wiping and HEPA vacuum methods, When this method is found to be practical
all contaminated surfaces are wet wiped in a methodic method from top to bottom and from one
area to the next. Wiping cloths are utilized once per pass, folded inward, wiped again so the
cantaminates are not reintroduced to the surface. During surface cleaning operations, HEPA air
filtration is utilized in the area fo capture airborne contaminates. Following the wiping process,
HEPA vacuuming of the surfaces is performed. Should components such as particle board
furnishings be observed to be affected and successful cleaning not achieved, these materials
are documented and disposed of with owners approval.
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Indoor Air Quality Remediation / Microbial Decontamination

Alr Handling Unit Decontamination: The interior of an Air Handling Unit (AHU) is performed
by first disassembly of the cabinet as much as possible to allow access to the interior
components. The interior of the unit is cleaned utilizing HEPA vacuuming and wet wiping
methods. The cails are cleaned in place utilizing an approved colil cleaning solution and airless
power spray wash. Should the removal of coils be required, the capture of refrigerant, as
applicable, is performed in accordance with EPA requirements. All contaminated waste material
and water is collected for proper disposal, When possible, the blower assembly of the unit is
removed and the blades of the fan are cleaned with attention not to introduce water or cleaner
to the electrical components. If the interior of the cabinet is insulated with fibarglass lining, the
lining is coated with an EPA approved antimicrobial coating applied by manual methods. If the
interior of the cabinet is unlined the metal components are coated with a water based primer
and then coated with an EPA approved coating. SES is a Florida Licensed Mechanical
Contractor and all work performed is in accordance with State of Florida requirements.

Duct Decontamination: SES performs duct cleaning only by manual methods. The use of
manual methods insures complete Coverage and cleaning of all surfaces. The cleaning of duct
systems is performed methodically starting at the furthest return point, cleaned to the unit and
then the supply is cleaned from the unit to the furthest supply point. This method insures limited
reintroduction of contaminates into the system should the system be reactivated during the
process on staged projects. Duct doors are installed at intervals to allow for manual access to
all areas inside the duct. Both lined and unlined ducts are first HEPA vacuumed to remove
settied contaminates followed by a wiping with biocide detergent. If required the fined ducts are
coated with an EPA approved coating. If unlined metal ducts are found to be pitted or rusted
following the surface cleaning, the duct is primed with a water based primer and coated with the
EPA approved coating.

The overall project consists of a dirt road that is proposed to be paved in Pinehurst Cemetery located in

Jacksonville, Florida. Our scope of work includes performing peotechnical exploration and evaluation for the
dirt road, which is approximately 1,500 feet long.

PROPOSED GEOTECHNICAL EXPLORATION

Field Exploration - The proposed exploration for the dist road will consist of geotechnical studies and the
collection of subsurface data by means of four (4) auger borings at 12 feet each at 500 feet spacing. Two LBR
samples will be picked up to be tested to provide LBR values. The exploration also consists of two (2) Standard
Penetration Test (SPT) borings at 10’ deep each and two (2) cased borehole percolation tests to be used in the
design of the exfiltration trench. Suflicient testing will be performed on soils recovered from the borings for
classification purposes. Soil samples will be classified, containerized, and marked in the field and retumed to

Two proposals for the above referenced RFP were received by the City on November 28, 2018. Neither of
those proposals met the minimum requirements of the RFP. However, despite those deviations the
Neighborhoods Department is recommending that your office award the RFP to Ability Housing, Inc. because
the minimum requirement not met by this respondent is considered a minor deviation, and the Ability Housing
submission significantly outscored the other proposal. The other proposal did not meet the minimum
requirements because it owns one property where a previous year's property taxes are outstanding. The
unmet requirement in the Ability Housing proposal is that the lease included does not meet the 50 year
minimum lease term condition; however, the Department considers the 31 year lease term included in the
proposal a sufficient long-term commitment of site control, which was the purpose and intent of this
requirement in the RFP.

The Housing and Community Development Division will utilize $1,500,000 in funding from Index Code
ERCD1N7, Grant HCS001, Grant Detail 1804, Sub-object 08304 to fund this award.

SECTION 4 - DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES AND DELIVERABLES

A. Intent

The City of Jacksonville, Neighborhoods Department, Housing and Community Development Division has an
appropriation of $1.5 million in non-recurring grant funds and is requesting proposals to create and operate
Permanent Supportive Housing for chronically homeless individuals, as defined herein. Projects will be funded by
the State Housing Initiative Partnership (SHIP) program (Florida Statutes 420.907) in an amount up to $1,500,000.00.

