Each supplier shall maintain, for the entire term of this bid, current insurance coverage as stated in the
bid documents. All insurance certificates shall list the City of Jacksonville as an additional insured. The
awarded Contractor will be required to submit the copy of insurance certificate within ten (10) days
from date of receipt of award notice.

REPORTING

The Social Services Division will conduct unannounced inspections of the facility and its sub-
contractor; a minimal of twice annually.

ADMINISTRATION

All Indigent Cremation/Burial Program policies and procedures shall be approved and administered by
the Social Services Division of the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department, City of
Jacksonville, Florida.

PROBATE

The City of Jacksonville has first right to claim any assets on behalf of a decedent for reimbursement to
the Division for disposition services rendered.

SUBCONTRACTORS

It is anticipated all services required in these specifications will be performed by the Contractor. Any
subcontracted services must be clearly indicated and approved by the Social Services Division in
advance of the award.

SPACE & EQUIPMENT

The use of a subcontracted licensed facility is required when the crematory/retort is out of operation for
three or more days for purpose of preventive maintenance or repair.

I. REQUIREMENTS:

a. The Social Services Division shall review the Florida Department of Financial Services, Division of
Funeral, Cemetery and Consumer Services file(s) of the licensed funeral establishment and be
provided an orientation to the licensed funeral establishment's physical layout, operational
procedures and customer service policy utilized by the Contractor. The Division shall document the
operating hours, accessibility of staff and after-hours coverage of the licensed funeral establishment
and a written report shall be prepared by the Social Services Division detailing their findings.

Upon
the recommendation by the Funeral Director of the licensed funeral establishment, and authorization
by the Social Services Division, the remains must be placed in a disaster bag and a casket.

. Graveside Service (Cemetery Funeral Service)

Graveside service shall not be required to be provided by the contracted funeral home but may be
allowed for approximately 15 minutes.

. Exhumation

Based on the nature of the request, exhumation costs are the responsibility of law enforcement or the
decedent’s family.

2. INDIGENT CREMATIONS

Chapter 406 and 497, the 2016 Florida Statutes, includes cremation as an acceptable method of
disposition of unclaimed dead bodies or bodies which are required to be disposed of at public
expense, excluding unidentified human remains. Preparation of remains shall be in accordance with
the rules, laws, and practices of the Florida Department of Financial Services, Division of Funeral,
Cemetery and Consumer Services and the laws and codes of the State of Florida.

3. TRANSPORTATION AND STORAGE OF UNCLAIMED, ALLEGEDLY INDIGENT, DEAD
HUMAN BODIES

A. At the direction of the Social Services Division, the Contractor shall promptly pick up, transport, and
properly maintain a dead human body while awaiting disposition instructions from the Social
Services Division. The dead human body shall be maintained under the control of the Contractor in a
secure, sanitary, and dignified manner. The dead human body shall be held in refrigerated storage at
a temperature not greater than forty (40) degrees Fahrenheit. Should the Contractor not have on-
premises refrigerated storage capabilities, the Contractor shall contract for such with a licensed
Duval County funeral establishment having refrigerated storage capabilities or with a Division of
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Funeral, Cemetery and Consumer Services licensed refrigeration facility and provide the Social
Services Division with a copy of the contract. The Social Services Division shall visit the facility for
approval prior to the award.

741.28 that
resulted in or contributed to the death of the deceased; a son or daughter who is eighteen (18)
years of age or older, a parent, a brother or sister eighteen (18) years of age or older, grandchild
who is eighteen (18) years of age or older, or grandparent; or any person in the next degree of
kinship. In addition, the term may include, if no family member exists or is available, the
guardian of the dead person at the time of death; the personal representative of the deceased; the
attorney in fact of the dead person at the time of death; the health surrogate of the dead person at
the time of death; a public health officer; the medical examiner, county commission or
administrator acting under Chapter 406 and 497, Florida Statutes, or other public administrator;
a representative of a nursing home or other health care institution in charge of final disposition;
or a friend or other person not listed in this subsection who is willing to assume the
responsibility as the legally authorized person.
