During our Design Phase for the above captioned facilities, several areas at each of the Libraries
were developed which require coordination with a structural engineer. In addition, additional
plumbing engineering services were required for Highlands Library.

At the Charles Webb Library, a new exterior exit door is required due to plan modifications.
Also, a special Video Lab was created with a wide front of approximately 15 feet. Five doors,
hinged to fold to each side will, when opened, present another available activity to the Library
visitors.

e Construct a new one-story 1,764 square foot building that includes restrooms, storage, and
concessions. The structure will consist of pre-engineered wood roof trusses bearing on CMU
walls. The CMU walls will be supported on conventional shallow foundations.

e Construct a new one-story 5,200 square foot building that includes multiple batting tunnels
and an equipment storage room. The structure will consist of a pre-engineered metal building
supported on a concrete slab with monolithic thickened footings.

OVERALL DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT

As Hurricane Irma marched across the State on September 10, 2017, it created record storm surge and
peak wind gusts of 86 miles per hour in downtown Jacksonville. Many buildings and structures were
damaged, including structures at the four (4) parks that are the subject of this contract.

Per ATM’s recent discussions with City staff, our understanding is that this project is eligible for FEMA
reimbursement based on the cost to repair or replace the identified structures back to pre-storm location
and condition. Post-storm inspection reports completed by Taylor Engineering for the City in January 2018
will be utilized to the extent possible, as well as any existing design and survey information provided by
the City, and incorporated into the work.

The goal of the project is to restore the four project waterfront structures to their condition prior to
Hurricane Irma, and does not include improvements to improve their resiliency or increase their design
level (i.e., mitigation, as FEMA considers it). Thus, materials of construction and design loads are assumed
to be the same as the original, existing structures. Similarly for things like hand rails, it is assumed that
elements would be replaced to match pre-irma conditions and not upgraded even if the current building
code(s) indicate such is required. It is understood that repair or replacement of any non-storm damaged
elements will need to be costed separately from the potentially FEMA-reimbursable elements damaged
due to Hurricane Irma.

This project scope includes inspection, design, and/or permitting for the repairs and/or replacement of
each of the existing four waterfront projects identified herein. The scope for each site is independent of
the others, in the event the City elects to proceed with only one or more sites, or if timing of them is
staggered. Some fee savings may be possible if all four project sites are advanced in parallel.

1.6 SCOPE FOR SITE #1 — DAMES POINT PARK FISHING PIER

Atthe 2.63-acre Dames Point Park (Figure 1), the landward section of the 127 ft long fishing pier access has
failed. The hollow-core precast between the first and second pile bents is destroyed, but from post-Irma
damage reports prepared by others for the City it appears that the concrete piles and bents remain in
serviceable condition. In addition, the guard rails and electrical conduit to the pier overhead lighting are in
poor condition and require either rehabilitation or replacement. Based on discussions with the City staff,

Since this is a topside repair project only, no geotechnical data collection is included. Based on
findings of the Taylor Engineering June 2018 report, it is assumed that the existing concrete piles
are serviceable and will not require repair or replacement due to irma.

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3.0 SCOPE FOR SITE #3 — METRO PARK FIXED PIER

The damaged wooden decking has been removed from the east portion of the Metro Park fixed timber
docks, with timber piles and bents remaining. Prior to Irma, the fixed docks extended along approximately
850 ft of shoreline and were approximately 10-12 ft wide (refer to Figure 3). No post-Irma inspection was
completed for this facility by the City, as the entire superstructure was destroyed during Hurricane Irma.
There is also some uncertainty in the future use of this portion of the park. The City has identified the need
to perform an inspection of the remaining fixed pier components to determine repair and/or replacement
costs of the fixed docks, to the pre-Irma locations and elevations. -An inherent challenge at this site is due
to the fixed pier piles being located through the existing rock revetment, and the unknown location of the
toe of the revetment.

3.1 - Site Surveys & Inspection

e Our team will first conduct a review of available project information from the City, including any
as-built, design, and permit plans related to the Riverwalk bulkhead and timber docks. We also
will require any post-Irma photos or records of debris removal at the site which the City may have.

This site includes approximately 280 ft of 20 ft wide heavy timber fixed pier extending west from the
existing boat ramp (Figure 4). This section is one of the oldest portions of the City’s Riverwalk and is heavily
damaged with most of the components of the pier having likely exceeded their life expectancy. The existing
piles include both steel and timber. It is anticipated that the entire structure will require complete
replacement of the superstructure, overhead lighting cable/conduit {we assume that existing light fixtures
are serviceable), and substructure with the exception of any remaining structurally sound piles. Initial cost
estimates for repair of this facility, completed by others in June 2018 appear to be low given the observed
condition of the facility. The inspection and design of repairs to adjacent bulkheads, revetments, and the
floating dock at the boat ramp are outside the scope of services for this site.

" 1. Boring locations will avoid impacting the navigable channel of the St. Johns River.
2. The test depth from the barge deck is 95 feet (5 feet from barge deck to water line, 15 feet from
water line to mudiine). Boring termination elevation will be approximately 50 feet below the
mudiine.

During the preparation of this proposal, we consulted with numerous marine contractors, pile driving
contractors, and tug operators regarding the type of drill rig and barge necessary to complete this scope
safely.
