Board Member of the POW/MIA Memorial, a President of the Air Force 

Sergeants Association Chapter 559, and the President of his Neighborhood 

Homeowner Association; and 

WHEREAS: While with the Veterans Council of Duval County, he was awarded the City 

Council’s 2019 Melody Starr Anne Bishop award for outstanding community 

service. He was also awarded the Legion of Honor Award of the Chapel of the 

Four Chaplains; and 

WHEREAS: Mr. Spickelmier was known throughout City Hall and Jacksonville for being a 

staunch advocate of Veterans. His dedication, steadfastness, and commitment 

to bettering the lives of his community set a prime example of what it means to 

be a servant leader.