Eligible Uses of Funding;:
e  Acquisition of existing units not currently serving previously chronically homeless persons
e Acquisition and rehabilitation of existing housing units not currently serving previously chronically
homeless persons
e Rehabilitation of existing units not currently serving previously chronically homeless persons
¢ New Construction

Eligible Applicants:

This RFP is open to non-profit applicants that are proposing the creation of Permanent Supportive Housing. It is
the intent to fund housing that is in conformance with the priorities of the Jacksonville Continuum of Care
Homeless Assistance Plans.

Monthly rents and utilities do not exceed 30 percent of adjusted gross monthly income
for the household.

The period of time during which a property must comply with the SHIP statutes and
rules, including income and rent restrictions.

The seven (7) days of the week. For computing any period of time allowed by the RFP,
the day of the event from which the designated period of time begins to run shall not be
included. The last day of the period so computed shall be included unless it is a
Saturday, Sunday or City of Jacksonville holiday, in which event the period shall run
until the end of the next day which is neither a Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday.

An individual who is homeless and has:

(a) a diagnosable substance abuse disorder, or (b) a serious mental illness, or

(c) a developmental disability, or

(d) a chronic physical illness or disability, or

(e) veterans, frail elders, survivors of domestic violence, including the co-occurrence of

two or more of these conditions, (identified with a through e); and
(f) has been continuously homeless for one (1) year, or
(g) has had four (4) or more periods of homelessness in the last three (3) years.

Any individual, association, corporation, joint venture, partnership which possesses the
requisite skill, experience, and credit worthiness to successfully produce affordable

housing as required in the RFP.

and any other real and personal property, designed and intended for the primary
purpose of providing decent, safe, and sanitary residential housing for chronically
homeless persons or families, whether new construction, the acquisition of existing
residential housing with rehabilitation, or the remodeling, improvement, rehabilitation,
or reconstruction of existing housing, together with such related nonhousing facilities as
the City of Jacksonville determines to be necessary, convenient, or desirable , as defined
in Section 420.503 (33), F.S.

The total costs incurred in the development of a project that are considered customary,
reasonable and necessary.

Any individual, corporation, general partnership, limited liability company, limited
partnership, joint venture, business trust, public benefit corporation, nonprofit entity,
CHDO, public or governmental agency or consortium of any of the aforementioned
entities.

Pursuant to Section 420.621(5), F.S.,, (5) “homeless,” applied to an individual, or
“individual experiencing homelessness” means an individual who lacks a fixed, regular,
and adequate nighttime residence and includes an individual who:

(a) Is sharing the housing of other persons due to loss of housing, economic hardship,
or a similar reason;

(b) Is living in a motel, hotel, travel trailer park, or camping ground due to a lack of
alternative adequate accommodations;

(c) Isliving in an emergency or transitional shelter;

(d) Has a primary nighttime residence that is a public or private place not designed for,
or ordinarily used as, a regular sleeping accommodation for human beings;

(e) Is living in a car, park, public space, abandoned building, bus or train station, or
similar setting; or

(f) Is a migratory individual who qualifies as homeless because he or she is living in
circumstances described in paragraphs (a)-(e).

The terms do not refer to an individual imprisoned pursuant to state or federal law or to
individuals or families who are sharing housing due to cultural preferences, voluntary
arrangements, or traditional networks of support. The terms include an individual who
has been released from jail, prison, the juvenile justice system, the child welfare system, a
mental health and developmental disability facility, a residential addiction treatment
program, or a hospital, for whom no subsequent residence has been identified, and who
lacks the resources and support network to obtain housing.

A detailed projection of all estimated income, expenses, reserves, debt service, and cash
flow based on forecasted rental revenue during a given period.

“Permanent Supportive Housing”

Long-term housing that has supportive services for homeless persons with disabilities.
This type of supportive housing enables special needs populations to live as
independently as possible in a permanent setting. The supportive services may be
provided by the organization managing the housing for the Developer or coordinated by
the Developer and provided by other public or private service agencies. Permanent
housing can be provided in one structure or several structures at one site or in multiple
structures at scattered sites. There is no definite length of stay.

“Project” Development as defined above.

“Rehabilitation” The alteration, improvement or modification of an existing structure where less than 50
percent of the proposed construction work consists of new construction.

“Supportive Services” As defined in section 656.1601, Jacksonville Ordinance Code.

“Unit” A single family home or one set of living quarters in a duplex, triplex, quadraplex, or
apartment property. Units are those in which the occupants live separately from any
other persons in the building and which have direct access from the outside of the
building or through a common hall. The occupants may be a family, one person living
alone, or any other group of related or unrelated persons who share living arrangements.
For this RFP, Units may contain one or more separate bedrooms rented separately as
shared housing by non-related persons.

EVALUATION CRITERIA

The evaluations will be based upon the following criteria, and Developers are requested to provide, as a minimum, the
information listed under each criterion. Failure to provide adequate information on any criterion will result in lower
scores and could result in rejection of the proposal as non-responsive.

The response to each of the criterion will be evaluated relative to the other responses received and will be awarded a score
based on the criteria listed. Developers are encouraged to arrange their responses in a format that will offer ready review
and evaluation of each criterion.

FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY. Describe form of business, i.e., proprietorship, partnership, corporation; years
in business; changes in ownership; bank reference(s); past, present, pending and/ or threatened legal proceedings
within any forum; and any other information the Developer may wish to supply to demonstrate financial
responsibility. Projects with award letters from public or private resources will be scored higher than those
without. Failure to provide all listed information and documentation will result in score less than maximum for
this criterion. (15 points maximum score)

COMPETENCE (PAST AND PRESENT RECORD OF PROFESSIONAL ACCOMPLISHMENTS WITH CITY
AGENCIES AND OTHERS). Describe professional and technical education and training; experience in the kind
of projects to be undertaken; availability of adequate personnel, equipment and facilities, and the extent of repeat
business of the persons. Provide names and resumes of all individuals to be assigned to this Project. List previous
projects similar to the one in the RFP that have been satisfactorily completed, include physical address and
certificate of completion or occupancy for completed rehabilitation or construction. Provide resumes of principal
staff/ project manager showing years of experience in the field to which they are assigned for this Project.
Describe Developer’s experience in operating and managing Permanent Supportive Housing projects, including
performing operations, on-site supervision, and management functions specific to the needs of the intended
residents.

Provide a list of completed projects that are similar in nature and scope to the Project under consideration with
references to include owner’s contact person and telephone number. Describe any outstanding accomplishments
that relate to specific services being sought. Responding to this evaluation criterion necessitates that the
Developer include statements of its past and present record of professional accomplishments or performance with
the City of Jacksonville and its various “using agencies,” which is defined in the Jacksonville Ordinance Code as
“a department, division, office, board, agency, commission or other unit of Grantor and an independent agency
required by law or voluntarily requesting to utilize for services of the (Procurement) Department”; and with any
of Grantor’s “Independent Authorities”; and on projects undertaken with others that are similar in nature to the
size and scope of professional services and/or work required for the Project solicitation herein. (25 points
maximum score)

PAST AND PRESENT DEMONSTRATED COMMITMENT TO SMALL AND MINORITY BUSINESSES
AND CONTRIBUTIONS TOWARD A DIVERSE MARKET PLACE. Responding to this evaluation criterion
necessitates that Developer indicate its past and present commitment to minority, women-owned, small and
emerging businesses. More specifically, responses to this evaluation criterion should include, without limitation,
statements that document the Developer’s: (i) commitment to diversity among the directors, officers, members
and/or employees that make up its firm; (ii) commitment to diversity within its community and beyond; (iii)
commitment to and utilization of minority, women-owned, or small and emerging businesses on past projects;
and (iv) commitment to and utilization of minority, women-owned, small and emerging businesses, certified
JSEBs in particular, for the Project solicitation in question. (10 points maximum score)
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DESCRIPTION OF PROJECTED PROJECT AND ABILITY TO DESIGN A WORK PLAN TO MEET THE
PROJECT REQUIREMENTS. Describe the Project to include the number of units, subpopulation(s) of the
Chronically Homeless persons intended to reside in the proposed development, such as persons with mental
illness, veterans, frail elders, survivors of domestic violence, and the general Homeless population (inclusive of
any community-based services) that will be served, address (provide real estate number, census tract, council
district and zoning), architectural designs/renderings for new construction projects and scope of work needed for
rehabilitation projects, accessibility, adaptability, Universal Design, Visitability, and Green Building features; as
well as, a timeline from start to completion inclusive of projected lease up of units, and five-year operating
budget. (35 points maximum score)

QUOTATION OF RATES, FEES OR CHARGES AND OTHER DETAILED COST PROPOSAL OR COST
BREAKDOWN INFORMATION. Describe the Total Development Cost for the proposed project. All projects
should include a development and a five-year operating budget (as defined in Section 4(B)). Projects will be
scored higher based on the amount of leverage and the ratio of the requested amount (City funding) compared to
the total development cost. Projects with a lower developer fee will be scored higher than projects with higher
developer fees. (15 points maximum score)
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
